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A UNITED INFLUENCE

GERMANS REALIZE THE SIGNIFI-
CANCE OF THE ANGLO-AMER-
ICAN FRIENDSHIP

FIRST PROOFS. APPARENT

FPeople Abroad Beginning to Appre-
ciate the Effect om the Politics
of the World of the Joining of
the Two Great English-Speaking
Powers in a Defensive or Offen-
sive Alliance.

LONDON, Nov. 18—=The Berlin cor-
respondent of the T/mes says:

“The German attempts to deny the
reality and significance of the Amglo-
American friendship are now being
gbandoned. There are certain impon-
derabilita, to use an expression of Bis-
marck, which citizens of both coun-
tries, residing abroad, have already be-
Bun 1o appreciate as the first proofs
of the united influence of the two pow-
ers in the politics of the world.”

PREPARING TO YIELD.

Indications That Spain Will Soon
Give in to American Demands.
MADRID, Nov. 17.—About all the pa-
pers deprecate the dilatory proceed-
ings at Paris, expressing their belief
that the United States will decline
arbitration and urging the government
to yield quickly, since it is impossible
for Spain to renew the struggle or to
e€xpect FEuropean assistance, and
furthermore, because it would be bet-
ter to cease wasting money and to con-
centrate attention upon Spain’s do-
mestic affairs and the restoration of

her finances.

All the special dispatches to the Lon-
don papers this morning from Paris ex-
press the belief that the Spanish com-
missioners will finally yield, though

under prctest, to the American de-
mands,

PARIS, Nov. 17.—The clerical force
of the American peace commission was
busy nearly all last night in translat-
ing the Spanish memorandum present-
ed at yesterday's joint session. As a
result, when the Americans gathered
for their daily session today, the Span-
ish presentment lay before them in
English. S~

It is safe to assyme that, added to
her ireistance on the preservation of
Per Phillppines sovereignty, and her
proposition to arbitrate the construc-
tion of the third article of the protocol,
Spain has made two other important
slatements:

First, that on the ground of fingncial pro-
bity she cannot allow any discussion here of
the validity of her ection jin pledging the re-
sources of the Philippines for the payment of
the Philippine debt.

Second, that in connection with the Amer-
ican proposal to reimburse Spain for her
pacific expenditures in the Phllippines she
cannot admit of any inquiry as to how she
has spent the proceeds ofcthe loans based on
the Philippine pledges.

If Spaln has assumed this attitude,
and it {s believed she has done so, she
practically compels the American com-
mifsioner to consider at least the en-
tire Philipplne debt and its assumption
by the United States, or the Philippine
islands as a condition to Spain’s amia-
ble surrender of her sovereignty over
those islands.

It is difficult to understand how the
Americans can reply to this in any
other manner than by strictly outlining
their position and giving the Span-
fards a time limit in which to accept
the proposition of the United States.
But the American commissioners may
patiently continue their endeavors to
arrive at an amlicable understanding

on the subject. -—_
OUTLOOK IS GOOD.
Admlnlnruﬂon—l;;kln‘ for Suc-

ccesnful Ending to Negolintions.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.—The ad-
ministration feels encouraged now over
the outiook for a successful termina-
tion of the labors of the peace com-
missioners in Parls, Whether this re-
newed confidence is based upon an ab-
stract of the Spanish reply which was
submitted at yesterday’'s meeting, or
i8 founded upon private advices indi-
cating a weakening of the Spanish po-
| sition, 1s not known, but it is probable
that both of these have had an influ-
ence in brightening the prospects.
The attempt of the Spanish commis-
gioners to induce the Americans to ac-
cept their construction of the meaning
of the protocol, where it touches on
the Philippines, has been a flat failure.
Irasmuch as the Spaniards are mak-
ing most strenmuous efforts to assert
their soverelgnity, over the Philippines,
| all based upon the use of the word
“disposidon,” instead of ‘“‘possession,”
in that part of the prétecol relating to
the future of the Philippines, it may
he stated that the American commis-
| sioners have beeh obliged to call at-
{ tention to the fdet that M. Cambon,
! who acted for the Spanish government
{in arranging the  protocol, declared
|

positively that the ehange which was
made at his instance amounted to noth-
[ing: was of no significance in English
zcr as affecting the abject aimed at,
but was made merely because it sound-
ed better in Spanish' and would not
be humillating to the’ Spaniards.

Consequently the American cominis-
sioners could not for an instant think
of allowing the sincerity of the French
ambassador to be drawn into the ques-
ticn.
