possessor of $12,000 in gold nuggets and

five claims valued at $50,000, besides the

credit of being the most ilaring woman
that has ever endured the hardships
of the famous mining country.

In the camps Miss Kelly is known aa
"Queen lionrile," and her l_>ve for ad-
venture has made her known through-

out the mining country. She has pene-
trated sixty miles north of the arctlo
circle, which Is 100 miles farther north
than any other woman in the country
ever dared to go, and Bhe made the
trip alone with her dog team. She has
journeyed from the head water. 1 0
the month of the Yukon, shot the mosli
dangerous rapi'l*. climbed the highest- • pt in the snow, and, in fact,

has endured hardships that only the
taoai sturdy men dare undertake, and
through it all she never gave up, but
stuck to her purpose not to return to
her home until she could call herself
a wealthy woman.

Mi.s Kelly is the nineteen-year-old
daughter of ex.___M__>f H. B. Kelly,of
Topeka, Kan. She started for the gold
fields Sept. 10. 1897, and sp. Nt fourteen
months locating her claims. She ls five

•ight inches tall, has a bright and
interesting countenance, and when she
tells of her adventure* her eyes spar-
kle and her ear.. f speech
shows her love for adventure. In all.
she has traveled over 15,00) miles and
alone, as far as having any compan-
ions of her own sex.

"When I \u25a0_
__ my first rapids _t was

near Llnderman lakiV' said Ml_s Kei'.y,' and Ithought White Horse rapids
the most dangerous -looking place I
ever saw. In the boat was a minister,
and we both were given oars. The
miner who gave the orders exp-
us to do as much rowing as any one,
and we did. Isoon got over my fright

at shooting rapids, and now Ilove the
sport."

Miss Kelly has shot rapids that no
other person except "'Swiftv. ater Bill"
ever attempted, and she came near
winning the medal for the most dar-
ing feats from the one who won the
sobriquet on account of his love for
the rapids. Mis. Kelly was wreck'-d
during one of her exploits and suffered
a broken rib. but with her out-of-door
life Ehe gave little heed to it, and soon
recovered.

"Dawson City was a great mining
camp last winter," said Miss Kelly,
"but while lt was once a rival of Morte
Carlo for excitement, it is now a poor
town. Iwas the last one to get into
Dawson last winter before the Yukon
closed with ice. That wa? on the Ist
of November. 1897, and Istepped from
our boat and floated to the shore on a
cake of ice. The rext day the rivei
was a solid mass of ice and no one
could travel over it again t;il spring.
As soon as Igot to Dawson the miners
were my friende, and the first night
they served me a banquet. Itconsist-
ed of beans and bacon, but Iwas so
hungry" that the food tasted better than
the finest banquet ever served.

"Things have charged tn Dawson
and Circle City since last winter. When
the river opened in the spring hundreds
of adventurers came and now the town
and country ls overrun with p^op...
When Iarrived there were twenty-five

men to every woman, and now there
are ten women to every man. Last
winter prices and wages were high, but
when the influxcame the bottom drop-
ped out of everything and now thera
ls great suffering and willbe this win-
ter. Flour used to sell for $50 a sack,
but now lt Is worth about $3.

".Most of the stories tola by persons
that have returned are greatly exag-
gerated. Several who returned and
vyere reported to be worth thousands
of dollars had to borrow money to gr»
home on. The trouble is that after a
man once crosses Chllkoot he can never
again stick to the truth, but must make
his stories sound as big as the others.
"I would not advise anyone to go

there. The mines willnot be worked t.
any extent this winter on account of
the tax of 10 per cent Imposed by the
Canadian government on all mines or\
that s'ie. The mines will wait until
the tax on their output is less. Ther<_
ls bitter feeling among the miners
against the Canadian government.

"f shall spend this winter ln tha
south and may return to Klondike In
the spring. Iam glad to gf-t home, but

IImay be like all returned EClondikerS
afd-r a while and may long for tho
camp life again."
