STORY OF THE WRECK.

Captain’s Desire to Race Costs a
Score of Lives.

PORTLAND, Or.,, Nov. 19.—One of
the survivors of the ill-fated Atalanta
claims that the wreck was due to the
carelegsness of the captain, who pald
for his folly with his Iife. They were
racing with another vessel and were
keeping close in-shore, in order to get
the advantage of the wind in tacking,
and to make a _short eut to head the
other vessel off, They were close in-
shore, and, not seeing the lght at
Cape Foul Weather, steered ahead un-
til they struck the reef about four
miies below Alsea bay and about one
mile and a half from shore.

Two of the survivors after reaching
land made a search for assistance. The
farmers were very slow in notifying
the life-saving station at South Beach,
twenty miles away, and they did not
reach the wreck for ten hours after it
occurred,

Capt. Clark and his life crew en-
deavored to reach the wreck and rescue
any that might yet be on the wreck
or penned up in the forecastle, as sup-
posed by the survivors, but having no
horses, it was very difficult to get the
surf boat wagon and the cannon down
the beach towards the wreck, twenty
miles away, and were compelled to
draw by hand. They arrived at Alsea
early in the morning, and hurrying to
the wreck, they found they were unable
to do anything as the ship was beyond
the reach of their lines and their can-
non was useless. The ship had broken
in two, and the waves were dashing
over her,

Capt. Charles MacBride, or “Prince
Charlie,” as he was best known, was a
speclal favorite among the British and
American shipmasters in this port.
