[Auditor Dunn yesterday, based on the j
changes made by the state board of
equalization at its session eariy in the
fall. The total valuation is the lowest
of any year since 1889, with the excep-
tion of 1896, when the valuation for real
and personal property was placed at
'about sixu-n million less. The valua-
tion of realty has been increased $32,-
--000.000 this year over and above the
returns made by the assessors. The
county boards raised the aKSr-ssor's fig-
ures $18,000,000, and the state board in-
creased the valuation $l-U><>o,ooo over
the returns made by county boards.

With the exception of the valuation
placed on real property in 1896, the fig- I
Ores for 1898 are $50,000,000 short of any j
year since 1889. However, values seem I
to I"1 .^oinpf up, aa this year's figures |
mt materially higher than 1896, when I
the board made some sweeping reduc-
tions on account of the depression in i
realty values which followed the nu- \merous bank failures throughout the i
state.

The board of equalization assessed j
„ BXM fcMO.OO6 more acres of land this
"year than two years ago. The law

i d at the 1595 session of the leg-
islature taxing unusfd railroad lands
Is largely responsible for this increase
and next yr<ar willsee a still greater in-
ere.ise in the taxable acreage, as the
law has not been in effect sufficiently
long to determine just how much of
this property Is held by thf» railroad i
companies. In 1896, 31,422,^00 acres of
land wore subject to taxation, and this
year the state auditor's books show a
tot.ii taxable acreage of 35,422,300.

The personal property assessments
since tS96 have varied but little from
year to year.

The stewardship of the St. Paul
Trust company. Inthe handling of the
Kittson estate, I3to be investigated. !
Petitions on behalf of all the heirs I
were filed yesterday protesting against j
the allowance of the final account of
the company as administrator and j
prayingr that the previous accountings
be reviewed. The petitions allege
fraud on the part of the company in
using the funds of the estate and con- ;
verting the interest earned to its own
use.

There are three of the petitions and \u25a0

In tach one several of the heirs are i
named. All of the" suits are identical, \
End when they were filed yesterday theanswer of the trust company was filed
with them. The petitions specifically
pray that an order be entered by the j
proliate court setting aside the varlou3
orders confirming accountings and al-
lowing the fees claimed by the com-
paEy. The last accounting, now pre-
sented for confirmation, shows that the
trust company has on hand in cash
some $7,000. The accountings made and
the present condition uf the estate are
quite beyond the conception of a lay-
man, and nothing Is to be gleaned as
to the actual state of the trust.

There have been in all five account-
ings made of the trust. The first s<h<ms
that the executor had on hand In cash$.':85,000, the second shows a balance of1359,409, the third $425,055, the fourth
does not state the amount and In the
final there Is about $47,000. At various
times these accountings have beenp-asaed upon by the court and confirm-
ed. On the first accounting there was
allowed in fees $14,225, on the second
$18,650, on the third $10,000. on the
fourth $5,000. The claim on the fifth
has not been computed or allowed, but
the claim is a large one.

Daniel Murphy, acting for the heirs,
alleges that the trust company used
the large sums of money held at vari-
ous times for the heirs, for its own
purposes, that Itplaced the money out
at interest and converted the interest;
that the money was held in bank at
times and checked out by the trustee
as its own, and thai in all theße things
tiiere was fraud practiced on the heirs.
It Is alleged that the company had no
claim to the fees allowed by the court,
and a demand is made that all orders
made aa to the previous accountings be
set aside and the stewardship be re-
viewed from the start. There are
eleven of the heirs represented In the
various petitions, and it is claimed as
a caupe of action that they were not
properly notified of the hearings on the
accountings and were not represented
ai the hearings.

The trust company in its answer sets
up the record of the court and claims
t.'^at all of the hearings and account-
ings were in accordance with the law
and that the plaintiffs were all proper-
ly notified of the hearings before hear-
ings were had.

The railroad and warehouse commis-
sioners yesterday made public their
fourteenth annual report. Itis as fol-
lows:

The total number of miles of main line ot
railroad in Minnciota on June 30, 1898, was
6.C62.69 miles, being a decrease of 23.66 mibs
l.oiu the previous year; this decrease is ac-
counted for by the Great Northern railway
taking up the lice troai Carlisle to Elizabeth,
and the Bralnerd & Northern Minnesota ra.il-•way taking up several of its loggingbranches.

The extension of the Fosstou line of the
Great Northern system to a connection at
Deer River with the former Duluth. Superior
& Western railway and of the line from
Park RaplcU 10 Cass Lake, and of the Brain- :
erd & Northern Minnesota railway from
Walker to Bemidjt was not completed in time
to appear in this rervort. >

GROSS EARNINGS.
The gross earnings of the companies operat-

ing in this state, from freight, passenger and
!

mli^ellaneous sources by companies, is $37,-
H2,4t)y; but in these figures the Great Xorth-
ern and the Wi'.lmar & Sioux Falls railways
only give the gross earnings derived from
business local to the state, while the figures 1
for all the other rc«ds are made upon tha
same basU as heretofore, namely: tflane-J
sota ia credited with all local earnings and ,
a mileage proportion of the revenue 0:1through and Interstate business.

'
The explanation of the said cjmpanies of

the change fiom former method Is as follows*
"This company has abandoned aa impractic-
able and misleading the plan of making di-
visions of the earnings on interstate trafflo
between the states through which the system
runs and cannot, therefore give figures pur-
porting to show earnings In Minnesota on
Euch traffic. The figures shown on page 35
are the earnings derived from business local
to the state of Minnesota."

On account of this change in reporting
by the two companies named a comparison
with former years cannot be made by this
office, except to state that the total gross
earnings from operation in Minnesota for
the previous year were J3t>,600.(>63, and that
while the Great Northern and the Willmar &
Sioux Palls railway last year reported gross
earnings in Minnesota amounting to $6,640,629,
the same companies, under the new methodof reporting, show groas earnings in Minne-
sota only amounting to $912,57G.

OPERATING EXPENSES.
The total proportional operating .expenses

for Minnesota, as reported by the companies
for the year ending June 30, 1898, were $21,-
--148.099, as shown by table III.;for the prev-
ious year the total operating expenses were
$19,555,689, showing an increase ot $1592 090
for 1898.
It will be noticed by a comparison of table

111. for 1898 and 181*7 that the Great Northern
and the Willmar & Sioux Falls railways haveoharg-ed operating expenses to Minnesota onthe same basis for both years, while they
lmve credited the state only with local earn-
ings, which explains the nigh rate of per-
centage af operating expenses to earnings
viz.: 71.35 and 80.57 respectively.

NET INCOME.
In consequence of the statement* abov#

made as to the change in reporting earnings
by the Great Northern and the Willmar &
Sioux Falls railways, the net Income of the
roads from business In Minnesota for 1898 Isonly H5,1«4,361. while last year the same was$1i,044 ,074»
