ORIENT IS AT STAKE
ADMINISTRATION IS NOT PLAYING

AM)NE FOR TRADE OF THE

PHILIPPINES

MR. TAWNEY TALKS TARIFF

Precedent of This Country Will Be

Cited If an Attempt Is Mad« by

Any of the Powers to Control the

Trade of China, by Meant of
Preferential Duties Programme
Is Arranged.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.—Represen-
tative Tawr.ey, cf Minnesota, o-f the
ways and means committee, makes no
secret of the intention of the leaders
to create a complete Individual tariff
ryetem for the Philippines in accor- |
dance with the "open door" policy of I
the proposed treaty. He says:

"Our tariff policy ado i.led for and
enforced in those colonies willbe opera-
tive agrainst everybody. It will not
riean a policy of free trade by any
means; it will mean, in my Judgment,
emiality and the entire at-sen-oe of pre-
ferential duties.

"As we are not to allow th<± products
of these colonies to enter our ports

free of duty it will be necessary for I
us to adopt some system of tariff which
will tend to encourage tra-de with the
United States, while at the same time
preserving our markets as we do now
under our system cf protection.
"Ido not believe that the eo'onies will

b« of any great value to us for trade
purposes for many years to come. Ulti-
mately Ihay« no doubt we wil! derive
material benefit from trad* with them.
To my mind the greatest advantage to
us in their possession is in the protec-
tion to our trade in A=ia, Australasia,
and the Orient, and the encouragement
which will be afforded to Americans
to extend their trade in that quarter
of the globe by having at the gateway
of that commerce the physical pr«sence
of the sovereignty and power of the
United States.

"While European natior.s are endeav-
oring in every possible way to main-
tain in that part of the world tributary
to the Indian and Pacific oceans the
physical evidence of their power for
the encouragement of their people en-
gaged in trade, it would be a great mis.
tak« for the United States if we did not i
avail our&elves of thi3 opportunity to j
Prcure for the sale of our surplus prod-
ucts, at least west of the Mississippi
river, our share of this market."

ORIENT AT STAKE.
Behind the open door policy for the

Philippines, as laid down in the pro-
pi sals of the American commissioners
at Paris, is a much more important
move in the gTeat gam* of internation-
al i-liticfi. President McKinley ar.d his
cabinet are not nearly so much con-
clined in the developments of Ameri- j
can trade with the Philippines as they
are in the direction of building up j
clrse commercial relations with China
ynd the Orient generally.

The open door* which has been so
frequently referred to is therefore to
In- in the nature of an entering wedge,
or of an international precedent, as the
nsuit <>f which it is hoped, with the
co-operation of Great Britain, to es-
t.iHish a commercial status in the E.-st
which will prevent preferential duties
and place all nations on an equal foot-
ing.

Great Britain's interest in the nego-
tiations at Paris lirsely centers around
this open door for the Philippines, for
wiih such an example set by a nation
supposed to be wedded to the protective
Urlff policy as is the United States it
will be possible to enforce the open

ilo. r tbeoiy for the Pacific coast of Asia
much more easily than ifGreat Britain
alun.-, an avowed supporter of freo
trade, .should attempt the experiment.

President McKinley's administration
is heartily in accord with Queen Vic-
toria's government in the belief that
the time is not far distant when China
will either be split up among the
European nations or else reduced to I
a condition where they will dictate Its |
foreign policy.

Maj. McKinley is therefore looking to
the vast trade of China much more
than to the restricted commerce of the
Philippines, and by establishing com-
DHrcial equality in the conquered isl-
ands h.> will put himself in a position
to demand that the same principle shall
be applied to China and the Orient
generally when the breakup comes.

There is no distinct secret under-
standing: between the United States
and Great Britain on this point, but
the leaders of the two countries have
been sounded to such an extent as to
make it certain that the United States
will bank up Great Britain in its open
door policy for China, and will point
to its own action in the Philippines as
an evidence of good faith.

AGAINST AMERICA.
Further than this, it may be said

that the tariff which will be created
for the Philippines and which will
operate against the United States the
same as other countries, will not be a
protective tariff as the term is under-
stood in this country. Commercial and
industrial conditions in the Philippines
will make it necessary to revise the
customs on a revenue rather than a
protecting basis.

The islands are essentially agricul-
tural and it seems almost impossible
that any general manufacturing sys-
tem could be built up there. Even if
this were possible the operation of a
protective tariff could result only in
building up manufacturers in the Isl-
and to the direct detriment of similar
concerns in this country.

The United States can supply the isl-
ands with wheat, corn, live stock and
manufactures of iron in open competi-
tion with any other country, and for
this reason, if for no other, there will
be. it is eald, a tariff for the islands
which will be decidedly low, and
therefore a revenue producer, so that
the Philippines will be in no sense a
burden to this country, but surely self-
supporting and possibly a source of
profit.

amply protect the sugar growers ofthe West and of Louisiana against the
Philippine product, and the tobaccogrowers willalso be free from competi-
tion, while the Philippine tariff itself
willbe so arranged as to invite a larg&
trade in American agricultural and
manufactured articles.

With this system once fairly in oper-
ation it is believed the open door theory
can be extended successfully to the
continent of Asia, with the result of a
vast stimulus to American commerce
direct across the Pacific ocean from
our own Western shore.

In- j
eluding Holguin. Baracoa, Sagua de j
Tanano, Gibara and other points, mak- j
ing reports to Gen. Wood. The first j
official act of Mayor Bacardi was to j
discharge the entire clerical force in j
the mayor's office and to employ j
Cubans who had served In the war. He
will issue a manifesto that he wishes
to serve the city's development, and
give employment, as far as oppor-
tunity will permit, to worthy persons.
He will promise to look closely to the
general interests of the community,
and will call on all Cubans to obey the
law, and thus to promote the pros-
perity of the country and to insure the
happiness of its people. Gen. Wood has
high hopes of this first attempt at
civil government under Cuban control.

LOCAL, PASSENGER AGENTS IN.

BTBUCTBD O> THE PARTY

RATE QIESTIOH

APPLY TO BONA FIDE PARTIES

But the Representatives of the
Lines Agreed Not to Encouniße
the Formation of Twenty People

Ju»t to Get the Rate— Ticket
Agents Form a Local Association,
Also One in Minneapolis.

A meeting of local passenger agents
was held in the office of the Milwaukee
road yesterday morning, and they were
instructed by T. W. I^e, of the West-
ern Passenger association, how to han-
dle the question of party rates. Itwas
agreed among them that only parties
of twenty or more persons could secure
the party rate of $8 between this city
and Chicago. The Milwaukee road rep-
resentatives contended that such rates
should apply only to theatrical troupes,
but the others dissented and declared
that it should apply to all bona fideparties of twenty persons. But it is
not to be applied to all parties of
twenty. Itwas agreed not to encour-
age any scalpers or others to organize
parties in order that they might obtain
the rate. When such a scheme is dis-
covered it was agreed to expose the
principals and collect full fares from
all. An order was issued to conductors
not to recognize identification cards,
but to require the person holding
tickets for a party to point out to them
every person in the party.

The Wisconsin Central contends that
in giving party rates no discrimination
should be made against any party of
the required size. The road is in the
hands of the courts and does not want
to agree to anything that may bring
it into conflict with the courts, but the
company's representative promised not
to encourage underhanded practices in
organizing parties for the purpose of
securing reduced rates.

The ticket agents organized a local
association and elected Charles Thomp-
son, of the Burlington, the dean of the
fraternity in this city, president.

Mr. Lee then went to Minneapolis,
and a meeting of local passenger
agents was held in the Soo line office.
W. L. Hathaway, city ticket agent of
the Soo. was elected president of the
Minneapolis association.

The new rate complications among
the St. Paul-Chicago lines has given
the scalpers a good deal of amuse-
ment. They were temporarily eclipsed,
but they have come to the front again
and predict that they will remain in
evidence for some time. The slightest
disturbance in the rate situation gives
the scalpers a chance to do business on
one pretext or another, and they re-
port that they are selling a great many
tickets at even less than the party
rate. A scalper yesterday assured a
reporter for The Globe that any in-
dividual could get a ticket Chicago at
the party rate.

Another serious disturbing element
in the present situation is the Eastern
steamship passenger movement. Spe-
cial rates are made for those who de-
sire to take a steamer for Europe dur-
ing the Christmas holidays, and this
gives oppportunities for manipulating
eastward passenger business.

The Italian laborer rate of $7 is to be
withdrawn Dec. 1.
