That gave the market the
easy opening. Reports that a heavy snow
storm prevailed in the Dakotas, suggesting
subsequent decrease in receipts was aparent-
ly the rea--on for a brief advance.

NEW YORK, Nov. 29—Profit-taking was
the order of the stock exchange today. Someattempt was made to resist the declining ten-
dency, hut the persistent selling to realize
discouraged the effort and support was final-
ly withdrawn throughout the list Yester-
day'-s strong demand for London account fell
oft today, as lt was generally supposed lt
would when the effect of this buying on thesterling exchange market was remarked. The
approach of exchange to the gold Import point
resulted ln an advance in the private discount j
rate in London again today, and this caused ;
a rise In London exchange at Berlin, which
continues to be the real center of the press-
ing need of money. The stiffening of the
discount rate in London did not avail, how«
ever, to prevent a further weakening ln
sterling exchange at New York. Posted fates
were reduced a half cent, and the actual
rate for demand sterling fell to $4.85%, under
the large offerings of grain, and cotton bills
against exports. Tbis is the level for ex-
change which brought gold on <ihe recent
movement and there Is little doubt that gold
would have been engaged' ln London for im-
port today, had it not been for a further rise
In the price of the metal In that market, bars \
advancing a half penny, to 77e U%d, and
American eagles %d to 76s 6%d. London
ceased to buy Americans under the stress of
this threatening conditio* in the exchange
market. Nevertheless, the sock market
showed advances at the opening here and was
sustained by heavy buying of the grangers
on the Burlington statement It was evi-
dent, however, that a part of the rccem buy-
ing of the grangers was in anticipation of
this statement and the same evidently true
of Union Pacific, which, with a large increase
ln gross earnings and reduction in operating
expenses, showed an addii lon to the surplus
of $307,891. The publication of these state-
ments was therefore met with hasvy realiz-
ing.
