Wisdom at Paris.

The peace commissioners at Paris
have, no doubt, so far as the represen-
tation of the United States is concern-
ed, industriously sought to bring about
a satisfactory arrangement between
themselves and the representatives of
Spain. The services on the part of the
commissioners for tha United States
v. ere much less onerous than those
wiiich were Imposed upon the embassy

from Spain. A humiliated power ad-
vances slowly toward a compromise
which carries with it % declaration of
surrender. Slowly and surely Spain
has yielded to the United States whose
power both on sea and land the old
Castllian government has combated.

The results of the deliberations of
tho commissioners of both Spain and
the United States ln Paris over the
subject c-f peace are exactly those
which were anltlciparted by every

thoughtful mind in this country. Sub-
mission was inevitable so far as Spain
was concerned, and in the process of
the crea/tion of this service to human-
ity Spain is entitled to a degree of re-
spect whicth probably Is withheld from
her power in the great stress ln whioh
she finds herself.

Spain as a colonial power has abso-
lutely fallen. The relations which she
shall sustain with the powers of Eu-
rope hereafter are not matters with
vßfeU,h this republlo should express
even a passing interest. The sover-
eignty of Spain over her colonies of
the past is a purely sentimental
thought, completely destroyed in its
effect upon civilization by the victories
of Dewey ln Manila and of Schley at
Santiago.

But there will surely come out of the
accomplishment by our navy a sense of
responsibility upon the government of
the United States, which, if weighed
properly and thoughtfully, ougfat to do
much for the advancement of national
interests as well as ln the line of jus-
tice to all parties concerned in the sac-
rifice that Spain haa nrade ln our re-
cent struggle.

Col. Picquart.
It is not difficult to understand the

trend of the Picquart proceedings ln
France and the significance of the vic-
tory which the French military officials
have gained in getting Col. Picquart
tried by court martial. It will be re-
membered that this is the man who
was chief of the intelligence depart-
ment when De Boisdcffre ordered the
arrest of Dreyfus and appointed the
court martial that sentenced the un-
fortunate captain.

It was Picquart who searched Drey-
fus' rooms for papers, and he who made
a public declaration, after the captains
conviction, that Dreyfus was Innocent
and that the bordereau was Ester-
hazy's. For this he was tried last
February under the charge of betray-
ing official secrets, and sentenced by
the court martial to expulsion from
the army and loss ofrank and pension.
By this sentence Picquart was no long-
er a soldier, but a citizen, yet last July
he was arrested on the same charge
and the minister of war ordered that
he should be held on the further charge
of using forged documents in his at-
tempt to incriminate Esterhazy. Re-
cently comes the announcement that
Picquart, though a citizen, will be
tried by court martial!

And what does it all mean? Simply
this: Zurlinden, De Boisdcffre and the
other military cut-throats who are now
fighting for existence, want to dispose
of him and his evidence before the
Dreyfus trial reaches the critical
point; they could not dispose of him
as they did of his successor in office.
Col. Henry, for the reason that Cot.
Picquart made a public statement that
if he wn? found dead it would be mur-
der, not suicide. There was nothing
left but a farcical trial, and the curtain
is now raised on the third act in the
tragedy.

Fash-on In Faces.
Plast-e surgeons are playing with

fire. Their motive is quite laudable, no
doubt, but they are establishing a
means to misery that should not be
ignored. It seems a humane thing for
the artists of the scalpel to take in
hand a gentleman who has marred his
features by the careless use of a shot-
gun and reupholster him. If that
were all, no one could rake a voice in
protest. But the practice is manifest-
ly perilous. If injured faces can be
made over, so can those which have
suffered no hurt. When once this fact
impresses itself on the public, then the
trouble will begin. As things go now-
adays, when a great admiral wins a
victory or an actress reaches a stage
triumph, society vents its enthusiasm
•by naming cigars, perfumery and ba-
bies after the idol of the hour. But, if
faces can be changed to order, what
then? Think of fifty thousand Dewey
noses, a million women with Melba
mouths, or a whole generation of small
buys with Hobson chins. The prosp.ct
is disheartening, but that is not the
worst of it. This year the style might
be of the dark, imposing type of beau-
ty. Imagine the misery during the

next season of a budding belle who
had been redecorated in the Mary Stu-
art or Cleopatra style, only to find that
her model had gone out of fashion, and
that round-faced Paris doll girls were
in vogue. Or a man; imagine a club
leader finished in the highest style of
Roman-nosed art, only to discover that
the really correct thing was dimples
with a Cyrano effect in high relief.
Aside from the matter of expense, no
face could be made over every year,
and the styles, in the nature of things,
would change. The end is obvious. In
a few years the world would be a med-
ley of historic periods mixed in a hope-
less Queen Anne countenance tangle.

lt is time to stop this plastic face
fixing while the art is ln its infancy.
If people without noses want them
after some simple and standard pat-
tern, well and good. A few dimples
even may be permitted, but that is all.
A fashion In faces is only a short way
off, and the edict against it cannot be
too speedily promulgated.

Admiral and Vice Adm'ral.
The rank of rear admiral is the high-

est existing rank in our navy. But
there have been two higher ranks. On
Dec. 21, 1864, the rank of vice admiral
was created and bestowed upon Far-
ragut. When on July 25, 1866. the rank
of admiral was created for Farragut,
David D. Porter succeeded him as vice
admiral. When Farragut died, in 1870,
Porter became admiral and Stephen C.
Rowan vice admiral. With the deaths
of those two great sea commanders tho
two exalted ranks of our navy lapsed.

Secretary Long recommends the re-
storation of the ranks of admiral and
vice admiral. Dewey will be admiral
and probably Sampson as the vice ad-
miral, as the latter appears to have a
"pull" with the administration.

the World's Pathway of Commerce,
which follows ln The Glob c's series,
brings the reader down to the explora-
tions of the Northwestern portions of
the American continent. The North-
west passage to India was the pre-
dominating ambition of all navigators
of that period.

NO LEASE OF SOCOTRA.
OiDclal Denial of the Coaling- Sta-

tion Story From London.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—An official

denial Is given to the story coming from
Vienna via London to the effect that
the United States government has been
negotiating with the British govern-
ment for the lease of the island of So-
cotra, off the eastern extremity of
Africa and near the southern entrance
of the Red sea. So far as can be gath-
ered, not only has our government
made no overtures in that direction,
but it has never even given considera-
tion to the advisability of acquiring a
coaling station in that quarter of the
world.

There is reason to suspect that the
publication was really a feeler Intended
to convey to the United States in an in-
direct manner the disposition of the
British government to let us have this
island. Naval officers who have cruised
in the neighborhood of Socotra say
that the island is not naturally adapt-
ed for use as a coaling station. Its 'shores are high bluffs, and its beaches
rock-bound and dangerous, and in the
whole extent of the island there is no
good port for large vessels. Still it is
held by a number of officers that if the
Philippines are to be retained by the
United States, some provision must be
made for maintaining an independent
route via the Suez canal from the east-
ern coast of the United States aside
from the objectionable one via Cape
Horn.

COMMISSIONERS

ANOTHER DELAY NECESSARY

Spanish t'ommlssloners Desire to
Cotasult With Madrid on Certain
Points and American Commis-

sioner* Will Ask Instructions
From Washington Three Ar-
ticles Mutually Agreed Upon.

PARIS, Nov. 30.—When the peace
commissioners of America and Spain
met ln Joint session today there were
thirteen articles laid before the body,
governing ten subjects:

Firs't—The relinquishment ot sovereignty
over and claim of title to Cuba.

Second —The cession of Porto Rico and other
Spanish possessions in the West Indies, to.
getfher with Guam, ln the Ladrones.

Third—Tho cession of the Philippines.
Fourth—Th© terms of the evacuation of ths

Philippines.
Fifth—Tho pledge of the United States to

preserve order ln the Philippines pending ths
ratification! of the treaty.

Sixth—Ths release of military prisoners
mutually.

Seventh—The cession by Spain of the island
of Kusac. of Strong island, in the Caroline*.

Eighth—The religious freedom of ths Caro-
lines, assuring the rights of American mis-
sionaries there.

Tenth—Cable landing rights at points with-
in the Spanish Jurisdiction.

Eleventh—The release by Spain of political
•prisoners for offenses In Cuba and the Phil-
ippines.

Twelfth—The pledge of the United States to
inaugurate in the Philippines an "open door"policy and to guarantee the same to Spain foar
at least twelve years.

Thirteenth—A revival of the treaties broken
by the war.

The first three articles were mutual-
ly agreed upon today, as was also the
article embodying the termß of the
evacuation of the Philippines, which
will be practically the same as in the
evacuation of Cuba and Porto Rico.

The mutual release of military pris-
oners was agreed upon, Spain liberat-
ing the rebel prisoners and the United
States liberating the Manila garrison
and the Spaniards heM by Aguinaldo.

The political prisoners to be released
by Spain are such as are now ln exile
at Ceuta, in Morrico, or at other Span-
ish penal settlements.

Daily sessions will be held hereafter,
and it is now believed that the work
may bo possibly concluded this week,
although so early a termination is not
probable.

The foregoing list of subjects under
consideration does not show the pre-
cise order in which the articles were
laid before the Spanish commissioners
today, and, in fact, only eight of the
thirteenth articles were discussed. Four
points arise about which the Spaniards
wished to consult Madrid, and two
upon which the Americans will consult
"Washington.

After the session and the departure
of the Spanish commissioners, the
Americans remained in the conference
chamber for an hour, in executive ses-
sion.

The adjournment was taken until 3
o'clock tomorrow.

MADRID ASTOUNDED.
Agalnaldo Demand* Heavy Ran-

som for Release of Friar*.

MADRID, Nov. 30.—The government

has received an important dispatch
from the Philippines in which it is
stated that Aguinaldo, the insurgent
leader, demands a million and a half
of dollars for the release of the im-
prisoned friars.

CAML FRAUDS CASES
JUDGO COUNTRYMAN'S REPORT

PROVES A HIGHLY SENSA-
TIONAL DOCUMENT

OFFICIALS TO BE INDICTED

Got. Black Take* Prompt Action,

Instructing New York's Attorney

General to Institute Proceedings

Against State Engineer and Su-

perintendent of Public Works

Col. Roosevelt Can Name Counsel.

ALBANY, N. T., Nov. 30.—Judge
Countryman's report to the attorney-
general and. governor, which was made
public today, on hia Investigation of
the canal COTramissioners to ascertain
and determine whether any judicial
proceedings, civil or criminal, should
be Instituted on behalf of the state
against any party or public official en-
gaged or associated in general im-
provement, finds that both State En-
gineer and Surveyor Adams and Su-
perintendent of Public Works Aldrich
have either committed or permitted
acts which should be investigated by a
grand jury. Judge Countryman says:

It ls a fair and reasonable Inference, from
all the facts and circumstances given In evl-
dence, that most, If not all, of the Improper i
acts and proceedings of tne eta'e engineer's :
subordinates were either directly or lndl- ;

rectly authorized or employed by him, and
that his own methods and practices, in viola- I
tion of the statute, were purposely adopted
and followed -o accomplish the results which
have proved so pernicious and detrimental to
the public interests.

CAUSE FOR IMPEACHMENT.
I have, therefore, no hesitation In reaching

the ooncluslon that the ca3e as proven against
the state engineer Is sufficient cau.=e for im-
peachment, or hia removal from offlce. But
such a proceeding, in view of the situation !
and circumstances, is imprudent if not lm- j
practicable, as the time ls too short and the
method too cumbersome and expensive to 'prove effective, either as a punishment to the
officer or Justice to the state. Thero would
be the delay attendant upon a vote by the
legislature in the case of Impeachment, and
the customary trial before the legal court,
and his term would c'.ose before tho termina-
tion of the trial. The same remarks apply to
the alternative of the governor recommend-
ing to the eenate the removal of the state
engineer under ths publio offices law. The
senate, at the earliest, could only order his re-
moval a few days before the close of his
term.

The only remaining course is criminal
proceedings, following a regular indictment.

After reviewing the duties and ads
of Superintendent of Public Works
•Kldrich, in connection with his audit-
ing of bills for work that was not au-
thorized, and concerning his connec-
tion with the work, Judge Country-
man says:

"I have reached the conclusion that
this also ls a proper case to be pre-
sented to the grand jury."

GOV. BLACK ACTS.
After Gov. Black had received this

report he addressed a communication
to the attorney general, in which he
said:

You are hereby requested to Immediately
•take charge of proceedings against the state
engineer and surveyor and ths superintendent
of public works on behalf of the state, and to
insuitute aud to prosecute to their conclusion
such criminal actions or proceedings a* may \
bo warranted by the reports and testimony, I
and you are hereby required to attend ln i
person, or by one of your deputies, the su- I
preme court, and appear before the proper j
grand jury thereof, for the purpose of man- |
aging and conducting such criminal action*,
or proceedings.

Special counsf-1 will be designated to aid
you, and tlie executive dopar ment will ren- I
der to you in this matter any assistance
within its power.

Gov. Black also addressed a letter to
Governor-elect Rooseve'.t.Srayingthat as
the proceedings would necessarily be
continued under the la'tter's adminis-
tration. Gov. Roosevelt might desire to
have some lawyer of his own selection
connected with the proceedings from
the beginning. Such lawyer. Gov.
Black says, he will be glad to desig-
nate.

REMOVAL OF SNOW.
Mayor Kiefer and Supt. Smith Have

a Conference.
Mayor Kiefer and Supt. Smith, of tho

Street Railway company, had a confereara
yesterday concerning the removal of snow I
fiom the streets. The mayor called the at-
tention of the street railway official to tho j
condition of a number of streets, particularly j
those on which ear lines were operated.

Supt. Smith explained that the recent
storms had been very severe, and that it re- j
quired more time to place the streets in good ,
condition than would otherwise be the case, j
Ho stated that for the past two days the
Street Railway company had fifteen to-ims
and nearly 100 men at work and the expecta- j
tions were that in a day or so the streets on j
which cars were operated would be ln a good j
condition.

The city engineer's offlce reported yesterday i
that ninety-three men and thirty-one teams
were engaged in clearing the sidewalks, street
crossings and gutters of snow. The work was
being pushed ahead, especially in the business
districts. The cost of doing this work is
about $239 per day. The engineer's offlce re-
port* that until a day or so ago the Street
Railway company had done littl6 If anything
about clearing the etreets of its share of
snow, but now had a force of men and teams
at work.

The probabilities are that the city will in-
sist on the Street Railway company paying s
1 art of the expense of removing the snow
during the week ending Nov. 26.

TOUVE HIS SHIPS
WHY ADMIRAL SAMPSON REFUSED

TO FORCE ENTRANCE TO
SANTIAGO HARBOR

GEN. SHAFTER CRITICISED
Army Mi«ht Have Attacked the < ity

of Santiago to Better Advantage
and Put the Brunt of Battle !„,«,
the Navy To Have Attempted
Entrance of the Harbor Would
Have Been Suicidal.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.-The navy
department today made public a re-
port from Admiral Sampson, covering
the operations of the Ulnted Stateshlockadlng fleet off Santiago, after thedestruction of Cervera's squadron. The
l\??^ «besr'?f wlth a dispatch dattdon the flagship New York, July 15, and
Wi.? da, uP*' ith one from the same flag-ship dated Guantanamo, July 28In the first report Admiral Sampson
tens of the demonstration madeagainst Aguadores hy the troops und r
Duffleld, the point of which was thatas soon as the ships took part in thefiring, the Spariards disappeared. Hesays that the bombardment of Santia-go on the 2d of July served no particu-
lar end, because Shatter's attack hadbeen postponed. He quotes dispatchesfrom himself to Shafter, statin- that
. Tvas viuimP° asibie to force an entranceto the harbor until the mines had beenremoved, and that work could be ac-complished only after the troops hudtaken the forts at the entrance to theharbor.

Shafter replied that he could not tell
when he could take the forts. If theywere as difficult as those against
which he was pitted, it wouid take agreat deal of time and much loss of
life. He said:

"I cannot see why the naw cannotact as well under a destructive flre as
the army. My loss yesterday was 500.By all meams keep up flre on every-
thing in sight until demolished. I ex-
pect, however, ln time, to have suf-
ficient men to capture the forts along
the bay."

An hour later on the same day, July
2, Gen. Shafter again appealed to Ad-
miral Sampson to immediately force
the harbor entrance, so as to avoid
further loss among his men, already
very heavy. He says:

"You can operate with less loss than
I can."

In reply, on the same day, Admiral
Sampson pointed out that the chan-
nel of the harbor was well strewn with
mines, which would certainly result in
the sinking of one or more of his ships,
if he attempted to enter the harbor,
and that, by sinking one, the hart>or
would be blocked against the entrance
of the others. He had hoped that
Shafter would take the batteries from
the rear, so that he might drag for tor-
pedoes, but it was Shatter's earnest
desire that he should force the en-
trance. He would prepare to under-
take it, thinking, however, that the
position of both army and navy would
be made more difficult If they failed ln
the attempt. He promised to use mines
at Guantanamo to countermine those
at Santiago, which would consume
considerable time. Says Sampson:

TO SAVE HIS SHIPS.
"It is not so much the loss of men

as it is the lo?>s of ships which haa
until now deterred me from making
a direct attack upon the ships within
the port."

After the battle with Cervera's fleet
Gen. Shafter renewed his request that
Admiral Sampson force an entrance,
saying that his present position had
cost him a thousand men, and he did
not wish to lose any more. Sampson,
in comment, says this shows a com-
plete misapprehension of the circum-
stances. He alleges that the sinking
of the Mercedes would obstruct the
entrance to the large American ships,
and that extensive shore batteries were
known to exist. His chief of staff had
indicated to Shafter what positions
should be taken before any attention
was paid to the city, and the capture
of these would ensure the destruction
of the mines and the entrance of the
American ships.

Shafter had cordially consented to
this, and Sampson did not know why
the plan had been changed, unless the
troops had been advanced too far to
divert. He expressed the belief that
the adherence to the original plan
would have resulted in the much
quicker surrender of the Spanish
troops, and much less loss of life, ex-
cept to the navy, which would have
borne the brunt of attack.

Admiral Sampson shows how he con-
templated to bring up the marine bat-
talion from Guantanamo, landing
them at the foot of Morru to assist in
the assault, and raking of the west
battery, and had no doubt of the suc-
cess of the plan. He proposed to visit
Gen. Shafter to talk this over, but,
being ill, was obliged to send his chief
of staff, Capt. Chad wick. They reach-
ed an arrangement to bombard San-
tiago from th-** sea for twenty-four
hours with the heavy guns, and if that
failed to bring the enemy to terms, then
to assault the Socapa battery with
the marines and Cubans, and force
an entrance to the harbor with some
of the smaller ships.

"Thus," says Admiral Sampson, "I
have been surprised to see published
ln the papers any statement of refusal
on my part to endeavor to force my
way into the harbor, and cannot un-
derstand, in case the newspaper re-
port be a truthful statement of what
was sent by him, Gen. Shafter's send-
ing any report of this -kind. I here,
however, would comment on the ap-
parently extraordinary openness upon
which every detail of hope, suggestive-
ness or attack on the part of the army-
had been published. The idea of such
presentment is too apparent for mani-
festation."
