NEWS OF RAILROADS

IRON ORE RATE CASE GOES BY
THEE BOARD AS AN.
TICIPATED

VERY BRIEF ENTRY IS MADE

Gen. Becker Says He Was Not Sar-
prised at the Termination of the
Suits, as t‘he Rsﬂvyg.y Companies
Had Money to F.ll’llt It at Every
Step and Up to the Highest
Courts. :

A formal order dlsmissing the {ron
ore rate case against the Duluth &
Iron Range and the.Duluth, Missabe
& Northern Railway  companies wasg
made yesterday by the railway com-
missioners. The order is one of the
briefest documents on file in the com-
missioners’ office. It reads as follows:

‘““John G. Brown, Wildam J. Conan and
Eliza Conan, complainants, vs, The Duluth,
Missabe & Northern Rallway Company and
the Duluth & Iron Range Rallroad Company,
defendants.

“‘On reading and considering the certificate
of dismissal flled by the complainants herein,
and by consent of the defendants, it is or-
dered that this proceeding be and the same
is hereby dismissed.

—"Ira B. Mills, Chairman.

“‘Attest: A. K. Teisberg, Secretary.’”

Commissioner Becker said to a re-
porter for The G 10 b e that he was not
surprised that the suit had terminated
in this way. The complainants were
not financially able to bear the suit,
while the railroad companies had mon-
ey to fight it at every step and up to
the highest court. The bulk of the ex-
pense of the case had been borne by
the railway companies. The new own-
ers of the mines , in which the plaint-
iffs were originally interested, had
manifested no interest in the suit,
and it was altogether a thankless task
for the complainants to go ahead with
it, as they had absolutely nothing at
stake.

So far as the state was concerned,
Gen. Becker said, it was to {ts Interest
to drop the case, for the higher the
tariff on ore the greater the railway
companies’ earnings and the' greater
the rallway earnings the more revenue
derived by the state.

A well known railroad man yester-
day said that only one person was in-
terested in the rate for iron ore on the
railways interested in the case and he
is the buyer of the ore, who is in
Cleveland. ;

Lawyer Frank B. Kellogg, who rep-
resented the defendant Duluth & Iron
Range railroad in the suit, said he did
not care to say anything about the
dismissal.

‘“The case was settled a week ago,”
he said. “I know of no financial agree-
ment between the partjes at interest.
I do not know what the rallroads will
do regarding a revision of the ore tar-
iff. I have not heard that subject dis-
cussed. ”

Mr, Kellogg sald the dismissal of the
rate case would have no, bearing upon
the land grant case against the Du-
luth & Iron Rarge, which will be re-
sumed Monday at his office.

OLD CONTROVERSY REVIVED.
P—

North Star Construction Company
Sues the Canadian Pacifie.

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.—John E. Berwynd
has brought suit on behalf of himself “and
all other stpckholders of the North Star Con-
struction company similarly situated,” against
the Canadian Pacific railway, the Duluth,
South Shore & Atlantic Railway company and
William C. Van Horne, to compel them to
make an accounting of the management of
the North Star Construction oompany and
other companies under its control to pay over
all profits and proceeds resulting from such
management, 'Bhe complaint was filed In
the clerk’'s office of the United States circwit
court for this district today, In it, the plain-
tiff, who says he is the owner of twenty-five
shares of the capital stock of the North Star
Construction company, recites in full the
history of that corporation, which was formed
under the laws the state of New Jersey,
in 1888, for the purpose of constructing the
Duluth & Winnipeg railroad, in the state of
Minnesota. Payment for this work was to
be meade in bonds and stock of the rallway
company, In the fall of 1832, a majority of
the stock of the construction company was
sold to the Canadlan Pacific Railway com-
pany, through William C. Van Heorne, presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific company, and
it is alleged that Van Horne agreed to pay
the debts of the construction company and
hold the stock of that company until bonds
could be marketed to pay this indebtedness.
The transfer was made in January, 1893, and
a promissory note for the sum of $710,000 was
given by the construction company, which also
gave as security all its assets, including bonds
and stock of the Duluth & Winnipeg Railroad
company, the North Star Iron company and
the Duluth & Winnipeg Terminal company.

ST PAUL-CHICAGO RATES.

More Trouble Growing Out of Ca-
nadian Pacific Competition.

CHICAGO, Nov. 30.—<Roads Interested in
eastbound passenger business from St. Paw
failed to reach any agreement at their con.
ference today, rogarding the discontiinuance
of what is known as the Milwaukee basis in
the construction of through rates. =

At the forenoon sessicn of tho coufereance
a resolution was offered providing for the
discontinuance of the Milwaukee basis Dee,
10. The result of this would have been to
advance through rates from St. Paul §$1.80
on the date named. That is the amount the
Milwaukee basls is lower than the Chicago
basis, which it was the desire of the other
roads to adopt. When the midday adjourn.
ment was taken it was belleved this resolu-
tion would be adopted, but on reassembling
it soon became apparent that the consent ot
the Sco line thereto could not be obtalned,
only on conditions which avould have the
effect of restoring the Canadian Paclfic’s old
differential by way of Montreal. It was therc-
fore decided to take an adjournment to next
week.,

NOT  ONE  SURVIVOR

HOW THE PORTLAND WAS SWAL.
LOWED BY THE SEA WILL
NEVER BE KNOWN

ALL ON BOARD PERISHED

Death List Conceded to Be Above
One Hundred — Sixteen Bodies
Have Come Ashore and Few More
Will Be Recovered — Profusion
of Life Preservers Mute Evidence
of Efforts of the Unfartunates.

PRINCETON, Mass.,, Nov. 30.—There
is no trace of a single survivor from
the wreck of the steamer Portland,
which was swallowed by the sea in

| Sunday’s storm off High Head.

Of all the ship’s company of over 100
sculs not one lives, and the story will
never be told. Sixteen bodies have
come ashore, and it is not likely that
meny more will be recovered.

Following 1s a list of the bodles
washed ashore on the outside coast of
Cape Cod up to midnight tonight:

IDENTIFIED.

At Orleans — Body of E. Dudley Free-
man, of Yarmouth, Me., a prominent attorney
and member of the governor’s councll; George
W. Delaney, 28 years of age, of 69 Shawmut
avenue Boston.

At Wellileet—George Graham, colored, por-
ter of the Portland.

At Provincetown—William Mosher, of Gore
ham, Me.

Op Nauset Beach—Body of a man believed
to be John Walton, second engineer of the
Portland.

UNKNOWN.

At Provinceton—Body of a woman about 50
years of age, with large frame and features,
iron gray hair and dark eyes; no clothing
was on the body except fragments of under-
wear. Body of an unknown colored man,
about 30 years of age; probably one of the
stewards of the steamer.

At Orleans—Body of a woman, 45 or 50
years old, 6 feet 9 inches in height, with
light hair, slightly mixed with gray; eyes
blue. The body was devold of clothing when
picked up on the Nauset beach by the Nauset
life-saving crew. It is judged that the woman
had false teeth, as all the teeth are missing.
On the finger was a plain ring with the words,
“Forget Me Not.” Body of a girl, 20 years
old, with blue eyes, dark brown hair, light
complexion, and full set of teeth. The body
was clad in underclothing, with black cor-
sots and a woolen jacket. Body of a mulatto
girl, 20 years old, evidently one of the wait-
resses of the Portland. Body of a womaa
about 45 years old, § feet 3 inches in height,
weight about 200 pounds. She bhad on a black
petticoat and a biack dress. A gold watch
was found on the body with the monogram
“J. G. E.” engraved on the case. The body
may be that of Mrs. Jennie Edmunds, of 21
Marien strect, Past Boston. Body of a woman
60 ¢F 65 years old. The face is very hadly
disfigured, and the bedy was almost entirely
nude. The only means of identification is a
bloodstone ring with the initials, “L. W. C.,
followed by the figures “79.” Another white
girl, about 20 years of age, fully dressed;
alzo the body of a colored walter about 25
years old. Man of 20, with hair cut pompa-
dour; also man of 45, light complexion, good
clothing. Descripticn apparenily referring to
the same man, coming from Highland Light,
says a card marked ‘“John W, , ®ongress
street, Portland,’’ was found on the clothing.

The descriptions of three bodies at Bastham
could not be obtained here tonight.

NUMBER LOST IN DOUBT.

The exact number of persons who
were carried away from Boston by the
Portland will probably never be known,
as no list of passengers was retained
on shore when the vessel left last
Saturday. Many estimates of the num-
ber on board have been made, but the
estimates have seldom agreed.

C. ¥. Williams, Boston agent of the
Portland Steamship compeny, who ar-
rived here on the tug Willilam H.
Smith, last night, places the total num-
ber of perscns on the steamer at 100,
or possibly 105. This estimate, how-
ever, is generally regarded as rather
small. It has been stated that the
number was as high as 155, but Mr.
Williams denied that so many salled
on the Portland. It is probable that
120, including passengers and crew, is
nearest the correct number.

Nearly every sea captain and mar-
iner on the cape, on being asked for
an opinion, states that everyone on
board undoubtedly was lost.

One feature of the disaster is the
absence of any fragments of a life boat
or life raft among the varied mass of
wreckage from the Portland which has
been washed ashore.

It was off Thatcher’s island that the
Portland was last reported before she
went to her doom. There are many
theories offered in explanation of how
the vessel reached a point near the
tip end of Cape Cod, although the
exact location where she went to pieces
will probably never be known. It is
generally belleved here that the wreck
oceurred at a point about ten or eleven
miles north of Peaked Hill bars, wh.ich
would be from forty-five to fifty miles
from where she was sighted by the
Mzaud S. The tremendous seas which
she must have encountered off Cape
Ann undoubtedly damaged bher and
when Capt. Blanchard saw that he
could proceed no further eastward, it
was thought by some that he resolved
to make for the open sea to avoid the

rs along the coast.
da'.lx‘f: time that the Portland was lost
is placed at from 9 to 10 o’clock Sunday
morning. The watches fcund on the
bodies washed ashore had nearly all
stopped between those hours. 2

Another incident which places the
time of the wreck at Sunday morning
was reported by the crew of the Race
Print life-saving station. Race Point
ferms the tip of Cape Cod. The life-
saving station there, during the height
of the storm, heard three sharp whis-
tles from a steamer, which were rec-
cerized as a danger signal. Th‘e sig-
nal was heard at about T:45 o'clock,
and the crew hastily .manned the boats

to glve assistance if possible. A ter-
rible tempest was raging, and it was
s0 thick that it was impossible to see
any distance off shore. The crew could
Iccate no steamer, and the blasts of a
whistle were heard only once. The men
are positive that they heard a steamer
whistle, and are now of the opinion
that it came from the Portland, some
time before she foundered, for it is
generally believed she went to the hot-
tcm and was not wrecked by going on
shore.
STRUGGLE FOR LIFE.

Before the ill-fated steamer took her
final plunge the passengers and crew,

it would seem, adopted ail means at |

thelr command to save their lives, as is
shown by the large number of life pre-
servers and belts found among the
first portions of the wreckage.

The first body from the wreck came
ashore at High Head, which is a few
miles further down the outer coast of
the cape from the Peaked Hills station.
It was found on Monday morning. The
next bodles were plcked up at points

further south, on the same day, and |

the life preservers, woodwork, two or
three pieces of baggage, lard, tobacco,
paper and other stuff from the cargo
began to pile up on the shore south of
High Head. Little wreckage was found
north of that point. The gwift under-
tcw off shore carried an Immense
amount

south as far as 'Mononomoy beach and |

Large numbers of volunteers, includ-
ing several persons who had relatives
or friends on board the steamer, as-
sisted the surfmen in patrolling the
beaches. From the tip end of Cape
Cod to Mononomoy there are ten gov-
ernment life-saving stations, and all

the crews have been on duty almost |

constantly since last Saturday even-
irg, when the great blow set in.

On Monday and yesterday several
bodies were sighted in the surf, some
distance from shore, but they disap-

peared from view before they could be |

PENTAGCOT IS MISSING.

Another Steamship That May Have
Been Wrecked.

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.—No word has
yvet been received from the steamship
Pentagoot, of the Manhattan Steam-
ship company’s line, which left this
port on Thursday last for Bangor,
where she was due early Sunday. The
secretary of the company said today
that there was a possibility that the
Pentagoot had been taken out to sea
when the storm of Saturday night was
encountered and that she would turn
up all right,

The Pentagoot was an old boat, hav- |
Ing been built at Philadelphia, in 1864, |
for George Q. Kimball, of Cleveland,

O., but for many years has heen in the
ocean coasting trade. She is 128 feet
long, 23 feet beam and 10 feet deep, and
has a carrying capacity of 214 tons.
She carried no passengers when she
left this port. Her crew numbered sev-
enteen men.

AINSWORTH LOST.

Three Paszengers and Six of Her
Crew Drowned.

NELSON, B. C.,, Nov. 30.—The Ailns-
worth, a small steamer plying between
Nelson and Bonner’s Ferry, was wreck-
ed last night during a storm on Koote-
nal lake, six of her crew and three pas-
sengers being drowned. Those drown-
ed were: Charles Campbell, a mer-
chant of Kuskanook; two Italians, of
Kuskanook.

Capt. Dean, First Engineer Kane and
J. D. Donnelly, a deck hand, reached
shore in a life boat, and the balance of
the crew, whose names follow, were
drowned: Perry, mate; James McNeil,
fireman; John Guin, steward; Joseph
Davis, deck hand; C. H. Hume, cook;
second engineer, whose name cannot be
learned at present.
