The prisoner was very glad to get
clear of the jail, and feels quite certain
that he will never again be placed In
such a position. His case will hardly
be tried until next year.

Is
situated within tlie limits of the isothermal
zone which affords the most favorable tem-
perature conditions for the growing of the
best quality of bcet3. Mr. Say "or visited
the St. Louis Park plant when it was build-
ing; this week he has examined it in opera-
tion. When the plant was yet ln embryo Mr,
Saylor knew that the conditions theoretically
favored the beet sugar Industry in this part
of Minnesota; the plant in operation con-
vinces him that practice in this case docs
not fall short of theory.

SOUTH DAKOTA VOTE
DEFEATS THE WOMEN

I>K< ISIVE MAJORITY AGAIXST THE
SUFFRAGE] AMENDMENT

Proposition to Eitlahliah Sonlh Car-
olina Dispenaary System Defeat-
ed Biff Majority for the Refer-
endum Plan.

SIOUX FALLS, S. D., Nov. 30.—Final
returns, carefully verified by the coun-
ty canvassing boards, show that the
amendment providing for woman suf-
frage has been defeated ln South Da-
kota by a decisive majority. Immedi-
ately after election It was believed to
have won by a light vote, but the re-
turns from the back counties killed It.

Only those ardently in favor of the
amendment appeared to take much in-
terest in the amendment. While 74,000 'votes were cast for governor, only 32,-
--000 were cast on suffrage, and of these
only 14,000 voted affirmatively. The
exact majority against the amendment
is 4,008.

The proposition to establish the
South Carolina disp.-nsary system was
also beaten by a decisive vote, but the
initiative and referendum was carried
by a majority of 6,000. The latter-
amendment provides that whenever a
petition signed by 5 per cent of the
voters is presented asking for the en-
actment of a certain principle the leg-
islature shall at once comply, and shall
submit the statute to the people at a
special election. If it ls adopted, it be-
comes a law. It also provides that,
whenever 5 per cent of the voters so
petition, the legislature shall submit to
the people any designated statute, the I
object being to provide a curb for evil
legislation.

COMMISSION HEADED BT GBIf.

GARCIA HAS ARRIVED IX
WASHINGTON

PROBLEMS TO BE SOLVED

Cuban Soldiers Moat De Paid ov
There Mar Be Embarrassing
Complications on the Island—-
Gen. Garcia Discusses the Situa-
tion ln Detail——Annexation Not
"Wanted.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 80.—The mem-
bers of the commission delegated to
visit the United States to discuss with
members of this government the many
problems which confront both Cubans
and Americans on the island, reached
Washington from New York today on
the congressional limited. The com-
mission is headed by Gen. Calixto Gar-
cia, the veteran soldier and leader. As-
sociated with him are Maj. Gen. Jose
Miguel Gomez, who won distinction by
his gallantry in the late revolution;
Lieut. Manuel Sangullly, Jose Antonio
Gonzales Luzia and Comte Jose Rlva-
lon, a civil engineer, who served on the
staff of Gen. Maceo. Senor Villalon is
the secretary of the commission.

The commission was met at the sta-
tion by Senor Gonzales de Quesada and
Senor Cassona. Accompanying the
commissioners were Horatio S. Rubens,
counsel ln New York for the Cuban
government, and Richard Johns.

The company went direct to the
hotel, where apartments had been re-
served for them. It Is the expectancy
of Gen. Garcia and the other commis-
sioners to remain in Washington about
ten days. Tomorrow Gen. Garcia will
call upon Secretary of War Alger, but
beyond that call no arrangements have
been perfected for the movements of
the commission.

In a general sense it is the object
of the commission to discuss with the
officials at Washington all questions
relating to Cuba and its inhabitants.
One of the principal questions will be
that relating to the disposition of the
Cuban army.

CUBAN ARMY PAY.
In the course of an interview Gen.

Garcia said it would be an hardship
for the Cuban army to disband at this
time without receiving pay for its serv-
ices in the field. When the revolution
began the Cubans left their homes to
fight for the freedom and independents
of the island. Through the assistance
of the United States the yoke of Spatn
has been thrown off forever, and the
soldiers are now anxious to return once
more to peaceful pursuits. In a ma-
jority of cases, however, their homes
have been destroyed and their lands
laid waste. They hope some method
may be provided whereby they may be
given sufficient means to gain a new
start in life. Gen. Garcia, has no sug-
gestion to make as to the method of
providing these means, but expresses
the hope of obtaining, through the as-
sistance of this country, a sufficient
amount partly to reimburse the Cubans
for their services in the field. This
sum may be advanced on the security
of the Cuban revenues or obtained in
any other way that might be satis-
factory to this country.

Gen. Garcia says that the Cuban
government stands pledged to pay its

j soldiers and will in good faith live up
to any agreement that may be made
for the adjustment of the temporary
difficulty.

CUBA MUST BE FREE.
Asked jf there was any Intention to

annex the island to the United States,
Gen. Garcia said:

"I do not think that Is a question
that can be discussed at present, for
the congress of the United States has
solemnly declared that the people of
Cuba ought to be free and independ-
ent. I have confidence in the Integrity
and promises of the United States, that
I believe the promise of congress will
be fulfilled. Other things are matters
of detail."

Gen. Garcia says the Cubans are act-
ing in the utmost good faith, and they
believe the United States is acting and
will continue to act in the same way.
He says the Cubans are willing to join
this country in the effort to obtain a
free, stable and Independent govern-

| ment. He believed the people were
; able and prepared to establish and
| maintain such a government, and was
; confident that time would establish
i the accuracy of his opinions. He had
; no objection to the sending of United
j States troops to the island to maintain
: order pending the establishment of the
! new government, and the preparation
I by that government of a proper army
j and police force. In fact, he says, the
j Cubans themselves are willing to be
j enlisted as such garrison force, in
whole or in part, as this government

! may deem desirable, but suggests that,
when American soldiers are sent to

| the island, they be placed under smart
: restraint, in order to prevent the re-
I currence of such affairs as that at San
; Luis. In making this comparison Gen.
j Garcia disclaimed any disrespect for

I the American army, for which he has
the highest regard.

TALK ONJTHE TREATY
| Likely to He Protracted When the

Senate Takes It 1 ;».

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—Senator
Frye's belief that the peace treaty will

| be ratified at the coming session of
: congress is not shared by other observ-
\u25a0 ers heie. That the treaty will eventu-
| ally secure the necessary two-thirds
! vote is probable, but it is generally be-
-1 lieved that it will not come to a vote
j during the forthcoming session.

The anti-annexationists have an-
! nounced their intention of making an
, cpen light, and if their promise is made
j good, the entire session will be con-
; sumed in a futile endeavor to bring tho
i treaty to a vote.

The fight against the treaty will be
j led by Senators Hoar, Hale, Spooner

I and Morrill on the Republican side, and
I by Senators Cattery, Cockrell, Lindsay,
i Turpie and Pettlgrew on the Demo-
cratic side.

TROUBLE LOOMS UP.
Mr. Edmunds Sees Peril In tho Pos-

session of the Philippines.

PHILADELPHIA,' Nov. 30. — "An
'open door,' " said former Senator

! George F. Edmunds, "is-Colonial Sec-
retary Chamberlain's expression, used
in his speeches. It was the occupation
of Manchuria by «he Russians. It
means free trade—an open port for ev-
erybody on equal tei*jns. That is what
the 'open door' meaat arid still means
to other nations.

"Our administration, according tonewspaper reports, lin snapping up
| that phrase, does not mean that; but
; other nations will suppose lt does. I !
i think what the government means by
I it is that we are going to give equal '! rights to all nations, subject to the !

same tariff, port duties and harbor du-
ties in regard to commerce as exist in
the United States, or may exist from !
time to time.

"It will get into a muss about that
in a little while. If everybody is ad-
mitted on equal terms in the Philip-
pines, the British will continue to have
a majority of the trade there until we
can help our shipping and exporting
interests, which are perfectly identical,
each for itself, of course, but each ex-
ists on account of the other and can-
not exist without.
