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ATTACKS HIS ALIIBI
GEORGE PEAKE SAYS HE SAW

KAUTH IN MINNEAPOLIS
LATE SEPT. 5

NIC'S RELATIVES DISPUTED

They Said That He Was at Home

That Evening;, bnt Peake, a Plas-

terer, Says That the Culprit Was

In Minneapolis That Night—

The Hearing Continued Until
Monday.

When the preliminary examination
of Nicholas Kauth, accused of the theft
of Arthur Middleton's watch on the
night of Sept. 5, when the latter was
murdered in his store, on West Seventh
street, was resumed in the police court
yesterday, the prosecution created
something of a sensation by springing
a witness whose testimony shadows
the alibi, which the prisoner endeavor-
ed to establish at a previous session
of court, by his sister, Mrs. Schommer,
living at 217 West Fairfield avenue,
and her husband, Peter Schommer,
both of whom swore positively that
Kauth spent the night of the murder,
from 10:30 o'clock until the next morn-
ing, at their home. George Peake, of
Minneapolis, swore as positively for
the prosecution that he saw Kauth in
Minneapolis the night of the murder,
as late as 11 o'clock. Furthermore,
Peake testified that Kauth was ln
company with two men, one of whom
he swore was William Kennedy, or Au-
gust Pedorf. Kauth claims Kennedy
or Pedorf and "Slob" Edmund's were
the actual murderers. Kauth's alibi
now becomes a question of veracity
between his relatives and the state's
witness.

Peake told his story in a positive
manner, being certain as to dates and
the day of the week, nor was he con-
fused on cross-examination. He said
he was a plasterer by trade and lived
In Minneapolis with his. parents. He
returned from Dakota shortly before
the Middleton murder. The night of
Sept. 5, he said, he saw Kauth and two
other men, one of whom he subse-
quently identified as Kennedy or Pe-
dorf, in Minneapolis twice. Both times
they were at the home of a Mrs. Mag-
gie Goetz. The first time he saw them,
Peake said, was about 8:45 o'clock. He
called at the Goetz woman's home at
about 11 o'clock, he said, when Kauth
and his two companions were just go-
ing away.

The witness was positive of the date
being Sept. 5, Monday, the first day of
the fair and Labor day, because, he
said, he had sold popo >m at the fair
grounds for a man named Ryan. He
had gone to Kittsondale from the fair
grounds for his supper, Peake said,
and afterward went to Pain's fire-
works display, on University avenue,
where he said he sold popcorn until
about 7:45 o'clock. Then he took a car
and went to Minneapolis, this putting
him in the Mill City shortly before 9
o'clock, where he called at the home
of Mrs. Goetz and says he saw Kauth
and the other two men. Witness
would not swear that he had ever
seen Kauth before this time. He did
not know either of the other men, but
had seen the man whom the detectives
had under arrest at the Windsor hotel
in this city several weeks ago.

Here Detective Campbell was put on
the stand and said that the prisoner
referred to by Peake was Kennedy or
Pedorf, who was arrested when Kauth
was takon into custody, but subse-
quently released.

Peake said he remained at the home
of Mrs. Goetz only a few minutes and
th&n went to the Minneapolis ball park,
where there was a high diving exhibi-
tion. He went to ccc if he could get

work selling corn, he said,. After the
exhibition he returned to Mrs. Goetz.
This was very close to 11 o'clock, the
witness said, and Kauth, with his com-
panions, were Just about to leave.

Harry Edmunds, from whom Kauth
claims to have received Middleton's
watch, together with the information
that "Slob" Edmunds and Kennedy or
Pedorf had committed the murder, was
called as a witness for the state. Ed-
munds is very sick with consumption.

He denied absolutely that he had giv-

en Kauth the watch or had ever under
any circumstances had any conversa-
tion with Kauth about the Middleton
murder, except when the detectives
took Kauth to the Edmunds home aft-
er the recovery of the watch.

The defense put on two witnesses
that the prosecution claims strength-
ened the attack on Kauth's alibi. The
first, Peter Klasges, living at 741 Van
Buren street northeast, Minneapolis,
testified that Kauth was at his home
for supper on the evening of Sept. 5
with Joh» Leiner, also livingin Minne-
apolis. He said Kauth and Leiner left
his place after supper, about 8 o'clock.

Leiner testified that Kauth was with
him in Minneapolis Sept. 5, and that
the two worked at painting some sec-
ond-hand furniture purchased by Lei-
ner. Witness said he went with Kauth
to Klasges' home for supper. Kauth
and he left the house together shortly
beforo 8 o'clock, he said, when he walk-
ed with Kauth to a street car, which
the latt<r boarded and started toward
town at about S o'clock. This was the
last witness saw of Kauth.

Sheriff Wagener testified to having

received the watch from Kauth, recit-
ing the facts of Kauth's movements in
the case, so far as known by him, prac-
tically as has already appeared in The
Globe.

After counsel for both sides had re-
viewed the case Judge Orr took the
matter of holding Kauth to the grand
jury under consideration until Mon-day.

Following the hearing Kauth express-
ed himself strongly as to Peake's tes-
timony. "His story is a lie," said
Kauth, "and he is guilty of perjury.
I was in Minneapolis Saturday, two
days before the Monday designated by
Peake, but not when he says I was.
It is true T was with Edmunds and Pe-
dorf the Saturday Irefer to, but it was
not Monday."

KILLED THE ORDINANCE.
Hack License Failed to Find Favor

In the Street Committee.

The ordinance Introduced at the last meet-
ing of the board of aldermen amending the
hack ordinance bo as to provide for the pay-
ment of $10 for a hackdriver's license and $2
for a hack license was recommended not to
pass by the aldiermanic committee on streets
yesterday.

Senator-elect H. H. Horton appeared before

the committee ln the interests of J. B. Cook
& Co., and argued that the amendment pro-
posed would be an imposition on both Mr.
Cook and other liverymen. It would, Mr.
Horton stated, make it necessary for those
owning hacks to secure licenses for their
drivers, and as this claas of men were con-
stantly changing it would require neir licenses
every day or so.

There was no one present to give the other
side of the case, and although Aid. Murphy
and Blomquist favored the measure being
laid over for two weeks, ln order to hear tho
other side of the argument, the majority of
the committee favored the killing of the
amendment, and it will be recommended not
to pass.

The contract with the Automatic Smoke
Preventer company, for the putting in of
three smoke consumers at the Madison
school, waa approved. The committee took
the ground that ac the contract had been.
made with the school board, and the money
was to come from the school fund, thore was
no occasion to hold it up.

MONEY TIED UP.

State Cnsh That Is Held ln Insol-

vent Banks.
State Treasurer Koerner yesterday com-

pleted a statement of state funds tied up
ln state and national banks by the failures
of 1893 and 1896. The statement is made at
the re-iuest of Attorney General Childs, who
will include the figures in hia annual report,
and estimate the percentage of the accounts
which will be collectable.

FIGURES BELOW LAST YEAR

And Below the Offer of tlie Amer-

ican Development Company hy

Eleven Cents .Per Light What

the Cost of the Lighting; Will Me

on the Basis Ott the Propositions

Received,

Bids for lighting the Streets of th 9
city with gas, gasoline and electrio
lights were opened art the meeting of
the assembly last evening. Figured on
the bids handed in last evening, the,
cost of tha street lighting ajwd that
of the public buildings for 1899 will be
$1:43,971, as against $121,000 appropriat-
ed for the same purpose for 1898.

The St. Paul Gas 1/lght company was
the only bidder for tho gias and electric
lighting. The figures submitted by the
company for gas where the same as un-
der its present contract with the city,
but there was something of an increase
in tiie cost of electric lights. The com-
pany agreed to light the 2,600 gas
lamps called for in the speciflcations
for $23 each per year. Providing Wels-
bach burners the same as now in use
on Summit avenue were ordered in,
they would be furnished at $25.50 per
year, and if the lamps with Welsbach
burners as now ln use on Selby ave-
nue were ordered the price would be
$2£.60 per year. Gas for public build-
ings will cost the city $1.30 per thou-
sand feet.

For the electric lighting the company
aigreed to furnish 120 lights at $69.50;
146 lights at $94, and the 138 lights re-
cently located by the board of publio
works and the council at $115.50 each.
At the.se figures the cost of the electric
lighting would be $37,993 and the gas
lamp lighting $59,800. The bids were
referred to the joint council committeeon gas.

There were two bidders for the gaso-
line street lighting. The American De-
velopment company, of this city, and
the Carbon Light and Power company,
of Jersey City, N. J. The American
Development company, which now has
the contract at 69""4 cents per lamp per
month, or $8.34 per lamp per year,
agreed to do the lighting for next "year
for 79% cents per lamp per month, or
$9.54 per lamp per year.

The Carbon Light and Power com-
pany agreed to furnish the burner and
lamp for 68 2-3 cents per lamp per
month, or $8.24 per lamp per yeaj;.

These bids were also referred to the
Joint council committee on gas.

The bid of the Carbon Light and
Power company was something of a
surprise to the members of the council,
as the figure bid ls 10 cents per lamp
per year less than is now being paid.

Robert Seeger, manager of the Amer-
ican Development company, after the
bids had been read, said he did not see
how the company which had made the
lowest bid was going to do the work
at the figure bid. Gasoline, Mr. Seeger
said, had gone up 50 per cent, and there
was certainly no money in the contract
even at the figure now being paid his
company by the city.

Daniel J. Prendergast, representing
the Carbon Light and Power company,
said the firm he represented was ready
and willing to do business with the
city at the prices submitted in his bid.

'\u25a0You will remember," said Mr. Pren-
degast, "that last year our company
put in a bid for lighting the gasoline
lamps of the city for 74 cents per lamp
per month. The Amei-ican Develop-
ment company also bid, but its figure
was SO cents per lamp per month. Then
a man with a white hat came in before
the council and argued the city into re-
advertising, agreeing to give a bond
that the bids would be lower than those
submitted on the first advertisement.

"The city readvertised and the Amer-
ican Development company, as it turn-
ed out, was the lowest bidder at 69""''
cents per lamp per month, and was
awarded the contract. The firm I rep-
resent is again the lowest bidder this
year, but you can't tell whether anoth-
er man with a white hat will not come
in again this year and beat us out of
the contract."

At the figures submitted last evening
the cost of lighting for next year, pro-
viding the lowest bid Is accepted in the
gasoline lighting, will be as follows:
