TALK ABOUT APPOINTMENTS

Pro*. S. A. Farnsworth, of tbe
Cleveland School, Thorn*lit to Be

in the Race for Superintendent

of Education L<(vis Nash's Can-

didacy Seems to Be Growing

Stronger Every Day.

The opened envelope that reached the
secretary of state's office from Duluth
with some election returns, mention of
which was made in The Globe of
yesterday, did not contain the returns
of St. Louis county. These were for-
warded to the secretary of state in due
form and in accordance with the law.
But from the St. Louis county auditor,
O. Holden, came the envelope which
was the basis of the report. It seems
that the auditor of Beltrami, when
he made up the returns on the congres-
sional vote, enclosed it in an envelope
and sent it to Mr. Holden, the county
auditor of St. Louis county. Why he
did this is uncertain, although it is
the opinion in the secretary of state's
ornce that possibly tihe Beltrami official
thought that the congressional returns
should be sent to the senior county in
the district for tabulation.

However, no matter what the Bel-
trami official thought, the returns were
sent to Duluth. When lhey were open-
ed there as they were addressed to Mr.
Hclden, that official wrote across the
envelope, "Evidently intended for the
secretary cf slate," and forwaided
them to Secretary Berg.

The returns from Beltrami have been
duly received but have not been open-
ed. It is not known whether they also
contain the congressional vote as well
as that on the state ticket. If the con-
gressional vote Is missing, then, if the
canvassing board wants to, it can
wrestle with those forwarded by
way of Duluth.

There was little current gossip about
state appointments to be heard in St.
Paul yesterday. It is expected that
some more of Gov.-elect Land's selec-
tions will probably become known in
a few days. So far the appointments
that are believed to have been settled
seem to give satisfaction. A gentleman
who is conversant with conditions in
the Sixth district and especially in Du-
luth, said yesterday that some of the
names mentioned in connection with
those who may receive recognition at
Ihjluth would not give as much satis-
faction as some who were after places,
but not so prominently before the pub-
lic. In this connection it was said that
the rumored appointment of Prof. R.
E. Denfeld would not give as much
satisfaction as any one of three or four
others mentioned for the place. It was
said that while many of the state edu-
cators would perhaps be satisfied writh
the appointment of Prof. Denfeld, that
it would not be regarded as an over
popular move in Duluth, where the pro-
fessor is best known.

In connection with the position of
superintendent of public instruction, it
is said that Prof. S. A. Farnsworth, ot
St. Paul, is close to the top of the list
of those who are receiving the careful
consideration of the governor-elect.
Prof. Farnsworth not only has a rec-
ord as an able educator and a man of
good executive ability, but a popular
man, blessed with broad ideas. ProT.
Farnsworth has been the principal of
the Cleveland high school, the largest
in St. Paul, in whioh all the grades are
taught and which he has built up andpopularized. It Is situated in the First
ward where Mr. Lind has many friends
who are also the friends of the pro-
fessor. Prof. Farnsworth is not un-
known in the state. He taught two
years at Ada, where he resided Aye or
six years, two years at Crookston, two
years at Brainerd. For six years he
was permanent secretary of the State
Educational association and was one
year its president. He has also taught
in the country schools of Wisconsin,
and was superintendent of the River
Falls, Wis-, schools for a period. Prof.
Farnsworth graduated from the Rivei
Falls normal school and has taken
work in pedagogy at the state uni-versity. He was the first and one of
the few men in Minnesota who was
granted a lifecertificate on the indorse-
ment of the four presidents of the state
normal schools. Prof. Farnsworth's ap-
pointment would, it is said, please the
people of St. Paul as much as any man
who could be selected.• * •

Louis Nash's candidacy for labor
commissioner seems to be growing
stronger every day. Mr. Nash has a
whole lot of good backing among the
labor unions of both Minneapolis &wl
St. Paul, and it is said his selection
would please more members of organ-
ized labor than that of any other mai«
mentioned in connection with the com-,
missionership. Mr. Nash has been in-
dorsed by two woodworkers' unions in
Minneapolis, Nos. 14 and 48, as well as
by the bricklayers' union, of Minneap-
olis. He has the indorsement of the
retail clerks union of both Minneapolis
and St. Paul. The Trades Council of
Winona, as a body, has respectfully
urged his appointment. This is only a
part of the backing that Mr. Nash has
received without any solicitation. His
popularity with the people who are
supposed to have the most interest in
the department will probably be care-
fully weighed when the question of se-
lecting a man for the place comes up.

The candidacy of Francis B. Clarke,
it was said yesterday, did not weaken
lhat of Mr. Nash, as it was reported
that Mr. Clarke doesn't carry the In-
dorsement of the People's party. Not
that the members of the party wouldn't
like to see Mr. Clarke get that or any
other position, nor that they wouldn't
Indorse him, but that they will noturge his appointment to the exclusion
of Mr. .Nash. Back of all this is the
fact thlt Mr. Nash has for years been
a student along the very lines of work
which has to do with the commission-
ership, so that he would step into the
office equipped from the start with a
complete knowledge of the work.

ERN ORDER CAME AS A
BOMB

MAY CAUSE A L_t5AL FIGHT

Some Intimate That the Threatened
Course "Will Be a Violation of the
Interstate t'-onimeroe Law Link
Thayer's Conviction la -a, Sourse
of Delight to Loical Railroad Of-
ficials.

There was consternation in the pas-
senger department of the Chicago
Great Western yesterday morning
when the officials read the circular is-
sued by the Sant Fe system declaring
war upon the Great Western. The tone
of the document was so bitter that
there was no mistaking the intention
of the company to sever all passenger
business relations with the Great West-
ern. President Stickney was absent
from the city, but his son, S. C. Stick-
ney, the general manager, declared he
was utterly ignorant of the Santa Fe's
motive in coming out with such an
open declaration of hostilities. It was
one of the most bitter circulars ever is-
sued from a railway office, and there
was some doubt expressed among Great
Western men as to the genuineness of
the report.

But confirmation came in the after-
noon, when every passenger official in
the city received a copy of the circular.
It was exactly as published yesterday
in The Globe and bore the signature
of every general passenger agent of
each line of the Santa Fe system. The
signers are W. J. Black, general pas-
senger agent of the Atchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe; W. S. Keenan, general
passenger agent of the Gulf, Colorado
& Santa Fe, John J. Byrne, general
passenger agent of the Santa Fe Pacific
railroad and Southern California rail-
May, and it was formally approved by
George T. Nicholson, passenger traffic
manager of the system.

The sentence in the cfrcular which
seemed to cut deepest was: "Please
turn to the wall all issues of ticket-
reading via the Chicago Great Western
railway in connection vvith any and all
Santa Fe lines." It sounded too much
like the old song to pleaee tihe Chicago
Great Western people.

The force of the Santa Fe's declara-
tion may be appreciated when lt ls
remembered that the Chicago Great
Western has been running through
tourist oars to California over tihe San-
ta Fe route. The arrangement was
made about a month ago and the two
companies were supposed to be work-

i ing together ln most perfect harmony.
The action of the Santa Fe cancells
this arrangement and leaves the Chi-
cago Great Western without a Cali-
fornia connection. An official of the
company, yesterday, said the road
might make arrangements with the
Union Pacific or the Central Pacific.

The trouble does not affect the freight
traffic of the Chicago Great Western
ar.d the Santa Fe, but is over passen-
ger business entirely. General Freight
Agent Stohr, of the Chicago Great
Western, said yesterday, that he did
not anticipate any disturbance of the
friendly relations existing between the
freight -departments of the two roads.

City Ticket Agent Elmer, of the Chi-cago Great Western, yesterday, said
he did not understand the motive ofthe Santa Fe company, nor did he know
what provocation, if any, the Chicago
Great Western had given for such a
warlike statement. The general traffic
department of the road is in Chicago.

As the Santa Fe has declared thatno Chicago Great Western passenger
tickets will be accepted on that linethe latter coon^any will undoubtedly
mJ 8Z ,° aoce Pt any Santa Fe tickets.The California tourist car will be with-
drawn from the Santa Fe and will besuspended untU other arrangements
are made. It is believed that the sus-
pension of California service will not
last longer than a day or two.

It is said that the interstate com-merce commission may have occasionto investigate the action of the SantaFe. The law prohibits a discrimina-
tion by any line against tickets regu-
larly issued over it by another line
and if It is applied Tn this case theChicago Great Western may make un-pleasant trouble for the Santa Fe Atany rate the Chicago Great Western
is not likely now to humbly submit to
the indignity which it has sufferedfrcm the Santa Fe. Officials of otherroads are now anxiously awaiting de-velopments.

IRON ORE RATE MYSTERY.

John Corrig-an, of Cleveland, Ex-
plains Its Sudden Ending:.

A solution of the Iron ore rate mystery Is
suggested by John Corrigan, of Cleveland,
who is largely interested in lake shipping
and who understands the iron situation as
well as anybody. The Duluth Tribune yes-
terday published the following interview with
Mr. Corrigan in relation to the late rate
case, the Iron business generally and the
outlook for lake shipping next season:

"You see," said Mr. Corrigan, "there is
now scarcely anybody left to press tie case.
The Carnegie-Oliver-Rockefeller combination
has been buying up the independent prop-
erties so fast that the small operaibora have
become thinned out. The combination is
content with the present rates for transport-
ing ore over the Duluth & Iron Range and
the Duluth, Miseabe & Northern roads, tot
the rates wil! drive the Independent operator
out of business sooner or later and the com-
bination stand* ready to buy his property.
It is for the interest, therefore, of the com-
bination to have the present rates Btand.
Carnegie and Oliver, however, do not i»ay,
as I understand it, a flat tariff rate for the
transporting of ore from the mines to Lake
Superior, but pay a through rate from the
mines to the dock at Lake Erie. I am told
that this through rate means about 60 cents
where 80 cents is charged on the rail haul
ln Minnesota.

"The activity in the iron business and
the acquiring of so many properties by the
Oliver-Carnegie combination has given a
more permanent value to iron properties. 1
look to see an advance of from 10 to 20 cents
a ton in the prices of iron ore next seaeon.
The advance will represent increased 'wages
and coat of supplies. The iron business is
on the boom, and I shall not be surprised
to see 3,000,000 tons more of iron ore shipped
next season than has been sent forward this
season. This is a pretty stiff increase for a
singl*** season, but l have no doubt that we
shall witness lt. Pig iron went up $1 a ton
the other day and plate is liable to advance.
All thia has had a good effect on iron prop-
erties. A few years ago iron properties were
a drug on the market, but they are no longer
so."

Mr. Corrigan talks interestingly of the
prospects for lake business for the coming
season of 1899. "During the present season
there has passed from the great lakes ves-
sels that represented a season carrying ca-pacity of 2.500,000 tone. Thee© vessels rep-
resent those that have gone to the Atlanticocean and those that have been wrecked or
which have passed out of existence ln some
other manner. As near as can be ascertained
there will be vessel property turned out at
the lake shipyards this winter equal to aseason carrying capacity of 900,000 tons, so
that we shall resume business at the opening
of navigation next year with a decreasedseason carrying capacity of 1,600,000 tons.
With increased iron ore business and a fairaverage in other lines of cargo business the
outlook for the vessel interests is excellent.
There ought to be some money in the busi-
ness next year."

SEABOARD LINE LITIGATION.

Both Sides Hear Testimony as to
Charge** Preferred.

BALTIMORE, Dec. 3.—The directors
of the Seaboard & Roanoke company
held a special meeting today in the
office of President Hoffman in the
Equitable building, to receive the re-
port of the committee of stockholders
appointed at the recent annual meeting
to examine the affairs of the company.
The examination was made by Messrs.
Charles Krumbhaar, Lloyd L. Jackson
and De Courcey W. Thorn, and exon-
erates Mr. Hoffman and the other of-
ficials of the company of the charges
made by Thomas F. Ryan. The direc-
tors approved the report and passed
resolutions of confidence in the man-
agement of the property.

In another office in the same build-
ing testimony is being taken in sup-
port of a motion which Mr. Ryan pro-
poses to make in the state courts for
a mandamus requiring President Hoff-
man to produce the books of the Sea-
board Air Line company, so that Mr.
Ryan may inspect them. Several wit-
nesses have testified that it was al-
most an invariable custom to buy sup-
plies of all kinds for the road through
the firm of Hoffman & Co., of which
President Hoffman is the principal
member, and that the prices paid were
invariably higher than those charged
by other firms. Testimony was also
taken to prove that at least $100,000 was
paid out by President Hoffman as re-
bates to shippers, in violation of an
agreement entered into by the Seaboard
Air Line and its competitors.

SCOBEY DENIES IT.

Report of an Indian-Outbreak Near
Poplar, Mont.

The recent reports of an intended Indian
outbreak in Montana have caused some con-
cern to railway officials and yesterday Gen-
eral Passenger Agent F. I. Whitney, of the
Great Northern, telegraphed an inquiry to
C. R. A. Scobey. United States Indian agent
at Fort Peck agency, Poplar, Mint To this
Mr. Whitney received the following reply:

"There ls absolutely no foundation for tbo
reported danger of an outbreak of the Indians
so far as this agency is concerned. I left
Helena last night and have seen reliable
parties from the Blackfoot and Belknap agen-
cies, and I am fully satisfied that there is
not the slightest danger of trouble at any
point."

Mr. Whitney has confidence in Agent
Scobey's judgment and thinks his telegram
should set at rest all fears of another India-
war.

EASTERN MAIL EARLY.

It "Will Be Here at 8.30 a. m. if
Present Plans Develop.

Vice President A. J. Earling and General
Manager W. G. Collins, of the Milwaukee,
came to this city yesterday and held several
conferences with transcontinental railway of-
ficials relative to a plan to have the fast
mail train which now arrives here with East-
ern mail at 12:30 p. m. arrive at 8:80 a, m.
It is thought that such a change would be
agreeable to business men, who would re-
ceive tbeir Eastern mall in time to answer
it the same day, and thus would save a day
in __naacting business.

The proposed change, if carried out. will
abut out the Chicago morning papers, which
H_mt get here until the day following publi-
cation. .

GREAT WESTERN FIGHT.

Santa Fe Gives Notice of Discontin-

uance of Freight Relations.
CHICAGO, Dec. 3.—Following its notice to

tbe passenger department of the Chicago and
Great Western stating that on and after Dec.
15 it would abolish all interchange relations,
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe today gave
notice to the freight department of that road
stating that on and after Dec. 15 lt would
abolish interchange relations on freight traffic.

The Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific is
prepared to give notice to the Great Western
to the effect that on and after Dec. 20 it will
abolish all traffic relations, both passenger
and freight, with tbat road.

Similar action may be taken by other West-
ern railroads. It was stated at the Burling-
ton office, however, that the question had not
been finally settled.

Fort Wayne's Fast Run.
PITTSBURG, Dec. 3.—A new fart record

run was established today by the Cleveland
special over the Ft. Wayne railroad route
of the Pennsylvania railroad. The special
which runs daily between Cleveland and
Pittsburg, a distance of 140 miles, in three
and one-half hours, today covered the 83

ln one hour and one-half, making two stops.
The entire run was at a mile a minutegait and over some portions of the route a
