A Dbill is proposed to be introduced
in the reichstag, as soon as the federal
government has approved of {it, regu-
lating foreign insurance companies
and providing for an imperial bureau
in Berlin. The organization proposed

AN AMERICAN’S PLIGHT.

Mr, Knaak, who has been imprisoned
for referring to Emperor William as a
“calf’s head,” is still in jail, despite
the efforts of the American embassy
and his counsel to release him on bail.
They ask that this trial he expedited.

Christmas. Mr., Knaak denied that
Emperor William was the person he

referred to as a ‘“calf’s head,” and his
counsel have proof that Mr. Knaak on
former occasions spoke of the emper-
or in complimentary terms. Tt is also
claimed that the prisoner was intoxi-

cated at the time the alleged offense
vas committed,

The emperor is not pleased at the
reception he received at the time of

reviewing the trogys. The cheers came
wholly from the soldiers. His majesty
observed it, and remarked to the em-
press loudly enough to be overheard by
the crowd:

*“This town is the most unpatriotic in
Germany. See the reception they are
giving me.”

In addition to this, the burghers de-
clined to decorate the town on the oc-
casion of the home coming of the em-
peror. The French flag was hoisted at
the French embassy at the time of the
emperor’'s return, and it was empha-
sized at the time by the fact that the
French ambassador, Marquis de
Noeallles, watched the procession from
the balcony of the embassy. This ac-
tion was exceptional and was signifi-
cant of the desire of the French gov-
ernment to be on friendly terms with
Germany just now. A similar com-
pliment was paid to the emperor by
the United States and Russian embas-

sies, which are situated on the Unter
dern Linden.

WILL WAGE WAR ON
THE TOBACCO KINGS

HEAVY FINANCIAL INTERESTS BE-
HIND THE OPPOSITION TO
THE TRUST

; Men Identified With the Traction
Companies Interested in the Con-
cern——Wall Street Wakes Up to
the Signs of Coming War,

NEW YORK, De¢c. 3.—A great tobac-
co war which will completely oversha-
dow the conflict of millions now going
oh in sugar trade is about to be fought,
between the American Tobacco com-
rany, with its creature, the Continental
T’'lug Tobacco company, on the one side
and the new Union Tobacco cempany,
{ recently incoryiorated at Albany by the
Widener-Elkins combine, which owns
the controlling interest in th: Metro-
politan Street Railway company and
otker great traction interests through-
out the United States, on"the other.

The true character of the new Union
Tobacco company is slowly developing.
When news of its incorporation was
telegraphed from Albany about six
weeks ago, comparatively litile atten-
tion was pald to it in Wall street,
which was then concerning itself with
the new Continental company under
the auspices of the ‘‘tobacco crowd,”
whose manipulation of the American
Tebacco stock was the sensation of the
sireet.

Wall street began to open its eyes,
however, when the news came from
Albany that $7,000,000 of the Union To-
bacco company’s capital had been paid
up. Then “the street”’ began to console
itself with the idea that the new con-
cern was to be a friendly competitor
of the trust.

By and by, however, Wall street's
convictions changed to doubts. Ru-
n:org came from Louisville, Ky., and
Richmond, Va., that agents of the new
company were buying up great quan-
tities of tobacco.

Then came the announcement that
the National Tobacco company, makers
of cigarets, bad been absorbed by the
rew companry. That explained the
Richmond purchases. Richmond is the
n:arket for cigaret tobacco. But what
did the new company want with old
filled leaf, suitable only for plug to-
bacco? Wall street guessed In vain.

The mask was dropped and behind
it were the millions of P, A. B. Wide-
ner and W. L. Elkins, the traction
kings. To the consternation-of the to-
btacco crowd, the official announcement
| Was made that William H., Butler, late
vice president of the American Tobacco
company, had resigned as a director in
tiat company and had been elected
president of the new company. All the
secrets of the trust were in the hands
of its rivals.

Every day there have been develop-
ments that startle the friends of the
trust. Today came the statement that
William Wilson, the agent of the Union
Tebacco company, had been dispatch-
ed to Louisville to buy a site for the
greatest plug tobacco factory in the
world.

It is to employ 5,000 hands and have
a cavacity double that of the Ameri-
can Tobacco company’s great Louisville
plant.

In a few weeks the smoke of battle
will begin to puff from cheaper clgarets
all over the land.

REPUBLICANS WILL BE ABLE TO
DO NOTHING DURING THIS
CONGRESS

OPPOSED TO EXTRA SESSION

Congressmen, Especially Those
From the West, Urge the Presi-
dent Not to Attempt to
Matters — Dawes’ Report Makes
It Almost Certain Nothing Will
Be Done With the McCleary Bill,

Force

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—Republicans
generally concede that no serious ef-
fort to reform the currency will be
made during the life of this congress or
the next. Differences between the house

and senate as now organized bar the
way to financial legislation. While con-
ditions will be different in the Fifty-
sixth congress, the Republican leaders
say it will be unwise to agitate the
money question at the threshold of a
& presidential campaign. Besides, they
argue that there is no use trying to
bring about monetary reform when the
financial doctors cannot agree as to
the remedies and the methods of treat-
ment. The politiclans think the report
of Comptroller Dawes has made it im-
pessible to pass either the McCleary
bill or the bill proposed by Secretary
Gage.

Although the comptroller denies that
he directed his argument especiaily
against the Gage measure, the poli-
ticians accept his denial with many
grains of allowance. They believe the
comptroller’s criticisms were aimed di-
rectly at the monetary reform plan
submitted to congress by the secretary
more than a year ago. Mr. Gage is
rot popular with the politicians of his
own party. They resented his appoint-
ment on the ground that he was not
a loyal Republican, and he has never
done anything in office which has met
their approval. Mr. Gage has not been
regarded as a part of the administra-
tion. He has occupied an isolated posi-
tion, and a more sensitive man would
have resigned long ago.

MR. GAGE NOT POPULAR.

He has avoided coming in contact
with the politiclans as much as pos--
sible, Matters of patronage were turn-
ed over to Assistant Secretary Vander-
lip, because Mr. Gage did not care to
be bothered with applicants for office.

When Senator Wolcott assailed the
secretary on the floor of the senate last
winter his utterances were vociferously
applauded by the Republicans. It was
thought President McKinley would
manage in some way to let the coun-
try understand he did not approve of
Wolcott’'s attack on the head of the
treasury department, but the president
did nothing of the kind. Mr. Gage has
been left alone to fight his own battles,
but he apparently is well satisfied with
his environments.

It 18 now said that President McKin-
ley read and indorsed the report of
Comptroller Dawes before it was pub-
lished. If this is true, it shows that
Mr. McKinley and his secretary of the
treasury are not agreed on questions
of finance. There is nothing new in
this, however, as it has been pretty
well understood for some time that the
president did not share Mr. Gage's
financial views.

The Republican members of congress
are doing everything in their power to
convince the president it would be a
mistake to ecall an extra session next
spring.  They are likewise trying to
persuade him that no good can pos-
sibly result from an agitation of the
currency question prior to the cam-
paign of 1900. Every senator or rep-
resentative who comes to Washington
hurries over to the White house to give
Mr. McKinley the benefit of his views
on both propositions. It is true the
Republicans profess that they would
like to do something to advance the
cause of monetary reform, but they
insist that the conditions will not bhe
favorable to financial legislation dur-
ing the next two. years.

INDUSTRIAL GERMANY.

Strong Picture of the Development
of That Country,

WASHINGTON, Pec. 8. — A strong
picture of the industrial development
of Germany during the past year is
contained in the annual report to the
state department of United States
Consul General Mason, at Frankfort.
The consul shows that the year was
“another twelve months during which
every chimney In the fatherland was
smoking; every wheel turning,” and
he presents more remarkable facts and
figures in illustration of German trade
methods and their results, partioular-
ly in thelr effect upon the trade rela-
tions with the United States, It ap-
pears that the United States stands
second only to England in the total
volume of trade with Germany, inciud-
ing both export and import trade,
The exports to the United States de-
creased in the textiles alone nearly
$4,300,000 as a result of the last United
States tariff law, and some aggressive
journals have been urging that the
time 1s ripe to retallate against the
United States.

WAS ABOUT THE" CANAL.

Real Object of President Iglesias’
Visit to America.

WASHINGTON, Deec. 8. —President
Iglesias said his adle to President
McKinley today, expressing his deep
appreciation for the official courtesies
extended to him since his arrival. He
made farewell calls also on cabinet of-
ficers, "in anticipation of his departure
for New York tomorrow :and after a
week's stay there for London and
Paris. Now that President Igleslas’
visit is about to end, it 'i¥ said by those
near to him, that nothing in the nature
of an entente or formal treaty has come
out of the conferences he has held with
public officials, but these have been
productive of a very full understana-
ing. IMr. Iglesias has made it clear
that he favors an international agree-
ment in which the three countries di-
rectly interested—the United States,
Nicaragua and Costa Rica—could take
common action to prevent any isth-
mian canal from passing into the
hands of foreign capitallsts. The con-
trol of the Suez canal has been cited
as an experience to be avoided.

EUROPEAN SQUADRON.

Battleships Will Probably Not Form
a Part of Its Complement.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—Secretary
Long has decided to assign the Chicago
to duty as flagship of the European
squadron which is now in process of
selection. The squadron will include
about five ships of different classes.
While there will be armored ships
among them, it is not likely the battle-
ship type will be represented, owing to
the fact that these vessels are not de-
signed for long cruises, and, notwith-
standing the achievement of the Ore-
gon in that direction, it is not deemed
well to make a steady practice of what
was regarded as a questionable experi-

ment.
HAWAIIAN BILL.

WASHINGTON, Dec.-3.”— The Ha-

AN UNLUCKY -MAIORITY.

The Republicans WIill Contrel the
Next House by Thirteen.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—The clerk of the
house has completed the official list of mem-
bers of the house chosen at the last election.
It will show 185 Republicans, 163 Democrats,
2 silver Republicans, 7 Populists. That means
a clear Republican majority of 14.

Minnesota’'s Budget.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—Minnesota will
fare reasonably well in the budget of an-
nual estimates sent to congress Monday, The
Chippewa Indians will be well taken care of,
with $90,000 advance interest onm the fund
accruing from the sale of pine lands.

THE TRIPLE BUND, SO LONG A
FACTOR IN EVROPE, IS
TOTTERING

ITS LIFE RESTS WITH AUSTRIA

Germany Turning to England,
While France and Italy Are
Shaking Commercial Hands—

Contest fer Supremacy in Central
Hurope May Mean the Death of
the Dreibund.

TL.ONDON, Dec. 3.—The triple ailiance
is tottering. Already in the various
courts of Europe the probable results of
its collapse are bheing discussed: So
integral a factor in European politics
has the dreibund been for years that it
is difficult to credit a suggestion that
it ecan ever fall, save under unusual
circumstances. Yet there are not
wanting keen observers here who con-
gider that the events of the last few
days indicate, if not the point of col-
lapse, at least a dangerous shaking of
the foundations of the dreibund. With
Italy and France shaking hands, com-
mercially at all events, with Germany
showing signs of turning to England
for an alliance, and, last but not least,
with Prussia expelling Austrian sub-
jects on the ground of “national safe-
ty,” and the Austrian premier retorting
in a threatening speech and hinting,
none too darkly, at reprisals, it is no
wonder that the minds of men are
disquieted.

It must be remembered, as an Eng-
lish diplomatist said today, that the
dreibund, after all, is the creation of
the iron will of Prince Bismarck, for
at cne time Austria was in most im-
minent danger from North Germany,
and Italy was actually pledged to as-
sist France against Prussia. With Bis-
marck gone, the question arises, Will
the combination fall apart? Will a re-
arrangement of the powers be brought

about.
SLAV VS. TEUTON:

This diplomatist thinks the triple al-
liance is not yet ready to fall to
pieces. He bases his opinion on the
fact that the chief disturbing cause in
southern and central Europe is the
struggle of Slav and Teuton for the
mastery.

“In Eastern Prussia,” said he, “and
Saxony, Bohemia and Austria proper,
the Teuton is being elbowed out by
the Pole and Czech. Hence the expul-
sions by Germany; hence the attitude
of the’ so-called German party in the
Austrian reichsrath, and hence, final-
ly, the pregnant fact that such Aus-
trian papers as the Vienna Neue Freie |
Presse are opposing their own govern- |
ment, which is dominated by the Slav
majority, and sympathizing with Ger-
many in regard to the expulsion of
aliens. It is these facts that will pro-
long the existence of the triple alli-
ance beyond {its natural limits, It rests
with Austria to say whether or not it
shall fall to pieces,

“Francis Joseph and his ministers
dare not face the risk. What would |
be menace for Germany would be an-
nihilation for Austria-Hungary. She
weuld cease to be even a geographical
expression. Yet I must confess that I |
think the bonds uniting the three na-
tions are weakening. Germany is un- !
doubtedly alive to this, and she must
have allies, so, if there is any pros-
pect of Austria, when she shall be fur-
ther dominated by the Slav element,
forsaking her, she may endeavor fur-
ther to extend the understanding al-
ready arrived at with England touch-
ing Africa and Delagoa bay.”
