The glamor of the green rcom pervaded
Judge Wiilis’ court room yesterday afterncon
in the suit of Kisie Rosenthal, whoss stage
name is Elsie de Tourney, for a divorce from
her husband, Jake Rosenthal, otherwise
known as Edwin Rostell, tragedian. And the
decree was granted after the marital woes
peculiar to the *“profesh’” had bcen thor-
oughly aired in court,

Mrs. Rosenthal, who has been making her
headquarters in this city for the past year
and a half, appeared in court armed with a
whole battery of expressive violet eyes, wilicn
emphasized her woes. She was also attired
in a tailor-made gown wholly up to date, and
the tout ensemble was calculated to make an
impression.

The plaintiff told the court that she was
married to Rosenthal in Louisville, Nov. 2,
1892, and that shkortly afterwards he had
commenced a systematic course of ill-treat-
ment as far as she was concerned. In 1895,
while playing Hamlet at Eidon, lo., the dress-
ing room was cold, and Mrs., Rozenthal, as
Ophelia, refused to go on, and that thera-
upon Rosenthal, as lHamlet, had varied the
part by walking around behind the scenes
and knocking her down. At Waterloo, io.,
she told the court, the defendant had cut his
wife with a knife and knocked her down, and
at Chicago, in September, 1895, he had badly
bruised and battered his better haif.

Mrs. Rosenthal gave her age as 25 and that
of the defendant at 32.

Mayor Kiefer’'s ‘‘crusade’” against saloons
cpen after midnight ‘‘petered out” in the
municipal court yesterday afternoon, Judge
Hine says, at the mayor's own request. Two
of the saloon men under arrest, G. G. Kahlert,
192 South Washington street, and Otto Herf-
man, Fifth street, between Wabasha and St.
Peter streets, were discharged, according to
Judge Hine's statement, at the request of
the mayor and the police department. John
Gallinagh, proprietor of a saloon at Rice and
Iglehart streets, who pleaded guilty to vio-
lating the closing law, when arraigned soma
weeks ago, and Joseph Ficissner, 104 REast
Seventh street, failed to appear. Their cases
were continued, but Judge Hine says will ba
dismissed as were the others,

Judge Hine says he dismissed the cases
upon a statement from Lieut. Boerner, to
the effect that Mayor Klefer and the police
department desired such disposition of them.
The judge says he understood that the mayor
consulted with the saloon men shortly after
their arrest and agreed to call off the prose-
cution if the law was observed in future,

STRUCK 'THE BRIDGE

MICEAEL KO00P, A BRAKEJMAN,
KILLED AT EDGERTON
STREET VIADUCT

FELLED TO TOP OF THE CAR

Where His Dead Body Was Found
When the Train Crew Reached
the Wisconsin Central Yards at
Trout Breook Junction — e

Leaves a Wife and Family

West St. Paul.

Michael Koop, a brakeman in the em-
ploy of the Wisconsin Central Railroad
company, wss instantly killed by strik-
ing the Edgerton street bridge whiie
coming into the city on his train short-
ly after 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon.
Koop was missed by the train crew at
Trout Brook junction, about a mile and
a half from the bridge. A search was
instituted, when his dead body was
found lying on top of a freight car,
where he had doubtless stood upright
when struck by the rafters of the
bridge. A bruise on the dead man’'s
forchead showed where he had been
struck.

The train was coming to this city
from Chippewa Ifalls, Wis. The Edger-
toen street bridge is not high enough
above the top of freight cars for train-
men to stand upright in passing’ be-
neath. To protect trainmen, however,
8 danger warning in the shape of sus-
pended strands of rope is erected on
either side of the bridge. Koop, doubt-
less, did not notice if the ropes struck
him warning him of the “low bridge,”
or else did not stoop quickly enough.
The bruise on his forehead indicates
that he was facing the bridge. When
knocked down Koop did not fall from
the car, but lay prone upon his back.
His lantern was gripped in his hand
when the body was found at the junc-
tion. Coroner Nelson says death was
piobably instantaneous. The body was
breught to the Wisconsin Central yards
at the foot of Third street, where
Coroner Nelson viewed the body and
decided an inquest unnecessary.

Koop had been in the employ of the
road since last July, and is said to have
been ansindustrious, trustworthy man.
He was thirty-five years old. He leaves
a wife and two children, living in West
St. Paul. Xoop has a brother in the
fire department, stationed at No. 10
engine house,

GOV. CLOUGH WILL TRY TO STOP

FISTIC PLEASURES IN
ITASCA COUNTY
Event Advertised for the Edifica-

tion of the People of Grand Rap.
ids Will Not He Permitted if Ie
Can Prevent It.

The people of Itasea county have cul-
tivated a taste for prize fights and spar-
ring matckes. One was pulled off at
Deer River two weeks ago between J.
Cross and Tom Murray.

The governor did not hear about this
fight, bat he did about the one hilled
to take place this evening at Grand
Rapids between the same princinals
and another one arranged by the same
promoters, to take place on the even-
ing of Dec. 22 at Deer River, between
Thomas Murray and Alkbert McKinnon,

The governor never was particularly
partial to prize fights, although other
kind of fights have pieased him well
enough. Upon receiving a copy of a
local paper announcing the fight yes-

terday, he promrily wired the Itasca
county official, whose special duty :t
is to maintain order, as follows:

Michael L, Toole, Sheriff Itasca County,
Grand Rapids: I am advised that prize fights
have been advertised to take place at Deer
River and Grand Raplds, in your county. Sce
that mno sparring match, glove contest cr
prize fight of any nature occurs In Itasca
county. Should any occur within your juris-
diction, during my administration, your of-
flce will be held respon:ible. Kindly wire re-
ply. D. M. Clough, Governor.

It is within the power of the gover-
ror, when it appears to kim that any
county official has been guilty of mal-
fecsance in office, to remove him from
office.

1f Mr. Toole should allow the fight
to come off tonight, the governor would
no doubt remove him promptly from
cifice. He said in speaking of the mat-
ter yesterday: ‘It is my intention to
permit no prize fight to come off in
this state while 1 am governor and I
will see that these fights are stopped.”

The men are billed to fight with
four-ounce gloves to a finish, and are
local celebrities. Murray is the bar-
tender at Robinson’s saloon, and Cross
has lived at Grand Rapids fer several
years.

NEED FINDING LISTS.

Library Beoard Will Give Its Patrons
Some New Indexes.

The board of directors of the public
Ilbrary met yesterday afternoon aud
referred the matter of publishing a
rew finding list to the library commit-
tee.

The librarian reported that there was
a demand for finding lists and that
those printed in 1891 and 1895 had be-
come exhausted. The se rata y inform-
ed the directors that 3,000 copies pub-
lished in 1891 cost $461, and the 2,000
printed in 1895 cost $165.

Director Foster was of the opinion
that the price paid was tco high and
suggested that the committee advertise
for bids for the publication of the new
list. The secretary in answer to an
inquiry by Director Auerbach, saild
$13,290 had been credited to the library
fund by the comptroller during the
present year. This was from 80 per
cent of the $15,000 appropriation and
§1,920 from tax receipts.

The disbursements had been $3,500
for books; $7,000 for salaries; $1,500 for
binding books and periodicals, and 3255
for insurance.

President Ramsey said the general
impression was that all the money pald
into the library fund went for the pur-
chase of books, but this was not cor-
rect as the figures given by the sec-
retary would'show. The report of the
litrarian for November gives the fol-
lowing figures:

Books issued for home use, 14,609; history
and biography, 1360; voyages and travels,
367; poetry and drama, 324; arts and sciences,
1,191; language and literature, 520; religion,
125; law and medicine, 70: miscelianeous, 64;
prose fiction, 6,244; juvenile literature, 4,264;
books in foreign literature, 80.

Friends of the boys iIn the regiment have
taken a number of the boxes to fill, and
there has been menifested an interest in
the friendless men of the regiment, who
have no one to send them presents. Among
the foremost of these ladies is Mrs. J. J.
Hill, who took five boxes to flll yesterday.
Mrs. Gotzian took: six boxes, Mrs. Tighe six,
Mrs. Ben Brack two, Mrs. Edgerton cone,
Mrs. Tarbox one, Nichols & Dean one and
about thirty others were dispensed to appll-
cants,

vesterday subsecribed $10 toward the Christ-
mas fund, and Mrs. Finehout sent $2. Other
contributions are solicited.

It is desired that all Christmas boxes be
returned to Red Cross headquarters by to-
morrow afternoon, as they must be sent to
Minneapolis, From that city they will be
shipped to the regiment,

Mrs, Zimmerman has charge of the Christ-
mas box at the headquarters, in the base-
-ment of the Endicott building, and she is
assisted by Mrs. Pattee, Mrs. Prior, Mra.

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10 HELP ITS PEOPLE

IS THE ORBJECT OF THE IRISH
AGRICULTURAL ORGANIZA.
TION SOCIETY

ITS PRESIDENT IN ST. PAUL

Right Hon. Horace C, Plunkett, For-
merly Member of Parliament for
Dublin, Spending a Few Days in
the Cliy—Ailming to Place the

People of Ireland on an Inde-

prendent Financial Basis.

Rt. Hon. Horace C. Plunkett, for-
merly member of parliament for
Dublin, and now president of the Irish
Agricultural Organization soclety, is
in St. Paul, the guest of C. D. O’Brien,
It Is possible that Mr.Plunkett may de-
liver an address in this city or Minne-
apolis in the interest of the associa-
ticn which he represents, which aims
to put the people of the Emerald isle
on an independent basis, independently
rich, if not independent politically.

As yet the organization is not poli-
tical, although it is expected by its
promoters that as the beneficlarieg of
the new movement prosper and in their
returning prosperity find time to study
political questions, there will be more
of less unity in their political beliefs.

The key-note of the new movement
is the introduction into Irish agricul-
ture and manufacture, but especially
in the former branch, of continental
methods. The co-operative creamery,
for examplie, which has been for a
number of years an established and
successful feature of business in Den-
mark, has been introduced into Ire-
land with very gratifying results. Co-
operative stores, too, have been started.

‘““The great obstacle we had to
contend with,” said Mr. Plunkett yes-
terday, ‘“‘were, first, that the Irish peo-

ple were suspicious of me. Second,
that they were suspicious of each
other.”

Mr. Plunkett believes that poverty is
to be blamed for political subserviency
of Ireland, to a large extent at least,
and that with the enrichment of the
people will come
ideas and a corresponding betterment
in thelr political condition. The diver-
sification of employments is being
urged, as well as the application of co-
operative methods to both production
and distribution of the farm produects,
These are the essentials urged by the
gociety of which he is president.

Mr. Plunkett has been quite a travel-
er, having in his younger days been for
a time engaged in ranching in Mon-
tana,

SPINAL CORD OUT.

Queer Accident to a Soldier at Fort
Snelling.

A pecullar accident happened at Fort Snell-
ing, by which Private Leonard, Company I,
may lose his life. If his life is spared it
will be a triumph in medical circles. Leon-
ard was in the squad room of his company
yesterday morning and engaged in a friendly
scuffle with some of his assoclates. In soms
manner Leonard slipped and fell on the fioor
on his back with considerable force, In so
doing he dislocated his spinal cord at the
neck.

The injured man was at once removed to
the post hospital, where he was attended by
Dr. Downing. The dislocation was reduced
and last night the Injured man was resting
easily. The attending physician says he has
strong hopes of the recovery of his patient,
Following the accident the man’s entire body
was perfectly paralyzed, but last night he
was showing signs of regaining the use of
his muscles. The case is an unusual one
and similar accidents as a rule result fatally.

Snelling Hospital Report.

The hospital report at Fort Snelling yester-
day showed 63 sick in the hossltal and 52 in
quarters. There returned to duty yesterday
twenty, and seven were taken ill. "Many of
the patients are still suffering from after at-
tacks of Cuban malarial fever, while others
are i1l with severe colds.

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PARISH AND THAT &3

MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGES TALK
OVER THE REPORTED ACTION
OF THEIR BAILIFF

WHAT THE

LAW  SAYS

Any Police

Compensation

Oflicer Who Reccives
Other 'Than His
Salary and Doesn’t Turn It Over
to the City Subject to Fine or
Imprisonment — Mayor Klefer
Has the Judges on the Hip.

Police officers shall hereafter recelve for
their services no other compensation than the

wise provided by the charter of the city of
St. Paul; and if any fee shall be paid to afy
police officer or bailiff for any service or con-
nectlon in this court he shall forthwith pay
the same over to the clerk of the court
for the use of sald city, and a failure to do
so shall be a misdemeanor, punishable by a
fine not exceeding $100, or by imprisonment
not exceeding thirty days, and thas said cierk
shali pay the same to the city treasurer in
the same manner as provided by section four-
teen (14) of this act. Deputy clerk to act as
bailiff,

The foregoing, which is a part of
section 48 of the Laws of 1883, reorgan-
izing the municipal court, Judge Hine
says, covers the case of Bailiff Edward
Parish, whom Frank Bibus, as told in
The Globe of yesterday, accuses of
accepting $3 from him. If the accusa-
tion against Parish is properly brought
before the court, both Judge Hine and
Judge Orr said yesterday that ofHcial
cognizance of the matier would be
taken under the law providing a pen-
alty for any officer of the court who
may accept money other than his sal-
ary.

Parish is a member of
fcrce, holding his position by Mayor
Kiefer's appointment, and on this
grcund-the judges of the municipal
court pass the responsibllity for an in-
vestigation and the preferment of
charges, if warranted, up to the mayor.
The case, so far as they are concern-
ed, the judges say, is only a matter
of rumor. Judge Hine and Judge Orr
say that officially they know nothing
about Parish having gotten $3 from
Bibus. Both say, however, that if
Bibus’ story is true, that Parish did
demand payment from him for serv-
ices in getting the $45 check cashed,
that the act was most reprehensible
and brings Parish under the section
of the law quoted above. Neither judge
is inclined to say that he will take the
initiative in bringing about an.investi-
gatlon, but both declare that, if Par-
ish's case is brought to their attention
through the proper channels, it will be
dealt with according as the facts war-
rant.

‘“We have been trylng to raise the
police court out of the slough of de-
spend for some time,” said Judge Hine
yvesterday in discussing the Parish
case, ‘‘and it is deplorable that this
thing should have happened. There is
no question but that practices have
been in vogue in the municipal court
that should not be tolerated. It has
given the court a bad reputation, and
we are anxious to clean matters up.
No bailiff or other attache of the mu-
nicipal court is in any way entitled
to receive compensation for services in
connection with the court, except his
regular salary. The state law speci-
fies this and provides a punishment for
any officlal so accepting money other
than his salary. It is to be greatly
regretted that Bailiff Parish asked or
received $3 from this man Bibus. I do
not know that he did so, because my
only knowledge of the case is from
hearsay, but under no circumstances
had he a right as an officer of the
court in performing services'connected
with the court to recelve any outside
compensation. This particular case is
one for the Investigation of the mayor.
Bailiff Parish is a member of the po-
lice department and merely serves in
the municipal court by special dispen-
sation.”

Judge Orr said he had not heard of
Bibus’ story about Parish having taken
$3 from him, but said that an officer
of the court had no right in any event
to take money for any services in con-
nection with his duties of the court,

“No attache of the municipal court
is allowed or will be allowed®to accept
money for services as a court official,
except his salary,” sail Judge Orr. “I
know nothing about the faets in the
Paris casz, but regret that such charg-
es should be made against a bailiff of
the court. No bailiff can demand or
accept money for performing a service
for a prisoner before the court, if he
is direct2d to do so by the judge. It
frequently happens that a prisoner be-
fore the cowrt will be able to secure bail

the police

or his place of business, or can raise
a fine after bheing sentenced, and a
judge often directs a bailiff or some
cfficer of the court to accompany the
prisoner wherever he desires to go to
secure money. This Is purely a matte:
of court2sy on the part of the court to
the prisoner, but in going with the
prisoner under the direction of the
ccurt, the bailiff is performing a duty
as a court officer and is not entitled to
any compensation from the individual
upon whom he is alttending. When
Parish went with Bilbus to get the
clieck referred to casned, he did not
go under my direction. I knew nothing
about an arrangement to cash the
check. If Parish went with Bil
did so, as far as I know, of his
volition.”

While Judge Hine and Jugge
were discussing the casa the | B 3
riarked that as a matter of ‘Wma wide
appointment of Parish as muni(:‘v,g,_;

salary paid them by the city, except as other- -

cour't bailiff had never been confirmed
by the judges, nor, indeed, had Deputy
Clerk John Thill’s appointment been
confirmed. Both judges said the law
provided that officers of the court ap-
pointed by the mayor be confirmed by
a vote of ‘the judges. Judge Orr re-
marked that 1t was about time to take
the matter of Parish and Thill's con-
firmation under consideration. Judge
Hine agreed with his éolleague and
the matter will doubtless come up in
the near future. What influence the
alleged conduect of Parish in connec-
tion with Bibus and his $3 will have
when the judges vote to confirm his
appointment is a matter of general
syeculation.

When Mayor Kiefer was asked yes-
terday what he would do about the
Parish case he said he had not econ-
ciuded his investigation of the affair.
“The judges of the municinal court
say that the disposition of the Parish
matter rests with you, that Parish is
a member of the police force, deputized
by you to act as bailiff in the poiice
court, and that his appointment has
not been confirmed,” the mayor was
informed.

“I bet you both judges do not say
that,” replied the mayor. “When one
of those men serves a few hours or a
day in that court under the sanction
of the judges, thait is all of the con-
firmation their appointment needs.”
