out unusual cost to this society. A liberal en-
try list was secured and good racing followe{l.
As shown by the report, $13 .50 was paid
in purses, but of this $8,903.37 was received
from cntry fees.

Two causes cperated to decrease the gate
receipts this year. It is believed that knowl-
edge of the typhoid epidemic raging in the
camp of the scldiers upon the groun®s before
fair time kept many timid people away, not-
withstanding the thorough disinfection of the

grounds under the direction of the state
board of health before the opening of the
fair. The weather was unfavorable. While

it rained but little, it was excessively cc!d,
and the wind blew a gale much of the time.
People could not be comfortable out of doors
without heavy wraps, and many people stayed
away for this reason who would otherwise
have been present. That ticket sales, under
these circumstances, should reach a total of
$36,951.75 is exceedingly gratifying, and may
properly be taken as evidence of great popu-
lar interest in the exhibition.

A water supply for the grounds has been
secured. The typhoid epidemic which broke
out in the camp of the Fifteenth regiment,
Minnesota volunteers, in July and August,
was attributed by the physicians to the con-
tamination of the wells upon the grounds by
the military camp, and as a measure of.safety
for the public health it seemed to be neces-
Siry to secure water from a different source
and one of unquestioned purity.

The grounds have been well cared for and

the buildings kept in good repair. A cheese
recom has been built in dairy hall. The grand
stand, eight of the large exhibition barns and
some of the smaller buildings have been
painted, and the work of building a half-mile
track inside the present mile track and lev-
eling the land which it incloses is nearly
completed. All this work is paid for, and
there is money enough in the treasury to
complete the grading undertaken and to con-
tinue the work of painting as soon as weather
will permit in the spring. The leveled and
sodded center field will make an attractive
athletic park, and, with the new hali-mile
track. bicycle events, equipage displays and
live . stock parades can be successfully
planned.
Two new buildings are necessary. An am-
phitheater, in which to show and judge live
stock, is imperatively needed, and an agri-
cultural hall is also a matter of prime ne-
cessity. County exhibits and other agricul-
tural products are now shown in what ‘was
the betting ring at the grand stand—a room
with low ceilings and with insufficient light
in which a proper display is impossible. This
room is distant from other exhibition build-
ings and many people do not fird it or see
the valuable exhibits which it contains. No
appropriations have been made for improve-
ments upon the fair grounds since 1888,
since which time the society has in many re-
spects outgrown the equipment then pro-
vided. As during the last few years the so-
ciety has demonstrated its ability, with the
annual aid given for premium payments, to
meet all running experses, and not only to
give grounds and buildings proper care, but
to make minor improvements, it is believed
that there will be little hesitation on the part
of the legislature in providing the buildings
so plainly required.

Recognition is due and is hereby publicly

LEFT THE MAIMED LAD
BLEEDING AND TORN

CONDUCTOR OF THE CAR FROM
WHICH MICHAEL REEM WAS
CROWDED

-

Bertha, Joehn Testified Yesterday
That When She Told the Con-
ductor to Stop and Pick Him Up
He Asked for Her Fare.

“Don’t worry, lady. Give me your
fare,” were the words Miss Bertha
Joehn swore were addressed to her by
the conductor of the street car that
niaimed fourteen-year-old Michael J.
Reem when he was requested to stop
and pick up the bleeding and uncon-
scious boy.

Miss Joehn's testimony was given for
the plaintiff yesterday in the second
day of the trial of the case of Michael
J. Reem, by Jabreem Reem, his guar-
dian ad litem, against the St. Paul City
Railway company. Reem is suing to
recover $30,000 for the loss of his toes
cn his left foot, alleged to have been
caused by being crowfled off a west-
bound Hamlin car on May 8.

The prosecution had been unable to
get the name of the conductor or num-
ber of the car on which the accident
cccurred, and the company professed
to know nothing of the accident other
than that the injured lad was picked
vp by the conductor of an easthound
car.

George Prescott, Henry Wendt and
D. Knox Bacon, all of whom were pas-
sengers on the car with yvoung Reem,
tcld of the overcrowded condition of
the car, and.Miss Joehn told of hav-
ing warned the conductor that an ac-
cident would occur, and that finally
after an accident did occur that he
refused to stop the car.

The accident occurred at the time
the regiments were encamped on the
tair grounds, and to this fact was due
the overcrowded condition of the cars.
It appeared in the testimony for the
defense that at the time there were a
aivmber of extra cars on the line. The
bcocks of the company, showing the
time that each car started out, were
prcduced, and John ‘Wilson, Robert
Wray and Robert E. Esterly, three of
the company’s employes whose sched-
ule would have brought them near the
place of the accident at the time it oc-
curred each testified to having had no
knowledge of the occurrence,

Tony Suder, the conductor who pick-
ed up the boy, testified to having taken
Reem to the nearest drug store for
assistance. He did not know how the
accident occurred, but simply found
the boy Ilying unconscious on the
tracks.

CASE: OF PLAYING HOG

COMMISSION MEN AND MILLERS
NOT CONTENT WITH A PROFIT
ON BY-PRODUCTS.

EXTORTION FOR SCREENINGS

It Threatemns to Result in the Loss

of St. Paul’s Standing as a Sheep-:

Feeding Station—Formerly the
Millers Threw Away What They
Now Charge Extortionate Prices
For,

The sheep feeders of South St. Paul,
New Brighton and other points in this
vicinity are up in arms over what they
term a combine that has been formed
by a number of grain and hay com-
mission firms and the mill owners of
Minneapolis.

During the past few years St. Paul
has become recognized as one of the
biggest sheep feeding points in this
country. This was brought about
through the discovery that the wheat
screenings from the mills made a
splendid feed for sheep. Prior to this
discovery these wheat screenings were
regarded as of little value, so worth-
less, in fact, that they were burned as
a substitute for fuel, given away and,
it is said, the mill people even paid to
have the stuff hauled away to keep-it
from accumulating. Prior also tq this
discovery there were but a few thous-
and sheep fed here, for at that time
sheep were fed and fattened on corn
meal and were shipped into Towa and
Nebraska for that purpose. The screen-
ings were a great deal cheaper than
corn meal and the result was that the
sheep, on their way-to market in the
fall, were stopped here and fed through
the winter. Last year St. Paul had
become so prominent as a feeding sta-
tion that between 200,000 and 300,000
sheep were wintered here. This year
it was expected, and there were splen-
did grounds for the expectation, that
there would be fully 500,000 sheep fed
at South St. Paul, New Brighton and
©other nearby points. At this time there
are about 350,000 sheep at these points,
but the other 150,000 will not come, so
say the sheep feeders, unless the tac-
tics of the alleged combine are chang-
ed and the price of the screenings are
placed within reason.

This condition of affairs has been
brought about through an advance in
the price of screenings from $4.75 and
$5 per ton last year to $8 and $8.50 per
ton this year. The sheep feeders allege
that this advance was made possible
by a number of commission firms con-
tracting for the entire output of the
mills here and at the head of the lakes.
They allege that it is an injustice that
a product that a few years ago was
regarded as worthless should be now
held at a price that makes its use out
of the question. They have a remedy
in the corn of Towa and Nebraska and
they threaten to apply the remedy and
divert from St. Paul one of the big-
gest and most thriving industries that
it is developing.

Gen. Mark D. Flower, of the Union
stockyards, of South St. Paul, advo-
cates the cause of the sheep feeders.
In talking of the matter yesterday, he
said: “Thrcugh their greed the com-
mission men and milt people are killing
the goose that lays the golden egg. An
idea of the enormity of this growing
industry is gained when it is known
that this year the sheep feeding at this
pcint will eonsume 1,000 cars of screen-
ings. This means about 20,000 tons.
But for this rise in price 1,600 cars, or
about 30,000 tons, would have been used,
but now it is more than probable that
r.ot near the first amount will be bought
for the sheep feeders can go to Iowa,
buy corn meal and ®hip it here and feed
it with better results at practically the
same cost, and this they will do unless
they can buy the screenings at a rea-
sonable figure. This will practically
shut off the market for the screenings,
for they cannot be shipped at a profit,
and the stuff will again become a
worthless product. Nearly 150,000 sheep
that were coming here in January are
to be sent to Towa and Nebraska, ow-
ing to this advance in the price of
screenings. The sheep that are here
can hardly be moved this winter, but
before another season, unless they can
feed here at a profit, and they cannot
at the present price of screenings, feed-
ing stations will be found in Iowa and
Nebraska, and one of St. Paul’s grow-
ing industries will become a dead let-
ter. The cattle men at this point are
in sympathy with the sheep feeders,
and this may result in the loss of a
good part of that industry also. The
destruction of the trade means not
only a bad loss to St. Paul, but to the
whole state. The railroad men have
interested themselves in the matter,
and it is probable that the commercial
bodies of the two cities may be appeal-
ed to to ettempt to save this industry.”

TREE BOUNTY DIVIDED

STATE AUDITOR DUNN MAKES HIS
ANNUAL APPORTIONMENT
OF THE FUND

RATE PER ACRE DECREASES

Increase in Forestry Interest Re-
sults in a Considerably Larger
Acreage Being Reported—Rate

This Year $2.40, as Compared
With $3 Twelve Months
Ago.

For the encouragement of tree cul-
ture in the prairie counties of the state
the legislature makes an annual ap-
propriation of $20,000, known as the tree
bounty appropriation.

State Auditor Dunn vesterday made
a distribution of this fund among 2,800
applicants for its benefits, every man
who planted an acre of trees receiving
$2.40 per acre as a bounty. No one is
allowed a bounty on more than ten
acres. Mr. Dunn made out checks ag-
gregating $19,553.68, representing a re-
ward for the culture of 8,147 acres of
shade trees. The amounts ranged from
$2.40 to $24, requiring the signature of
the state auditor 2,800 times.

To receive this aid application is
made to the county auditor, who refers
the matter to the assessor, and upon
receiving the testimony of two neigh-
bors that the law has been complied
with the county auditor sends a list
to the state auditor, who makes an ap-
portionment of the fund annually.

HOLDERS OF STOCK
SUED BY ASSIGNEE

GLADSTQXE LAND COMPANY’S AF-
FAIRS TO BE BROUGHT
INTO COURT

Ernest B. Putnam, Assignee, Yester-
day Began Suit Against the Daw.
sons and Others Stockholders to
Enforce Their Linbility.

Ernest B. Putnam, as assignee of the
Gladstone Land company, insolvent,
has begun an action in the district
court against William Dawson, William
Dawson Jr., Patrick T. Kavanagh,
Philip S. Harris, Thomas L. Blood, as
assignee of William Dawson Jr.; Al-
pheus B. Stickney, as assignee of Wil-
liam Dawson, and Oscar M. Mitchell,
as assignee of Philip S. Harris, and
Samuel Dawson to enforce stockhold-
ers’ liabilities aggregating $200,000, and
the court is asked to make the amount
cnargeable upon the estates in ques-
tion.

The complaint alleges that on March
31, 1897, the Gladstone Land company
was an incorporation with a capitaliza-
tion of $1,000,000, and that on Jan. 18,
1898, 400 shares each of stock, of the
par value of $100 was sold to William
Dawson, William Dawson Jr., Patrick
T. XKavanagh, Samuel Dawson and
Philip S. Harris. It also appears that
March 31, 1897, the Gladstone Land
ccmpany became insolvent and made
an assignment to the plaintiff for the
benefit of its creditors. March 10 all
the parties defendant to the action be-
came insolvent, and now the plaintiff
sues for $40,000 from each as stock-
hclders’ liability, and asks that the as-
signees named as defendants be re-
quired to pay the plaintiff the pro rata
amount of the claims out of the estates
in the same proportion as to the other
unpreferred creditors.

& Duluth Railroad company, and yes-
terday the board of public works, ac-
companied by City Engineer Rundlett,
vigited the scene of the accident to
make an investigation. The members
of the board went carefully over the
ground, frequently asking the advice of
the city engineer upon questions that
arose, and, they say, obtained a clear
idea of the accident. After the inves-
tigation President Copeland and Mr.
Sandell sald that valuable evidence
supporting the claims of the city had
keen secured, but both members de-
clined to state the nature of the al-
leged facts gathered.

One strong point which will be urged
against the railroad, City Engineer
Rundlett says, is the fact that the
tracks under the bridge are on a pub-
lic street. The city engineer says
Sixth street was opened as a thorough-
fare before the bridge was built, and
that, as a matter of fact, the company’s
tracks, where the accident occurred,
are on the street. This fact, he says,
will strengthen the claims of the city
and quite materially assist in attaching
the responsibility to the railroad com-
pany if the case gets into court, as he
says indications now point that it will.

The opinion of Corporation Attorney
Markham is that the best way out of
the difficulty is for the city to at once
undertake the repairs on the bridge,
and then, if the railroad desires to con-
test the case, it can do so when the
city demands from the road the price
of the repairs.

Promised Not to Repeat.

Joseph Fleissner, proprietor of a saloon at
104 East Seventh street, and John Gallinagh,
a saloonkeeper at Rice and Iglehart streets,
arrested on the charge of keeping open after
midnight, were discharged in the police court
yesterday. Their cases were two more of
those which the mayor and the police depart-
ment asked to have dismissed. Gallinagh
pleaded guilty to violating the closing law
when first arraigned, but was permitted to
withdraw the plea.
