SESIDE.VT HILL SAYS THE COM.

MERGE OF THE PACIFIC WILL
GIVE BISISESS

TO THE TRANSCONTINENTALS

He Tells a Seattle Newspaper That
With the Acquirement of the
Philippine* the I nlted States
Have Practically Cornered the
Tobacco Market Ba« Not Been
Selling \. P. Stock.

President J&mes J. Hill, of the Great
Northern Railway company, was in-
terviewed sei era! days ago in Seattle,
by a reporter for the Tacoma Ledger,
who askad him some very pointed ques-
tions, to all of which Mr. Hill returned
veiy pointed and definite ansrveis, cal-
culated to set a>t rest numberless ru-
mors that have lately been afloat Ux
V."aH street and elsewhere.

"Have you any intention of parallel-
ing the Northern Pacific from this city
to Portland?" was asked.

"None whatever," the railway mag-
nate replied. "There is already a road,
the Northern Pacific, between Seattle
and Portland. The business of the
state of Washington won't at this time
support additional railroad mileage.
What it may do in the future is another
thing. Anyway, you can say that the
Great Northern won't be extended to
I'ortland for two or three years, and

-. bly not then.
"As for the story that we have pur-

chased the old roadbed extending- from
the Columbia towards the sound, I
have only to say that there is nothing

,in it other than we have all along- own-
ed a one-half interest in the property.

"What's the use," Mr. Hill somewhat
animatedly aske-d, "building railways
unless there is business to support
them? Of what use would a railroad
have been in the Garden tif Eden with
no one b^t Adam arii Eve and the
children to patronize it?

"It is the commerce of the Pacific,"
Mr. Hill continued, "so greatly increas-
ed by the opening up of China and Ja-
pan and the acquirement of the Philip-
pines and the Hawaiian islands, that
is g-cing to give the big farscontinenial
railways their business. We can't de-
pend on local business. But within
twenty years the commerce cf the Paci-
fic will be greater than that of any
octan in the world.

"China, Japan, the Straits Settle-
ments, Australasia and India consti-
tute half the population of the worl3.
These peoples are consumers are not
like the savages of Africa and the "In-
dians of this country.

"With the acquirement of the islands
we will have practically cornered the
tobacco market of the world, and we
can pay half of the expenses of the
government with the feoMooo tax. We
are facing new business problems and
relegating threadbare issues. The tar-
iff and silver issues are dead. They
were buried in the same grave. There
they will remain."

"What will be the political issue of
the future?"

"Idon't know."
Mr. Hill characterized the report

that he and J. Pierpont Morgan quar-
reled regarding Northern Pacific and
other affairs as the work of stock ex-
change jobbers. "There is nothing
whatever in the talk," he said. "My
relations with Mr. Morgan, business
and socially, are pleasant. There has
at no time been any friction."

To the question: "Have you been sell-
ing Northerr Pacific stocks recently?"
the Great Northern president replied;
"I have recently purchased Northern
Pacific stock."

"Are you trying to get control of the
Northern Pacific?"

The distinguished rai -oader's .coun-
tenance lighted up as hs answered:

"If we want the Northern Pacific I
haven't any doubt abofrt our ability
to get it."

"By 'we' you mean the Great North-
ern?"

"Certainly. Bui the management of
one road of 5.000 or 6.000 miles' length
is no small task, and if you should
doubt that by the acquirement of riie
Northern Pacific you see it would be «
big undertaking," and with this sig-
nificant observation Mr. HiH closed the
interview.
