
The board of aldermen, at an adjourned
: ag last night, approved the awards of
tho garbage contracts as passed by the as-
sembly and published in The Globe Fri-
day last.

Tbe contract for gasoline street lighting
for next year with the Carbon Light and
Power company was also approved. When it
came to the adoption of the report of the
Joint committee on gas that the St. Paul Gas
Light company be given the contract for gas
and electric lighting, there were not suffi-
cient votes to approve the award.

Aid. Murphy and Knauft favored increas-
ing the present number of electric lights,

intended that the slight expense of
19,000 would not be objected to by the tax-
payers when the superior lighting of the
city, and especially the outlying districts,

onsidered.
Aid. Sanborn favored rejecting the bid 3

and readvertising on the basis of the pres-
ent contract, He objected to extending the
arc light district, as this would mean an in-
crease In the tax estimate for lighting, which
was not advisable.

Tho report of the joint committee approv-
ing the contract was not adopted, Aid.
Reeves and Sanborn voting against, and the
other seven members present for lt. Presi-
dent Donahower held that lt required eight
votes to award the contract.

The contract was then re-referred to the
Joint committee. The members of the as-
-rinbly claim that a suffleient number of
votes can be secured in that body to kill
any contract for electric lighting, whicb in-
cludes mare lights than now ln service.

City Bnglneer Rundlett submitted to the
board the correspondence between his offlce
and Chief Engineer Morris, of the Duluth
road, relative to the destroying of two spans
of the Sixth street-bridge.

Mr. Rundlett, in an accompanying letter,
advised tlie council that it would cost from
$12,000 to $15,000 to repair the bridge, put In
new floor system and pavement. The com-
pany, he stated, declined to arrange for a
renewal of the damaged portions and intend-
ed to hold the city liable for expense In-
curred iii clearing away such portions of the
structure as prevented travel on its tracks.

The correspondence was referred to the cor-
poration attorney, who has the Sixth street
bridge matter under consideration.

• • *The letter pent by Mayor Klefer to the
council, reiatlve to the lmmedite repair of tha
Sixth street bridge, was taken up by the com-
mittee on streets from the assembly yesterday.

Mr. Albrecht was appointed a committee
of one to consult with the corporation attor-
ney with a view of having a resolution pre-
pared for the assembly meeting Thursday-
night, to the effect that the bridge be re-
built at once and that action be commenced
against the railroad company to compel it
to pay for tbe cost of the repairs.

PERPLEXING TO THE GOV-
ERNOR-ELECT

ST. PAUL FOLKS INTERESTED

The intervening
time between now and Jan. 1 will be
required by him in getting his message
in shape, and he will accordingly give
no thougnt whatever to appointments
after selecting the men for the prin-
cipal positions.

There was little news of a definite

character to be heard in either city
yesterday, beyond the fact that it ls
said there ls a strong fight still being
n ade against the selection of Prof.
Denfeld for state superintendent, and
Louis Nash for labor commissioner. In
fact, it was said the developments of
the last day or two have materially
weakened Prof. Denfeld's chance for
securing the position he is after. The
nion, who are opposing his appoint-
ment, are most determined that Gov.
Lind shall know all that can possibly
be urged against his candidacy, lt
is believed the appointment rests be-
tween him and Prof. Farnsworth, and
that of St. Paul and the latter has
this advantage that he Is most popular
in the Twin Cities, where he is best
known, and Prof. Denfeld is most bit-
terly opposed in Duluth, where he 13
best known.

Just what ground is being urged
against Mr. Nash is conjecture, but
it is understood to be so strong that
there has been a strong protest against
him, although he is backed^ more
strongly by the labor organizations,
possibly, than any other man In the
race.

He
is exceptionally strong with organized
labor, being president of Minneapolis
typographical union, and being also or-
ganizer for the Industrial union and a
member of the committee on laws for
the latter body. It is claimed that he
would be acceptable to labor in both
St. Paul and Minneapolis and in other

TRAINING OF~THF HAND.
Its Importance Is Emphasized by

the Public School Union.
Last night's meeting of the Central School

union proved to be an interesting one. "In-
dustrial Education" was the subject of a
well written paper by Prof. Constant, of the
state university, which was discussed by a
number of those present.

An amendment to the effect that the of-ficers of the Central union shall consist ofa president, three vice presidents, secretary
and treasurer, and that these, together with
the president and secretary of each localunion, shall constitute the board of direc-tors, was adopted.

President Smalley, in a few well chosenwords, then introduced the speaker of theevening, Prof. Constant, who made a plea
In favor of manual training in the schools.To her splendid system of industrial educa-tion, he said, France owed much of herpresent prosperity, while Germany had begun
to forge ahead along the same lines sinceshe began to imitate the example of France.England, more conservative and slower toadopt new methods, was losing ground, while
the secret of Switzerland's success was in
the excellent qualities of its wares, due toits manual and trade schools. The growthof technical education in Europe, Prof Con-stant asserted, was the Inevitable outgrowthof prevailing Industrial conditions, while theinferior quality of many of American manu-
factured goods demonstrated the necessity fordeveloping industrial education In this coun-try. He contended that there were toomany unskilled laborers ln the United Statestoo many poorly paid clerks, too many hang-ers-on for offlce, and that the remedy wasto be found in technical educationAmong those who discussed Prof Constants paper were George W. McCree. whoannounced that he was not opposed to manualtraining schools but that he would sacrifice
them all for the restoration of the night
schools. He combatted the idea that there laneed for more machinists, saying that, likethe clerks, carpenters and lawyers theirnumber is already too great. He thoughtwell of the night schools, and would havoday teachers conduct at least one class in theevening.

Prof. Weitbrecht. principal of the manualtraining school, did not like the suggestion
that thc^e who teach during the day shouldhave additional tasks imposed upon them,
rhelr work, he contended, is most exhausuIng. and therefore night schools should havoa separate corps of teachers.

A number of others, several ladies amongthem, participated ln the discussion, the con-sensus of opinion being that manual train-ing has a legitimate place ln the schools and
should receive all possible encouragement.

TO DRILL FISHERMEN.
Great Britain's Preparations for

Possible War With France.
ST. JOHNS, N. F., Dec. 12.—Further

evidence of the strained relations be-
tween Great Britain and France is af-
forded by the action of the British ad-
miralty ln distributing circulars all
around the island of New Foundland,
Inviting fishermen to enroll themselves
in the naval reserve, for which special
Inducements are offered. The regula-
tions require the men to enroll for a
period of five years, during each of
which they must put in twenty-eight
days drill in the shore batteries, to-
gether with six months on board a
warship during the period of enlist-
ment.

They will receive an annual retain-
ing fee of $20, besides uniform, kit and
80 cents a day while drillllng. If
called out ln war time they will be
paid the same as the regular bluw-
jackets.

So desirlous is the admiralty to se-
cure the colonial fishermen for this
service that the drilling periods and
the warship cruising are to fall during
the autumn and winter months, so as
not to interfere with the regular fish-
ing operations of the colony.

MUTINY IN PRISON.
Colorado Convict Attacks His

Guards With a Razor.
DENVER, Col., Dec. 12.—A mutiny oc-

curred today ln the state penitentiary at
Canon City, and three men were injured, one
seriously. They are E. E. Van Gohren,
guard, cut about face and neck with a razor,
wounds may prove fatal: H. O. Fitzpatrick',
guard, cut in the same manner, though hisinjuries are comparatively slight; George
Miller, convict, shot ln the leg, small flesh
wound.

Warden Cleghorn made the following re-port of the affair to Gov. Adams:
"As the prisoners were being seated for

breakfast George Miller, doing five years for
robbery, drew a razor from underneath his
blouse and made a dash for B. B. Lamo-renux. a guard. When Miller drew the razor
Guard Van Gohren grabbed the prisoner
around the waist before he reached Lamo-reaux. but Miller turned on him and slashedhim unmercifully over the face and neckbefore the guard could get at his gun. Van
Gohren fell to the floor bleeding profusely
Miller then attacked Guard Fitzpatrick andhad begun to use his razor on him withdeadly effect when Guard McPherson shotMiller in the leg. He dropped his bloody
razor and fell to the floor. He was placed inirons and the excitement soon subsided."

STAPLES-GRONDAHL CLASH

It Was the Feature «af the Canons
Which Was Held Last Niffht nt
the Winduor Hotel Conld Not
Agree Which Slion 1,1 Be the
Anti-Dare Candidate for the
S[)t'iiiki'i-shiii.

The caucus of the Republican repre-
sentatives from the Third district held
at the Windsor last evening, was turn-
ed into a kind of Kilkenny cat affair
by the two Third district candidates
for the speakership, J. K. Grondahl, of
Red Wing, and C. F. Staples, of West
St. Paul. One of the participants stat-
ed after the meeting that it was tho
liveliest thing of the kind he had ever
seen. And the net result of two hours'
hard work was a decision to indorse
neither candidate, but let the matter
go over until another caucus.

The members present were: Fred
Sander, G. Peterson, J. W. Torrey,
Jacob Truwe, R. C. Yon Lehe, A. B.
Kelly, C. L. Brusletten, S. B. Barteau,
J. K. Grondahl and C. F. Staples. The
two members that were not present
were represented by letter. The speak-
ership matter was the only subject dis-
cussed and after it was found that an
agreement could not be reached, it was
decided to let the representatives go
unpledged until just before the open-
ing of the legislative session.

After the caucus Mr. Grondahl, who
had been selected to aot as censor of
the news, gave out the following
diplomatic statement for publication:

"The Republican members of the
Third congressional district met last
evening at the Windsor, all the mem-
bers but two being present. An or-
ganization was effected by the election
of C. L. Brusletten chairman, and J.
W. Torrey, secretary. The delegation!
discussed matters of Interest to the
district. It was decided not to put up
a candidate for speaker since Mr. Sta-
ples and Mr. Grondahl (each of whom
would have been glad to support the
ether) had finally decided not to seek
the honor. No further action was tak-
en on this question. Another meeting
was called for Monday, Jan. 2, at 2
p. m., at the Windsor."

a a *The various candidates for the sec-
retaryship of the senate are busily
pushing their claims these days. It
seems probable that Sam Langum will
come Into the senatorial caucus with
the unanimous support of the First
district, which, indeed, has already
been promised him. The Sixth district
is said to be solid for James A. Martin,

Miss Ethel Millington testified to eat-
ing some of the candy, and to feeling
slightly ill for several days after. She
stated that Mrs. Dunning handed her
the wrapper, asking her to try to de-
cipher the postmark, but she could
r.ct.

He told
of her sufferings, her refusal to let
Hm call her physician at that hour,
the arrival In the morning and his
ministrations and her final convulsion
ti.d death, which followed.

INTEREST TO ALL SHIPPERS

Peter C. Stohr, General Freight

Tomorrow to Investigate Rates.

Canadian customs officials have Is-
sued a notice to all American express
companies that will interest every
shipper of goods into Canada, The no-
tice ls to the effect that on and after
Jan. 1, 1899, all shipments from the
United States into Canada must be ac-
companied by the following declara-
tion:

This Invoice ia true and correct; and wheratwere is a difference between any of th*prioe-s shown therein and the ordinary creditprtoe, at which the same articles are now
bold bona fide by the exporter, In like quan-
tity and condition at this p'.aoe for consump-
tion ln this country, the latter prices are
Shown, on the margin or elsewhere, on such
lnvodoa.

The purpose of this regulation is to
prevent a shipper discriminating m
prices between buyers in Canada. It
will be necessary for American export-
ers to observe the regulation, for no
goods willbe admitted to the Dominion
that do not comply with this require-
ment.

FREIGHT COMMISSIONERS.

National Association Defines the
Objects of Its Gathering.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12.—The National As-
sociation of Freight Commissioners held its
second annual session ln this city today.
Among subjects which will be considered will
be resolutions on the following subjects:

Express companies should be made amena-
ble to the Interstate commerce law and berequired to file schedules of rates and also
contracts and agreements with railroad lines;
indorsing the anti-sealplng law; pledging the
add of the association to the railroads toprevent legislation needlessly injurious to
common carriers; favoring uniformity of
freight classifications and consolidations of
classification wherever possible, and urging
congress to declare specifically that express
companies shall pay the war revenue tax.

Railroad Peace Conference.
A peace conference, as important to rail

roads as the recent peace conference ln Parts,
will be held in Chicago tomorrow. The
lions and the lambs will lie down together,
and will promise to bold up rates. Even the
wioked Soo will join tbe others, and thu«give to the love-feast a eort of international
character.

But most Important of all, the Chicago
Great Western, the most unruly of the_crowd,
will solemnly withdraw its December book
tariff and remove the cause of disturbancebetween lt and the Santa Fe and Rock Island,
and in return for the courtesy the two lat-
ter roads will declare their boycott against
the Chicago Great Western off.

This, at least, ls the programme arranged
by the peace commissioners.

N. P. Rumors Discredited.
NEW YORK, Dec. 12.—Dispatches from

Tacoma, detailing the alleged activity of the
Northern Pacific ln preparing to parallel a
number of Oregon Navigation company's feed-
ers in that 6tate, were discredited today by
banking Interests in touch with the prop-
erties concerned, and it was said that mat-
ters are going forward to a settlement as
fast as can be expected, another conference
to that end having been arranged for this
week.

CMcago rate war. was practically ended to-
day when the Baltimore & Ohio railway noti-
fied the Ohio Central lines that th«y would
no longer accept business at the reduced
rate. The Baltimore & Ohio handles the
business from Galetea to Chicago. Pressure
by the Pennsylvania lines ended the war.

FRANCHISE FIGHT
IN CHICAGO COUNCIL

KRIEXDS OF THE FIFTY-YEAR EX-
TENSION FREELY HISSED By

SPECTATORS

Crowd Was Good-Natured, Thoagh
Demonotrative and Eager to
Show It» nisapprovnl of the
Measure Bill Is Referred.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12—The question of
extending the franchise of the Chicago
street car companies for fifty years
came up in the city council tonight,
ani was referred to the council com-
mittee on railroads. On all votes touch-
ing the ordinance the friends of the
r. ensure were in a minority, and unless
they can muster much greater strength
there ls no probability that they will
ever be able to pass it over the veto
of Mayor Harrison.

Contrary to general expectation there
was little excitement around the city
hall, and, although the council cham-
ber was packed to suffocation and a
crowd filled the outside corridors, tho
rumber of people present was but lit-
tle larger than usual. The crowd was,
however, against the franchise propo-
sition to a man, and made no pretensa
of keeping its convictions a secret. Ad-
herents of the franchise were openly
hissed when they attempted to gain a
point for their measure, and loud yells
greeted the announcement of the vote
by which the ordinance was referred.

Debate followed upon a motion by
Aid. Maltby shutting off the passage
of any ordinance looking to the exten-
sion of local street car franchises un-
til after the repeal of the Allen law.

Aid. Maltby moved a suspension of
the rules to permit the consideration
of hia motion, but was defeated by
a vote of 38 to 25.

Aid. Inlnery made a speech to a
certain extent defying the spirit shown
by the galleries, and from that time
to the adjournment, he was the object
of numerous remarks by the outsiders,
many of them being warmly personal.
Tbe crowd, however, was good-natured,
and there were no demonstrations.

The railroad committee, which now
has the ordinance in charge, is com-
posed of thirteen members, eleven of
whom voted tonight as friends of the
franchise extension.
