IT DID NOT ISSUE AGAINST THE

ASSAULTS OP A MUR-
DERER

SUPREME COURT SO HOLDS

Travelers' Insurance Company

Need Not Pay tlie Accident Policy

Which Was Held by ilio Mur-

dered Woman In Another Case

Two Jndgei Dissent otn a, Rale of

Practice.

Tlie Hayward murder case was re-
viewed yesterday by the supreme court
lv a decision written by Judge Buck,
in an action brought against the Trav-
elers' Insurance Company of Hartford,
by Julia A. Ging, a sister of Kathcrine
N. Ging, to recover life insurance.

The case was fought by the Insurance
company on the ground that it was
not liable for the payment of the policy
on Miss Ging's life, as the insurance
contract contained a clause which pro-
vided that the insurance did not cover
deaths resulting from intentional in-
juries received by the Insured, but
did not exclude claims for personal in-
juries received while ln the act of de-
fending her life, property or family
against robbery. It was on this point
that the case hinged. The evidence in
the Hayward case was considered by
tl c supreme court, which conclusively
showed, the court says, that her in-
juries were not received ln the assault
ot robbers or thieves, the attack being
made solely for her murder.

The court affirms the lower court
v hich gave the insurance company a
Verdict.

The syllabus* Is:
Julia A. Ging, as administratrix of the ostata

of Katherine N. Ging, deceased, appellant,
vs. The Travelers' Insurance Company, ofHartford. Conn., respondent.
The accident insurance policy upon which

this action was brought provided* that the
insurance did not cover deaths resulting
wholly or partly, directly or indirectly, from
intentlonul Injuries Inflicted by the "insuredor any other person, but further provided
that this did not exc'.ude claims for per-
sonal Injuries, fatal or non-fatal, receivedby the Insured while In the act of defending
herself, her family or her property from theassault of burglars, robbers, thieves or pick-
pockets. It waa admitted by both parties
that the Injuries, which were fatal, wereInflicted by another peceon for the purpose
of accomplishing her death.

Held, that waiving the question of the bur-
den of proof the evidence conclusively show-
ed that the Injuries were not received bythe insured while defending herself her fam-ily or her property from the assaults o<*burglars, robbers, thieves or pickpockets, and
therefore that the court correctly directed a
verdict for the defendant. Order afflrmed

—Buck. j.

TWO JUDGES DISSENT.

Decision on a Rule of Practice
Causes a Split.

In a long and drawn-out litigation, involv-
ing the possession of some ties, the court
gets into a controversy with itself, and those
sharing the minority views exchange com-
pliments with the majority of the court. The
case has been before the court three times,
and this time was appealed from the order
of the lower court, refusing permis-
sion to the defendants ln the case
to serve an amended answer. The court doe 3
not agree with itself as to the powers and
limitations ot lower courts. The majority of
the court. Chief Justice Start and AssociateJudges Collins and Buck, say ln the syllabus
that the lower court abused Its discretion in
refusing to allow defendants to answer amend-
ed complaint. Judge Mitchell dissents from
this stand and Judge Canty adds his voiceas follows: "I concur with the dissention of
Judge Mitchell. It seems to me that the
statement of facts by Mr. Justice Buck is
'very Incomplete and gives no adequate Idea of
the merits of the controversy."

The case ln question was that of Warren
Potter and Patrick Casey against Holmes &
Brown. The syllabus ls as follows:
Warren Potter and Patrick Casey, co-partners

as W. Potter & Co., respondents, vs. E. O.
Holmes and O. D. Brown, co-partners aa

Held, that when the trial court overruled

VILLAGE HELD LIABLE.

Cordova Wins Its Case Over the
Support of Paupers.

The supreme court yesterday fixed the re-
sponsibility for the care of dependent per-
sons In small towns in the case of
the town of Cordova against the village of
Le Sueur Center. The case le similar to one
decided by the court a week ago upon the
same subject.

The syllabus ls as fo'.lows:
The Town of Cordova, appellant, vs. The

Village of Le Sueur Center, respondent.
By virtue of the Special Laws of 1881, chap-

ter 221, extra session, as amended hy chap-
ter 71, Special Laws of ISBS, the village of
laO Sueur Center, situate in Le Sueur county,
in this state, is liable for the care and sup-
port of poor person* residing within Its lim-
its. Order reversed. —Buck, J.

BAIL Is~ATTACHABLE.
Jndge Orr's Ruling ln Regard tc

Police Court Deposits.
According to a decision by Judge Orr yes-

terday bail money is subject to attachment.
The decision means that lf a person deposits
money ln the municipal court for bail an at-
torney or other creditor may attach the en-
tire sum as soon as the person may be dis-
charged or that part of the amount not con-
sumed ln a fine which may be imposed.

The issue was raised in the case of E. J.
Darragh against Nellie Glover, the colored
woman, better known a* "Lady Jane," whom
Mr. Darragh defended. He claimed not to
havo been paid for his services and attached
the money in the hands of the clerk of the
police court, deposited by the woman as hall.

Justice of the Peace Johnson sustained At-
torney Darragh's course and the case was
appealed to the municipal court.

senatorial bee in their bonnets. At thepresent time the chances are about tento one against me, but the odds aregetting down to cipher every day I
Sh£ U be elected when the time comes."

Mr. Hannifin has never held a po-
sition in state affairs in Dakota. Hesaid he had no use for any of the
minor offices in the gift of the people
When he came to select a nomination
he would look at nothing short of a
senatorship. He believed, he said in
starting at the top rung of the ladder
and, anyway, after his long years offaithful service to the Republican party
he was justly entitled to a seat in thesenate.

Mr. Hannifin wears on his breast the
badge of the Loyal Legion of HonorHe fought in the Civil war and rosepurely by merit, he says, to the rankof first lieutenant. He is immenselyproud of his star and protests that theaverage American does not pay enough
respect to war veterans.

Mr. Hannifin has been over to Min-neapolis since he came down to St
Paul to see Thomas Dowry, the streetcar magnate, and secure his influence
as a factor in his senatorial campaign
Mr. Hannafin said yesterday he had
called on Mr. Lowry, who had prom-
ised to think over the matter the firsttime there was a lull ln business

"The United States senate," said Mr.Hannifin, "has always been composed
of a lot of fossils, who are costive nine
months in the year, and are keeping
tab on voters the other three. Once Iget in there I shall show the old fogies
a thing or two about national govern-
ment. They need something to wakethem up."

GAVE IT TO THE STATE.
J. V. Brower Presents the Historical

Society a. Handsome Collection.

PrehlstoTlo man as he existed In the pale-
ozoic period In the Rainy lake region was
given an Inning at the meeting of the Min-
nesota Historical society, held at the rooms
of the society at the capitol last evening.
Hon. J. V. Brower told all about the men
that preceeded the territorial pioneers, Illus-
trating his paper with an exhibition of cu-
rios gathered In. Northern Minnesota, and
finally wound up hy presenting a collection ofover 15,000 pieces, that the Smithsonian In-
stitute had tried ln vain to corrall to the
historical society.

The speaker exhibited a number of cards
of curios which, he said, had been gathered
near Rainy lake and Koochiching, In Itasca
county. There were 243 objects, all belong-
ing to races that had existed many cen-
turies before the earliest historical period ofman. The collection had been garnered
from prehistoric mounds for the burial of
the dead.

"They clearly show the character of the
races," said Mr. Brower. "In the days when
these things were made and used the races
that created them lived principally by hunt-ing and fishing. They appear to have beena happy and contented lot, otherwise these
necklaces of copper and animals' teeth
would never have been made nor worn.
From them we can deduce that the ancient
moundbuilder lived ln plenty ln good sub-
stantial dwellings and with suitable raiment
for the cold climate, as evidenced by thepiece of tanned buckskin in the collection.

"The ancient ancestors of the moderns
practiced a kind of tanning by a smoking
process, the same as we found among our
Indians fifty years ago. With these stone
pipes on exhibition they smoked the bark ot
some bush ignited with fire created by the
contact of two flints."

The collection included two copper neck-
laces, one of teeth, two pipes knives of
stone, stone blades, bone needles, copper
hooks, pottery bottles, showing the action o£
fire, and many other Interesting things,
but tho one Mr. Brower appeared to value
the most highly was a small gun flint, evi-dently quarried flt Flint lake. This speci-
men he characterized as very valuable.

When Mr. Brower concluded, on motion of
Col. Clough. he was tendered a vote of
thanks, both for the address and for hia
tender of the collection, and the matter of
the tender was referred to the library com-
mittee.

Preceding the social session there was a
meeting of the executive committee with
former Gov. Ramsey in the chair. Charles
E. Wells, of Minneapolis, was elected a life
member of the society.

Secretary Warren Upham read a paper on
"Historical and State Libraries ln the United
States and Canada."
