Judge Peabody made no response,
but transferred his revolver from his
hip-pocket to the pocket of his over-
coat, and, with his hand lightly grasp-
ing the weapon, waited for a hostile
move on the part of the attorney.

'UNDER TWO_FLAGS" TALE.
New York Man in Prison Ten Years

to Save His Brother.
NEW YORK, Dec 16.—A» a result of the

d-eath-bed repentance ot a man who allowed
his brother to serve ten years In Sing Sing
prison, District Attorney Gardiner sent a let-
ter to Gov. Black asking for the Immediate
release of Michael O'Donnell, the Innocent
man. The Btory is intensely dramatic.

Max Stein's saloon was entered by three
burglars in 1888, and, after a fusillade of
shots between them and Stein, who had been
aroused, Michael Feehan, one of the burglars,
was capture. Just outside the saloon the
police found a hat with a hole shot in it.
The morning after the burglary Michael
O'Donnell went there at the request of his
brother, James, who was aljso one of the
burglars, to get the hat, and was arrested.

Feehan pleaded guilty and was sentenced to
thirty years in Sing Sing. He maintained that
Michael O'Donnell was Innocent. The latter
was found guilty, thoug-b. his mother and sla-
ter testified he was home all the night when
the burglary was committed. His previous
bad character was against him. He, too, got
thirty years.

Some time ago Senator Maurice Featherston
secured a pardon for Feehan. He went to
Sing Sing with it, but the prisoner had died
the evening before. On a slip of paper,
roughly scribbled, he again said that in the
knowledge of the fact that he was about to
pass away he swore that Michael O'Donnell
was innocent.

Senator Featherston saw O'Donnell and
told him he was going to get a pardon for
him. With tears in his eyes the prisoner
begged of him not to. He said: "My brother
Jim's conscience is troubling him and he
wants me to get out. But he is dying of con-
sumption and I don't want him to come here."

Featherston then visited James O'Donnell.
The man had become conscience-stricken and
sought religion and tried to do penance for
the great crime in allowing his brother to
suffer for him. Often he tried to surrender
himself, but his brother would not let him.
He die-d on April 9 last In the Presbyterian
hospital, after making a confession in thepresence of a notary.

Gov. Black was appealed to and he ordered
an investigation by the district attorney.

THEY SEEJTHE FINISH.
"Holy Ilollers," a. Religions Sect,

Creating: Excltment In New York.
BINGHAMTON, N V., Dec. 16.—The

people of Geneva and Ontario county
are In a state of excitement caused by
a religious sect known as the "Holy
Rollers," who have predicted that the
end of the world will come during the
week between Christmas and New
Year's, or the first week in January.
The head of the sect is Henry L.
Adams, a former attorney in Chicago
and Cleveland. It has been in exist-
ence for three years and during that
period every effort has been pointed
to one end—the conclusion of all things
the last week in 1898.

The name given believers in this
creed is the result of their strange cer-
emonies. They roll "about on the floor
or ground, shouting, and sometimes
bite the earth. Well-to-do, intelligent
men refuse to buy or sell, and business
is at a standstill. In the village of
Naples most of the stores are closed.

For the past three years adherents
of the faith have refused to take a
mortgage for more than three years
or sign a paper for a longer period,
and gradually they have diminished
the time, until now it is impossible to
transact business.
