The State Association of Retail Gro-
cers will hold its annual meeting in St.
Paul Feb. 14, 15 and 16. The event
will bring members of the trade from
all parts of the state. The first con-
ference to arrange for the event was
held last Monday, and as told in The
Globe of Tuesday was attended by
the following retail grocers: President
P. G. Hanson of the state association,
Minneapolis; Secretary G. L. Dingman,
of the state association, Minneapolis;
President C. F. Rappe, of the St. Paul
Retail Grocers' association; Secretary
J. H. Tenvoorde, of St. Paul Retail
Grocers' association; J. W. Lux, E. D.
Donohue and A. Staack, members of
the board of directors of the St. Paul
association, and G. L. Gould, Chat-
field, Minn., member of the state as-
sociation. At that time the dates were
fixed and such other matters as cornea
within the prescribed work of the as-
sociation.

It is now up to the St. Paul Retail
Grocers' association to do the work
preparatory to such a gathering.

A maps meeting of the local associa-
tion will be held Monday night, at
which complete arrangements will be
made for the state convention. It is'
more than likely that the convention
will be held in Cambridge hall, and
that offices in the same building will
be secured for the state, fit. Paul and
Minneapolis assocfatlons, to be kept
open during the session of the legis-
lature, for the purpose of aiding In se-
curing the passage of the exemption
and garnisheement bills.

President Rappe has already selected,
his committees and these will be an-
nounced Monday night.

The Annual Convention of the No.
tlonal Farmers' Alliance and In.
dustrlal Union, Which Will Be
Followed by the National Grain
Growers' Association — Some
Legrialatloln They Will Ask For.

The annual convention of the National
Fanners' Alliance and Industrial Union at
Mlrnesota will be held at the state capital
Jan. 2 and 3.

The National Grain Growers' association
and the Farmers and Independent Elevator
Association of the Northwest will meet at
the conclusion of the Alliance convention,
Jan. 4 and 5.

These two conventions are expected to bring
a large number of delegates to St. Paul.

The National Alliance unlike the old AH'l-ance of this abate, Is a non-political organi-
zation. It is to. the fanner a social, fra-
ternal insurance and business eoclety all in
one,

The Grain Growers' association Is partly a
business organization within the Alliance, It
aims to secure better prices and better mar-
kets for the products of the farm. It also
proposes to establish an independent farmers
elevator at all stations where grain is market-
ed, and establish competition at locai 6ta-
tlong that will give a highest price for the
farmers' grain. The association will empha-
size the wisdom of farmers hauling their

train to their local independent or farmers'
leva tor intsead of patronizing the "com-

bine" or "line elevators."
Among some of the bills that have been

indorsed by the Alliance at its last state con-
vention are the following: The reduction of
freight rates on railroads prior to Jan, 1.
1898, 20 per cent; the reduction of the legal
rate of interest to 6 per cent; the abolition of
dealing in options, the exemption of $1,500 on
the homes of the people from taxation; the
creaitlon of a commiesion and an appreciation
to secure and establish a market in Oriental
countries for the surplus products of the
farm; to subsidize the tonnage of American
ships and the encouragement of the building
of an American merchant marine.

Gov. John Lind is expected to address tho
convention, extending a welcome on behalf of
the state, and Mayor A. R. Kiefer on behalf
of St. Paul. The following members will
read papers covering come topic on agricul-
tural Interests: Hon. P. H. Rahilly, national
vice president of the alliance; L, C. Long,
state president Magnolia: C. H. Hopkins,
state vice president, Fairfax; J. C. Hanley,
state secretary, St. Paul; Hrlc Olsou, state or-
ganizer, Bherburn; Ignatius Donnelly, of
Hastings, and Louis Nash, of St. Paul.

The Farmers' and Independent Elevators'
Association of the Northwest is also a co-
operative organisation, which works in har-
mony with the alliance. It is proposed to
later establish their own board of trade and
Compel buyers to come to their counters and
bid for their grain,, by Belling from samples
and on its mertts, ana if the figures offered

| are not satisfactory, to hold their grain until
it will be satisfactory. It Is also their inten-
tion to build terminal elevators at Minneap-
olis, Duluth and West Superior.

The treatment the farmers received the past
year from the line elevators in grading down
the wheat crop of the state one point, and
thus cutting down the price per bushel,
is explained as th 9 cause of this new
activity among the farmers in protecting their
interests.

The fttate inspection department and the
state prison board will receive the attention
of the convention as to the Teaaon that the
grade on this season* crop was so unsat-
isfactory, and the reason that the prison sold
their 5,000,000 pounds of twine out to dealers
at 6*A to 7 cents per pound, while the farmerß
could not buy a small amount (less than 600,»
000 pounds) at those prices, while they paid
from 12 to 16 cents for what they needed to
harvest their crops.

The first day's cession will be devoted to
the consideration of the Alliance routine work
while the »eoond day will be devoted to the
reading of papers and discussing the same.

A railroad fare of one and one-third for the
round trip has been secured, and many of the
citizens of the state will take advantage of
this rate to come to the reception to be ten-
dered Gov. Lind at this time. These rates
will be la force from Jan. 1 to 10, 1899.
