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Minnesota Pioneers*
Reminiscences of William H. Mills in Montevideo Commercial.

In the early days of Minnesota, when
great herds of buffalo grazed on the
fertile prairies which are now dotted
with thriving cities and fine farms,

Mr. Mills was considered one of the
most famous hunters in the North-
west, and the scores of buffalo that
he has killed attest his skill as a
marksman. It requires some courage,
too, to go after this kind of game, as
the buffalo is a very formidable ene-
my, once he shows fight, particularly
if wounded, and, unless the hunter
knows just what to do, and does it at
the right moment, his sport is apt to
end seriously. Mr. Mills hunted buf-
falo in Minnesota and Dakota as early
as 1858, and. tells many an interesting
story regarding some of the hunts he
participated in nearly half a century
ago. For a man of his advanc?d years
his memory is remarkably good, too,
as he can relate the minutest details of
an exciting chase, and the sport that it
afforded him can be imagined by the
earnestness with which he now tells
about it.

In the fall of 1866, a party of five,
a man named Colby, another named
Castor, two Piper boys and Mr. Mills
left Redwood on a hunting expedition,
their intention being to go as far west
as the Missouri river. They went up
the Redwood river to a place called
Lind. where they met a band of In-
dians who were out scouting. Mr.
Mills was acquainted with a number
of the Indians, and, as we have before
stated, he was always a welcome vis-
itor to the lodge of the red man. Ac-
cordingly, the Indians invited the
white men to their village, where a
feast of dried buffalo meat was pre-
pared for them. The Indians had a
way of preparing this meat which
made it very delicious, and on this oc-
casion they dished up the best they
had. A half-breed by the name of
Alex Lafiambeaux, who was known to
the most of the pioneers tf Minnesota,
was among the band. The next morn-
ing they started west from Lind, and
when within about eight miles from
the Dakota line they found a herd of
six buffalo. As they started to run
for the herd, Colby's horse fell and
rolled onto him. Thinking he was kill-
ed, the hunters stopped, but, when it
was found he was only slightly injur-
ed, they again struck out after the
herd, and, after a long chase, Mr.
Mills succeeded in killing one monster
fellow. They camped here for the
night and the next day went to Lake
Hendricks, on the Dakota border. Here
they again camped, and after consid-
erable scouting got one more buffalo.
They then started for the Big Sioux
and reached it at a point about ten
miles above the present site of Brook-
ings, S. D.

At this point they met another large
band of India r.s, who assured Miem
there was not a buffalo within a hun-
dred miles of that locality. The
Indians disliked to see while men in-
vade their hunting grounds and drive
off their favorite game, so when ques-
tioned upon the subject th«y would in-
variably say that there were none near,
whether there was or not. Two Indians
Joined the hunters here, and remained
wjth them on the trip. Finding no
buffalo in that locality the party pur-
sued their journey westward after a
tiief rest, §nu_ twenty miles further
they came to Lake Tetonkahoh, and
gtill they fuund no game, where two
more Indians, one of them named
Daniel Renville, Joined the party.
Tbty camped here for the night, and
the next day resumed their Journey,
feeling confident that their efforts
Would soon be rewarded, although
tome of the party were commencing to
Eft home sick, being inclined to take
the word of the Indians who had told
them the buffalo were gone from that
section. About 2 o'clock in the after-
noon they arrived at Lightfoot lake.
They halted and sent out scouts, who
soon returned and reported that there
were large numbers of buft'alu near at
hand. They decided not to make the
attack until next morning, and in the
meantime they pot their firearms in
good condition for the coming sport.
They were up bright and early the
text morning. And after half an
hour's travel came to a high ridge orbluff. They mounted to the top of this,
and Mr. Mills says he will never forget
the Bight which met his eyes. For
miles and miles on the westward it
vas one great ocean of buffalo. He

says they resembled a great body of
timber, as they grazed on the prairie
in the early morning sunlight. One of
the Indians who was with the hunters
told them the buffalo were about eisrht
miles distance, so away they started,
expecting that in a short time they
would be in the midst of thai*" sport.
They traveled, on for two hojurs and
still the herd seemed to be as far away
as ever. At noon they were still sev-
eral miles distant. When at sundown
they finally reached them the hunters
found they had traveled nearly thirty
miles. No time was lost in making
the run, and every one present that
day declared it was the most exciting
one they ever participated in. Mr.
Mills was riding a fine young horse
that had previously been in a number
of buffalo chases, and he charged right
into the monster beasts, killing one at
the first shct and wounding another
at the next. At this point his horse
stumbled over a skeleton that was con-
cealed from view in a clump of weeds.
Mr. Mills wa? thrown violently to the
ground and for a momnnt was stunned
and dazed. When he regained his
senses he saw that the other hunters
were some diflance from him, and that
the entire herd was in a stampede and
running westward. As he arose from
th-> ground he saw the wounded buf-
falo coming straight for him, with his
head down and his tail up in the air.
As the great beast was about
to make his final leap and toss
his victim in the air, Mr. Mills jumped
quick as lightening to one side, at the
same time firing at the bofhalo's head.
He did not have time, however, to lake
a good aim, so the beast was now more
ci raged than ever, and again he made
for the hunter. He did not get out of
the way quiok enough this time, one
of the buffalo's horns catching in his
coat, which sent Mr. Mills sprawling
to the ground. He jumped up quickly,
but was none too soon, for Mr. Buffalo
was bearing down upon him again
This time, however, the hunter's aim
was good, for as the rifle's report rang
out on the evening air the giant of the
prairie dropped dead.

Mr. Mills says that his presence of
mind on this occasion undoubtedly sav-
ed his life. If he had started to run
away from the wounded buffalo, as an
inexperienced person would have done,
the animal would have soon overtaken
him, and he would not be alive today
to tell the story. It was now about
dark and he commenced to look about
him to find his companions, but he
could hear nor see nothing of them.
He finally decided to walk back to
camp and when he arrived there the
other hunters were about to start out
in search of him. They had arrived
there a short time before and finding
his horse, but not himself, they, of
course, concluded he had been thrown
off and injured, or possibly killed. The
number of buffalo killed that evening
was forty-two. The next day was de-
voted to skinning them and cutting up
and packing the meat. That night the
wolves gathered around the camp by
the score, having been attracted by the
smell of the meat. Mr. Mills had pro-
vided himself with some strychnine be-
fore leaving home, and poisoning some
of the meat with it he reaped a harvest
of twenty-one wolves, the skins of
which were quite valuable.

It was decided that they would not
carry out the original plan of going
west to the Missouri river, as they al-
ready had about as much meat and
hides as they could carry back home.
The following day they gave the herd
another chase, and on this occasion
Mr. Mills succeeded in killing five.
They remained in camp several days,
and they finally started on their home-
ward Journey with wagon loads of wolr
and buffalo hides, buffalo meat, etc.
Nothing of special importance occurred
on the return trip. A small herd of
buffalo was encountered occasionally,
out of which the hunters would get
one or two, and they finally stopped
killing them for the reason that they
had no means of carrying any more.

Upon arriving home Mr. Mills found
his share of the plunder to be fifteen
buffalo hides, which, when tanned,
were worth $15 each, about twenty
large white wolf hides, and a large
quantity of buffalo meat, which was
worth about 10 cents a pound. Thus
it will be seen that, besides having an
abundance of sport, the hunters also
derived considerable financial benefit
from the trip.

He not only wants
bis young men to be towers of spirit-
ual strength, but he wishes them to be
endowed with physical prowess in the
battle against sin.

With that end in view, instruction in
the manly art of self-defense is now be-
ing given to the young men of St.
John's church. I do not wish to give
the impression that the reverend gen-
tleman himself has taken the young
men in hand and is initiating them into
the mysteries of the left hook, the cross
counter, the deadly upper cut and the
right arm swing. No, he isn't doing
that literally, although I have no doubt
he might enjoy it, and could do it did
he choose, for he is no mean boxer him-
Belf.

Connected with St. John's church is
an auxiliary known as the Young Peo-
ple's institute, in which Dr. Stoddard
takes a lively interest. Its members
are the young men and young women
of the church. Adjoining the church
edifice, in the rear, is a building given
over entirely to the members- of the
institute. A portion of it is fitted up
as a gymnasium, and it is here that
the armor of righteousness is augment-
ed by the boxing mits.
FASHIONABLE AND PROGRESSIVE

St. John's church, you must know, is
the fashionable church of Jersey City.
It is located in Summit avenue, in the
center of the residence section of the
Heights, and the best people of the
city across the river are numbered
among its members.

A year ago there was a great hue
and cry because the members of the
Bible class organized weekly dances,
and an instructor was engaged to teach
those whose terpsichorean education
had been neglected. Dr. Stoddard not
only sanctioned this innovation, but
did not hesitate to take a hand, or, tobe more conect a foot, in the dancing
himself.

Of course such a thing as a church
dancing class was unheard of, and the
old fogies put on their war paint atonce. The religious press took it up,
i».rid throughout the length and breadth
of the land the matter was discussed.
Hut Dr. Stoddard was indifferent alike
lo condemnation and applause, andpursued the even tenor of his way.

NOW FOR THE PHARISEES.
Now there will be another outcry.

Thoee clergymen who have denounced
the dancing Innovation, and one of the
roost bitter presides over a church In
Jersey City, will hold up their handsla holy horror at thi» fresh desecra-

tion. Aerain will they, like the Phari-
sees of old, thank God that they are
not as other men are.

And I venture to predict that Dr.
Stoddard will laugh them to scorn, se-cure in the conviction that he is doing
a pood work among the young people.

In this branch of his church work Dr.
Stoddard is ably seconded (aided and
abetted, I suppose the bluestockings
will say) by the vicar of the church,
Rev. E. S. Forbes. Mr. Forbes is just
the man to throw his whole sole into
the work, and that is exactly what he
does. The young people are his par-
ticular friends, and the Young People's
institute Is his pride.

BOYS CLAMORED FOR IT.
Mr. Forbes, before he studied for the

ministry, was deeply interested in slum
work. He attached himself to the
Neighborhood guild, and was indefati-
gable in his labors. But he thought he
could accomplish still more by becom-
ing an ordained minister, and after a
time became attached to St Join'schurch. *

The boxing class had been talked offor quite a while. The young men of
the church were clamoring for it andthat it would eventually be started wasa foregone conclusion. But Dr. Stod-dard was naturally averse to engagingthe services of a professional instruct-or. One day Mr. Forbes approached
n;m with a proposition.

"Ihave a brother-in-law whose nameis John Kirk," said Mr. Forbes, "andwhen he was in college he was lookedupon as a crack boxer. He has kept itup ever since, and he is still very clev-er with his fists. I have spoken to himabout the institute, and he says hewill gladly come one evening a week
and teach the boys."

So it was settled, and the boxingclass has become an assured fact.Every Friday evening a little crowdof boys, ranging in age from sixteento twenty or thereabouts, can be sep nhastening to St. John's church MrKirk meets them with a pleasant smile'and proceeds to put them, one at a
time, through a course of sprouts.

USED TO BE A "PHENOM."
Mr. Kirk is a lawyer. He lives in

Jersey City, but he has an office in the
Equitable building. He is a Prince-
ton man, of the class of '81. In col-
lege he was looked upon as some-
thing of a phenomenon, and even nowhe indulges in an occasional set-to for
points with old Prof. Van Slyck He
thoroughly believes in boxing al-though to look at him you would scarce-ly pick him out as a devotee of the
sport.

You can see him at work with hispupils any Friday evening if you arefortunate enough to gain admission to
the gymnasiumr Perhaps you might
find Dr. Stoddard there, too, giving a
few hints to the boys theoretically.

Ther are fees connected with the in-
stitute, which is essentially self-sup-
porting, and each boy is required to

Once in a great while a modern Rob-
inson Crusoe may be found who from
temporary force of circumstances, as
shipwreck or other causes, is compelled
fcr a time to imitate this well known
character of fiction, but it is seldom
that a voluntary hermit of this sort
can be found. Yet, among the impene-
trable tropical jungles of Eastern Nica-
ragua there lives an American Robin-
son Crusoe fortified in a tall ebo tree,
with a man Friday in the shape of an
ebony-hued female Caril) and two Chi-
nese servants. His name is Samuel
Wilderson, and he halls from Louisi-
ana, where he has left a wife and fam-
ily behind him before coming to this
uninhabited strip of country to rebuild
his fortune. The house or tree fortress

is elevated forty feet above the ground
and is impregnable to the attacks of
wild beasts and most poisonous rep-
tiles. Here safely ensconsed in his
leafy embrasures he can command a
view of all approaching interlopers and
order them away, and in addition to
this is freed from the petty and at
times very irritating annoyance of
ants, tarantulas and centipedes that in-
habit the ground and render life un-
bearable to the inhabitants of tropical
countries.

Even the dreaded shagras and pes-
tilential swamp fevers hovering over
the decaying vegetation, which render
the country for a part of the year at
least an uninhabitable waste, cannot
rise so high, and leave him dwell in
splendid isolation.

This Crusoe fears not the trouble
which befell the celebrated giant who
lived at the top of Jack's beanstalk, for
the- wood of the ebo is as hard as iron
and will turn the edge of the sharpest
ax. Long before any marauder armed
with any cutting instrument could
make a dent six inches deep in the
trunk of his improvised fortress Crusoe
with his rifle pointed out of his kitchen
window would be able to drive away
or render hors de combat the most dar-
ing intruder, were he a native savage
or some other adventurer.

He is regarded by banana planters
along the Rama river as a crank, some
of them declaring: "Oh, he's perfectly
harmless if you let him alone," while
others will vouch for the truth of the
statement that his house is filthy and
he never had a decent meal up in his
tree.

The house is situated on a bank over-
looking the Rama river about 100 yards
back in the woods. From the river's
edge to the top of the bank, a distance
of about fifty feet, round wooden
blocks imbedded in the bank form a
rude stairway up the bluff which is
composed principally of black deep
muck and has been formed by the ac-
tion of the river cutting out a path
through the soft yielding soil.

The house itself is three stories In
height, and the ebo tree runs up
through its center to the roof. The
structure itself is solidly built of whip-
sawed lumber and is painted white. It
is reported to have cost the owner $3,500
cash, in addition to months of hard
personal labor. The lower story is used
as a kitchen, the middle story as a liv-
ing room and the upper as a bath room.
To supply the bath tub rain is caught
from the roof in barrels located inside
of the house, and the tropical rains are
so heavy and so frequent that there is
seldom a short supply in the barrels.

To reach the house you travel up ina hoisting cage, which is rather an in-genious arrangement. A rope is attach-
ed to the cage and passes over a pulley
in the kitchen, to which is suspended a
heavy Iron weight at the other end.
When the owner enters the cage his
weight about counterbalances that of
the iron, and by a hand-to-hand pull
the cage glides up and the weight goes
down. To descend the operation is re-
versed. Rumor has it that the rooms
are furnished in an exceedingly simple
style, that there are few articles of
luxury and no carpets. A plain pine
table in the sitting room and several

We have decid-
ed to have them properly instructed In
the art of handling their fists.

"I believe fftaf it makes a fellow
manly to know how to use his fists
when the occasion arises. I should
hate to think of any of the members
of our boxing class graduating into the
prize ring, and I don't, believe any of
them will."
