Then, again,
collectors stand at the gates of all the
large factories on pay day and mulct
the employes according to their sala-
ries, as they leave.

ILOILO MUST FALL.

Spaniards, Who Report
Nightly Attacks hy Insurgents.
MANILA, P. I, Dec. 19.—The Spanish
steamer Brutus has arrived here from
Iloilo, with 345 native doldiers and
seven priests on board. She reports
that fighting occurs at Iloilo nightly,
and that the merchants there are anx-
iously waiting the arrival of Ameri-
cans to relieve the situation. The
streets of J]loilo are almost deserted.
The Spanish officials admit that il is
impossible for them tc maintain their
position at Iloilo unless they are speed-
fly reinforced. They are surrounded
by superior forces of insurgents, who
are estimated to number 25,000 men.
Against them the Spaniards have only

2,500 rifles.

The authorities here have allowed 127
soldiers from the steamer Uinion to
land upon proving residence on the
island of Luzon.

ANGLO-SAXON  UNITY

A DREAM WHICH REV. L. H. HAL-
LOCK DECLARES TO THE CON-
GREGATIONAL CLUB

BIDS FAIR TO BECOME REAL

Celebration of Forefathers’ Day the
Occasion of an Interchange of
Compliments as to “What Eng-
land Oxwes to America,” and

“What America Owes to Eng-
Iand.”

The Stars and Stripes and the Cross
of St. George were entwined on the
programme of the meeting of the Min-
nesota Congregational club, held in
celebration of Forefathers’ day at Park
Congregational church last evening.
Two hundred and seventy-eight years
ago the first of the pligrims stepped
on the New England shore, and the
landing is annually commemrate by
the club. So with special fitness the
topic selected for discussion was the
present relation of the new country
with the old. The speechmaking fol-
lowed a subper by the ladies of the
Park Congregational church, and over
200 members of the organization were
present.

Fresident Harlan P. Roberts, of Min-
neapolls, acted as chairman and intro-
duced the first speaker of the evening,
Dr. James K. Hosmer, of Minneapolis,
whose subject was, ‘“What England
Owes America.” Dr. Hosmer review-
ed the conditions which lead to the de-
claration of independance, and then
stated that the principal debt that
England owes to America is due to
the success of the American revolution
and its reflex effect upon the progress
of civil liberty in England. The same
cause had given a great impetus to the
spread of religious thought in both
countries.

Prof. Charles H. Cooper, of Carleton
college, spoke on, “What America Owes
England.”

“We owe to England many of our in-
stitutions,” he said. “The firstcomers
brought to this country ideas derived
from institutions that then existed in
England and also the tendencies that
have made our institutions possible.
England was the first country to be-
come a limited monarchy and liberty
first originated in the British isles.

“The first settlers brought with them
a heritage of a thousand years’ of
struggling. It was different with the
history of France. S£he governed her
American colonies in striking contrast
to the manner in which the thirteen
colonies were treated by the mother
country. It was the traditional growth
of the great Anglo-Saxon love of free-
dom that made the revolution neces-
sary that each great branch of the
Anglo-Saxon race should work out its
destiny apart. No harder blows could
bave been struck for the American
cause than were struck by Pitt and
Chatham. They were men of the race
of Washington. Our constitution and
its amendments we owe in the main to
England.”

Prof. Cooper spoke of the long line
of grand and ennobling literature that
has come to America from England,
beginning with Chaucer.

“Furthermore, to the mother coun-
try we owe much for our experience
and theory. We are under the same
chligations as a child to its parents.
All of the thirteen cclonies were thor-
oughly Anglicized. The influence of
English Puritanism upon American life
ard character is inestimable, Puritan-
ism stands for the noblest in life. Oth-
er countries have produced Puritans.
France had her Puritans, but the rug-
ged honesty of our English Puritans, to
whom we owe our existence, has exert-
ed its infiluence upon the men who
builded the nation.

“Do we hate England?’’ Evidently not
since the magnificent diplomatic sup-
port that assisted us so much during
the war. But still, it must be confessed
that there is among us a distrust verg-
ing on hatred. It is evidenced in the
opposition that developed to the arbi-
tration treaty. I notice it even among
the young men in my classes. England
is met with hostility at every point.

“It is with entirely different feelings
that the English regard us. It was not
from fear of us that she yielded to our
somewhat rude demands in the Vene-
zuelan controversy. It was the realiza-
tion in English hearts that our aims
are as one, and that Anglo-Saxon blood
is thicker than water. Still, with us,
the hostility exists, and I am afraid
that it will crop out again.

‘“We Americans, or the majority of
us, know little or nothing ot any other
history than our own., All that we
know of English history has been
gleaned from the little text books we
studied when we went to school. And
I know that those text books are in-
complete and misleading. From their
standpoint England went out of her
way to enslave and oppress our fore-
fathers, and that is not true. It was
only the aristocratic classes that held
feelings of animosity against us.

“England and America must stand
side by side and extend a common sys-
tem of Anglo-Saxon civilization over
the world.”

At the conclusion of Prof. Cooper's
address the audience rose and sang
Alliston’s hymn, “Awmecrica to Great
Britain.”

The last speaker of the evening was
Rev. Leavitt H. Hallock, who cited
“What Englard and America Owe the
Woild.” “Old England ard New Eng-
land are preparing for their nuptials,”
said th2 speaker. “The dream of Anglo-
Saxon unity bids fair to beccme a
realization. There are indications that
the Anglicised Saxons will yet over-
run the Vatican. The Monroe doctrine
has made us continental, but we will
step over into the new century cos-
mopolitan. We have been in seclusion
long enough. True English blood flows
in English veins ard ours. This is the
age of a4 new democracy. One band is
playing, “God Save the Queen,” and thz
other “America.” The red coat ard the
biue are keeping ster together. This
alliance is not artificial. It is no Anglo-
manla that has “brought it about. It
is the Providence- of God. Buf how
new it is and how strange it is that we
have heard nothing of this before. 1t
is a real union, the triumph of ecernal
1ight as viewed from: the throne of
God. England and America must keep
the pecace of the world, even if they
have to fight to do it.”” |

W. B. Clow sang two verses of “God
Save the Queen,” when the speaker
concluded, and then the Park
Church quartette took up ‘“America’
and the audience jolred in. It was the
close to the evering's progiramme.
