He
had charge of the placing of all the machin-
ery in the present shops, and was an old and
faithful employe of the company, having
been with them for twenty-two years, seven-
teen ycars of which were spen: as foreman of
the machinery department, which he occu-
pied when he died. was a member of
Summit Lodge No. 163, A. F. and A. M.
and was a Sir Knight of Damascus
mandery, Kaights Temp.ars.

His last wish was that he shculd be buried
with Masonic honors and his wish will be car-
ried out. The funeral will take place irom
his late residence, 251 Duke street a: 2 p.
m., Saturday. and after a short service at
the house by Rev, George Ten Brocke, of St.
