The New Limited to Do kngwn as |
the Great Northern Flyer, Which

Is Deemed More Appropriate and
Expressive — The XNorthérn Pa-
cifie Will Watch the Experiment
Before Following It 7_!‘J’.

The Great Northern's armouncement

of a morning train to the coust, yester-
day, created a sensation.in railway
circies in this city, for it was wholly
unexpected. A similar experiment was
iried several vears ago by the North-
ern Pacific, and it was not &8 much of
a success as was exdected, but the
conditions have changed, and there is
now little doubt that the Western coun-
iry can support such a service as is
coutemplarted.

The Great Northern has made East-
ern  connections, which will enable
travelers to leave New York at 9 p.
m. Sunday, and get to Seattle at 9 p.
m. Wednesday. They will go from New
York to Chicago on the Lake Shore,
transfer at Chicago to the Milwaukee
and connect at St. Paul with the Great
Northern, which will whisk them to
the coast. The name of the new train
was changed yesterday from the
“Great Northern Limited” to the
“Great Northern Flyer.” The ' new
name is deemed more appropriate and

expressive. It will be th= fastest train
across the continent.
The “Montana-Pacific Express,”

which wiil run from the Twin Cities
to Spokane, will leave this city at 8
P. m. and Minneapolis half an hour
later. It will arrive at Havre at 10:30
&. m., two days later, where it will con-
nect with trains for ail points in Wash-
ington and the Kootenai cousntry,,

There will also be an eastshound
“Flyer,” which will leave Seattle at
4 p. m., and gét here at 2 p. m., three
days later. It will connect here with
the Milwaukee train, which leaves at
3 7. m., and will arrive in Chicago the
next day in time to connect with the
Lake Shore to New York aad Boston.

Northern Pacific officidls ‘yesterday,
said that no action had heen taken
locking to meeting the fast time prom-
ised by the Great Northern. They
said they did not expeet they would
try to beat the Great Nerthern to the
coast. They believed the Northern Pa-
cific would get just as much business
by keeping to its present schedule. Said
General Passenger Agent Charles S.
Fee:

“1 have read the figures of the Great
Northern's second train,’ which they
Propose putting on Jan. 1 next, to run
between St. Paul, Minneapolis and
Helena and Butte.

Pcssibly later on there may be such
increase in business as to warrant the
seccnd train through to the coast, or
at least half way; if so, we shall un-
doubtedly furnish the accommoda-
ticns.”
