FORMER MEMBER OF COMPANY D,
THIRTEENTH REGIMENT, AR.
RIVES IN ST. PAUL

IS GLAD TO GET BACK

J. G. Donnelly Jr.’s Relatives Sur-
prised, as He Was Not Expected
for a Month——“Jim" Says Manila
Is ANl Right, but He Prefers Min-
nesota—Encountered a Typhoon
con the Return Trip. 3

J. G. Donnclly., until Nov. 9 last a
member of Corbpany D, Thirteenth
regiment, arrived in St. Paul yester-
day morning from Manila. The young
man gave his parents and members of

f the family a surprise when he walked

in on them, for he was not expected
home for at least a month from now.
He came in time, however, to join in
the Christmas festivities, and all day
yesterday he was busy exchanging
greetings with his friends and ac-
quaintances.

“You bet I am glad to be back in
St. Paul,” was the way he put it, “and
I don’t mind telling you that all but

i about twenty of the boys of the Thir-

teenth wish they were along with me
right now.”

“Jim,"” as he is known to his friends,
looks well and declares that he never
felt better in his life. He attributes his
good health to the fact that he took ex-
tra good care of himself while with the
regiment. He left Manila Nov. 12, on

the Scandia, and arrived at San Fran-
cisco last Monday, being on the water
between the two dates, with the excep- |
tion of five days which was spent at
Honolulu. About a week out from Ma-
nila a typhoon was encountered and

! forty-eight hours the steamer was toss-

ed in the trough of the sea. i

He says he promised the boys to do
all that he could to bring about their
return home and was pleased to learn
that the regiment was likely to he re-
lieved and mustered out at Minneapolis
within a couple of months.

“The boys all say they will not peti-
tion or sign any papers requesting that
they be mustered cut or brought home,
but they are all anxious to get away
from the country, and elaim  that they
did not volunteer as policemen or to do
garrison duty. Our regiment was .In
the front at the battle and has done
hard work ever since we struck the
islands.. The day after we landed and
had pitched camp we were ordered into
the trenches and stayed there for forty-
eight hours. After the battle in which
the regiment too part it was compli-
mented by Gen. Merritt and Gen. Mec-
Arthur. We marched into the walled
city at 7 p. m. and for the next nine
days we did outpost duty. Then with a
three days’ rest we were put on duty as
police, and since then have done polige
patrol duty in old Manila. The entire
regiment is used for this purpose anad
the men do guard duty for twenty-four
hours at a stretch.” 5

The country, Mr. Donnelly says, is

unhealthy and the temperature is’
always very high. The stores.
oren early in the morning, and close
between 9:30 a. m. and 4 p. m., at

which hour they open again for busi-
ness, The heat during the middle of
the day is intense, and the members
of the Thirteenth not doing police duty
sit around in pajamas. While on duty
the soldiers wear linen suits, which are
purchased for $5, Mexican money.

The food furnished now is pretty
fair, and fresh beef twice a week is
given out. This comes from a refrig-
erator ship in the harbor and comes
from Australia. The ship makes its
own ice and the meat is first-class. A
number of the soldiers, however, prefer
rice to ‘meat, as it agrees with them
better. When the troops first arrived
it was possible to get wild bananas
and small oranges for a song, but now

Lthe natives h_u\'e raised prices up to the

top notch,

There is considerable sickness among
the men, and of the 17,000 troops about
4,000 are sick, Company E, of the
Thirteenth, at inspection a few days
before Mr. Donnelly left, turned out
forty men, instead of 106.

The storekeepers refuse to take Span-
ish paper money, but are anxious to
get hold of Ameridan gold coin, All
the stores have signs displayed that
silver will ‘be exchanged for American
gold, but the storekeepers are so slow
making change that it is much easier
to have the gold coin changed by the
regimental guartermaster on pay day.

The saloons and concert halls, where
Milwaukee beer, at 80 cents per quart
bottle, can be secured, close Sundays
and at 9:30 each evening during the
week.

When it became known that Mr. Don-
nelly was coming back to St. Paul he
was besieged with requests to bring
home with him Christmas presents by |
the members of his company.. A large |
box was secured and ahout thiriy gifts |
packed away to be delivered when Mr., |
Donnelly- reached home. Landing at |
San Krancisco the government inspec-
tors, however, insisted . that duty be
paid on_the articles,. and the amount
demanded was so large that the Santa
Claus froim Manila was obliged to
leave the box with the officials. In the
meantime those who had consigned
gifts ‘with Mr. Donnelly wrote to their
friends in St. Paul of the fact.

Mr. Donnelly expects, with the aid
of Congressman Stevens, to have the
box paszed duty free, and if this can-
not be arranged for the gifts will be
bonded to St. Paul, and those for whom
the articles are intended can secure
them through the custom house here
by paying the duty. -

THINKS IT TMPREGNABLE.

Warren Whitcomb Writes About the
. Defenses of Manila.
According to H.” Warren Whitcomb,

Company D, Thirteenth Minnesota, Maniia |

would be impregnable to a land assault. In

a letter to Dr. E. H. Whitcomb, of this eity,

Mr. Whitcomb says:

‘Unless the Spaniards are arrant cowards,
or had such a holy fear of Dewey's guns, or

of

the horrors of starvation, they would not
have fled as they did before the little handful
of Americans, most of whom were under fire |
for the first time and green as grass in the
art of warfare, And, from the reports of
the .action at Santiago the Spanish cannot be
accused of cowardice by any means.

““Anyone here can.see that there must have !
been something behind it ail for the Amer- |
icans to take the city as they did. In the |
first place the Spaniards had the advantage
in knowing every foot of ground om which
the troops on both sides were moving. They
were fighting con the defensive . while the
untried troops of the attacking force were
hemmed in en the narrow muddy roads,
their only means of advance, by swamps,
flooded rice fields .and impassable bamboo
thickets. :

“Dewey’s shells drove the Spaniards out
of the fort commanding the water front and
main road to the city and all the infantry
from their intrenchments for two miles from
the shore. Then the American troops, half
wild with delight at, being in action, leaped
over their intrenchments and drove the
Spaniards pell-mell through the suburbs of
the town, past two or three secondary lines
of embankments, where no stand was made
at -all, past their guns and over the moat
into the walled city.

“The o.d walled town itself is capable of
withstanding almeost -any attack of a land
force alone and even in the advent of siege
guns it would take an enormous army and
a great 'osg of life to effect the capture. It
is completely surrounded by walls and the
artillery command every point of vantage
so that the wall fairly, bristles with cannon.

“The Pasig river, on one side, protects
the city from land assaults in that direction
while the other sides command both direct
and enfilading fire, The southern entrance.is
fortified with a double wall and the outer
part is protected by a counter wall from a
fire from the water. . ;

DEATHS OF A DAY.

CHICAGO, Dec. 24.—Dr. John B. Hamilton,
ex-surgeon general of the United States
marine hospital service, died in Elgin, IlI.,
tonight. For over,a year he had been su-
perintendent of the state asylum for the in-
sane at Elgin, and it was within the walls
of the institution that he breathed his last.
It has been expected for over a Jyear that his
death would come almost any time, as he was
given. up six days ago by his physicians.
While on a visit to the East, two weeks
since, Dr. Hamilton was attacked by a severe
cold, and in a few days peritonitis developed.
In spite of everything that cou’d be done he
grew worse rapidly, and on Dec. 18 it was
decided by Dr. Nicholas Senn that an opera-
tion was necessary to save the patient’s life.
The operation was performed and at its con-
clusion Dr. Senn stated that in his opinfon
Dr. Hamiiton had no chance of recovery.
He rallied slightly after the operation, how-
ever, and for a few days there seemed to be
a probability that he would pul!l through.
For the last two days he has, however, been
sinking slowly, and death came at 6:30 to-
night.
