Christmas, 1898, was a typical Minne-
sota day of invigorating ozcne, and the
yule log that was laid on the hearth-
stone seems destined to burn brightly
until the opening of a year with its
promise of increasing happiness.

At all the churches there were large
gatherings of regular worshipers, and
many that go to the sanctuary but once
or twice a year. The musical services
were excellent from prelude to pos}-
lude. The soloists and choirs sang, in
their best voices, selections suitable to
the day.

Those who are not professing Chris-
tians, but who believe in gift-bearing
on that day, celebrated in accordance
with individual inclinations. The young
found .invigorating sport skating in the
parks and lakes in the suburbs of the
city. Older persons went visiting and
hundreds of them were in the country
with relatives and friends.

The streets were quiet and almost de-
serted, most of the day. The police-
men had things easy. Few strangers
were within the gates of the city. As a
consequence the hotels were now
thronged.

AT ST. MARY’S CHURCH,

Congregations Attended the
Services of the Parish.

Large congregations attendsd the Christ-
mas services at St. Mary’s Catholic churcn.
The edifice was profusely decorated with
flowers and evergreen, while special music
was rendered by the choir. The main altar
was a bower of palms, set off with the rich
color of plenteous American Beauty roses,
while over the tabernacle were the two bur-
nished angels, with outstreiched wings, tip-
ped cach with a golden crown, one of the
church vestments brought into use only dur-
ing the Christmas cbservance. On ecither
sida of the entrance to the altar stood a
large candelabrum, with spirals of lighted

candles reaching twelve feet high, while
rom other candelabra burned colored can-
dies. Within the chancel rail was a repvo-

duction of the birthplace of Christ, the crib
at Bethiehem, in which rested an Infant fig-
ure, effectively visible in the glow of light
throughout the church.

High mass was celebrated at 5 o’clock,
and at the 7 ¢’clock service communion was
administered. Children’s mass was cele-
brated at 9 o'clock. The principal service
of the day was the celebration of solemn high
mass at 10:30 o'clock, by Rev. P. R. Hef-
ron, rector .of St.. Paul's. seminary. Rev.
Father @Gibbons and’<Rev. Father Brennan
assisted in the wbservanee.. The sermon was
preached by Rev. Father Gibbons. He said
in part:

“‘Christmas 1s indeed a day of happiness.
The angels’ message of ‘peace on earth, good
will toward men,’ given on that first Christ-
mas night to the shepherds as they sat
watching their flocks on the lonely hillsides
of Galilee, firds today a mcst Tresponsive
chord in .the hearts of Christians, and fills
them with joy and gladness,

“From a certain standpoint it is true, yvet
this is but the outward form of life.

and noble:t sentiments that can spring from
the human bréast. But’ on' Christmas day
we lay dowm the burden” of life, with its
cares and its ‘anxieties.” For the moment we
are true to our better self. We relax the
rein of strife, and the pent up fountain of
our hearts' affection goes out in loving em-
brace to humanity.

“There is happiness on Christmas day.
We read In the rosy cheeks cof bright-eyed
children; we see it in the serene content-
ment of old age. Civil and industrial life is
arrayed in  holiday attire. The city is
brightened with its windows, laden with
gifts and toys. Domestic hearth is glad-
dened; gifts are interchanged; the absent
ones remembered, and the stranger in the
foreign land casts his thoughts on home.

“Nineteen centuries have rolled away since
hrist was born. Generation after genera-
ticn has passed away, and yet each genera-
tion has stocd before that crib of Bethle-
hem and bent in adoration to that divine
child.”

PERFECT HUMAN LIFE.

In part he
said:

The sacred writer does not deny the dis-
pensation of divine kindness which went be-
fore the Christian era. Ever since the
primeval man looked abroad upon the earth
and the sky God has been speaking to him in
e language that becomes more and more sig-
nificant, not simply by a magnificent ais-
play of things beautiful and majestic, but by
the throb of power and principle of order that
are pereeived throughout the whole. In the
succession of the seasons, in snow and
shower, in the gradations of day and night,
in the rhythmic pulsation of the tides, in the
growth and decay of organic structures, in
the systematic play of forces, in the inviola-
bleness of law and in the kicd and wise ad-
justments of nature, God has been declaring
to man His wisdom, goodness, power and un-
changeableness,

Mian hes learned much and has much yet
to learn from this oldest and most universal
uttarance of the infinite to the finite. To turn
away from this o!dest and most universal
Scripture writing of the infinite, or to reject
its teachings, never was the dictate of piety
and never wiil be. The scientific expiorer
who examines, classifies and finds out the
truth about nature has approached by so
far nearer to that God who is nature. He
also is the student of divinity, and is as
much entitled to be heard as the prophet
wio comes from the desert or the mountain
where he has communed with God through
prayer and fasting. It is through him that
God has spoken to man, telling him how to
fight plague and famine with weapons out of
Gou’s own arsenal; how to tunnel mountains
and drag his thundering train along the irem
rails; how to fiing his bridge across the roar-
ing ficed, and with his mighty vessels nayi-
gate the seas in safety. It is through him
that God has been and still is telling man
the long, long story of God's ages and His
methods in creation, and God has been re-
vealing to men the things written by the di-
vine finger ages ago in the rocks of the earth
and_fhe flaming orbs of the sky. But the in-
finite has had truth to reveal to man about
himself and about man’s self, which he cou'd
not write in cooling glebe or flaming nebu-
lze. Not all the beauty of the earth nor all
the splendor of the sky, not all the power
throbbing throughout the world, nor all the

PEACE ON EARTH.

Rev. Dr. Wright Condemns the Per.
secution of the Jews.

Yesterday’s Christmas service at St. Paul's
Episcopal church was attended by a large
congregation. The service was fully in keep-
ing with the sentiment of Christmas time, and
apprepriate carols by the choir and solos, to-
gether with the cheery decorations of the
Christmas berry, gave the interior of the

sanctuary a cordial and inviting appearance.

The offering will be devoted for missionary
support. )

The prccessional was sung by a choir of
sixty, and the anthem following communion
was ‘‘He Shall Reign.”” J. C. Collins sang a
solo, “They Were Shepherds,” and the re-
cessional by the choir, ““Angels’ Realms of
Glory.”

Rev. John Wright continued his serles of
sermons on comparative religion. He teok
for his subject ‘“Christianity and Judaism.”
He spoke from the text: ]

St. Luke ii., 32:
Gentiles and the Glory of the People
Israel.” He said in part:

Jew and Christian come from the same
stock. We feel an equal interest in the pa-
triarchs and prophets and in the worship of
God’s house sing the same psalms. It is a
sad thought that the parting place of the Jew
and Christian is at the manger of Christ. For
this reason our Christmas cannot be a com-
plete one. It is like a family gathering in
which some member of the household is ab-
sent. It may be an elder brother standing for
the authority and dignity of the family. In
our festivities today there is wanting the
presence of an elder brother, and that elder
brother is the jew. It is a sad fact that just
as soon as Christianity had an official position
it fell upon the Jew in persecution. The
crusaders as they went up to Jerusalem left
in their pathway the bodles of 12,000 Jews.
Italy for years condemned them to perpetual
slavery. They were driven from Spain, Ger-
many, Poland, Portugal and Russia. England
did no better, for Edward I. exiled them from
the kingdom and they did not get back for
364 vears. London did not have a synagogue
until 1662. Christian nations accuzed the Jews
of spreading the leprosy and the black plague.
Fer these and other reasons they were burned
alive, torn asunder, thrown into rivers and
subjected to every insult. These facts con-
stitute the darkest spots upon Christian his-
tory. We should hang our heads in abject
shame, for the gentle founder of our religion
taught no such spirit of hate. He wept over
Jerusalem, but did not lift his hand in vio-
lence against it.

Since the advent of the Messiah, Christianity
and Judaism have followed distinct missions.
Christianity has taught Christ everywhere,
even to the ends of the earth. Judaism has
at the same time taught monotheism. It has
done a good service, especially in Oriental
lands, in protesting against the false ideas of
God as promulgated by Mohammedanism and
zgainst the superstitions of Buddhism and
Hinduism. In this way it has been the friend
and helper of Christianity. In.other ways
Judaism has not been idle, for it has given
many illustrious names to the world. In
scientific and rcligious thought it has given a
Spinoza, in poetry a Heine, in theological
criticism a Moses Maimonides, in philosophy
a Moses Mendelssohn, and in music, that rare
composer, Felix Mendelssohn, a Jew by ex-
traction, but later a Christian. The same
Judzism has preduced a long line of princely
merchants, and in the financial world the
Rothschilds. It has also stood in the fore
front of benevolence as seen in the splendid
gifts of Sir Moses Montefiore and Baron

of

Mirsch.
The words “‘the glory of the people of
Israel” are yet to be fulfilled, when. accord-

ing to praphecy,. Christianity and Judaism are
to be united as cne family {a recogniiion of the
Messiah, whose advent we celebrate today.
The Jew may object to this kind of interpre-
tation. Very well, let us not urge it against
his conscience. Nevertheless he doubtless

teaches that, according to Scripture, there is |

to be a golden era in the future when all race
prejudices shall disappear and a universal
brotherhood begin. When that time comes
will there nct be the united conviction that
the sweetest strains this wearied earth ever
heard were these the angels sang centuries
ago, of “Peace on earth, good will to men.”

CATHEDRAL WAS CROWDED.
Large Congregations Attended the
Services of Yesterday.
Services at the cathedral yesterday were
more largely attended than those of any
other Christmas for scme years. The faet
that Christmas fell on Sunday, together
with the pleasant weather, undoubtedly ac-
counted for the general gatheriag of wor-
shippers. Solemn high mass was celebrated
at 5 o'clock, " Rev. James Reardon, of St.
Paul’'s seminary, preached the sermon,
Masses followed every ha.f hour untii 10:30
o’clock, when pontifizal high mass was cel
brated by Archbishop ireland. Present in the
sanctuary at this service were 100 sgmina-
rians, clad in the vestments of the church.
The scrmon was delivered by Rev. Father

Lawler, while Rev. Father Scheffer acted as |

master of ceremonies and Rev. Peter Meade
was assistant priest.

The decorations of the church were artis-
tic and elaborate. Instead of the usual deco-
rations of flowers, the altar was almost im-
penetrably banked with holdy, while the
sanctuary w2s thickly overhung with ever-

particularly effective the glittering ecandela-
filled with burning candies. Special
music was rendered, the most impressive se-
lection, in which Danz’s orchestra accom-
panied the organ, being ““The Messe Solo-
nelle,” by Ferdonai Dulcken. The soloists
were Mrs. S, V. Harris and Miss Millie Pott-
gieser, and Messrs Pau! Zumbach and J. F,
Gehan. Mrs. F. L. Hoffman presided at
the organ.

In his sermon Rev. Father Lawler took to
task the traducers of the Savior, who concede
His excellence as a humam being, but deny
His divinityv.

“By thelr own statements of Him,
lievers stand condemned.

They
know not who He is because they have
set aside His divinity. People must eiiher
deny Christ’s moral excellence altogsther, or
declare His divinity. There is no midd'e
ground. If Christ was not a divine being, He
was not a truthful man—He was not an
honest man—because He usurped divine hon-
ors; bhecause He claimed to be God. If
Christ was not a divine being, He was an
impostor, or an enthusiast unworthy of ad-
miration, or at least a vietim of hallucina-
tion. The character of Christ is inexplicable
without His divinity.”

Rev. W. W, Everts Celebrates His
Silver Amnniversary as a Minister.

Special Christmas services were held both
morning ard evening at the Woodiand Park
Baptist church yesterday.

I have baptized six persons since I came to
St. Paul a year ago, but there will be many
more if we all pray and labor for them.

PROPOSED GAME LAW.

What the New Interstate Measure
Provides,

Sportsmen will be interested in the pro-
posed game law, which is to be presented
to the new legislature as a result of the work
of the state commissioners of Michigan, In-
diana, Illinois, Minnesota, Wisconsin and
South Dakata, and which contains the follow-
ing provisions: i

Trout and whitefish prohibited in the great
lakes from Oect. 15 to Dec. 1.

Prohibiting the capture of any fish with
“hook or line, or any other device or means,
within 400 feet of a dam, between April 1
ard July 1 for the next five years.

Prohibiting the sale of fish in markets of
less than the following sizes: Black bass,
11 inches; black or siriped bass and recx
bass, 6 inches; biack or river croppie and
white croppie, 8 inches; yellow or ring perch,
7 inches; wall-eyed pike, 15 inches; pike, pick-
erel, 18 inches; buffalo fish, 5 inches; Ger-
man carp, 12 inches; sunfish, 6 inches: red-
eyed perch, 6 inches; catfish, 13 inches; white
perch, 10 inches.

Provides for license tax of $25
ident -deer  hunters and a $1 tax
dent deer hunters.

Declaring all game before and after killing

Providing a $5 fine for possession or killing
of any wild bird, and designating what a
game bird is; also, prohibiting under penalty
the destruction of wild birds’ nests, except in
cases where certificates for pursuit of birds
for scientific purposes are held. The English
or house sparrow is especially exempted from
this act.
