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The st vear has been & very prosperous
one ro?alhe employes of the Chicago Groat
Western shops. All departments have w\?rke—d
full time and all but the car workers’ de-
partment are still doing so. The exception
in the car workers' department is mgdo neces-
sary on account of the esrly darkness and
the iack of lighting faciiities. Other depart-
ments are at present working fu.ll time, and
two gangs have been for some time working
nights in the machinery depa‘rtmem.. Gen-
eral Foreman J. M. Robb, while talking to
a Globe reporter yesterday, said:

“Qur shops during the summer and at
present are working up to their full capacity,
and this applies to all departments excepting
the car deartment. We are at present em-
ploying here over 400 men, and are crow-ed
at that. The reazon for the moving of the
shops from here to Oelwein is that we need
more rocm for our work, which is con-
stantly growing.

“In the ncw chops at Oelwein we will have
ali the latest and best mcdern machinery,
and ail the motive power will be electricity.
By this means the company can save a great

deal, not by cutting down either wages or
men, but by the new improvement in the
new plant over our prerent one.

“Yes, 1 am going to Oelwein, and we ex-
pect to move some time during the latter
part of March or first of April, or perhaps
before that. I expect a large number of our
oid men will go with us; in fact, a canvass
has been made, and over half of the present
force had signified their intenticns and sald
they were going with the old shops.”’

We have
Just- clecsed contracts for ten new Baldwin
locomotives of the largest pattern,and 700 new
freight ears.

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NEEDS OF THE TROOPS

MILITIA OFFICERS WANT §$00,000
AT THE HANDS OF THE
LEGISLATURE

INCREASE COMPELS A RAISE

Old Members Say That the Efficiency
of the Guard Must Be Impaired
if It Tries to Get Along With Less
—Capt. LeMay Discussed Rela-
tions of Officers and Men — Na-
tional Guardsmen’s Meeting.

One would hardly have detected at
a glance at the National Guard asso-
ciation, when it held its annual meet-
ing at Conover hall yesterday, that
Minnesota had a regiment of troops as
far away as Manila. But he might
have observed on cloger inspection that
there were new faces to replace the
old, and many of the old ones there
had a southern sunburn, hardly bleach-
ed out yet even by the invigorating
winters of Minnesota.

Gen. W. B. Bend presided at the ses-
sicn, which was much briefer than has
usually been the case and much shorter
than it might have been but for the
recent decision of the supreme court
sustaining the military code of 1897.
Hitherto the sessions of the organiza-
tion have had to devote considerable
time to the adjustment of this code,
and yesterday all this problem was out
of the discussion, except as it was in-
cidental to the question of finances.

The men of the guard, especially the
old members, are insistent that they
shall secure from the state an appro-
priation for the coming two years com-
mensurate with the increase in the
guard, for they figure that it is strict-
ly an increase, as there is no doubt.
apparently, that the Thirteenth will be
back from Manila within the next two
years, whether the fighting regiment
desires to be re-enrolled in the ranks
of the state guard or not. The addi-
tion of a regiment to the guard means
the providing for about 800 or 900 men
more than the last military appropria-
tion provided for, and even then the
appropriation was insufficient for the
old organization of three infantry reg-
iments and one artillery battalion.

The oid members who participated
in the discussion at the session ves-
terday morning were unanimous that
the efficiency of the guard would be re-
duced if the enlarged guard was com-
pelled to get along on anything short
of the amount necessary for the full
equipment of the troops as organized,

After some argument it was decided
to refer the matter to a committee,
along with other questions of interest
to the guard.

After lunch at the Commercial club,
the committee, consisting of Col. Bob-
leter, of the Second regiment, chair-
man; Col. Van Duzee, Lieut. Col. John-
son and Maj. Wright, of the Third;
Maj. Libby, of the artillery battalion;
Col. Ham!in and Lieut. Col. March, of
the Fourth regiment, and Capt. Lam-
bert, of the artillery, appointed to draw
up the outlines of a plan for reorgani-
zalion, reported, asking $75,000 for
camp and general expenses and $15,000
for uniforms.

This met with a satisfactory recep-
tion, and the committee also recom-
mended that the guard should be re-
organized on the-same basis as the res-
ular army and kept in such shape that
it could be called out for active serv-
ice at any time.

The committee further recommended
that the legislature be asked to pro-
vide armories for the companies, or at
least to make a liberal provision for
armories, and especially in St. Paul and
Minneapolis.

The consensus of opinion was that
armories should be built in these two
cities which would be a credit to the
state and to the guard. In com-
munities where there were single com-
panies it might, perhaps, be more eco-
nomical to rent quarters, but, if the
state would make a reasonable provi-
sion for the rent, the citizens could no
doubt be persuaded to provide adequate
and creditable meeting places for the
boys.

One of the interesting features of the
afternoon session was a paper by Capt.
Le May, of the Twelfth regiment, Wi-
nona, who read a paper urging a strict-
er discipline in the guard. At Camp
Thomas and later at Knoxville Capt. Le
May was accused by the men under
him of being a pretty severe discipli-
narian, and he commended to the offi-
cers yesterday the policy of refraining
from social intimacy with the men of
their commands, such Intimacy having
an inclination to be subversive of dis-
cipline, which, while not especlally no-
ticeable in the ordinary affairs of the
guard, had a tendency to make such
discipline appear harsher than was
agreeable when a time of emergency
compelled its enforcement.

The association appointed a perma-
nent committee on legislation for the
session, which, in view of Col. Ham-
lin’s request to be left off, was consti-

' tuted as follows:

Col. Joseph Bobleter, of the Second;
Col. C. A. Van Duzee, of the Third;
Lieut. Col. Price, of the First: Maj. E.
D. Libbey, of the artillery, and Lieut.
Col. C. H. March, of the Fourth in-
fantry.

An invitation to attend the Lind re-
ception Tuesday evening was accepted
with thanks, and the members of the
association decided to attend, as far
as possible, in fatigue .uniform, with
side arms.

THIRD GETTING READY.

Hurrying Preparations for Its Trip
to Manila.

No orders for the Third regiment were re-
celved yesterday at the Army building, but
the officials are hurrying preparations to
equip it and put it in readiness for its ex-
pected transfer to the' Philippines. It is not
yet known what regiment will be sent to
Snelling to relieve the Third, and it is not
believed that the department will issue any
definite orders for the Third’s departure until
the relieving regiment has been selected, and
perhaps sent here.

While the officers are waiting they are
getting rid as rapidly as possible of the men
who are entitled to their discharge from the
Third. The Army building yesterday swarm-
ed with members of the regiment locking for
their final papers and pay. There are 340 men
in the regiment who are entitled to dis-
charge, and with but few exceptions all will
quit, as they do not care to go to Manila. As
rapldly as possible their places will be filled
with recruilts who will be enlisted for the
full term of three years. It is Col. Page's
wish that the regiment shall be as nearly full
as possible when it leaves this city for the
Philippines.

It is not yet settled whether the regiment
will embark at New York or San Francisco.

BEMENT COMING HOME.

Wiil Leave the Service and Resume
His Position.

Maj. Bement, who went to Manila, s now
on his way home to be discharged from the
service, He sailed from Manila in the steamecr
Senator, which will be due to arrive in San
Francisco in a few days. He will probably
arrive in St. Paul about the middle of Jan-
uary.

Myuj. Bement expects to resume his posi-
tion in the water department upon his return
to St. Paul.

THEIR REPORT ON
"~ WISCONSIN PLAN
STATE BOARD  OF CORRECTIONS

AND CHARITIES HAVE PRE-
-PARED IT

While Much of: the Badger State
System Commends Itself, the Lo-
cal Board Isn't in Favor of Abol-
ishing All Bosdrds.

The state board of corrections and
charities, at its meeting yesterday in
the state house;.completed its report on
the advisability. of adopting the Wis-
corsin system for the care of the in-

sane in this state.! The board, by reso-
luuon_ passed by the last legislature,
was directed to make an investigation
of the so-called ‘“Wisconsin plan.”

The report recommends the adoption
of this system.for Minnesota and ex-
haustively recites the merits of the sys-
tem, as compared with the present one
in vogue in this state.

Naturally the board is adverse to the
part of the plan which propnoses to
abolish the state board of corrections
and charities, and put all institutions
urder a board of control, similar to
In its report to the
legislature, on this point, it will say:

There are some provisions in the Wiszon-
sin law that we deem it neither necessary
not desirable to be written Into any legisia-
tion you may determine to adopt. We refer
especlally to the provision creating a state
board of control, having exclusive super-
vision of all the correctional, penal and
eleemosynary institutions of the state.

While conceding . that arguments in favor
of such a board in Wisconsin have much
force, we are nevertheiess fully convinced
that its creation in this state is not demanded
by any exigencies of the situation, since we
now have & board of trustees for the insane,
composed of ahle and conscientious gentle-
men, who would discharge the additloaal
duties pertalning to the supervision of county
€ same zeal and disinterest-
edness as have hitherto characterized their
service for the state. Besides, to create a
new board, with a liberal salary list, would,
we fear, invite the active interposition of
the spoilsman and tend to place in the hands
of political partisans those positions of trust
that heretofore, to the great credit of our
state, have been bestowed in recognition of
fitness alone.

The revort will be presented to the
legislature next week.

SIXTEEN ARE LAID UP

TWELVE FIREMEN SUFFERING
FROM GRIP, FOUR FROM EX-
POSURE AT DULUTH

CHIEF COOK'S FORCE SHORT

So He Reports to a Meeting of the
Fire Board—A Contract for Hose
Lost to a Company Because Its

Bid Contained a Clause Call-
ing for the Payment of In-
terest.

At a meeting of the fire board held
last evening Tate & Co., of Chicago,
were awarded the contract for fur-
nishing the department with 2,000 feet
of White Anchor hose, at $1 per foot,
and 500 feet of chemical engine hose at
36 cents per foot.

The Gutta Percha Hose company, of
Chicago, handed in bids at the same
figure, but as the bid provided for 7
per cent interest on deferred payments
Tate & Co. secured the entire contract.
It has been the custom for the board
to divide up the contract between the
two firms, but the interest clause in the

Gutta Percha company’s bid prevented

this. :

Chief Cook reported twelve men sick
with grip in the department, and that
four of the company which was sent
to the coal dock fire at West Superior
were also sick with pneumonia and
fever caused by exposure and the
fumes of the coal gas.

Griggs Bros. were awarded the con-
tract for furnishing the department
with 10,000 bushels of oats and 275 tons
of hay. The figures of the successful
bidder were 283 cents for oats and
$5.30 for hay.

Chief Cook recommended the pur-
chase of 115,000 common brick to build
& hospital stable at No. 10 engine house
on Randolph street and a new stable
at engine house No. 4, Tenth street and
Broadway; also, 41,000 Chaska sewer
brick and 33,000 vitrified brick for new
floors in stables at central fire hall, and
engine houses at Delos and Clinton
streets and Tenth street and Broadway.
The secretary was authorized to adver-
tise for the brick.

The communication from C. W. Horr
as to the purchase by the department
of appliances to allow street cars to be
operate while hose was stretched across
the tracks was reported back from the
committee on machinery with the
statement that the department was not
the proper party to furnish the appli-
ances.
