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mute witness, the corpse of Mrs. John
G. Bauer.

INQUIRY IS PROMISED.
The promise of Trustee Block, the

resident member of the board of man-
agers of the state hospital, that an in-
vestigation would be made into the
death of Mrs. Bauer, should be kept.

Nora lodge, Knights of Pythias, of
Minneapolis, of which "Winquist was
a member, has appointed a committee
consisting of John A. Hagman and G.
J. Skarness to make its own inquiry.

The board of trustees owes it to it-
Beli and to the people of the state that
a public investigation should be made,
not only of both these cases, but of the
other cases of cruelty and improper
treatment of patients which have been
made from time to time. Two cases
corning to light so closely together
make such an inquiry imperative. The
quasi-public inquiry which recently re-

sulted in a whitewash of the former
management of the Winona normal
school should not be tolerated in this
case.

A physician left the institution last
spring because of his suspected ac-
tions toward the female part of the
population. He was permitted to re-
sign. Julius H. Black knows why.

Secretary T. H. Titus, of Rochester,
a member of the board, was asked con-
cerning the case recently by The
Glob c. Mr. Titus declared that the
board inquired into the charges at that
time, and that they only involved one
other. He was exonerated of any
blame.

Did the state know of this investiga-

ter hospital to Rochester has been giv-
en above.

MAY INVESTIGATE TODAY.
Secretary Jackson said yesterday:

"The board of corrections and charities
has nothing to do with the investiga-
tion, unless the governor directs them
to take a hand, and this is not at all
likely, as it is understood that the I
board of trustees has, decided to take
the matter in their hands. The board
is also responsible to the governor, and
the report will be made to him. I will
leave this evening for Nicollet county
to look up a poorhouse and will doubt-
less be present as an interested spec-
tator during the session of the board.

have been limited to a very few hours,
even if he went without either break-
fast or luncheon, and he did not look
the part when he returned.

The sensation of the day yesterday,
in legislative politics, was the exploita-
tion by an evening paper of a startling

candidate.

Langum's friends who were in the
city warmed the wires with telegrams

for a few minutes after they first heard
the claims of the Martin people, and
yesterday the interest in the minor
tights was subordinated in the minds
of the minor candidates themselves.

Sweningsen, who was claimed by

some of the Martin people, repudidated
it. Young, who was claimed by the
same element, repudiated it, and so
did Knatvold, of Freeborn; Greer, of
Wabasha, and others.

The paper in question also intimated
that l>owling might retire from the
fiyht and elect Martin. It also inti-
mated that Dowling, by throwing his
strength to Langum, might elect the
latter.

The storm that these stories creat-
ed the Martin enthusiasts to repudiate
the publication as unauthorized, al-
though they say that they believe
they can come into the caucus with
fifteen or sixteen votes on the first bal-
lot. If that is true, it means that they
will lead easily.

Langum is conceded nine votes, and
claims not less than a dozen; Van
Duzee is credited with five, and Verity
expects to come into the first count
with double figures.
It is expected that a turn will be

taken in the fight today which will

WOULO SETTLE ANY

EXPANSIONIST

SAYS A RETURNED SOLDIER

G. W. Kolir, Who Was Connected
the KijfUteentli, Sayi Only Snch
News as la Wanted to Get Ont
Comes to This Country Incident
in Connection With the Stoip at
Guam.

O. W. Rohr, who was connected with
the medical corps of the Eighteenth
infantry, arrived in St. Paul yesterday.
Mr. Rohr accompanied the regiment to
Manila, leaving Han Francisco June 14,
and arriving at Manila July 16. He is
stopping with friends here and expects
to locate in St. Paul, which he declares
is God's country, as compared to the
Philippines.

**Iam not an expansionist," said Mr.
Rohr, "and to those who favor such amove, all I can say is that if they
would spend a couple of months at
Manila they would immediately change
tneir opinion.

"There were fourteen of us in the
medical corps of the Eighteenth andTwenty-third infantry, and the Third
artillery, and 1 am the only one left
alive. It seems like a dream to me,
but I can tell you it was the stern
reahty down there."

Mr. Rohr was on the flagship China,
which accompanied the second expedi-
tion of American troops to Manila, andrelates how, when they stopped at
Lruam, on the way down, and threwseveral shells into the town, the gover-
nor of the island come out in a boatand apologized for not having powderto return the salute.

Mr. Rohr was at the front at bothnaitles before Manila and gives a vividdtscrlption of the scenes attending thetaking of Manila. He says that thedty could have been taken long before
it was had there been the right kind ofco-operation between the commanding
officers of the navy and land forces.The medical supplies, he also says
were not as plentiful as they might
have been, and he cites instances where
in the trenches it was impossible tosecure bandages for the wounded sol-diers.

Red Cross supplies, which were for-
warded by the San Francisco society
and were supposed to be distributedamong the soldiers, Mr. Rohr says
were taken by the sutlers and sold to
the troops. People are being misled,
Mr. Rohr says, as to the real conditionof affairs in the Philippines, and onlysuch information as was wanted to get
out came to this country. He left .Ma-nila Oct. 11 and was obliged to stay atHong Kong for seventeen days owingto illness. After recovering he visitedCanton and Pekin and brought homewith him a trunk full of souvenirs andphotographs taken in China.

He says there is much sicknessamong the troops at Manila, and th«climate is very severe on the men Thetrouble with the insurgents has, in hisopinion, just commenced and will beserious before it is over. He antici-pates that the government will havetrouble in securing volunteers for duty
on the island, as it is certain those whoare tnere now will come heine as soonas possible and will spread the newsas to the country.

dreds of Dollars Every Day l'n-

Board Will Be Allowed to Plant

Trees on Lexington Avenue.

The committee on streets from the
board of aldermen discussed the or-
dinance prohibiting the use of salt and
sand on the streets at its meeting yes-
terday afternoon and then laid the
measure over.

In answer to Inquiries made by City
City Clerk Jensen letters were read
from Chicago, Milwaukee, Ehiluth and j
Minneapolis relative to ordinances j
touching on the salt and sand proposi-
tion.

In Chicago the matter had been agi-
tated, but no ordinance was in force.
In Milwaukee the same condition of
affairs existed. In Emluth an ordi-
nance was on the books, but not en-
forced. Minneapolis reported that an
ordinance touching the matter had
been passed in 1893, but had been de-
clared unconstitutional. The statement
was also made that in the Mill City
"salt was never used, and only a little
sand," by_ the street railway company.

Aid. Reeves informed the committee
that he had a conversation recently
with Supt. Smith, of the street railw_ay
company, during which the superin-
tendent said that if the ordinance- was
passed prohibiting the use of salt and
sand on the tracks, it would be impos-
sible -to move the cars owing to there
being so many hills in the city. Aid.
Reeves further said that it was not
probable that the company would spend
hundreds of dollars every day unless itwas necessary.

The resolution passed by the assem-
bly placing Lexington avenue, between
Summit and Como park, under thejurisdiction of the park board for the
purpose of planting trees, was recom-
mended to pass.

The substitute ordinance granting to
Joesting & Schilling a twenty-five
years' lease on lots 5 and 6, block 2
Marshall's addition to West St. Paul,
for recommended for passage. The
lots are on the West side levee, and the
change made in the ordinance was suchas to prevent the grantees from selling
the lease without the consent of the
council.

The resolution authorizing the em-
ployment of two garbage inspectors, at
salaries of $55 per month, by the health"
commissioner, was recommended forpassage. Last year the inspectors were
paid only $50 per month, but as the
street railway company has ceased is-
suing free transportation to the inspec-
tors tho additional $5 was added for
street car fare. The Inspectors will bepaid from the general fund, the sameas during the past year.

Without discussion the ordinance
making at a misdemeanor to ride ahead
of or accompany on bicycles fire appa-
ratus when responding to an alarmwas recommended to be adopted.

The street railway company was by
resolution, ordered to stop cars on the
Union depot loop, on Sibley street
north of Third street.
