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JUMPED ON JOHNSON

PRELIMINARY SKIRMISH IN THE
SENATORIAL FIGHT WON BY
THE OPPOSITION

BOTH HOUSES AGAINST HIM

Thomas Baker, of Cass, an Opponent
of the Ex-Congressman, Selected
for Speaker of the House—Leg-
islation Contemplated Will Have
to Do With the Divorce and Pro-
hibition Laws—~Slate Selected.

BISMARCK, Jan. 2.—(Speclal.)—Cau-
cuses were held this afternoon by the
Republicans of both the senate and
house and the preliminary skirmishes
in the senatorial battle went against
the Johmson forces. Both the uppeg
and lower bodies were carried by the
opposition, and Johnson stock is suffer-
ing from a severe dump. It is claimed
by the friends of the ex-congressman
that the setback is not serious, but
those opposed to his candidacy are
elated over the outcome of the first
test of strength.

Aside: from the election of a senator,
the most important matters to come

The Phohibitionists desire to have
one of their number installed as a
state prosecuting officer, empowered
to prosecute offenders in any part of
the state.

Another important matter to come
before the legislature will be the mat-
ter of prescribing rates for the
government of charges by common
carriers. The last legislature passed
a law of this nature, and the United
States court has just filed a decision
pronouncing against the rates that
were promulgated by the railroad com-
mission under the provisions of the
law. An effort will be made to have
another law passed to govern the same
matter.

CUBANS INSISTENT.

Will Not Surrender Their Arms Un-
til Paid.

HAVANA, Jan. 2.—The :ontinuance
of the Cubans in arms is the most puz-
zling question connected with the ad-
ministration of the island. The nego-
tiations for the payment of the soldiers
are to be conducted from Washington,
s0 as to relieve Gen. Brooke of this dif-
ficulty. For the present the Cuban
commanders are holding their men
closely together and under discipline.
Gen. Davis, military governor of the
department of Pinar del Rio, has gone
into the matter fully with Gen. Mario
Menocal and other Cuban commanders.
They say that they expect the United
States to pay them, and that they will
not disband until they get an answer,
The majority of military observers
here seem to think that probably the
eariest way out is to make the pay-
ment, taking a mortgage on the rev-
enues of Cuba in the form of bonds,

There aré probably 35,000 men able to
work, but now sponging on their coun-
try. If paid off on condition that their
arms are surrendered they would have
no excuse for not working.

HE REVEALED LITTLE

JUDGE DAY TALKS ABOUT WORK
OF THE PARIS PEACE COM-
MISSION

SPAIN WAS :FAI;_RI'.Y TREATED

Speaker Conv:ye‘db Little Informa-
tion Beyond That Fact and That
the Task Was Not So Difficult as
Has Been Generally Presumed—
Cleverly Avolded Discussion of
Probable Poliey in the Far East.

CANTON, O., Jan, 2.—Judge William
R. Day, president of the peace commis-
sion at Paris, and late secretary of
state, received a welcome home this
evening which took the form of a ban-
quet at the Burnett house, given by the
Stark County Bar association.

Hon. W. W. Lynch, who was Judge
Day’s law partner in their younger
days, but who now devotes his time
principally to railroad manage.nents,
was master of ceremonies. Judge
George R. Baldwin, one of the oldest
practitioners at the local bar and a
very intimate friend of the guest of
honor, delivered the welcoming address
to which Judge Day responded. -~

Judge Day paid a high tribute to the
egal fraternity of Stark county, clos-

ing with an eloquent reference to Presi-
dent McKinley, a member of the asso-
ciation, and reciting his devotion to
the country during the war and the in-
cidents leading thereto. He then spoke
as follows of the matters which took
himself and his colleagues to Paris:

‘“Recognizing that there are certain mai-
ters which may not properly be discussed on
an occagion of this kind, I think I may,
nevertheless, say something to my brethren
of the bar of the events which have occurrsd
in the period of our separation.

“If I were called upon to state the most
gratifying circumstance of our forelgn rela.
tions during the war it would be found in
the uniformiy cordial and hearty friendship
of the English natfon before and during the
struggle. Observing the obligations of neu.
trality and never stepping outside the re-
quirements of international law, we had the

sympathy and good will of that great power.
I do not believe either nation seeks or would
be ited by a formal alliance.

‘‘Nevertheless, the experlence of cordial re-
lations between people kindred by blood,
speaking the same language and having the
same ideals of civil liberty and goood govern-
ment, 18 a fect the potency of which can
hardly be overestimated.

“I have been asked about the work of the
commission viewed from a lawyer’s stand-
point. I think I may say something to you
about it. In view of the propertles of the
occasion I shall ask you to treat it in pro-
fessional confidence. On the 12th of August
the protocol of Washington was executed. It
may be said to have been the preliminary
contract, whose final execution was to be
embodied in the treaty.

““As to Cuba, Porto Rlco, minor West In-
dian islands and an island in the Ladrones,
it was capable of execution by a simple deed
of cession of these islands, except Cuba,
where final relinquishment of Spanish sove-
relgnty was required. As to the Philippine
iglands, disposition, government and
control wag left for final determination in the
treaty.

AMERICANS WERE FAIR.

“I have often been asked how it was pos-
sible to make progress in & commission lav-
ing equal representation from ths two nations.
Whilst this fact did not prevent the fullest
disoussion, the United States having made
all the concessions which it belleved just
and fair, was obliged to insist that its terms
be accepted. The publiications of the pro-
ceedings will show that nothing can be fur-
ther from the truth than to assume that the

The peasant inquired how it ought to
be done up, and the officlal sharply replied
that it was not his business to tell him. Here
a gentleman intervened on the peasant's be-
half, but was told by the officlal that if he
had any fault to find he had better complain
to the superintendent. The gentleman did so,
but was told that postal officials could nog
be expected to teach the public, and that if
he was not satisfied he had better complain
to the director. The gentleman hereupon
pulled out a card and said:

“I have no time to go to the director. I
request you to go to him yourseif and tell
him that I erder him to come here instantly
and himself Instruct this man how to make
up this parcel.”

The superintendent looked at the card and
trembled when he read the name of the Arch-
duke Louis Selvator. The director lost no
time in coming. He stormed at the superin-
tendent, who in turn stormed at the officlal,
and all three nearly fell over each other in
their zeal to show the peasant how to do up
his parcel. A more carefully made up peck-
age probably never passed through the Aus-
trian postoffice.
