MINNEAPOLIS, Jan. 2—Mayor Pratt
and the old regime gave way to Mayor
Gray and the new administration this
afternoon. Mayor Gray was staried
on his career as chief oxecutive at 2
o'clock. The ceremonies were held in
the council chambers, in the presence
of as many as could gain access to the
room and the corridor adjacent. Re-

ring  Mayor Pratt delivered his
valedictory and retired from the arena
of municipal affairs.

Mayor Gray delivered his inaugural
address, making a declaration of his
views as to how a city ought to be gov-
erned, and announcing his policy for
the coming two yvears. In part he sald:

is inherently weak and cannot bring
forth permanent good resuits. It would be
better to have the estimates for each depart-
ment passed upon by experts not in any way
connected with the expenditure of the sums
asked for, and who would act after having
heard the reasons for or against any fixed
sum for an appropriation.

Rotrenchment should not mean a spasm of
yeform. It ought to be the permanen: pol-
icy of the municlpal government to spend a
smaller sum per capita of. its population for
public purposes. When money has to be
squeezed out of hard-pressed taxpayers it is
right that work should be squeezed out of
well-paid taxeaters. Wherever it can be doue,
one salary should be made to grow where
two salaries grew before.

There are still some unfinished works in
pur midst. It seems inevitable that the city
hail, the city hospital and the reseryvoir, hav-
ing been begun, shall be finished. But it
does not seem right that Minneapolis should
issue any more bonds at present. The 5 per
cent limit is the rule in cities, and it has
commended itself to the best financial judg-
ment as being fair, practical and necessary.
To raise the limit to 10 per cent by inducing
the people to vote special bonds is’ a subter-
fuge that can result only in disaster if per-
sisted in. Public opinion should be firmly
set against it before it is too late. The works
that have been undertaken ought to be fin-
ished out of surplus revenue supplemented
by small special levies.

During the past year there has been con-
siderable discussion of the method of as-
sessing water mains, sidewalks and sireet
sprinkling. The assessment is made in ad-
vance of doing the work. Whenever any por-
tion is annulled, rebates are made through
engineers’ certificates. It would be more
businesslike in the case of water mains and
sidewalks to do the work first and make the
#ssessments afterwards. This would stop an-
nulments and the consequent bookkeeping and
the frequent total less to property owners.
The council would, of course, be obliged to

find a fund for the first year's work, to put ;

the plan in operation.

In the matter of street lighting consider-
able reduction has been made in the past five
years in the cost of electric light, the fall
being from $150 and $i125 per lamp paid in
1894, to $112 and $96 offered for 1899. With
these reductions this city is still paying about
40 per cent more than St. Paul and about 40
per cent more than Detroit, which makes its
own electric light. There is apparently a
fleld for fruitful investigation here.

A committee of the last council investigated
the police and fire departments, and reported
some abuses in rather general terms. The al-
legations of the use of liquor in the polica
department will be further investigated, and
the discipline of the force improved wherever
it is found to be below the necessities of law
and order.

This being ended the announcement
by the new mayor of his superintendent
of police was awaited with a hushed
interest that was intense. The nom-
inee, as was not entirely unexpected,
was James G. Doyle.

It had been predicted that there
would be objection in case Mr. Doyle
were the nominee, but the council con-
firmed him without a dissenting vote.

Following the ceremonies of inaugur-
ation the new council proceeded to ef-
fect its organization. During the morn-
ing both the Republicans and the
Democrats had been in session. The
Republican slate as agreed upon was
presented ard officers and officials were
elected as follows: :

30,000 FEET
AT THE BIG STORE

ANOTHER FLOOR AT THE TOP OF
OLSON'S MAGNIFICENT
HOUSE

Tae Necessities of Business Have
Crowded Out All Workrooms and
Surplus Stock Space——About One-
Fifth. Added ta the  Salesroom
Space—Winter Improvement at
a Great Emporium.

The New Year's Incident at Olson’s Big
Store is the addition of 30,000 square feet
of floor space to the establishment. There
are few stores in Minneapolis that have a
total of floor space so great .as that which
was added during the few weeks of the
holiday season. It is almost impossible to
comprehend how great an area the business
of the Big Store really occupies. If the whole
square from Nicollet to First avenue south
and from Fourth to Fifth street were one
great smooth floor; it would not cover the
arca which is now embraced in the Big
Store floors. The grand total is about 140,000
square feet,

Five years ago, when .the. Big Store was
opened, the wiseacres said this was more
than the town would support under. one
roof. They said the business would not
justify the expenditure. At ‘that time only
three floors were fitted up; the basement,
the street floor and the second floor. The
third floor was reserved for surplus stock,
workrooms, etc. PN Ty S

Within the last year or two ‘the surplus
stockroom had to be fitted with a double
deck, and goods  were crowded into space
so small that at times it was impossible to
handle them economically. Werkrooms were
built up under the false mansard roof and
every available nook and corner was given
over to some department of the great store's
many industries,

A few weeks before Christmas there was

erected on First avenue south, near the mid-
dle of the block occupied jointly by Olsoa’s
and the Century building, a great ungainly
scaffolding, which lcoked not unlike a light-
house in midocean. On the 'top, Which was
connected by a passage-way in the alley, to
the rear of the Century building ‘and also
the Big Store, a lot of men were kept busy
at work. The public generally supbosed there
Wwas some improvement going on in the Cen-
tury building. AN the while General Olson
was busy planning for the biggest Christmas
trade Minneapolis has ever seen, and noth-
ing was said about what was going on aloft;
not, however, on the Century building, Lut
on the top of the Big Store.
_ It may not be generally-known, but tlie fact
is that the architect in planning the foun-
dation and walls- of the Big Store made them
heavy enough to support a building eight
stories in height. What the workmen were
doing was putting in one of these storics.
This will be the fourth, oceupying the space
which in the front is given over to_the false
mansard. . - it

So far as the public is corcerned this new
fourth floor of the- Big' Store has its ‘chief
interest in that it will be occupied by the
workrooms, surplus stockrooms, eteé;, which
are now crowding necessary salesrooms be-
low. In other words, it will efable the Min-
neapolis public to find what they want in
practically every department of merchandis-
ing at Olscn’s with a little better advantage
than has ever been afforded. ¥

It will give to the salesroom of the Big
Store about one-fifth more space than has ever
been available up to this time. All the de-
partments will be relieved, more or ‘Fess, *and
the public will be the gainer in comfort and
converience.

The fourth floor will have, besides surplus
stockrooms, wor for the manufacture
of wrappers and similar products, mer-
chant tailoring department, refitting
rooms, mail order department, receiving and
shipping rooms, lecture room fer the in-
struction of the employes in their duties,
carpenter shop, studio, ete. floor is
lighted by skylights, which open through the
roof along the sides, corresponding with the
street fronts, making this one of the finest
workrooms in the city.

In the store proper there will be compara-
tively few changes required by the additional
floor. The elevators will go one story high-
er and the stairway will be extended. This
practically covers the changes. Thae main
light well will remain the same, a false wall
being erected around the light well on the
upper floor. The aMey walls, which are of
substantial brick construction from the foun-
dations, were carried up <olid the full story.

Gereral Olsen declined to say what changes
were to be made beyond the fact of a gen-
eral spreading out of the departments. He
sald he had some plans under consideration,
bu.t he preferred to spring them as a sur-
prise when he had them fully matured.

its now established, such charter shall re-
quire a three-fourths majority vote of the
quaiified voters voting at such election to
change the patrol-limits now established.
Before any city shall ircorporate under this
act the legislatura shall preseribe by law the
general limits within which such charter
shall be framed.

Such charter, so deposited, may ba
amended by proposal therefor made by a
board of fifteen commessioners aforesaid, pub-
lished for at least thirty days in three news-
papers of general clrculation in such city or
viilage, and accepted by three-fifths of the
quaiified voters of such city or village voting
at tho next election ard not otherwise; but
such charter shall always be in harmony
with and subject to the constitution and laws
of the state of Mi The legisiature
may prescribe the duties of the co i

Such commission shall have general super-
intendence of the construction of state roads
and bridges and shall use such fund in the
construction thereof and distribute the same
in the several counties in the state upon an
equitable basis. Provided, further, that no
county shall receive in any year more than
three (3) per cent. or less than one-half
(%) of one (1) per cent. of the total fund thus
provided, and expended during such year;
and provided further that no more than one-
third (1-3y of such fund accruing in any year
shall be expended for bridges, and in no
case shall more than one-third (1-3) of the
cost of constructing or improving any road
or bridge be g_aid by the state frcm such fund,

Sec. 2. he above proposed amendment
shall be submitted to the people of the state
for their approval or rejection at the gemeral
election to be held in the year 1898, and the
returns of the vote cast shall be made and
canvassed as the vote on constitutional
amendments is returned and canvassed and
proclamation made; and if a majority of the
voters present and voting at any such general
election shall vote in favor of such bill, it

to section one (1) of article fourteen (14), and
the proposed amendment to section thirty-six

amendment to article nine (9) establishing the
state road and bridge fund, and providing for
the appointment of a state highway commis-
