GOV. ROOSEVELT'S CODE.

Will Pardon No Wife Murderers

Nor Habitual Criminals.

ALBANY, N. Y., Jan. 8.—Gov. Roosevelt
has established a code of rules to govern
his consideration and determination of ap-
plicants for pardons and commutations of
sentence. He will not exercise executive
clemency in behalf of a man who has been
convicted of murdering or abusing his wife,
nor will he pardon any habitual criminal.
His mercy will be shown only to those whose
sentences seem to have been severe, or whose

commission of & crime was the result of ine
fluence.

WAGE CLAIMS.

New Point in Regard to the Bank-
ruptey, Law.

CHICAGO, Jan. 3.—A new point in regard
to the application of the bankruptcy law, as
passed by the United States court of appeals.
The national bankruptey law provides that
wages due workmen  for service performed
within three months shall be given priority of
payment among the debts. The statutes of
Illinols make the priority of claim provision
but make no time limit. The court today
decided that the Illinois statute did not give
the laborer any further priority of claim
than that provided for under the national
bankruptey act. This point, it is said, has
never before been passed upon.
