COUNCIL APPEALS TO LEGISLA-
TURBE TO UNRAVEL THE MAR-
KET HOUSE TANGLE -

DESIRE TO BOND THE CITY

Assemblyman Benson Secures the
Passage of Resolution Asking
Legislature to Empower City to

Issue Bonds for the Purpose of

Bailding a Market House——Prop-
osition to Lease Building Lost.

The assembly last evening voted
down a resolution directing the city
clerk to advertise for bids for the lease
of Market hall, and passed a resolu-
tion asking for special legislation to
permit the city to issue bonds to the
amount of $150,000 for the purchase of
a site and the erection of a suitable
public market. Assemblyman Albrecht
also came to the front with a request
for legislation to have the telephons
and streel car companles included in
the act, creating the railroad and
warehouse commission.

The Market hali resolution was in-
troduced by Assemblyman Benson. Af-
ter reciting the fact that the present
market accommodations are totally in-
adequate to accommodate the large
number of persons engased In market-
Ing and pointing out that the council
is powerless to act without the aid of
the legislature the resolution pro-
vides:

That the common council of the city of St.
Paul does hereby decide it to be of the first
importance to the city of St. Paul and the
citizers that proper stops be taken in the im-
{‘n-rtdia-te future to provide a ncw pubiic mar-
cet.

Further Resolved, That the legislature of
the state of Micnesota is herebly requested
to pass a law applicable to cities simiiarly
situated to the city of St. Paul, which shail
authorize any city belonging to such class,
acting by &nd through its common couneil
or other governing body, to execute, issue
and negotiate bon2s of such city in such de-
nomination and bringingz such rates of int r-
est as such council or governing body shall
determine, the aggrezate of such indebtedness
not to excerd the sum of $130 62, for the pur-
pose of raisinz sufficient funds to purchase
an apprepriate site for a public market, and
to provide for the ercction of approrriate
butldings thereon, and authorize such city to
provide for the payment of sucdh bonds by
levying a tax therefor, to b> levied in the
came way as other taxes are levied and col-
lected in sald ecity.

Another clause provided for the ap-
pointment of a committee of three al-
dermen and three assemblymen, to be
named by the presiding officer in each
body, to attend to the introduction of
a proper measure into thé legislature.

Assemblyman Albrecht thought that
further time should be given for con-
sideration, but the resolution passed
with only his vote in the negative. The
chair appointed Assemblymen Benson,
Thompson and Warner to act on the
committee in behalf of the assembily.

Then Assemblyman Benson took an
inning with the Market hall proposi-
tion by introducing a resolution direct-
ing the city clerk to advertise for pro-
posals for the lease of the east 120
feet of the Market hall or of the same
space on the first floor and basement,
This aroused a storm of opposition.
Assemblyman Craig moved to refer to
the buildings committee, and Assem-
blymen Albrecht and Nelson thought
it should be voted down. Finally Mr
Benson explained that he had intro-
duced the resoiution merely as a feel-
er at the request of one of the alder-
men. It was defeated, with only As-
sembiymen Benson and Warner votlng
In the affirmative.

A resolution by Assemblyman Ai-
brecht, requesting the legisiature to
enact legislation providing that ail
persons, firms or corporations engaged
in the business of maintaining and
operating telephone and street rail-
way lines be declared common ecarriers
and subject to the act creating the
state railroad and warehouse commis-
sion, was passed unanimously. Copies
of the resolution were directad sent to
each of the representatives and sen-
ators.

On motion of Assemblyman Dix it
was voted to give the use of Market
hall to the retall grocers on Feb. 14,
15 and 16 for the holding of the annual
convention of the state association of
retail grocers. The rental was fixed
at §10 per day.

An ordinance, by Assemblyman Nel-
son, prohlbiting the future construc-
tion of wooden sidewalks in any por-
tion of the city and providing for the
regulation of the Jlaying of cement
sidewalks, was referred to the commit-
tee on streets.

The committee on public buildings,
property and markets was directed to
have the sheds at the Market hall on
Seventh street torn down at an ex-
pense not to exceed $200.

Over a hundred liquor licenses were
granted and without debate, except in
the application of Frea C. Eggert at
434 Robert street, which was held up
on the representation of Assemblyman
Carig that Eggert had been in trouble
on a charge of having sold liquor to
minors. The matter was referred back
to the committee.

The usual monthly bills and ac-
counts were allowed, and the contract
of J. H. Boyer for scavenger work in
the Fourth district, at $2,650, was ap-
proved.

VICTORY FOR KITTSON.

Supreme Court Decides Against Min.
nesota Savings Bank Recelvers.

The tangled transactions of John F. Baker,
Al Kittson and William F. Bickel, allas the
Minnesota Savings bank, were the subject of
a decision by the supreme court vesterday In
favor of Kittson, the sylabys of which is as
follows:

Fred N. Dick-on et al., recelvers of Minne-
sota .Savings Bank, respondents, vs. John
F. Baker et al., defendants; Aifred S, Kitt-
son, appeliant.

The trustees of a savings association occupy
a fiduciary relation to ite depositors.

An agreement by a trustee for a considera-
ion, moving to himself to secure the elee-
tion of another to the office of trustee, con-
stitutes a breach of trust and is vold ocn
grounds of public policy, and a promissory
mote given for such a promi=e is void, being
founded on an illegal consideration.

In this case the trustee took the notes, glv-
en in consideration of such agreement, pay-
eble directly to the association, and then
transferred them to it, the trustees who ac-
cepted them having full knowledge of the
conzideration for which they were given.
Held, that the association stoed in no bet-
ter position than the trustee to whom they
were given.

Except as otherwice provided by statute as
to convevances by the debtor in fraud of his
creditors and as to unlawful preferences hy
him of one creditor over others, an assignee
in a general assignment for the benefit of
creditors stands in the shoes of his assignor,
and what would be a defense against the_lat-
ter will be a good defense against the former.

Held, also, that upon the facts of this case
the maker of the notes was not estopped to
set up their illegality as a defense to a suit
by the assignee of the association, or by re-
celvers appointed by the court In place of
the original assignee. Order reversed.

CASH REGISTER FIGHT.

National Officials Held to Answer
for Alleged Conspiracy.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Jan. 5.—John H. Pat-
terson, president-of the National Cash Regis-
ter company, of Dayton, O.; John Crane, gen-
eral manager; D. B. Perkins, Columbus
agent; N. F. Thomas, Cincinfiati agent; Myer
N. Jacobs, Plttsburg agent, and Thomas Sav-
age, a salesman of the National Cash Reglster
company, were held for court today by Ald.
McMasters, of this city, charged by W. H.
Gill, of the Hallwood Cash Register company,
of Columbus, O., with conspiring to defraud
the Hallwood company, and with attempting
to ruin {ts business. Messrs. Patterson,
Crane, Perkins and Thomas, who remained
away from Pittsburg, were represented by
Attorney A. A. Thomas, of Chicago, and Al-
vin McCaulay, of Dayton, O. Attorneys Clar-
ence Burleigh and R. B, Scandrett, the latter
the man who kldnaped Chris Von der Ahe
from St. Louls, stated that the four Jefend-
ants could be extradited from the state of
Ohio.

The case was rather sensational, especially
when W. R. Swan, a former employe of Mr.
