Capt Lambert's
friends are making a hard hustle for
him, and hope to land the plum. Tie
has a number of officers in the national
guard who are warmly supporting his
candidacy and promise to make the
contest a fipht to the end, even if they
are defeated. Capt. Wood's friends,
too, are leaving no stone unturned to
secure him the place.

It is apparently settled that Dr. A.
J. Stone is to be the next surgeon gen-
eral. This office, for one which is
purely honorary, hap been the subject
of a decided battle. Dr. E. H. Whii-
comb, of this city, took the field early
and friends by the s,core, yes, by the
hundred, have gone, written or sent to
the governor urging the appointment.
Dr. Stone, too, has had some very
eager friends at court, and the gov-
ernor is reported to be very favorably
disposed toward him.* * *
It is likely that there willbe a con-

test 'at the -meeting of the Ramsey
county organization this evening to see
which of them shall receive the in-
dorsement of the county committee.
The friends of Whiteomb lay stress on
the fact that when the Spanish war
broke out he was one of the first to
tender his services to the governor,
and offered to go and serve his state.

The other committees, how-
ever, and notably that of Indian affairs,
have some important work before thorn.

Senator Ives is on claims, federal af-
fairs, military affairs and normal
schools.

It is said,
however, that this was the First ward- j
er's own request after the fight with
Horton for the judiciary chairmanship
became imminent.

-There are many meth-
ods of the university that have been

J and are still causes of complaint

among the educators of the state. The
matter of the way certain papers from
state high schools have been examined
there has been a constant source of
dissatisfaction. Ithas been claimed by
high school principals that papers
which they themselves have examined
and found satisfactory through
some system of the state uni-
versity not received the attention they
should. It has been said that the ex-
amination of the papers is paid for out
of the university funds to some of the
favored students or some of the pro-
fessors \u25a0who have time hanging on
their hands. Then the system of ac-
crediting certain schools* and refusing
to admit the graduates of others has
caused some more dissatisfaction. Thegraduates of certain state high schoo:a
cannot secure admission to the univer-
sity, it is said, without passing an
examination, while the certificates
which their own state university re-
fuses to honor are passports to every
educational institution in America ex-
cept Yale and Harvard.

The university insists on certain
preparatory studies and it is claimed
that any scholar can be coached to
take the matricualtion examination
along: this line, but still not possess as
good a fundamental education as
others who are refused admission.
These are but a few of the complaints
which state educators make. •

The past connection between the of-
fice of state superintendent of the state
high school board and the state uni-
versity is such that a change had been
hoped for. Just to enow how close
one administration of the department
follows another and how close it all is
to the university is seen in the fact
that Prof. Kiehle goes from one office
to»a chair at the university. At the
sulnmer school Prof. Kiehle is given a
prominent place In the work, so is
Prof. Kiehle's son, so is his daughter,
so, it is said, is a relative named Mrs.
Gray and her husband. "Whether or
not this is the same Prof. Gray as is
now anxious to be state superinten-
dent is not known. But in any event
the claim is made justly or otherwise
that so far as the educators of Minne-
sota are concerned, except a coterie in
Minneapolis, and a few who have beer;
backing Prof. Lewis, any man selected
from the faculty of the state university
would likely be less independent than
some one not connected with the in-
stitution. Itis also pointed out that a
univeraity man would simply increase
the influence of President Northrop,
and that that is already pretty wide-
spread. It was only a few weeks age
that a state official told to a reporter
of The Globe that a man appointed
to the board of regents about a year
ago mad* the assertion to him that he
was gcirig to resign because he didn't
oare tobelong to a board as to the busi-
ness of which he had nothing to say.
He said that whatever President
Northrop suggested or wanted went,
and that was all there was to it. The
member wasn't Rev. Sam Smith eith-
er, because Rev. Sam draws salary
for delivering an occasional lecture,
while being a member of the board,
another matter that has caused criti-
cism. <

California, to participate with us incelebrating our national holiday. This

FATHER. MATHEW TEMPERANCE

SOCIETY CELEBRATES ITS
THIRTIETHBIRTHDAY

Occasion la Commemorated With a
Splendid Programme of Music,
Recitations and Addre*Me» by »
Number of Prominent IHemberi,

The Father Mathew Temperance so-
ciety last evening celebrated its 30th
anniversary at Cretin hall, Sixth and
Fcrt streets, where an attractive pro-
gramme of music, recitations and ad-
dresses was presented.

All
egree that intemperance is a great evil,
and to immoderately harp on such evil
is not for the best. The work of tem-
perance people should be to devise and
execute plans to mitigate the evils of
all forms of intemperance. He was
glad to know that The Father Mathew
society had been following out this
principle. It does not preach temper-
ance so much as it works to improve
the social side of Its members and
those with whom it comes in contact.

Hon. C. D. O'Brien was gratified to
know that the women took hold of
the work of the society with such zeal;
for where they are zealous in a cause,
iti8 not long until the men are found
working hand in hand with them. He
was thankful that amid all the changes
that had taken place inSt. Paul in the
last thirty years The Father Mathew
society still lives and flourishes, and he
hoped itwould continue to live as long
as the youngest person present and
celebrate its anniversaries year after
:year. Men who abstain from intemper-
ate drinks for a principle are benefac-
tors and deserving of all praise. The
man who can say. when he applies fora position of trust, that he never drinks
and is strictly temperate, has the key
to the situation and the pass word to
the position he seeks. Temperance Is
the touchstone of success; and he loved
the society which has done so much
to promote such a great cause.

Father J. J. Lawler made a few re-
marks inclosing the exercises, in which
he said that the history of the society
was the history of temperance in St.
Paul and the state of Minnesota. When
workers were wanted they had come
from its ranks. He hoped for the con-
tinued success of The Father Mathew
society and for the progress of the
cause of temperance.
