BALLOT LEGISLATION. -

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, in
H. E, No. 41 has a bill which will ap-
peal to those who have hopes of at
some time running for office.
vides that the ballots printed for state,
city or county elections shall be in
blocks of twenty-five instead of fifty
and that the names of candidates,
where there are two or more from each
party nominated, shall be alternated on
the ballots. This will give each of the
nominees an equal chance at the top of
the division for the particular office.
Mr. Roberts explains that he.noticed
that at the last election he ran 390
vetes ahead of the representative in
his district simply owing to the fact
that his name was first.

The bill also provides that on the
Friday before an election the secretary
of state shall send sample ballots to
the schools, and all the pupils above
the primary grade shall be given an
opportunity to mark the ballots and
afterward carry them home with them.
Another section provides for a can-
vassing board and duplicate ballot
boxes, the idea being that every hour
the canvassing board shall count the
votes so that at the close of the polls
all the votes to be counted will be
those cast in the last hour. The bill
went to the committee on elections,

TO PAY THE MILITTA.

SIX FROM ONE MAN.

MUTUAL INSURANCE COMPANIES.

Refusal
to submit to an examination or to per-
mit an inspection of the records 1s
made presumptive evidence of guilt
and held to subject the company to the
penalty imposed by the law, which is
a fine of $300 for each violation, and
the forfeiture of the license of the of-
fending company. The revocation must
continue not less than a year in any
event, ardd until the company satis-
fies the judgment which meay be gain-
ed against it in the courts for the
amount of the fine and has accepted
the proposed act as a part of the condi-
tions under which it is licensed to do
business in this st%te; =

MOUNTAIN LION.

Treed by Dogs and Killed by a Den-
ver Hunter.
From the Denver Republican.

The sight of the carcass of a newly
slain mountain lion lying in state in a
hotel lobby is an unusual one, even in
Denver. It is well calculated to make
the tenderfoot go eut and arm himself.

It was at the Albany that the body
of the animal was exposed to the pub-
lic gaze yesterday, and Judge D. C.
Beaman was the one who explained to
the curious the manner of the killing,

It occurred near Gypsum, in Eagle
ccunty, and was the culmination of a
four-day hunt for big game. Judge
Beaman, accompanied by a friend
and taking with him a pack of hounds,
started in on the chase.

“I am not an expert, but I ocecasion.
ally hunt mountain lions, bears and
other large game, for recreation,” he
said. ‘It was lions we were after this
time. ‘ g

“We followed the trail for the best
part of two days before we finally
jumped this fellow and treed him. We
had a rough experience while follow-
ing the trail, for the snow was very
deep and the temperature was 44 de-
grees below zero Sunday and 12 below
Saturday. When we finally came up
with the animal, where one of the dogs
had treed him, it was standing out on
the two lower limbs of a big spruce,
looking down at the dogs from an ele-
vation of about 20 feet from where I
stood.

“I was armed with a 45-90 Winches-
ter, and aimed to shoot the brute
through the heart. I fired and the
animal leaped from his high perch to
the ground, where he threshed arcund
for ten or fifteen minutes before he
died. My friend wanted me to shoot
him again, but I did not want to spoil
the robe, and I was satisfied he was
done for. In fact, he never got up at
all.”

“Suppose you had failed to bring
him down at the first shot, would he
probably have shown fight?"

“No, he would have-jumped to the
ground and run, if I had failed to get
him. The mountain lion is a cowardly
creature, unless he is cornered. This
one was big enough to kill a dozen
dogs, yet he allowed a single dog to
tree him. If he had had the grit of
the hound that an him to earth, it
