“I take it for granted,” said Mr.
Mallette] in speaking of his motion for
immediate passage of the bill, “that
the house has no objection to a mem-
ber getting a crack at some of those
fellows who opposed him.”

Mr. Yale -(Rep.), of Winona, ques-
tioned if there was any necessity for
immed = action. There could be no
special laws passed, and if one was

repealed it should be for some reason
other than to get a crack at an indi-

vidual. He moved a reference to the
judiciary committee.
Mr. Mallette explained that he had a

petition signed by the county commis-
sioners asking for the repeal of the
law.

Mr. Yale inquired if the county was
100 large or too small. The author of
the bill was questioned as to the pop-
ulation of the county, but said he
was not prepared with statisties, not
considering theyv would be required.

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, re-
peated the inquiry as to the pressing
need of a vote at the present time.

The speaker said as there seemed
to be objections the bill would g0
over.

SNAP OF THE WHIP.

laws provided salary according to pop-
ulation. There was possibly a senti-
ment in the county for and against the
measure. In this case it would reduce
the salary about $160, and he renewed
his motion to have the bill sent to the
judiciary committee,

Mr. Gutterson (Rep.), of Blue Earth,
thought it strange there should be any
opposition to the bill, after the state-
ment by the author.

Mr. Marin (Pop.), of Polk, hoped the
bill would not pass simply for the rea-
son given by the author, and he did
not want the house to go on record as
favoring such a proposition. The mo-
tion to refer to the judiciary commit-
tee was lost on a viva voce vote, and
by the same manner of voting the
bill was ordered to a second reading
and passage.

On the roll call Mr. Foss (Rep.), of
Grant, stated that he -had looked up
the population of the county, and the
effect of the bill would be to reduce
the salary from $400 to $200. He had
been a judge of probate for eight years
and $400 was little enough for the work.
The result of the roll call as announced
was 97 for and 3 agalnst, and the bill
declared passed. Those voting in the

ative were Foss (Rep.), of Grant;
Stevens (Dem.), of Crow ‘Wing, and
Von der Weyer (Dem.-Pop.), of Hen-
nepin.

THE PARTY ORGAN’S INSULT.

Mr. Foss (Rep.), of Gramt, opened
the discussion which followed by the
introduction of the following resolu-
ticn:

Whereas, The  world-renowned state of

its choice of legisiative members for the pres-

Resolved, That said three members be au-
thorized to .enact the necessary legislation,
and that the aforesaid “‘lop-sided” contingent
be re_lcgmed_ to their homes, there forever to
remain, the;x' names henceforth and forever
to be Dennis, and never to be mentioned,
‘‘except to point a moral or adorn a tale,”

The reading of the resolution was
greeted with laugher, and Mr. Jacob-
son 'If’u;-p.u of Lac qui Parle, moved its
adoptmn. Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hen-
nepin, wanted it laid over until the
last day of the session. The gentle-
1 . who introduced the resolution
had it referred back to him for amend-
ment and it will not appear on the
minutes of the house.

NO JOKE ABOUT THIS.

Mr. Nyquist (Rep.), of Waseca, who
served as a member of the house at
the Thirtieth session, evidently did
not take kindly to the comment made
by the Minneapolis paper. With him
it was no 'j-)ke, and he had prepared
the following resolution, which was
read and followed by a motion to
adopt:

Whereas, A certain daily paper called the
:\lm_ueapoHsAJournal. in an article published
In_1its notorious pelitical column on Jjan. i
1899, grossly and maliciously belittled and in-
fulted 116 members of this body, be it there-
ore
Resolved, That all reporters and solicitors
of said paper are hereby deprived from en-
tering upon the_ floar of this house or its gal-
leries until said paper publicly apologizes

through its columus for language used in said
article,

ONE OF THE TRIO.

Mr. Staples (Rep.), of Dakota, wha
Wwas mentioned in the newspaper item
as one of the trio who constituted all
that was worth speaking about in the
huus'e. favored the resolution being re-
ferred to an appropriate committee.
It might be found that the reporter
Was ip no way responsible for the ar-
ticle... .A straneger had accosted him
vesterday about the item and seemed
to think. it was a flattering notice. It
was hardly possible that the three per-
sons mentioned were responsible for
the item and the reporter was not to
blame. He suggested the resolution
be referred back to the author for an
investigation.

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, said
he was surprised that seme of the
members of the house should pay at-
tention to such things in newspapers.
If all the members lived in the Twin
Cities they would get used to such no-
tices. He moved action on the resoiu-
tion be postponed until the last day of
the session. It would then be shown
that the political reporters comment
‘&ms not correct.

Mr. Beach (Rep.), of McLeod. did not
take a serious view of the item or reso-
lution. His idea was that the item
would be in the nature of‘an incentive
for the members.

Mr. Jackson (Rep.), of Ramsey, said
too much fuss had been made over the
item. The publication was a joke; the
resolution was a joke, and he favored
the adoption of the motion of Mr. Roh-
erts to postpone action on the resolu-
tion until the last day of the session.
MR. YALE'S FATHERLY ADVICE.

Mr. Yale (Rep.), of Winona, said the
trouble was the item touched on a
tender point. Most of the members
would lke the people to understand
they had more brains than they really
had. He did not believe there was a
ccnspiracy to place the three members

members. He did not think it was a
fact that all the great men were in
the other branch of the legislature,
Instead of giving the resolution the
dignity of a certain day, as suggested
by the gentleman from Hennepin, he
moved it be indefinitely postponed.

Mr. Jacobsen (Rep.), of Lac qul
Parle, another of the two mentioned
in the item, said he, with the other
two, wished today that some other
three had been selected. He had seen
other paragraphs in other papers
along the same line and favored tak-
ing no notice of it. He felt proud
that he was a member of the house,
and when the session was over the
people of the state would be the judge
as to whether the house had held up
its end. This would be better and
more satisfactory than the adoption of
any\ resolution today. A record made
by the members would demonstrate
that newspaper scuibs were not cor-
rect. The house had always fought
the cause of the common people, and
no notice should be taken of newspa-
per squibs of this kind.

Mr. West (Rep.), of Mower, admitted
the item was indiscreet and unwise,
but he opposed the passage of the
resolution,

Mr. Henderson (Rep.), of Filmore,
favored indefinite postponement.

Mr. Elwell (Rep.), of Anoka, said
while many of the members were new
to the work of the legislature he fa-
vored the matter being treated in the
manner suggested by indefinitely post-
poning it.

H. C. Stivers (Dem.), of Crow Wing,
said the worst feature of the affair
wag that so much time had been taken
up in the discussion which belonged to
the people of the state. In fact, the
matter had been discussed as if it was
of real importance.

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, in-
sisted that bhis motion to postpone to
the last day of the session take prece-
dence.

Mr. Yale (Rep.), of Winona, raised
the point that his motion to indefinite-
ly postpone made no reference to defi-
nite day, and that of the member
from Hennepin did.

The motion to indefinitely postpone
was carried with but a few scattering
“noes.”

FREE SUGAR BEET SEED.

Mr. Foss (Rep.), of Grant, provided
in a bill introduced and referred to the
committee on agriculture for the dis-
tribution of sugar beet seed, which was
rurchased under the act of 1897. The
state treasurer is directed to distribute
free of charge all the seed in his cus-
tody. In the disposition of the seed the
treasurer is to distribute it as equally
as possible throughout the agricultural
sections of the state.

INTEREST OF THE NEGRO.

Mr. Wheaton (Rep.), of Hennepin,
who is the only negro ever elected to
the legislature, introduced a measure
locking to the civil and legal rights of
his race. It provides that any person
who excludes any person on account of
race, color, or previous condition of
servitude from full and equal enjoy-
ments in hotels, saloons, barber shops,
theaters, restaurants, or other public
resorts shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine of not less
than $25, nor more than $100, or by im-
prisonment for not less than thirty
or more than ninety days.

in addition to the punishment the
person shall also be liable to damasges
in not less than $25 or more than $500,
to the party aggrievad, to be recovered
in a civil action. The measure went to
the committee on general legislation.

PRACTICE OF OSTEOPATHY.

H. F. 67, introduced by Mr, Wallace
(Rep.), of Hennepin, reiates to the
practice of osteopathy in the state and
is a duplicate of the measure introduc-

ed in the senate Thursday by Mr. Grin-
deland (Rep.), of Marshall.
CERTIFICATES OF TAXES,

Mr. Simonson (Rep.), of Hennepin,
presented a bill requiring county audi-
tecrs and ecity comptrollers to furnish
certificates showing uppaid taxes or
assessments on any land whenever de-
manded, the officers to charge 25 cents
for eaeh certiflcate and to turn the
nmicney into the city or county treasury.
It went to the committee on general
legislation.

FOREIGN CORPORATIONS. -

If the bill introduced by Mr. Larson
(Rep.), of Redwocd, goes through, any
and all foreign corporations or assoeia-
ticns will, after May 1, 1899, have to
ray to the state treasurer incorpora-
tien fees before or at the time of fil-
ing articles. Under the preseat law
conly home corporations or associations
are required to pay a fee. The bill
provides for a fee of 330 for the first
$50,000, or fraction thereof, and $5 ad-
ditional for each $10,000 over that sum.
When the capital stock of any foreign
corporation is increased a fee of $5 for
each $10,000 is also to be paid. A vio-
lation of the law is made a misdemean-
or, punishable on conviciion, by a fine
of not less than %199, or more than
$1,000. The committee on general legis-
lation will consider the measure.

TO MAKE MORE PLACES.

A resolution by Mr. Mausten (Rep.),
of Aitkin, for the appointment of Frank
Beaulieu as an additional page at
$2.50 per day was sent to the commit-
tee on legislative expenses, as was also
a resolution by Mr. Larson (Rep.), of
Redwood, naming Albert Bobletter, of
Brown county, as assistant file clerk
at 5 per. day.

Mr. Babcock (Rep.), of Wadena,
chairman of the committee on legisla-
tive expenses, reported resolutions un-
der which the sergeant-at-arms and
chief clerk were aHowed to purchase
suprplies, providing the requisitions
were first approved and the bills coun-
tersigned by the committee. It took
& roll call in each case to adopt the
report of the committee,

THE AIM OF SENATOR MWGOWAN’S
RESOLUTION INTRODUCED
. YESTERDAY

DEMOCRATS ARE FROZEN OUT

Judiciary Committee, WiIl Not As-
sent to an .lnhreupe Its
Membership——Republicans Split
Over the Question of Distributing

.une Committee Clerkships—Goiv.
Lind’s Appolntme_Ml Confirmed.

To correct inequalities in taxation,
€specially to secure @& greater return
from the personal property, is the aim
of a resolution introduced by Senator
McGowan (Dem.), of Hennepin, in
the senate yesterday morring, which
was, aside perhaps from the gover-
ncr's appointments, the feature of the
session. Mr. McGowan's resolution is
as follows:

Whereas, Section 1, article 9, of the consti-
tution of the state of Minnesota provides
that ““All taxes to be ralsed In this state
shall be as nearly equal as may be and all
property upon which taxes. are to be levied
shall have a cash valuation and be equalized
and uniform throughout the state,”” and

Whereas, The question of taxation is by
far the most important question to the peo-
ple of this state, that we, their servants;
can legislate upon, because every citizen of
a ocmmonwealth is compelled by law to
contribute a portion of his wealth or earn-
ings to the maintenance and support of siate
and municipal government; therefore, the
equal distribution and honest collection of
such tax is of the most vital interest to each
and every one of its citizens.

‘Whereas, It has become apparent that with
the rapid growth and increasing wealth of
our state, and operating under the system
of taxation inaugurated when nearly all ot
our property consisted of real estate, which
could be easily valued and assessed, it s
self-evident that one class of®our properiy,
namely, ‘‘personal property,” is escaping its
fair portion of its just burdem of taxation.
His excellency, Gov. Lind, in his message
to this legislature, shows ample proof ot
this fact in a few comparisons which he
makes relative to the ridiculously lew tax
on loana and eredits of private banks, brok-
ers and stock jobbers; also bonds and stocks:
with the tax assessed on small stock of mer-
chandise, tools, implements and certain arti-
cles of household furniture that is indis-
pensable to every family in the state, this
in connection with the fact that our personal
property tax amounts to only one-fifth thar
of real estate tax, while the experience ot
men eminently qualified to judge, in various
sections of this state and other states of
the Union, do not hesitate to assert that
the personal wealth of a populated commun-
ity Is quite equal to- its real estate valua-
tion; therefore, be it

Resolved, That a special non-partisan com-
mittee of seven members be appointed, the
house of representatives ' concurring. Saia
committee to consist: of three members of
the senate and four members of the house,
to be appointed by the president of the sen-
ate and the speaker of the house of repre-
sentatives respectively. Sald committee to
investigate the question of taxation in this
and other states and report to this session
of the legislature at as early a date as pos-
sible a bill providing for ‘a revision of the
general tax laws thereof, tending toward a
more equal distributién of the burdens of
taxation and a loweri of the tax rate.

Resolved, That said committee be autho-
rized to employ such persen or persons aw
they may deem competent to assist them In
the performance of sald work, and that the
sum of $00 be and is hereby appropriated
out of the general fund of this stats, not
otherwise appropriated, for the purpose of
said investigation, and that said committee
be authorized and empowered to examine wit-
nesses under oath and to send for perscns
and papers In said investigation, and that
all bills and resolutions referring to . the
question of a revision or amendment of the
general tax law be referred to this commit-
te

e,

Resolved, That the gevernor of the state
and the state auditor be and are hereby
authorized and requested to act with saia
committee, and that they are hereby given
the same authority and privileges vested
in said committee by the provisions of this

resolution.
Senator Knatvold (Rep.), of Free-

born, moved that the resolution be ra-
ferred to the commitice on taxes and
tax laws. 1

Senator Young (Rep.), of Swift, sug-
gested that the author of the resolu-
tion embody his ideas in a bill

Senator Greer (Rep.), of Wabasha,
sald that in 1895 he had introduced a
bill for a tax commission, which had
passed the senate, but was defeated
in the house by Minneapolis members.
There were three Minneapolis senators
on the present committ2e on taxes and
tax laws, but he would be glad to let
Hennepin county have some more plac-
es thereon if the delezation was net
satisfied.

The resolution was referred to the
committee on taxes and tax laws.

SENATOR IVES' SATIRE.

Senator Young, early in the day, call-
ed up the resolution introduced in the
senate the first of the week for the
erlargement of the judiciary commit-
tee to twenty-one, but as the Ramsey
senator had been detained in court,
the tiff was narrowly averted and the
Swift county Republican withdrew his
motion out of senatorial courtesy. A
little later Senator Ives came in and
Senator Young again called up the
resolution. <

Senator Ives explained that he had
not intended to call it up. He had
introduced it merely to find out what
the temper of the judiciary committee
was. It had been ref>rred to them,
and they had decided that with a mem-
bership of seventesn they had all the
brains they need=d, notwithstanding
that there might be other legal talent
of a certain sort lying around loose. He
was not desirous of pressing the reso-
lution, he said :

Senator Young explaired, in behalf
of the judiciary committee, that the
reasons for the opposition tc the reso-
lution were, first, that it would make
it unwieldly, and, second, that the
quarters assigned to the committee
weculd not aceommodate twenty-one
lawyers.

So the resolution was laid on the
table.

EUROPE STORM SWEPT

WIDESPREAD DEVASTATION
LAND AND SEA, WITH SOME
LOSSES OF LIFE

ON

BOATS USED IN MAIN STREETS

Numerous Wrecks Reported and

Lifeboats Kept Basy——Three Men

Retuarning From a Fuaneral on

Castle Island, Ireland, Blown Into

LONDON, Jan. 13.—Widespread de-
vastation on land and sea has been the
result of the storm, and the aggregate
losses of property are immense. This
evening reports are gradually filtering
through from the provineces, telling of
dismantled houses, overflowing rivers,
inundated streets and ficlds, bulldings
flooded, cattle and sheep drowned, rail-
reads disorganized and disasters to life
fiom falling debris.

London's parks and huildings have
suffered severely. Promenades have
been swept by the seas and floods, and
piers are damaged. The docks at South-
ampton were swept by the tide. This
evening the tides overflowed ail boun-
daries and threatened serious results.
