THAYER MAY GET OCT
RKCENT DEVELOPMENTS IN CON-

NECTION WITB THE TRJUN
linilltl.ltGIVE IKll'i.

HIS ATTORNEY IS SANGUINE

Sheriff BUliiiKM Thlnkn the Men in-
tier Arrest at St. JoKeyh iintl Not
Those Held at rVrKi>» Falls Are
tbe Ones Wanted for the Crime
Perpetrate*! Near Fergus Falls in

November.

Recent developments in the Great
train robbery that occurred

near Fergus Falls the night of Nov.
10 last, for which Link Thayer, for-
merly livingin this city, ls serving a
twenty-year sentence at Stillwater,
\u25a0while five of his alleged accomplices
are awaiting trial at Fergus Falls, lead
to the claim in certain quarters that
Thayer is in prison for a crime he did
not commit and that the five men in
jail at Fergus Falls are also innocent.
This claim is based in part upon the
fact that Sheriff Billings, of Fergus
Falls, is said to have positively iden-
tified three men at present under ar-
rest at St. Joseph, Mo., as the real
train robbers. These men ai'e James
Gilmore, John Allen and Harry How-
ard. They were arrested at St. Jo-
seph for highway robbery. Sheriff Bil-
lings,went to St. Joseph last Monday
and is now armed with warrants for
the arrest of the trio on the charge
of. being the Great Northern train
rubbers. Sheriff Billings has asked
Gov. Lind for requisition papers to
bring the men back to this state, and
an effort wiil be made to induce the
Missouri authorities to release their
claim, so that the s-jspects may be
held to answer for the train hold-up.

How these developments came about
is something of a mystery. Thayer's
friends claimed from the time of his
arrest that he and his five companions
under arrest were not concerned ln the
train robbery, but the evidence seemed
so strong that when Thayer was tried
he was given the maximum sentence
of twenty years in the penitentiary.
When captured at Moorhead late the
same night of the robbery Thayer and
his companions were found in posses-
sion of complete outlays of burglar
tools, dynamite cartridges and lanterns.
Circumstantial evidence against the
sextette was strong, and several of the
priFoners were identified by the express
messenger and members of the traincrew. After the trial, however, C. C.Haupt, Thayer's attorney, still believ-
ing his client innocent of any connec-
tion with the train robbery, undertook
to unravel the mystery. He visited
Thayer at Stillwater several times, and
so also did Sheriff Billings. In fact,
Sheriff BillingsIs said to have started
on a hunt for the three men under ar-
rest at St. Joseph on a tip from Thayer,
though how the imprisoned man got
his information is not known.

One story of the developments lead-
ing to the present status of the case is
that Thayer and his companions were
bent on a safe-robbing venture when
they met the trio arrested at St. Jo-
seph, near where the train robbery
took place. The members of each
gang were acquainted, and it is alleged
that the project of Gilmore. Allen and
Howard was learned by Thayer and
his crowd. According to this story the
bank robbing adventure was postponed
by Thayer and his companions on ac-
count of some unexpected obstacles.
Then it is alleged that the Thayer
crowd returned to the hotel at Moor-
head, where they were arrested.
In support of the above story It Is

said by Thayer's friends that the per-
sonal description of the Missouri sus-
pects corresponds very closely to two
of the Thayer crowd, namely, Thayer
and Minot. The resemblance Is said
to be so strong that the men might
easily be mistaken for each other un-
der the excitement of the train rob-
bery, which may account for the al-
leged mistake in identity on the part
of the railroad witnesses who claimed
to recognize Thayer and three of his
companions.

"Attorney Haupt and Sheriff Billings
have been together in this city in con-
nection with the case since Tuesday.
After having seen the men under ar-
rest at St. Joseph Sheriff Billings teler
graphed Haupt to meet him here, and
together they have been working to-
secure the return of the St. Joseph sus-
pects to this state. Attorney Haupt
says he will have no difficultyin clear-
ingThayer of the train robbery charge
and also expects to have him released
from prison. He says the facts learned
will also result in the discharge of the
other five men under arrest at Fergus
Falls. After joining Sheriff Billings
here the sheriff and Attorney Haupt
visited Thayer at the penitentiary, and
it is said some valuable Information
concerning the men under arrest at St.
Joseph was secured. The authorities
of St. Joseph desire to hold the trio in
their custody for trial upon the charge
against them there, but lt is believed
that If Sheriff Billings returns with
requisition papers the men will be
turned over to him.

interest to the commission merchantsare read and everything of value to
them Is discussed.

"At the convention at' New Orleans
Mr.Emerson, of St. Paul, read a mostinteresting paper, which was publ'shed
in part in The Globe, on The Prop-
er Method of Soliciting Consignments
and What Commission Should Be
Charged.' It was considered one of
the best papers of the session.

"The trip was originated through the
efforts of Messrs.- Emerson, Hoxsie
and myself. We secured a special car
from the Northern Pacific Railway
company, and we provisioned it for a
two weeks' holiday. We had a cook
and two porters, which gave us allthe comforts of a home. We left the
union depot Saturday evening, Jan. 7,
and went to Chicago by way of the
Northwestern line, arriving thereabout 9 o'clock Sunday •m&fnfng: Theday was spent In various' ways, some
of the party attending church, some
Visiting the fine arts institute, and
others visiting friends. Sunday even-ing we left Chicago over the; Illinois
Central line for Memphis, where we
arrived Monday morning. Here wewere met by a delegation of comms-
sion men, who gave us the freedom of
the city. We were all impressed withMemphis as a live city in many re-
spects. So far as their retail storesare concerned, they are not to be com-pared with St. Paul's. There are no
such stores there as those of Michaud,
Yerxa and Schoch, and they have
much to learn from us in attractive-ness, cleanliness and business meth-
ods generally.
. "Among the Interesting sights inMemphis were the great cotton com-press machines, the beautiful park in
the center of the city, in which hun-
dreds of tame squirrels frolic around
After enjoying every hospitality inMemphis, we left the" delightful littlecity on Monday evening, continuing
over the Central line, and arrived atNew Orleans Tuesday morning. Whatimpressed us most of all on arriving
there was the entire change of cli-
mate. The flowers were blooming, thesun was bright and warm, and thegrass was green. We spent Tuesday
in visiting the docks where the fruit
arrives from the tropics. We watchedthe steamers discharging their car-goes of bananas, which was a great
sight to us. We also went aboard ofsome of the fishing boats which hadjust arrived with large cargoes of oys-
ters, and the boys all enjoyed theiroysters fresh from the shell, Immense-ly. Ih\u25a0 fact, within a few days afterwe arrived the price of oysters ad-
vanced materially.

"We also visited the French marker
and the old French quarter, and the
United States mint. Every courtesy
was shown us by the New Orleans peo-
ple. In the afternoon we visited the
cemeteries, which are, perhaps, the
most interesting sight inthat city. Theimmense number of mausoleums In all
their grandeur have the effect of tak-ingaway the dread of death.

"The sessions of the convention occu-pied Wednesday, Thursday and Friday,
and they were full of work, as we com-
mission men are full of business. Sat-urday the New Orleans branch planned
a beautiful trip down the river for all
the delegates, and about three-fourths
of them took advantage of it. How-
ever, most of the St. Paul boys pre-
ferred staying in the city and visiting
as many points of interest as possible,
and hence didmot enjoy the sail down
the river. During all the time we were
ln New Orleans we made our special
car our headcpiarters, as we had pro-
visioned it with the best St. Paul af-
fords, and -we considered it equal, If
not superior, to the best hotels. We
left New Orleans Sunday morning by
the Illinois CeftiraJ, arriving inSt. Louis
Monday morning, where we had an-
other grand reception by the St. Louis
branch. By this time the weather was
turning cold again and we had to don
our winter clothes.

"After spending the day in St.
Louis and visiting the principal sights,
especially thenAnhauser-Busch brew-
ery, we starteH for Chicago Monday-
evening, going over the Illinois Cen-
tral, and arriving on Tuesday morning.
Chicago being well known to us, the
day was spent largely in looking up
Ibusiness matters. About 6 o'clock in

the- evening our car was attached to
the Chicago & Northwestern limited,
leaving the Windy City at 6:30 p. m
We arrived inSt. "Paul at 7:40 Wednes-day morning. The party consisted of
gentlemen of the most congenial char-
acter, and the journey was made Very
short bjr the many anecdotes, songs,

card parties, eto., furnished by them.
We advertised St. Paul in a way that
was never done before— not so much
out of selfishness, as in a spirit of pa-
triotism for our splendid home city.
We had two large streamers reaching
from end to end of our car, in whichwere the words, "St. Paul Branch of
the National League of Commission
Merchants." This attracted the at-
tention of many people. Some thought
it was 'a circus come to town;' some
thought it was a base ball club, and
others thought there were no flies on
St. Paul. The Journey was about 3,000
miles over the best roadbeds in this
country. We ran at one time fourteen
miles at the rate of seventy-five miles
an^ hour, and at another 102 miles at
the rate of sixty-five miles an hour.
To0 much praise cannot be given the
two great roads, the Northwestern and
the Illinois Central."
