NEW TREATY NEEDED

WASHINGTON, Jan. 21. -While the
situation in Samoa Is regarded official-
ly as requiring delicate treatment, it is
felt that it certainly will yield to calm
judgment, and a satisfactory under-
standing will be the result. The nego-
tiations willbe handled by the govern-
ments of the three, countries, either
through the foreign offices or the am-
bassadors. The danger apprehended is
the irresponsible action by some of the
officers in far-off Samoa, beyond the
immediate control of the authorities at
Berlin. Washington and London. So
far as the last reports indicate, the
issue between the German representa-
tives and the American and British
representatives in Samoa had certainly
not developed beyond a point where it
could be readily adjusted by a mere
statement of the facts, and it is still
believed the parties to the treaty are
willing to live up to the provisions of
It, which, of course, would involve a
readiness to disavow any overt act on
the part of their agents, and even go
farther and undo so much of the mis-
chief already done as it might be pos-
sible to reach.

Assuming the trouble at Apia has
passed its acute stage, and that it will
be adjusted satisfactorily to all con-

cerned, there will remain the question
of future relations of the three pow-
ers relating to Samoa. There is the
contention that until measures are tak-
en to abrogate or amend the treaty of
Berlin, its provisions must be lived up
to, and the British government can be
looked to to take the same view.

STATUS I.N SAMOA.
In reliable diplomatic quarters it was

stated that all three of true governments

were now In possession of reports from
their seperate representatives in Sa-
moa There have been delays and the re-
ports are not complete in many import-
ant details and Germany has been able
to obtain the fullest report.

In the main the official reports bear
out the press dispatches, although the
Germans claim that the three conwils
had previously united together on
Mataafa for king.

As the several large embassies most
directly interested the opinion is quite
positively expressed that the situation
does, not have a warlike aspect. It
was pointed out by one ofiicia! that the
result would be a probable disavowal
by Germany of the action of her con-
sul or a move to dissolve the tripartite
agreement and permit of an improved
management of Samoan affairs.

The German ambassador,'' Dr. Yon
Hollaben, called on Secretary Hay at
the state department today and pre-
sented two important dispatches from
the German government relating to
conditions in Samoa. Following this,
an extended conference was held be-
tween Mr. Hay and the ambassador,
and then betwen Mr. Hay and the
British ambassador, Sir Julian Paunce-
fcte. The dispatches communicated by
the German ambassador dealt not only
with the question of policy Involved,
but are understood to have presented in
detail the facts of the recent collision
in Samoa as viewed from ihe German
standpoint.

Quite frequently travelers In India encoun-
ter native fakirs who stroll about the country
iv a state of almost complete nudity, their
bodies covered with dust and ashes and their
hair smeared with soft clay and matted into
long ropes reaching sometimes below the
waist. Some of these fanatics perform feats
of self-torture which se<>m marvelous, but
as a rule they are exceedingly careful not to
hurt themselves. They ltve upon alms
wheedled from the lower classes of natives
and from many misguided Europeans. The
major portion of their time is spent in squat-
ting upon their heels trying to look wise
and exhaling a fragrance which is sometimes
accepted as the odor of sanctity.

But there are other fakirs in India of quite
a different sort from those who stroll about
the streets and infest the temples and bathing
ghats along the river banks. They seldom
appear in the larger cities or towns, but
seclude themselves in the jungles and moun-
tains or on the outskirts of a small village.
They ars cleanly and abstemious, spend
much of their time in fasting and prayer,
and affect an exalted standard of moral pu-
rity.

To this class belongs the mystic Abdul bin
Atdulla, a Mohammedan punjabee, whose
portrait, made from a photograph taken In
Bombay, is given herewith. It was the good
fortune o,f the writer to meet him in that
city Just after the photograph was taken, end
to obtain from him a brief description of his
life and his reasons for wearing constantly
about 672 pounds of iron chains and other
ornaments.

Abdul bin Abdulla said he was born of
Arab parents, who migrated to India about
fifty years ago. He is now nearly 60 years
of age, and his friends and admirers declare
it is withinhla power to continue to live in-
definitely or until he considers It proper to

CHURCHMEN SURPRISED.
I.ondon Has a Controversy That

Musi Be Settled Soon.
LONDON, Jan. 21.— When the church-

men who shut their eyes to
the theological controversies, read the
headlines in the Times and Spectator,
"Crisis in the Church of England,"
they were compelled to recognize that
agitation against the "mass and con-
fessional." started by Consit and car-
ried on by Harcourt, had come to apass that demanded settlement. Thebishops being finally driven to grapple
\u25a0with the matter, met at Lambeth pal-
ace this week and discussed the policy
of issuing a manifesto. While thedeepest secrecy surrounds the pro-
ceedings, it is said that it has been
one of the bitterest conclaves In the
history of the church, and that it had
resulted in an agreement to present a
bill to parliament for a revival of
church courts. It provides that dis-
putes must first be brought before the
diocesan courts, consisting of the bhh-op, assisted by a theological and legal

know—he began the study of religious phil-
osophy under the tuition of a Mahommedan
fakir In one of the villages of Northern India.
He was taught that in ordor to acquire occult
power and secure an eminently satisfac-
tory position in paradise it was necessary not
only to refrain from indulgingin human pas-
sions and appetites, but to conquer and drive
them out of his flesh; that the most effective
method of securing this result was to mortify
and torture his body, and thus obtain abso-
lute control over all its sensations.

His teacher outlined a course of training
for him and then departed from the village,
leaving him to work out his salvation alone,
failing to accomplish what he had expected,
he evolved a system of his own, which he
felt confident would bring about the desired
results. This was a gradual de\e!opment of
his muscular power, accompanied by a per-
sistent repression of the senses^ He began
by wearing about his neck a heavy iron ring,
to which he attached from time to time as
much Iron as he could carry conveniently.
Later on these weights were replaced by
heavy cable chains, the lower ends of which
were fastened by rings to his arms andankles.

When seen by the writer he had accumu-
lated chains and other metallic ornaments
aggregating in weight twenty-four mauuds,
or 672 English pounds. This" enormous loadwas never removed, but was worn night andday. In fact, the mass was so securely weldedto the neck, ankle, and arm rings that it
seemed impossible to take it from his body
without using a file or steel saw. He as-
sured those who talked with him that his
purpose was to add to his burden until thetotal weight was fifty mauuds. or nearly 1,500
pounds: that as soon as he accomplished this
he would have fulfilled his mission on earth,
and would leave his body forever. He de-
clared that he felt no pain or Inconvenience
in carrying his load, but rattier enjoyed it,
as it reminded him of the great bliss in store
for him in paradise.

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CASAL BILL PASSED
HIG DITCH ACROSS THE ISTHMVS

TO HR DUg BY THE AMERI-

HOW IT WILL BE DONE

Name of Mni-ttliue Canal Company
Rvialncd. bat the President Is to
Appoint Dlneforo to Supervise

WASHINGTON, Jan. 21.—The senate

today passed the Nicaragua canal bill,|
decided to make the anti-scalping bill|
the unfinished business and continued, j
without completing, the considera-
tion of the Indian appropriation bill.
Amendments were made to the Nica-
raguan canal bill, and there were in-
numerable short speeches Muring the
day. There was, however, no opposi-
tion to a vote when the time came, and j
a roll call developed only six votes in I
opposition to linal passage.

The anti-Fc-alping bill was taken up
on a vote of 33 to 21, but no effort was
then made to resume its consideration.
The result of the vote was to give it
the first place on the calendar, but
the understanding is that it shall not
be pressed in opposition to the peace
treaty or the appropriation bills.

The Nicaraguan canal bill, as it
passed, continues; the name of the
Maritime Canal company. It provides
for the issuance of 1,000,000 shares of
stock of $100 each. The canal compa-
ny is required to call in all the stock
issued, except that held by the Nicara- I
guan and Cost Rican governments. |
The company is also requested to re-
deem all bonds heretofore issued by
the company, and to Eatisfy all cash
liabilities. To enable the company to
comply with this requirement treas-
ury warrants to the amount of $5,000,-
--000 are authorized, with a proviso to
the effect that only so much of the
amount shall be paid as shall be re-
quired to pay the actual cash value
of the rights, privileges, franchises
and property at the time of the pay-
ment, the value to be determined by
commissioners to be appointed by the
president. This being" done, the sec-
retary of the treasury is authorized
to subscribe for £25,000 shares of the
company's stock for the government
of the United States. The present
members of the board of directors are
then to resign, :and< a special board of
seven Is to be appointed in their place,
consisting of five on behalf of the
United States and one each on behalf
of Nicaragua and Costa Rica.

DIRECTORS APPOINTIVE.
The directors on behalf of the United

States are to be appointed by the
president and confirmed by the sen-
ate. No two of them are to be resi-
dents of any one state, and no person
who has heretofore been interested in
the canal is to be appointed to this
office. They aTe also prohibited from
being interested in contracts on the
canal. Each of the directors, except !
the president, is to receive a salary of j
$5,000 per year, and the president is I
to ha.ye $6,000. All traveling expenses
are to be paid. Annual reports are
required. There is a provision against
declaring a dividend, except upon the
net earnings. The company is author-
ized to contract for the completion of i
the canal within six years. The canal
is to be large enough "for the use of
the largest sea-going vessels, at a cost
not to exceed the estimate of the en-gineers, and not to exceed $115,000,000."

This amount is made a permanent
appropriation for the work, to be used
as occasion may require. The bill giv-
es the government a lien upon the
property to secure the repayment of
the money advanced, and the president
is empowered to declare forfeiture of
the property to the United States with-
out the necessity of judicial or other
ascertainment. Thereafter, full title
is to rest in the government of the
United States. The president is au-
thorized to suspend payments at any-
time. The president is also authorized
to secure change in or modifications in
the terms of concession either from the
concessionaires or from Nicaragua or
Costa Rica. In case of failure of such
negotiations, the president is author-
ized to negotiate for another route
across the isthmus. He is also au-
thorized to open negotiations for the
abrogation of the Bulwer-Clayton
treaty or any other treaty found to
be in existence and in the way
of the construction of the canal. The
neutrality of the canal is guaranteed,
but the right to protect it against the
interruptions of business between the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts of the Unit-
ed States is reserved.

GOLD DOLLAR RILES
HOt 8E COINAGE COMMITTEE DE-

CLARES IN ITS FAVOR AS
STAfVDA.au OP VAIAE

GREENBACKS TO BE RETIRED

Gold Bills Are to> B» Substitute!
Therefor So Silver Uullnr* to

Be Hereafter Coined Except From
the Bullion Xotv In tbe Treasury
—Coinage olf SiibKidUiry Coin to
Be Limited to $50,000,000.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 21.—The house
coinage, weights and measures com-
mittee today, by a strict party vote,
ordered a favorable report on the sub-
stitute for Representative Hill's bill to
fix the standard of value Inthe United
States and for other purposes.

The bill provides, In substance, that
the standard of value in the United
States shall be the gold dollar; that all
contracts existing and in future shall
be computed on the reference to the
standard; that there shall be estab-
lished in the treasury a department of
issue and redemption; that the green-
backs shall be retired, and, upon re-
tirement, that gold bills shall be sub-
stituted therefor. No silver dollars
are to be hereafter coined, except from
the bullion now in the treasury, the
secretary of the treasury, in his dis-cretion, to coin silver into subsidiary
coins as public urgency demands, and
the recoinage of old, worn, uncurrentsubsidiary cnin, without special ap-
propriation therefor, such coinage of
bullion to be concurrent with the re-
tirement of treasury notes the same
as if coined into silver dollars, and the
coinage of such subsidiary coin to be
limited to $50,000,000. There is to bea separation of treasury accounts be-
tween issue and financial transactions.

A gold reserve of 25 per cent of out-
standing notes and treasury notes is to
be maintained, also 5 per cent gold re-serve of the aggregate silver dollars,
a, common fund for the redemption of
all notes. The retirement of the green-
backs provision is. for the first fiveyears, an amount equal to the Increase
of national bank notes issued subse-
quent to the taking effect of the act;
20 per cent to be retired annually dur-
ing the next five years, and green-
backs to cease to be legal tender at the
end .of ten years. Gold currency and
certificates to be'conceled as paid and
not reissued; no national bank notes
under $10 and no silver certificatesoverss are to be issued. The taxon national banks is to be changed
from the circulation to one-tenth of
1 per cent on capital, surplus and un-
divided profits.

REPEALS EXISTING REGULA-
TIONS.

The bill repeals all exiting regula-
tions on the withdrawal and issue of
national banks, and such banks may
issue currency to the full amount of
bonds deposited.

National banks with a capital of $25,-
--000, and in cities of 40,000 population,
may be established; branch banks may
be provided under regulations of the
controller of the currency.

The bill is supplementary to the cur-
rency reform bill, which is still being
fought over in the committee on bank-
ing and currency. It is the first gen-
eral bill which has been gotten out of
the coinage, weights and measures
committee In several years. It is the
result of a great deal of labor and
many hearings. These had not, in fact,
actually been completed when the bill
was reported today, and Secretary
Gage and ex-Congressman Charles A.
Towne were given leave to file state-
ments which will be included in the
hearings when published

Mr. Walker, of Massachusetts, was
j heard today before the bill was voted
Iupon.

Mr. Bland offered a substitute for
the single standard feature of the bill,
providing for free bimetallic coinage,
and it was voted down, six to eight

The committee then directed the
chairman, Mr. C. W. Stone A of Penn-
sylvania, to call up and press the bill
at the earliest possible moment, and to
employ to that end any possible parlia-
mentary expedient.
