For over a year the supreme court
has devoted considerable of its time
passing on some of the realty entan-
glements brought about by the failure
of the firm of A. F. and A. L. Kelly,
investment agents of Minneapolis. Al-
ready twenty cases of this nature have
reached the supreme court. The ques-
tions at issue have always been be-
tween the mortgagees and mortgagors
of property investments made by the
Kellys. The firm's modus operand!
was to place Eastern capital on "Wtst-
ern property, and, after several years,

Ithey would cancel the mortgage, but
fail to remit the principal paid on the
instrument. They would, however,
continue to pay the interest to the
investor with great alacrity, in fact
the firm became quite noted for' its
prompt interest payments. Eastern
investors thought that any one who
remitted interest as promptly as the
Kellys must be gilt edge. After sev-
eral years' operation some large insti-
tutions in the East, who were inter-
ested in investments placed by the
Keilys, became aware that all was not
right, and an investigation and crim-
inal proceedings followed.

Two additional cases were decided
by the supreme court yesterday where
the mortgagee and mortgagor applied
to the courts to determine which of
them should bear the loss occasioned
by the failure of the Kellys. The syl-
labi are as follows, both of them re-
versals of the lower court:

1. If a mortgagor pays his mort-

He commended her ex-
amination questiono which had been submitted
and the earnestness of her endeavor to im-
prove the course in that study.

nesota Coing-reg-ational Clab.
The Minnesota Congregational club held Its

regu'.er monthly meeting last night at St.
Anthony Park Congregational church and dis-
cussed various measures pending in the legis-
lature in which the club takes special inter-
est. The meeting was largely attended and
Harlan P. Roberts, of Minneapolis, the presi-
dent of the club, was in the chair.

The first speaker was. Lieut. Gov. Smith. Hesimply gave an outline of the measures now
pending before the legislature relating to edu-cation, elections, temperance, care of thodelinquent and defective classes and taxation,
all of which have been published in substance
in The Globe. .Mr. Smith did not under-
take to advocate any one of these bills, though
he commended some of the features of most
of them, and said he thought there would
be beneficial legislation on most of the sub-
jects to which they related.

Hon. W. A. Kerr, of Minneapolis, judge
of the municipal court, spoke In advocacy of
the bill for a probation officer. He denounced
the present law requiring all delinauent
miners to be sent to the state training school,
and said wTiait was needed, in hla opinion, Iwas a person or probation officer to takecharge of the youthful prisoners, In the dis-
cretion of the court.

A. O. Wright, of Madison. Wls.. and for-merly secretary of the board of corrections
and charities of that state, discussed the Isame subject. He said: "We are creating I
criminals faster than we are reforming them," i
ia.nd this, he believed, was largely the result j
of sending up innocpnt children on trivialcharge?.

W. A. Gates, state agent, called attentionco the tramp evil, ard said thait th« only
remedy is to compel them to work.

Oscar Hallam, of St. Paul, spoke on the I
subject of a primary election law. He Is Iin favor of direct primaries, and favors some
of the features of the bill introduced in thesenate by Senator Wilson, of Minneapolis.
He would not be In favor of disfranchising
a voter because he did not vote at the pri-
maries.

Dr. H. T. Eddy, of the state university,
and J. F. Reed discussed the same subject.

They feel that they
should turn their \u25a0mention' for one
half-day to the convention and to the
entertainment of the visitingdelegates
who are coming from all parts of the
state.

The St. Paul Retail Grocers' associa-
tion met last evening at Third and Ex-change streets and decided by a unani-mous vote to close on that afternoon
The Minneapolis Retail Grocers' asso-
ciation has voted to attend the con-
vention in a body. There will be 400
from the Flour City, and the St. Paulmen do not want to be behind them
In enterprise and public spirit.

The association last night discussed
several other subjects, one of the mostimportant of which was the site for
the new market. It was agreed aftera discussion that the site of the market
should not be held or controlled by aprivate corporation, but, if possible, by
the city. The members favored a site
bounded by Ninth and Tenth, Robert
and Minnesota streets. They did not
look with satisfaction upon a proposi-
tion to erect the market along Thirdstreet, as that would necessitate thebuilding of a huge platform over thebluff below Third street and would af-ford but very poor facilities for han-dling the business. Teams could only
be driven to the Third street side, and
there would be a continual blockadewhich would be a great inconvenience
to dealers and buyers. It was also the
sentiment of the association that'jockeys" should not be permitted to
do business with the market men butthat only bona fide retailers should beallowed to buy at the market.Complaint was made by several gro-cers that butchers in their neighbor-
hood were trespassing on their busi-ness by dealing in bread and cake
which had lowered their sales in those
commodities. It was pointed out thatgrocers deal in bacon, lard and oth«rthings which are generally sold bybutchers, and after a short debate itwas agreed that Secretary Tenvoordeshould interview the offending butch-ers and arrange a peaceful settlementof the question.

SHOULD REDUCE EXPENSES

Mr. Dean Says American Cities Are

Badly Governed, and Are Too

Co»tly Should Be Or.ifjnulled I'm-

Mutual Benefit, and Not for the
Gain of a Few Engilah Cities

Held Up aa Models.

Many members of the Commercial
club, the chamber of commerce,
the Northwestern Manufacturers'
association, the Jobbers' union
and others Interested in busi-
ness matters gathered at the rooms
of the Commercial club yesterday noon
to hear an address on desirable legis-
lation by W. B. Dean. Mr. Dean has
evidently been much Impressed by the
lectures on municipal government re-
cently delivered in this city by Prof.
Zueblin, for he argued along the gen-

eral lines of improvements suggested
by Prof. Zueblin and quoted him as an
authority for a number of his state-
ments.

"Our cities," said Mr. Dean, "are
badly misgoverned when we compare
them with the cities in England. It
costs five times as much to run the
Boston government as to run the gov-
ernment of Birmingham, and it costs
us one-third more to run our public
schools than it costs to run the schools
of Birmingham. The reason for this
wide disparity of expense is that care-
ful attention is given in Great Britain
to municipal government, while here
there Is an absolute lack of interest in
such matters.

"Cities are not organized to give peo-
ple jobs, but for mutual interest. Pub-
lic officials should understand that
they are simply hired to transact our
business for us.

"Three-quarters of the English pop-
ulation is confined in cities, one-third
of our people live in cities, and the
people are moving to the cities in larg-
er numbers every year. We think we
are a phenomenal people because our
cities grow so rapidly, but they grow
no more rapidly than the cities of
Europe. Beyrout, In Syria, has grown
faster during the past ten years than
St. Paul; Hong Kong has grown from
nothing in 1843 to a city greater than
St. Paul; Cologne, Madgeburg, Berlin
have grown more rapidly than any
American city of the second or third-
class. Modern Athens was founded in
1840, and it has since become a place
with a population of 140,000. Cities are
growing as rapidly elsewhere as here.
"Ireceived a letter a year or so ago

from Seth Low, of Columbia university,
referring to city charters. Ha said he
would rather have a charter made by
Belzebub and administered by Gabriel
than one made by Gabriel and admin-
istered by Belzebub. And right here
let me express my high appreciation of
the present city administration. Mayor
Klefer is giving this city an excellent
administration, and Ithink we should
let him know that we appreciate his
efforts and thank him for cleaning thecity government as he has done.
"Ibelieve in home rule. Each city-

can administer its own affairs better
than a legislature can do it. A city
charter Is not made by a legislature,
but by a very few persons. The legis-,latur* ratiflee their work, and the peo-

pie have nothing to say in the matter.
There should be a union of city and
county government in St. Paul and
Ramsey county, but that cannot he
done without an amendment to the
constitution. There is no reason why
there should be a dual government
here.
"Ibelieve in the merit system. Ido

not think that each election should be
followed by a sweeping out of every
one of the defeated party. This is
especially true as to the police depart-
ment. A policeman has no incentive to
be vigilant and faithful if he knows
that after the next election he will lose
his place.

"Another reform is in the salary list.
There should be no greater compensa-
tion paid to officeholders than to othersdoing similar work in private life. An
official objected to a reduction of sal-
ary because he said it was necessary
for him to contribute to his party
campaign fund and he could not af-
ford to do so ifhe did not get a high
salary. There should be no contribut-
ing to campaign funds.
"Ialso believe in cumulative voting.

By that system a voter may vote for
three or four men running for the same
office, as judges, once, or for one man
three or four times. Ifthat system had
been legal here last fall, Judge Mitchell
would not have been defeated for re-
elction.
"Ialso believe ten citizens should be

able to nominate a candidate for office.
Irstead of having a host of candidates
the result would be, as in England,
each party would be obliged to nom-
inate their best men or stand chances
of their candidates being beaten by anindependent candidate."
