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HEED NOT THE ORACLE

J. A. WHEELOCK THINKS LITTLE
OF THE COMPTROLLER’S DEL-
FHIC UTTERANCES

NECESSITY FOR NEW MARKET

Again Considered by Representa-
tives of a Number of Commercial
Mdleﬂ_—lt the City Hasn’t Funds
to Provide One, Then It Is Urged
That Private Enterprise Be Given
a Chance.

The city development committee of
the Commercial club, with representa-
tives from the Commission Men’s as-
sociation and Retail Grocers’ union,
met at the rooms of the club yester-
day afternoon for the purpose of con-
sidering the public market question.
The committee from the Commereial
club have been giving the question a
deal of study for thé past few months
and on the supposition that there were
no funds available by the city to se-
cure a site and ‘erect market sheds,
had agreed that the best thing to do
was to have the city pass an ordirance
and allow private enterprise to conduct
a market. After some discussion the
following resolution was adopted:

Resolved, That it is the cpinion of this
meeting that there is an immediate and
pressing need of a proper place and facilities
for a public market, and wa earnestly re-
quest the common council to purchase a lo-
cation and erecct the necessary buildings

chise from the council and conduct &
market, y

Assemblyman Thompson claimed to
be surprised at the talk of private en-
terprise plan which. all the speakers
favored to conduct the market. The
market, in-his opinion, should belong to
the city. ‘Nothing had been sald about
the private enterprise taking hold of
the market. unttl a recent resolution
was passed thromgh the council asking
for the appointment of a committee to
erdeavor to seeure legislation which
would allow $156000 in bonds to be is-
sued for a market -site -and sheds, e
had been informed by the comptroller
that there was no need of bonds, as
there was m in the treasury to
build a site. It appeared to him as
though one day the city had money for
this purpose and'the next day, accord-
ing to the remarks he had listened to,
there was no meney. The city should
buy and. control:the market and allow
only producers to sell there: If it was
given to privatesenterprise it would be
only a money making scheme and as
soon as it ceased to pay the enterprise
would fall to the ground.

Mr. Shepard said:the comptroller had
informed him there was no money in
the treasury that could be used for a
market site and sheds.

Mr. Wheelock was of the opinion that
no attention should be paid to the Del-
phic utterances of the comptroller.
What that official probably intended to
convey was that provision would have
to be made by the legislature first and
that there would . be. money in the
treasury. The city council could im-
pose on a person or corporation all that
it would do if the market was operated
by the city.

Mr. Reynolds was of the opinion that
private enternrise, restricted by the
councll, would ‘give the city a good
market. The city could not make a
success of it and a private corporation
could. The city had no more right to

The best plan presented to the com-
mittee was to give a franchise of from
fifteen to twenty-five years to privaie
parties under proper restrictions. A
place suitable and In a proper location
to accommodate from 200 to 500 teams
was what was needed.

If a company was formed with the
commission .men, grocerymen and
farmers combined a market could be
found and members from the three
bodies could run it to good advantage,
The council had struggled with the
proposition for the last three vears and
the only solution that he could see was
to form a corporation such as mention-
ed. The sheds would not cost to ex-
ceed $15,000, and proper ground could
be leased for $3,000 or purchased for
about $30,000. The city had no funds
to purchase a site or erect sheds and
the market could never be run by the
city as well as it could by a corpora-
tion of private persons.

The market master was elected, Ald.
Shepard continued, not for his qualifi-
cations as a market master, but_on
his qualification as a vote getter rather
than anything else. It was a political
job and there was a change about ev-
ery year.

C. C. Emmerson, as a commission
man, agreed with Mr. Shepard. The
council had no funds. Private enter-
prise was the only way immediate re-
lief could be secured. The commission
men and grocerymen were interested in
the questlon. Many farmers and gar-
deners objected to the accommoda-
tions offered in St. Paui, and the re-
sult was that many went to Minneap-
olls to dispose of produce. The city
must have something in the way eof
market sheds in the next six months.

Mr. Shepard called attention to the
fact that the Minneapolis market was
a private enterprise.

. S. Chittenden stated that 1in
Washington, D. C., the largest market
was run by private parties.

J. A. Wheelock concurred in what
Mr. Shepard had said. A determined
trial should be made to solve the prob-
lem by private enterprise and if the
thing could not be done, then fall back
on the city council. He had examined
carefully all the vacant property which
could be used for a market some two
years ago and decided that the best
site was the block bounded by Frank-
lin, Exchange, Eagle and Chestnut
streets. The property at the time he
made the investigation eou'd have been
purchased at very low figures and he
felt confident the increase would not
be such as to prevent private parties
from taking hold of it. He wa& op-
posed to the city furnishing the market,
as this could be done only by the issu-
ance of bonds, and the citizens in gen-
eral were opposed to this action.

As yet no definite announcement has
been made concerning the assistant
state superintendency of public in-
struction, but the indications are that
this office, with the assistant adjutant
generalship and the places under the
labor bureau, will be filled within a
day or two. A number ot candidates
have been considered for the place
which has during the last six years
been held by Prof. C. W. G. Hyde, and
one of the foremost, unusual as it is,
has been a woman, Miss Fannie 8.

Lewis to be state superintendent.

One source of considerable objection
to the normal schools has been that
they were a costly and superfluous in-
strument for teaching practically what
is taught in tke high schools. When
the normal] school system was insti-
tuted in this state, the high schools
were few and of comparatively low
grade, but now there are a few of high
schools ‘“which are of high rank and
which - impart a- general education
‘practically co-equal with that given in
the normal schools, save that the lat-
ter add to their course some instruc-
tion in pedagogics and the practice cf
teaching. The result has been that the
school boards of ‘the various districts,
especially city districts, have come to
consider the normal school diploma
:as- not essential to-all, and the grad-
uates have now no prestige above the
graduates of any institution of equal
scholarship, This, with the fact that
the graduates of these schools have
been flocking to the cities instead of
‘adding by thelr presence to the grade
of their rural schools, has been one of
the chief faults alleged against the
present normal school system, and it is
indicated In some reliable authorities
that one of the changes to be institut-
ed by the department of public in-
struction under the new superintend-
ent will be the elimination from the
normal school course of the fancy
‘branches so-called, and the confinment
of the normal course to freshening the
prospective teacher’s famillarity with
