The matter of the care of wooden sidewa'ks
iff tlie city h«s been a s*-n.us prcble-m with
the board, and after thorough investigation
we are of the opinion that the wooden side-
walk.- in -he city shouid not be rebuilt, but
within a certain territory En the city. _':: old
be replaced with cement walks, and beyond
that territory, where the wooden walks arc-

.epair. they .iTouid be torn up and. by gravel walks, the cost of which
is estima. ed a-t about 10 cents per front foot.
The life cf a wo.-den walk is estimated sl
eight years, and tiie cc:t is _:» cents per foot.
With new machinery for the manufacture ot
cemen: tiles, the same being under city in-
spection, the cost cf a .ix-foot cement walk
should nol -osr m re than 30 cents per foot,
the Ufa of whioh wouid bs at least thirty
years, and. in the opinion of the board, would
be much cheaper in the long run than wood-
en walks. The width ot cement walks sh.uid
be sroverned by the locality

six feet wi_e-the same to he left to the judg-
ment of the board of public works. It ia
an undisputed fact that 75 per cent of all
claim., for damage brought against the city
are the result of defective wooden sidewalks.
In the past ten years these claims amounted
to more than $100. OCO.. The cost of repairs
on wooden sidewalks during IS9B was aboutJl7,C*o<_. With the substitution of cement
walks this vast amount of money would bi
saved to the taxpayers of our city.

Anr.thc-r problem which the board has to
contend with haa been the lighting of .he
city, the board being favorable to the abolish-
ing. to a *veat extent, of gas and gasoline,
and lighting the city in an up-to-date mannerwith arc- lights. We had on Dec. 31. 159.,
_S6 arc lights, 2,651 gas lights, 3,044 gasoline
MgSts.

With this thought in mind, the board, in
it. report en lighting for the year 1.99. in-
creased the number of arc lights from 256 tj
37.., which has been subsequently increasedby the board to 393 arc lights, and has re-
duced the number of gas to 2,600 and easo-lia*
to 2.500.

ls a noticeable fact to all strangers to oui j
r;;v that there are practically no street name*. !
on any of our business corners, and to remedy j

The police didn't like Judge Orr's course I
in extending to Shearin a privilege which is j
strenuously denied, they say. to many a j
worthier man. The police say that Shearin !
has frequently been before Judge Orr on \u25a0

other charges, so that the judge is fully j
aware of his character, and the fact that |
such'*a prisoner should be allow.-d h'_, tiberty j
without security is denounced.
In this connection it is claimed by the po-

lice that only when Judge Orr is on the !
criminal bench do such thing- as the release j
cf Shearin occur. In fact, it is alleged that i
criminals arrested when another judge is on j
the criminal bench will exert every effort to !
have their cases continued until Judge Orr j
takes his turn in this branch of the court.

VICTORY FOR SETTLERS.
Decision in the Northern Pacific

Land Grant Case.
In the United States circuit court a decis-

ion was haude. down yesterday by Judge
Lochren in the case of the United States of
America against the -Northern Pacific rail-
road, and E. H. M.Henry and F. J. Bigelow
as receivers of the Northern Pacific Railroad
company. The bill of complaint as filed by
the attorney general asks for a cancellation
of a patent i:sued by the United States te
:he Northern Pacific to lot 5 of section 20, jn
St. Louis county, on the grourd that it was
Issued without authority of law and by mis-
take and inadvertence. The Northern Pa-
cific filed a disclaimer and were therefore ov.t
of the case. After reviewing the evidence at
considerable length the court finds that thec rcr-lainaut was not entitled to the relief
asked for and the bill of complaint was dis-
missed.

The opinion on Its face would not excite or-dinarily more than a ca«ual Interest but ltis a test case which affects all the land on
tbe right of way of the Northern Pacific from
Duluth to Ashland or more thtn a millionacres of land and thousands of settlers By
tHs decision the title te the land ie quieted
in the settlors and they ai_ made secure lntheir homes.

THIRTY SEW ROOMS
THEY ARE NEEDED TO ACCOMMO-

DATE THE PIBI.IC SCHOOL,

ATTENDANCE HERE

LARGER LEVY NECESSARY

Authorities Can Find No Other Way

of Salvation. They Say, Save the
IVrmiM-tioii of tx Higher Asaess-

m.nl Mid.vluter Graduation
lias an Yet Given Only Slight Re-

lief.

There Is an urgent and immediate need
fcr almost thirty new rooms in the public
schools of the city. Every year since 1835
the demand for additional floor space in the
public schools has been more and more ap-

parent, until the construction of four or
five new school building:. Is the only resoit
which willgive relief.

In addition to this $75,000 could be profit-
ably and economically spent in repairing
the forty buildings already in use. Since
the valuation of the city was cut from $liio,-
-BCO,OOO to (80,006.(00, several years ago, the
funds at the disposal of the school board
have decreased materially, and since then
economy has been practiced in every direc-
tion. The first thing cut oft was the repair
fund. Each year since 1_96 a smaller amount
has been set aside fcr this purpose. At the
same time the number of school children
has been Increasing.

If tbe proposed Increase in the levy of
taxes for school purposes goes through it

will doubtless relieve the contingency, and
give au adequate amount for both teachers'
salaries, supplies and new buildings. Supt.
Smith thinks tbat a mill and a half willdothis. However, he does not favor this as a
minimum limit, as the matter, being entirely
ln the hands of the city council, it would
be desirable to have the limit a little larger.

As to new buildings, fcur modern, well-
appointed buildings located in the Seventh,
Fifth, First and Eishth wards would takecare of all the surplus pupils who are at-
tending half-day sessions. The half-day ses-
sion plan, while it is the best that can be
devised to meet the existing conditions, workshardship both on the teachers and scholars,
as the latter can only receive a half day's
schooling, while the teacher has a doubly
laborious ta6k in teaching two separate
classes every day. * » *

The second semester in the school year
begins tomorrow. Prof. Eryant said yester-
day that he expected something like a hun-dred from the graded schools would be ad-mitted as freshmen. * * *

The new rule of the school board of ad-mitting scholars to the high school twice ayear willnot result in a very large enroll-
ment at this time of the year. until thegraded schools hare adjusted their study onthe two semester basis. Up to the time" therule went into effect the classes in all thegraded schools were organized on a cne-yearbasis, and there will be about as manygraduate from the grammar schools in com-
parison as graduate from the high schoolat mid-winter period.* * *

In April the kindergarteners will be pro-
moted to the primary grades, which willmake it neces.ary to inaugurate half-day ses-sions in nearly all the schools having thekindergarten branch.
