May opened low-
er at 7t'.:Kii:7ti7c, and as ;hc oudcok was
rendered more unfa\crable by a sharp tlump
at Liverpool, May declined to 7Je. The ex-
tremely cold weather, with the unprotected
condition cf wint.r wheat.c_us:d more or less
apprehension of damcce to the plant, and
as there were many reports to that effect,
buying became quite general, while May _ad-
vanced slowly to 76%e.
