A GOOD REWARD IN SIGHT.
Postoflice Employes Are Selling
Stamps Like Good Fellows.
MINNEAPOLIS, Jan. 31.—Should the re-

| ceipts of the Minneapolis postoffice for the

fiscal year ending March 31 reach an agsre-
gate of $600,000, it means an increase in the
salaries of Postmaster Lovejoy and several of
his assistants in sums ranging from $1,000 in
his own case to $200 to $500 in the cases of
other officials.

Should the necessary increase in. receipts
become a fact, the salary of Postmaster Love-
joy will be increased from $5,000 to $6,000 per
year, and in the discretion of the department
other advances may be made as follows: As-
sistant Postmaster Hughes, $2,000 to $2,500;
Superintendent of Delivery Wanvig, $2,%50 to
$2,700; Superinteadent of Malls Parlin, $2,250
to $2,700; Superintendent of Money Order Di-
vision F%&u, $2,000 to $2,400; Superintendent
of Registry Division James Thurston, $,750
to $2,100.

To reach this most desired conditfon the re-
ceipts for the present quarter must be $14,000
greater than they were for the corresponding
quarter last year, which the postoffice people
think they will do, with perhaps something to
spare. The quarter gained last year $17,498
over the corresponding quarter in the previ-
ous year, and the present quarter is expected
to better last year's by probably $20,000.
