WESTERN PASSENGER RATES,

Roads Differ as to Their Control
by Association.

CHICAGO, Feb. 2.—General passenger
agents of Western roads met today to take
action regarding the proposed reorganization
of the Western Passenger association, and
Zood progress was made towards an agree-
ment. The ‘“‘Soo’” line was the only im-
portant road not represented. General Pas-
senger Agent Lomax, of ths Unlon Pacific,

| was not present during the morning session,

but appeared in the afternocon. Much de-
pends upon the action of the latter road, as
it is the only trans-Missouri line not entirely
favorable to the formation of an association
covering all the territory west “trom Chi-
cago, St. Louis and St. Paul te the Rocky
mountains. The Union Pacific wants two as-
soclations, one east and one west of the Mis-
souri river. The Santa Fe and other Western

| roads want an association to cover the entire

| territory, but if this cannot be obtained they
They went |

will be satisfied, probably to get an agree-
ment covering all business as far west as
Colorado common points. They are not in-
clingd, however, to accede to the Union Pa-
cific’s demand for an independent association
west from the Missouri river.

It will probably require a session of three
or feur days to dispose of the questions under
consideration.

IMPROVING ITS CARS.

Rehabilitation of the B. & 0. South-
western Planned for Spring.

The rehabilitation of the Baltimore &
Ohio Southwestern railway will begin as soon
as the frost is out of the ground in the
spring. Just before the line went into the
hands of Receivers Harmon and Robinson a
large quantity of material was purchased.
This will be immediately delivered and used
to the best advantage. Forty theusand tons
of S5-pound steel rails have been purchased
and enough will be on hand on March 1 to
enable the receivers to begin laying it at
five different points on the line. Each mile
of track will be carefully reballasted and
placed in first-class condition. It will take
101,000 pairs of continuous rail joints for the
40,000 tons of rail. The 2,000 standard box
cars and 500 steel coal cars recently ordered
wil] bedelivered in Mareh.

156,000 ‘pounds, and five 10-wheel compou:
passenger- engines, weighing 135,000 pounds, is
now being built by the Baldwin Locomotive
warks.

It is expected that by the time the property

to the Baltimore & Chio railroad.

€. P. STEAMSHIP COMPANY

Establishes a Line Between Tacoma
and the Orient.

The Canadian Pacific Steamship cgmpany,
which is operated in connection with the
Canadian Pacific Railway company, has in-
vaded American territory by establishing a
steamship line between Tacoma and the
Orient, The steamship Tartar, of that line,
has besn put in service between Tacoma and
Japan and China, and will depart in a few
days with a cargo of American wheat. There
has later been so much wheat awaliting. ship-
ment tc the Orient and so few vessels to
send it in that freight rates have advanced,
and the Canadian Pacific saw an opportunity
to get the surplus. Incidentally it will reduce
freight rates on wheat to their normal figure.

The Tartar is one of the largest of the Pa-
cific steamships. She was designed for Alas-
kan business, but there has not been suf-
ficient of that to justify her continuance be-
tween Puget sound and Asiatic ports. If
the volume of business warrants it a per-
manent line will be established, otherwise
the Tartar will be withdrawn.

NO FAULT OF THE CREW

That the Great Western Engine Had
Left the Sidetrack.

The officials of the Chicago Great Western
yesterday held an investigation regarding the
recent wreck at Hayfleld Junction. Division
Superintendent James A. Kelly presided and
the members of the crew of the wild engine
which got in the way of the limited were ex-
n.mme(lg the session was held behind closed
doors.

Kelly said that the crew had satisfled the
officials of the road that the sidetracked en-

ne was released by some unknown, person

uring the absence of the crew at breakiast;

that the engineer and fireman had satisfle
them that every possible precaution was taken
to prevent the engine getting loose, and that
in no other way could the engine have es-
caped and run up the track.

Mr. Kelly said that the crew had undoubted-
ly violated a rule of the company in leaving
a locomotive alone, but it had not been
decided to censure him. The question is un-
der consideration.

NEW LOGGING ROAD;

Minneapolis Contractors to Bulld
One in St. Louis County.

DULUTH, Feb. 2.—There are about 1,300,-
000,000 feet of standing timber in the country
south of Hunter's island on the international
boundary that has not been available for log-
gers, No stream that runs through the terri-
tory is large enough to drive or level enough
to be improved, and there are no roads to take
out any sawn timber that might be manufac-
tured in that wilderness. It is estimated that
all this timber will be made available to this
market by the construction of a logging rail-
road that {8 now under survey.

This road will be built by Simpson & Brown,
of Minneapolis, who have begun the erection
of a sawmill at the eastern terminus of the
Duluth & Iron Range road, near Ely. The road
will begin at Fall lake, near their mill, and
will run easterly, and next year from five to
ten miles only will be built. It wiil be extend-
ed as the timber is cut.
