Civil Kinhi*BUI Geln

ThrotiKh the House Proposed
law to Provide for Board* of Ap-

the Governor the AppolnlIng

Power.

The house helii its first afternoon
session yesterday and by working five
hours disposed of a grist of routine
business. Thirteen Mils were intro-
duced and the same number passed.
The house adjourned at 5 o'clock to
Monday morning at 10 o'clock.

Among the bills passed by the house
yesterday was one introduced by Mr.
Wallace (Rep.), of Hennepin. to pro-
tect bicycle paths. The measure met
with opposition from a number of the
farmer members.

Mr. Fops (Rep.), of Grant, favored
the penalty for dropping a handker-
chief on a cycle path being made
twenty years In state's prison, but
wanted it to apply only to the cities.

Mr. Umland (Dem.), of Ramsey, said
he never rode a bicycle and hoped he
never would, but he favored the bill
because so much money had been in-
vested in paths in the Twin Cities.

Mr. Plowman (Pop.), of Otter Tail,
took the ground that cattle might stray
on a cycle path, and this would make
the owner pay a fine or be imprisoned.
He could not vote for it.

Mr. Dealy (Dem.), of Scott, declared
the bill would prevent farmers herding
cattle along the roads and would have
to be amended in this particular before
it received his sanction.

Mr. Feeney (Dem.), of Le Sueur,
urged the farmer members not to vote
for the bill without amendment.

Mr. O'Neill (Union) stated he would
vote for the bill as a matter of pro-
tection. It would only be a short time
before the country members would
come in and ask the city members to
pass a bill to protect them from the
cyclists. As it was now the wives of
the farmers who drove out Sundays
to get the fresh air were compelled to
give the whole road to persons bent,

over like monkeys on machines.

WHEATON'S BILLPASSES.

Mr. Wheaton's civil rights bill, al-
lowingcolored persons the privilege of
entering saloons the same as other
races, was passed with but two dis-
senting votes.

Mr. Riley (Rep.), of Jackson, con-
tended that the measure was in reality
a temperance one. The objection now
raised by some was that colored men
should not be allowed to patronize sa-
lcons visited by white men. If the
passage of the bill would have the ef-
fect of keeping white men out of these
resorts by allowing negroes to visit
them it would be a good thing for the
general public.

Mr. Benolkei. (Dem.), of Steams, and
Mr. Hazlett (Rep.), of Hubbard, voted
against the measure.
TAXING INSURANCE COMPANIES.

InH. F. 233, Mr. Gutterson (Rep.), of |
Blue Earth, seeks to amend the law
requiring insurance companies to pay
a tax on gross premiums. The present

law all fire and life companies pay 2
per cent upon gross premiums and as-
sessment life companies are not includ-
ed. The bill provides that all foreign
eempanies organized outside of the
United States and all branches shall I
pay a tax of 3% per cent on gross pre-
mium receipts. All companies organ-

ized in the United States outside of
Minnesota shall pay a tax of 3 per
cent upon gross premiums received or
assessments collected. All Minnesota
companies shall pay a tax of 2 per cent
on gross premiums. The taxes paid
Under the bill and in lieu of other taxes
except upon real estate. All township
mutual fire companies and all fraternal
life associations and all strictly mutual
companies not organized for profit are :
exempted. The changes proposed are
to bring several money-making insur-
ance companies to pay a tax to the i

state, also to impose a heavier tax I
upon European companies and branch-
es than upon domestic companies.

TO ABOLISH DAYS OF GRACE.
The bill of Mr. Yale (Rep.), of Wino-

na, H. F. 69, to abolish days of grace,
was passed, but ithad a close call, the j
vote being 61 ayes and 19 nays.

H. F. 111, by Mr. Henderson (Rep.),
of Fillmore, providing for the payment !
of clerk hire in counties where no pro- j
vision was made for this purpose, was j
passed. Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Henne- ;
pin, did "not think the bill was worth \u25a0

the paper it was printed on," and was
the only one to vote in the negative.

TWO BILLS SETTLED.
H. F. 103, by Mr. Wheaton (Rep.), of j

Hennepin, relating to the liability of
railroad companies, and H. F. 177, by
Mr. Hillary (Rep.), of Washington, re-
ducing the rate for publishing delin-
querit tax lists, were indefinitely post-
poned.

REGULATING STREET RAILWAYS.
Mr. Schurman (Rep.), of Fillmore,

in H. F. 225, provides for street rail-
way companies in the state being de-
clared common carriers and placing
them under the power and authority
of the railroad and warehouse com-
missioners. The measure will proba-
bly have to be amended, as under its
present provisions all hacks and bus
lines are included as common carriers.

STATE FIRE MARSHAL.
Mr. Henderson (Rep.), of Fillmore,

introduced a bill providing for the
appointment by the insurance commis-
sioner of a state fire marshal. The
official is to be appointed for a term
of two years, and receive a salary of
$2,000, with an additional $1,000 for
traveling expenses. His duties are to
investigate and report to the insur-
ance commissioner on all fires brought
to his attention. Abill of similar pur-
port was defeated in the house at the
last session.

THE DIVORCE LAWS.

llmiH.- niicuueii a BUI, Making
Some Amendment!! to It.

The house, in committee of the whole, with
Mr. Roberts, of Henucpln, In the chair, put
in a couple of hours discussing amendments
to the divorce law, and a bill requiring com-
mission merchants* to keep books for the
benefit of consignors.

The billamending the divorce law requiring
willful desertbn for a period of three years
before it was ground for a divorce was dis- |
cussed at length. The author, Mr. Fosnes
(Union), of Chlppewa, asked that the bill
be amended m as to read two instead of
three years. He did this because a bill ofthe same purpose had been defeated In in«
6enate, and he understood a two-year pro-
vision would be acceptable to the members
of the upper house and a bill with this pro-
vision passed.

Letters were read from judges* of the dis-
trict court of Ramsey, Hennepin and St.
Louis counties, all favoring an extension of
the time in which a divorce for desertion
could be secured. Mr. Demlug (Rep.), of
Hennepin, offered an amendment making thtstatute law for impo-tency as a ground of
divorce in accord with decisions of the su-
preme court of the state. Another amend-
ment by the same member allowed imprison,
nifnt for a term of two year? as a ground
for divorce, but not until after an imprison-
ment of one year and in no case after a
legal release from such imprisonment.

Uoth amendments were adopted, as wasthe one making the time for d2sertion two
instead of three years. The bill was recom-
mended to pass.

H. F. 99, by Mr. McGra-th (Rep.), of Clay,
requiring commisj<ion merchants to keep
records showing the names of consignors,
date of sal?, name and address of purchaser,'
price received, and to make written stated
ment of such facts to the consignor on de-
mand. It was argued that the passage of
the bill would wipe out the commission bust-ness in the Twin Cities. After discussion,
progress was reported on the measure.

BOARDS OK APPEAL.

Bill Amended t«* Give the Governor
the Appointing Power.

At a meeting of the house grain and ware-
house committee yesterday afternoon the bill
by Mr. McCollum (Rep.), of Kittson, provid-
ing for boards of appeal at Duluth and Min-
neapolis, was considered. A delegation from
the North Dakota legislature, consisting of
Senators Marshall and Johnson and Repre-
sentatives Minor and Sayles, attended the
session of the committee and suggested that
the bill be amended so as to put the appoint-
ment of the»members of the board of appeal*;
in the hands of the governor rather than in
the railroad and warehouse commission.
It was stated by Senator Marshall that !

the trouble with the Inspection now was that I
the power vas practically all in the hands j
of one man, the chief grain inspector.

Mr. McCollum, the author of the bill, and
the members of the committee agreed with
Senator Marshall, and when the bill Is re-ported back it will provide for the governor
appointing the members of the board instead
of the railroad and warehouse commission-ers.

AMENOMENTS VOTED DOWN

Then the Senate lvCommittee of the
Whole Reported Proisreaa—Sen-
ator Coller'M Bill for the Repeal
of the Corrupt I'rucllce Act Pam.
ea With \o Debate and but
Slight OppoHition.

A Democrat presided over the senate
committee of the whole for the first time
yesterday afternoon. Senator McGov-ern. of Waseca. The first bill dis-
cussed was the Somervllle bill, which
caused a brief discussion Thursday.

In order to meet the objection madethen, the author of the bill. SenatorSomerville (Rep.), of Brown, offered an
amendment to make the bill cover only
such companies as had come in since
the passaKe of the law of 1889, tax-ing- domestic corporations.

Senator Wilson (Rep.), of Hennepin,.
soupht to amend the bill by striking
out the provision exceptlnp from theoperation of the law growers of livestock, improving farm, garden or hor-
ticultural lands, growers of sugar beets
and canners of fruit or vegetables. This
was lost.

Senator Baldwin (Dem.), of Duluth,
desired to strike out the clause pro-
hibiting unlicensed corporations from
suing in the courts of the state, but
this was lost.

Senator Horton (Rep.), of Ramsey,
wanted section 6. making the law ef-
fective, stricken out. This, too, was
lost.

Senator Horton also wanted the bill
limited in its operation to the corpora-
tions hereafter coming in. He said
the bill as drawn would ruin the steam-
ship and mining interests at the head
of the lakes.

Senator Johnson (Dem.), of Nicollet,
said he would vote for the bill. He did
not believe that it would drive out
foreign corporations from the mining
ranges. He was informed that the pig
iron bounty was asked in order to help
Minnesota manufacturers to compete
with those of the East.

Senator Greer (Rep.), of Wabasha,
did not believe the bill would ruin the
mining industry.

Senator Horton's amendment was
lost, as was another excepting miners

'
and shippers of ore from the provisions
of the bill.

Senator Wilson wanted to except
nurserymen, manufacturers of agricul-
tural implements and manufacturers of
butter and cheese. This, he said, was
fair as to the exception of creameries
and sugar beet growers. Lost.

Senator Baldwin wanted Lake Super-
ior steamboat and shipping companies
excepted. He cited the removal of the j
Whaleback company from Duluth to i
Superior and the other companies
would no doubt follow them. The leg-
islature could not afford to give Su-
perior any advantage over Duluth. He
was told the senator wanted a canning
institution in Brown county; he want-
ed passengers and freight landed at
Duluth. instead of Superior. The
amendment was lost.

Senator Potter (Rep.), of Hennepin,
wanted the tax on every $10,000 of cap-
ital stock over $50,000 reduced from $5
to $1. He thought this would put them
on an equitable basis* tvlth the domes-
tic corporations.

At 4:40 progress was reported, and
the senate adjourned after a few com-
mittee reports. <

RYDER RAISED A PROTEST.
The judiciary committee reported

unfavorably the bill introduced by
Senator Ryder, of Polk, providing for
the election of railroad, Insurance,
dairy and labor commissioners by the
people.

He said the
bill was one which the people demand-
ed, and which he believed was right.

His
request was granted, and the bill plac-
ed on general orders.

LET ROBERTS ALONE.
The report of the judiciary commit-

tee on the house resolution, urging the
unseating of Brigham H. Roberts, the
new Utah congressman, was paid no
attention at all. The committee re-
ported it without recommendation.

FELT BAD FOR COMSTOCK.
Gov.Lind's appointments to the state

normal board were confirmed, although
Senator Ryder declared that the fail-
ure of Gov. Lind to reappoint S. G.
Comstock, of Moorhead, Indorsed a
frequent quotation to the extent that
states as well as "republics were un-

ROAD AND;BRfDGE FUND.
The road and bridge bill Introduced

by the senate cotnmlftee on roads and
\u25a0bridges, provides . that there shall be
created a state road 1,and bridge fund
which fund shall Include all moneys
derived from Investments of the inter-
nal improvement" lartd fund now on
hand or hereafter "to accrue, and there
is also levied a'tax'«f one-twentieth
of one mill, the proceeds of which are
to be placed in this fund.

No county shall receive in any one
year more than 3 per cent or less than
% of 1 per cent of tb^ total fund thus
provided; that nq .mojjs than one-third
of such fund shall be expended for
bridges, and no morte than one-third of
the cost of constructing any road

'
or

bridge shall be paid by the state.
MAY BUY DRAINAGE BONDS.

Senator Wilson's bill, to amend the
savings bank law, allows these Insti-
tutions to invest In the bonds of drain-
age districts or other districts created
by law for publicpurposes, or Improve-
ments In Minnesota, lowa, North Da-
kota. South Dakota or Wisconsin, and

In the Interest bearing obllßatlons any-
where In the United States, having a
population of at least 5,000 Inhabitants
at the time the 'bonds weFe Issued. The
special object of the act is to allow
the Bavlnps banks to invest in the
bonds of drainage districts. The
amount that may be advanced on these
securities is limited to 10 ,per cent of
the assessed valuation of the district
issuing them.

HOLDS COMMUNITY L.IABIJ3.
Senator Wilson (Rep.), of Hennepln,

introduced a bill amending the law
governing the bonds given by contrac-
tors on public works by providing that
a bond shall be required of the con-
tractor, the amount of which shall be
not less than the price of the contract
work. Any town, county or school dis-
trict neglecting to require such bond
shall be liable to any person doing
work on the contract for any loss he
may sustain through the failure of the
contractor to pay help or meet any
other obligations.
