A. E. Smith said Christian Sclence was the
primitive Christianity. The achicvements of
modern Christian Scisnce were not special

of Jesus and his apostles, but the workings
of natural laws, not as yet fuliy understood.
Dr. Arthur Sweeney, called on in behalf of
the bill, said it did not require any examina-
ticn as to methcds of treatment. It did re-
quire a knowl:dze cf diseaszs, thzn character-
{stics and diagnosis. The advocates of the
bil! believed that it was the duty of the
gtate to regulate those who professed to heal
the sick. The state was founded on the limu-
tation of the liberty of the individnal for the
general good of the state. Should the man
who did nct know diphtheria from a broken
leg be allowed to lreal the sick? No, the
state should protect ignorance against char-
latanry. The Christiaa scientist drew no line
between smzll-pox and rumps.

Dr. A. J. Stone said he came not as a
general practitionsr, but as health commis-
sioner. The welfare of the community de-
manded this bill. Contagious dizcases were
due to germs, which they reproduced. Of
these diseases, smail-pox was cxceedingly
difficult of diagnosis.

Dr. Bemis, representing the osteoraths, op-
poeed the bill. He said the diagnosis was
only one thing; the method was what killed.
It was the practice against which the peop.e
should be protected.

Dr. W. A. Jones, of Minneapolis, said the
old school practice was a Christian science.
He thought of the osteopaths were udvanced
as they claimed, they should not object to
taking the examination.

O. J. Snyder said there were fourteen
schools represented in the state.

Chairman Young wanted to know what they
were.

The test caused a laugh. Tt incuded mas-
sagists, masseurs and psycho-medicists.

H. H. Wadsworth, of Minneapolis. read an
article by a Minneapolis homeopath, oppos-
ing the Jepson bill.

Senator Du Toit, by request, introduced an
osteopathy bill, calculated to meet the oprpo-
sition of osteopaths from =chools other ihan
the Northwastern to the first bill introducad.
Instead of a state board of examiners, con-
sisting of three osteopaths, the board is to
consist of nine members, six ozteopaths znd
three physicians, thus giving the osteopaths
control of the board, but not all the mem-

. Three of the osteopaths are to be the
presidents of the three schools of osteopathy.
The other members are to be appointed by
the governor,

The Du Toit bill provides that all meetings
shall be held at the capitol, and that notic~
be given of all ial meetings.

The Grindeland bill prohibits regular rhy-
sicians from practicing osteopathy without
licenses from the board of osteopathy. Th=
Du Toit bill exempts legally qualified physi-
clans.

The Du Toit bill adde to the list of sub-
jects in which osteopaths must quailty,
diagnosis, prophylaxis, medical jurisprudencs
and osteopathic therapeutics. The terms are
lengthened from twenty to twenty.six weeks
each. and the bi’l omits the exemption clause
for practice of two years out-ide the state.

The bill of Mr. Marin (Pop.). of Polk, pro-
viding that in cities of 5,000 inhabitants
judges of the municipal court shall ba prac-
ticing attorneys, waf,il.ide‘ﬂnitely postponed.

A bill by Mr. McCullum (Rep.). of Kittson,
providing for the appointment of iboards of
app:al for the inspection of grain, was in-
troduced yesterday, and referred to the com-
mittee on ,grain and warehouse. The meas-
ure is identical with the one presented by
the same gentleman last week, except that
the appointment of members of ;the boards
is to be made by the governor rather than
the rallroad and warehouse commission.

Park’s Trial in March.

Judge Kelly yesterday denled the motion of
the attorney for Carl H. Park to have the
state elect under which indictment the trial
should be held and the case was set for trial
in the March term.

Park was indicted for larceny and for re-
celving stolen property. As both indictments
referred to the same property, the attorney
argued that it was manifestly impossible for
his client to have committed both offenses
charged and asked to have the state compell-
ed to choose.

PASSES THE- HOUSE EASILY

No More Bills/ ﬂpzj:e Passed Call-
ing for an Appropriation From

the Internal Improvement Fana

—i—A Binding Tyine BN, Sabufi-
tute for thé S¥¥ Gthers Introduc-
ed, Passed Twd Readings.

The house shortened.its session some-
what yesterday, i order to allow the
committees to 4ispose of an accumula-
tion of bills. Ten new bills were in-
troduced and two passed. The measure
amending the diyorce laws caused de-
bate, but was passed with twenty
votes to spare. The Gutterson bill, de-
claring telegraph companies common
carriers and placing these corperations
under the authority of the raiiroad and
warehouse commission,- was passed
with ninety-five votes in the affirma-
tive and not a single vote in opposi-
tion to it.

FOSNES DIVORCE BILL.

The Hill of Mr. Fosnes (Unlon), of

Chippewa, H. F. 98, making changes |

in the divorce laws, was passed by a
vote of 82 to 26. The principal change
is that it requires desertion for a
period of two years before this can be
made the ground for an action for
divorce.

Mr. Yale (Rep.). of Winona, opposed
the measure for the reason that it was
not aimed at principle. but simply a
question of policy. The amendment of
the bill as first introduced from three
to two vears, showéd that it was but
a question of policy. He was opposed
to the constant tinkering of laws.

Mr. Pennington (Dem.), of Dakota,
claimed that the general effect of the
law would be in the interest of good
citizenship and morality.

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, said
the proposed change was not to fit any
particular case as had been when the
law was changed four vears ago. Then
the period was reduced from three
years to cne year for a man from
Ramsey county.

Mr. Jaccbson (Rep.), of Lac qui
Parle, argued that the bill was a step
in the right direction. The change
made in the law four vears ago was
a dammable piece of legislation. It
was dene to have a man get rid of his
wife and money'was used to change
the law. Ten years-would -be better
than two in the interests of morality.

Mr. Jackson (Rep.).-of Ramsey, took
the ground that time was not an es-
sence in the question of morality. One
year was a reasonaple time, and he
did not favor the proposed change.

Mr. West (Rep.), of Mower, favored
the bill because i{ improved the present
law by making [thel period one year

PROTECTING A FUND.

Mr Von Lehe (Rep.), of Le Sueur,
called up his resolution providing that
no bills be passed ecalling for an ap-
propriation from the interral improve-
ment fund. In support of the resolu-
tion Mr. Von Lehe stated that the
fund was now overdrawn $17,000. Mr.
Staples (Rep.), of Dakota, said there
were claims now pending in addition to
the $17,000 shortage,” aggregating 36,000,
and it would be four years before bills
now passed could be drawn upon the
fund. For this reason he favored the
resolution. The motion of Mr. Lar-
son (Rep.), of Redwood, to indefinitely
postpone, was voted down, and the res-
olution then adopted.

NEW BINDING TWINE BILL.

The committee .on binding twine re-
ported as a substitute for the six bills
on this subject introduced up to date,
H. F. 264. The substitute provides that
twine shall be sold only to farmers or
actual consumers up to and including
May 1. and only for _cash or ‘such se-
curity as the warden may approve.

Al twine on hand after May 1, for
which no corders have been recelved,
may be dispcsed of to dealers on such
termns as the prison board may pre-
scribe, except 500,000 pounds that shall
be reserved by the warden or board to
fill orders direct to consumers,

The dealers td whom the twine is
sold must enter into a contract with
the warden or prison board not to
charge more than one cent per pound
profit to actual eonsumers. The cost
at the prison, with freight charges
added to the point of destination in
czrload lots, is to" be taken as the
basis of the cost of twine. In the sale
and disposition of twine the warden
and board of managers are to divide
the same throughout the several agri-
cultural counties of the state in pro-
portion to the amount ordered. No
twine is to Dbe sold outside the state
except after July 1.

Any wilfu! violation of the provision
of the act on the part of persons en-
tering into contract with warden or
beard of managers for sale of twine
is punishable by a fine of not less than
25, nor more than $300.

' CALLS FOR MORE TAXES,

Mr. Mausten Wants More From Wa-
ter and Other Companies.

In H. F. 272 Mr. Mausten (Rep.), of
Aitkin, provides for an increased tax
on electric light, gas, waterworks,
street railway and messenger compa-
nles. The tax is to be an excise one,
and means that such companies shall
pay a 1 per cent gross earnings tax in
addition to other taxes now levied.
Such companles are to file with the
state auditor, on or before the finst
Monday in June, a statement showing
that gross receipts within the state
for the year ending May 1, {ncluding
all sums earned or charged, whether
received or not. The statements are to
be laid before the state board of equal-
ization, and the board is to report to
the state audlitor the amount of such
Bross receipts, who, in November of
each year, s to collect from each com-
pany an excise tax computed by tak-
Ing 1 per cent of the amount of the
gross receipts for business fone In the
state. The taxes so collected during
November of each year are to be paid
into the general fund of the state. In
case companlies refuse to pay the tax, a
penalty of 6 per cent per annum I8 to
be added.

Franchises or privileges enjoyed by
companies or corporations from the
state are to be suspended during the
time such companles refuse or neglect
to comply with each and all the pro-
visions of the act. The bill went to the
committee on taxes and tax laws.
