BARRIOS' FORTUNE GONE.
Millions of the Late President of

Guatemala Confiscated.
SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. B.—Of the

splendid fortune acquired by the late
President Barrios while at the head
of the Guatemalan government, not a
vestige remains. Mme. Algeria de
Regua Barrios, widow of the late dic-
tator, has received advices from her
agents In the Central American repub-
lic that the vast estates, valued as
high as $10,000,000. have been seized by
creditors, and that attachments and
other legal processes have been issued
without number. Mme. Barrios, who
saved her private fortune, consisting
mostly of securities and jewels, is so-
journing in this city, but will soon go
to Europe.

MISUSED THE ~MAIL.
Publisher and His Foreman Feel the

Strong; Hand of I'ncle Sain.
CINCINNATI. O. Feb. B.—Charles C.

Moore, publisher of a paper in Lexington!
Ky., was convicted by a jury in the United
States court on a charge of sending an ob-
scene published edition through the mails,
and sentenced by Judge Thompson to serve
two years in the penitentiary. When asked
if he had anything to say, he first defended
his course, then asked for leniency on ac-
count of his family, aud closed by saying ho
glorified in what he had done. J. E. Hughes,
his foreman, who was al3o found guilty on
the same charge, was sentenced to serve two
years also.

Private KIIU Sentenced.
WASHINGTON. Feb. B.—Private John El-

lis, Company I, First North Carolina In-
fantry, having been tried and fouud guilty
of murder by a cpurt martial convened for
the purpose, is sentenced to be dishonorably
discharged without pay or allowances from
the service of the United States, and to boconfined for the period of his natural life.
The sentence has been approved, and FortLeavenworth, Kan., designated as the place
of confinement.

Wholesale Grocers May Combine.

Fully 200 delegate* to the second an-
nual convention of the Minnesota Re-
tall Hardware association gathered at
Market hall yesterday morning for the
first meeting of the session. Hard-
ware dealers from all parts of the state
are present. The meeting was called
to order by Vice President A. T. Steb-
btns, of Rochester, when Mayor Kiefer,
on behalf of the city, extended a cor-
dial welcome to the delegates. Most
of the morning session was given over
to the work of organization and to list-
ening to reports from the different of-
ficers.

In the afternoon the convention got
down to business and in addition to
electing officers for the ensuing year
listened to the discussion of a number
of subjects of interest to the hardware
trade. The officers elected were:

J. E. O'Brien, Crookstou, president; J, W.
Berg, Little Falls, vice president.

One of the interesting papers of the
session was that discussing the sub-
ject of "Advertising," presented by G.
M. Evenson, of St. Peter. The speaker
emphasized the importance of mer-
chants properly placing their goods be-
fore the public, declaring that judicious
advertising was the life of any branch
of business. The recurring advertise-
ments were to the public, he said, like
an ever changing panorama, attracting
and holding attention, while keeping-
consumers constantly In touch with the
accommodation of the business situa-
tion {o their needs.

Indiscussing the subject, "Our Duty
to Jobbers and Manufacturers," E. A.
iMoye, of Duluth, dealt with the close
relationship between the retail dealers
and the jobbers and manufacturers,
showing the interwoven Interests ad-
vanced to be for the good of all. The
jobber was dependent upon the manu-
facturer, he said, and in turn the re-
tailer was dependent upon the jobber,
so that ifall worked together with the
mutual welfare of each as a considera-
tion, every business field would pros-
per.

"Local Competition" was the topic
considered in an able paper by P. L.
Norman, of Montevideo. He outlined
how dealers might conduct their busi-
ness on lines which would oppress none
and resu't in the betterment of all
who are brought into competition for
trade.

R. R. Williams, of New York, ex-
editor of the "Iron Age," spoke at
length upon "The Relation of Trade
Papers to the Dealer."

The ultimate demise of combinations
and trusts was predicted in a paper
dealing with the centralization of In-
dustries and business interests, by B.
'H. Loyhed, of Farlbault. The com-
petition among trusts, the speaker said,
tended to bring about this result. The
interests of different combinations were
conflicting, he said, and now
instead of trusts raising the
prices of commodities they controlled,
they were lowering1 prices. In com-
petition with each other. It was doubt-
ful, the speaker said, ifevery form of
trust would finally pass away, but for
those that remained he declared lawa
would be framed that would adequate-
ly regulate them so that the smaller
dealers and consumers would not suf-
fer.

J. E. O'Brien, of Crookston, spoke
upon "Organization and Membership,"
while S. M. Davis, of Minneapolis, dis-
cussed the subject "Loyalty to the As-
sociation."

The convention will convene at 10
o'clock this morning, when addresses
by leading jobbers, representing St.
Paul, Minneapolis, Duluth and Milwau-
kee, Wis.. will deliver addresses.

WILL SPOILJTHE OFFICE.
Inspector of Boiler* Would Buffer

Iniler the Winston Bill.
Representative Winston introduced in tha

house yesterday a bill, H. F. 271, providing
for the appointment of, a.board of seven
inspectors of steam boilers, one for each
congressional district. There are at present
only five Inspectors. The number having
been fixed when there were but five congres-
sional districts in the state.
It -was Bald yesterday that the passage

of We. Winston's bill would result in the
inspector of this district being left to do
without enough fees to pay him for his
trouble aB there are few boilers In St. Paul
to be Inspected.

The Inspector of this district at the present
time, being located at tha capltol, draws
all the correspondence and all the work
\u25a0which might be expected to accrue to any
state department while he Is simply one of
the five Inspectors and on the same foot-Ing with them. But he has an office in tha
capitol and naturally he is the center of
the force. With the fees from the Min-
neapolis district included in the present the
Income for this district is fairly remunerative.
But cut them off and the Inspector would
not draw $1,000 a year while having as
much clerical work to do as at present.

TO E^COURAiUIURATION
COMMERCIAL CLUB COMMITTEE

nECOMMK\DS SENUIJiG OUT AS
EXHIBITIONCAR

Cost In Estimated at $10,000 for
Each Six Months Committee
Also Recommends the Creating of
a Board of Immigration.

The general committee of the Com-
mercial club, appointed to formulate a
plan to induce Immigration of home-
seekers to the unoccupied lands of this
state, have made their report to the
club. They recommend the sending out
of an exhibition car, the publication
of a pamphlet setting forth the re-
sources of the state and a number of
other important matters.

The report, in fun, is as follows:
Flrst^-That an exhibition oar, to be known

as "The Minnesota Exhibit Oar," containing
a display of the natural products of the state,
mineral, agricultural and forestry, and as
far as possible samples of the manufactured
products, b» sent through the central and
eastern states for a term of six months
each year. From the beat knowledge vra can
obtain this will cost In all $10,000 for eaohsix months, which includes preparation of ex-hibit, as well as the trio <rf the car.

Second— We recommend the preparation andpublication of a pamphlet giving a descrip-
tion of the resources of"the Mate in the Eng-
lish and two other languages (not Spanish),
the ccst of preparation and publication being
estimated at $5,000.

Thtrd—We reoommand that a newspaper
advertising fund be established for the
dissemination of the experience of settlers
by the publication of letters and other forms
of advertising to the extent of $5,000.

Fourth—We estimate the cost of postage,
stationery, express and costs of administra-
tion to be $5,000 per year.

Fifth—We l^ecommenil that a board of five
Immigration commissioners be created to
serve, without pay, and that ithava charge
of th« entlro work, end that said commis-
sioners Shall be persons known to bo of
public spirit and of expertenca In Immigra-
tion work, and familiar with the undeveloped
resources of the state. The object of the work
to be devoted entirely to the encouragement
of immigration to the undeveloped land* ot
the state.

Is necessary for his own sake to res-strain, physical restraint by the nurses
has been employed. This, it has beenclaimed, was more humanitarian. Now
comes the committee which lnvestigat- I
ed the cause for the bruises on the 1body of Adolph Winqulst, and in itsreport of the Investigation says it isa question in the minds of the com-
mittee whether it would not be better
Ifmild means of mechanical restraint
were used in certain cases. The com-
mittee says further that it believesthere are two extremes in the use ofrestraint, too much mechanical re-
straint or the utter absence of it. This

at the meeting of the board of trustees
held at the Ryan hotel yesterday:

While it,is true that authorities differ as to
the question of restraint, yet the prudent use j
of mechanical restraint In certain cases I
•seme to be favored by a ilarge majority.
Mechanical restraint is employee! la a mild I
form at both the Rochester and Fergus Falls
hospitals with excellent results, however,
only under the strictest supervision ot the
medical staff, and only used when prescribed
by it.

The hospital records show that there were
marks of bruises on Winquist's body when
toe was admitted, but itiis nlso true that he
sustained other bruises, which, without the
proper use of mechanical restraint, it would
be almost impossible to prevent.

Your committee cannot but believe that
there are eatie3 where mechanical restraint
should be employed, as above Btattd. We
also believe that there are two extremes in
the use of restraint

—
too much mechanical

restraint, or the utt?r absence of it. It Is
a, matter for this board to determine what
its future policy in the manner of restraint
shall be. It should be borne ,ln mind that
It takes from one to three nurses to restrain
a violent patient, by physical force, /to keep
him, from injuring himself and others and
from destroying furniture and other property,
and he himself .unavoidably rec-lvea bruise 3
in his efforts to liberate himself from those
whom he considers trespassing jon his per-
sonal rights and liberties.

The welfare of the patient is the one con-
sideration to,b& constantly kept in view, and
your committee believes the best results are
to bo obtained when restraint is required, as
recommended above. i

Allof which is respectfully submitted.
The chief topic of discussion at the

meeting was the overcrowded condi-
tion of the three state asylums. In
the quarterly reports of the superin-
tendents of each Institution the atten-
tion of the board was called to the
fact that every one of the hospitals
was taxed beyond Its capacity. At
presnt the state has 3,441 wards in the
three asylums. There are l;10S patients
at Rochester, 1,210 at St. Peter and
1,123 at Fergus Falls.

number ofadmissions to the institutionover which he presides, the popula-
tion of the asylum Is steadily Increas-
ing. He attributes this condition to
an Increase and accumulation of de-generative brain diseases. At St. Pe-
ter there was some sickness amorg
the patients, which, according to Dr.
Tomlinson, was largely due to tha
crowded condition of the Institution." To fill the vacancy caused by the
resignation of Dr.Mary E. Bassett, by
recommendation, Dr. Tomlinson pro-
posed the name of Dr. Mary E. Ran-
som, of Dodge Center.

At the Rochester asylum Dr. A. J.
Kilbourne reported that an unprece-
dented overcrowding of patients wa»
necessary to take care of the number
of insane committed to this institution.
The number of patients at Rochester
is greater now than at any other time
in the history of the institution.

The same report of crowded wards
was heard from O. C. Chase, of the
hospital at Fergus Falls. Mr. Chase
submitted several recommendations
relative to the hiringof unrecommend-
ed nurses.

President J. W. Mason resigned hi3position as head of the board, and Dr.
D. N. Jones was elected president. Mr.
Mason was tendered the position ot
secretary, rendered vacant by tha
death of T. M. Titus, and accepted.
