NEW YORK, Feb. 9.—The first day
of the inquest Into the death of Mrs.
Kate J. Adams, who died from poison
on Dec. 28 of last year, did very little
to clear up the most sensational mur-
der case New York has had in years.
During nearly the entire session Harry
Cornish, the instiuctor of the Knicker-
bocker Athletic €lub, through whom
indirectly Mrs. Adams recelved the poi-

s0n, was on the stand. He was eva-
Bive in his replies to questions, and
fought shy of the popular theory—that
some person or persons with a secret
to hide had endeavored to dispose of
those having knowledge of the secret.
Cornish was also reticent in his an-
Ewers to all questions wkich touched

upon the death of Henry C.
egnother member of the Knickerbocker
club, wt died in November, presum-
ably from poison, believed by the state
to have been a victim of the same per-
&£0ONn or pe .1s who tried to kill Cor-
nish.

Mr. Cornish, who was the first wit-
ness, told of receiving a bottle ostensi-
biy containing bromo-selzer, in a silver
holder, on Dec. 4, 1888, of preserving
the wrapper, and of subseqmently tak-
ing the articles to the flat where he
lived with Mrs. Adams and Mrs, Rog-
ers. He narrated the circumstances
leading to the preparation of a dose
of the drug for Mrs. Adams, who, after
drinking it, remarked that it was very
bitter. Cornish said he drank what
was left in the glass and said: *“That'a
all right.”

store for instructions The druggist
gave him sweet spirits of ammonia
for her.

No doctor kaving arrived, Cornish ran
for Dr. Hitchcock, and later, at Dr.
Hitcheock's request, fethched Dr. Pot-
ter. Mrs. Adams died and the doctors
told him the case must be reported to
the coroner.

The witness said he went to Assist-
ant District Attorney MeclIantyre, his
personal friend, and asked him to ex-
pedite the action of the coroner. All
this while, witness sald, he was ill.
He went to the club about 4 o’clock p.
mw. (Mrs. Adams’ death occurred dur-
ing the forenoon), and there was taken
fll. Dr. Philiips gave him treatment
for over an hour, using the stomach
pump. Witness could suggest no mo-
tive for the poisoning; he had no quar-
rel with any one, and, so far as he
knew, had no enemles. Subsequently
he modifled this statement and admit-

being about eighteen months ago.

Mr. Cornish was questioned about the
illness and death of H. C. Barnett, the
question bringing out the fact that the
two men had rnot been on the best of
terms. Coimish’s information regard-
ing Barnet's illness was obtained
through I'r. Phillips, who attended
him near the end. Dr. Douglass was
cailed in.

UGLY CHARGES.

Mr. Cornish said that he never had
any personal auarrel with any member
of the Knickerbocker Athletic ciub, but
that charges had been preferred
against him. He was accused, he said,
of saying things about two miembers of
the club to a third member. The
charges were made by C. C. Hughes
and the names of the two members in-
volved In the quarrel were Ro'and B.
Molyneux and H: C. Barnett. That was
two vears ago and the witness could
not remember further details. Mr. Cor-
nish said he was employed by J. Her-
bert Balantyne, president of the corpo-
ration that conducts the Knickerbocker
Athletic club.

“What did Hughes say to you of Mo-
Iyneux and Barnett?’ asked Mr. Os-
borne, the assistant district attorney.

“He said that I said Molyneux had
made his money by the improper use
of house property he owned in New-
erk. He said I accused Barnett of im-
proper practices with women.”

“Did that mean that Molyneux let
his houses for purposes of prostitu-
tion?”

“That and his gambling, I
think. is what I meant.
were dismissed.”

He
said he understood that at a confer-
ence held after a dinner at the Union
League club, Mr. Molyreux had declar-
ed that he would leave the Knicker-
bocker Athletle club unless he (Cor-
nish) was discharged from its employ.
MUCH MIXED.

Mr. Osborne’s cross-examination was
merciless, and Mr. Cornish got mixed
up in his dates. First he said he knew
nothing of the charges against him
made by Molyneux until after Dec. 28,
and then said he knew of Molyneux's
statement just after the Union League
club dinner. Mr. Cornish fully explain-
ed that he did not consider that Mr.
Molyneux’s statement could be called
charges. He said that either Mr. Bal-
antyne, Mr. Sears or Mr. Adams told
him of Molyneux’'s statement.

“Did you have any idea of who sent
you that box?"” asked Mr. Osborne sud-
denly.

“1 have no idea; T was in no position
10 know."”

“Did you not tell Capt. McCluskey,”
reading from a typewritten statement,
‘it came over me in an instant when
I thought of Molyneux—that's just the
fellow who sent that box to me?"”

Cornish replied that that must have
been his impression when he made the
statement to Mr. McCluskey. He could
not think of any other man .on earth
with whom he had had any kind of
quarrel that could leave a feeling of
vindictiveness. Molyvneux had tried to
cause him to lose his position. When
witness heard about the handwriting it
struck him that the writing on the
wrappers was like the writing of Moly-
neux. He had not examined the wrap-
pers, but the facsimile in the newspa-
pers reminded him of Molyneux’s writ-
ing. Adams was really the first man
to put the thought into his mind. Wit-
ness did not know of any disagreement
between Molyvneux and Adams. Wit-
ness had never had a quarrel with Mo-
lyneux in his life.

Cornish said that he had heard that
Molyneux, since he lef:t the Knicker-
bocker club, had written a letter about

Molyneux would be called to testify,
After the adjournment District At-
torney Gardner expressed dissatisfac-
tion at Cornish’s evasion of questions
and said:

‘“The fact that Cornish gave Mrs.
Adams the poison is in evidence, and it
behooves him to clear its own skirts.
Under the law his admission of giving
the poison makes it possible to secure
his indictment for murder. Whether
or not this will be done remains, of
course, at the discretion of this office.”

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CONGRESS IS WARNED

EXTRAVAGANT APPROPRIATIONS
MUST BE GUARDED AGAINST
FOR A TIME

REVENUE DEFICIENCY CITED

Chairman Cannon, of the House

Committee, Points Out the Neces-
sity for Rigid Economy—De-
ficlency for the Fiscal Year Esti.
mated at $189,000,000, to Say
Nothing of Money for Spain.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 9.—Chairman
Cannon, of the appropriations commit-
tee of the house, in the couree of gen-
eral debate on the sundry civil bill to-
day, sounded a note of warning against
extravagant appropriations. Although
he specifically disclaimed speaking for
anyone but himself, the statements
that he made, coming from the chalr-
man of the appropriations committee,
caused great iInterest. Mr. Cannon
made a general statement of the reve-
nues and expenditures for the present
fiscal year, increasing Secretary Gage's
estimate of the deficiency in the reve-
nues from $112,000,000 to $159,000,000, ex-
cliisive of the $20,000,000 to be paid to
Spain, under the provisions of the
treaty of Paris.

Mr.«annon pointed out that all the
time of the remaining three weeks of
the sesslon would be occupied and that
there would be no time to give ship
subsidy measures the intelligent and
proper consideration they should have.

The whole house was aroused by this
statement. -

Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., O.) wanted to
know whether® Mr. Canmon assumed
that one of the great committees of
the house (the interstate and foreign
commerce committee) had been idle or
derelict in its duty.

Mr. Cannon insisted that nothing he
had said reflected upon that commit-
tee. But it was simply an organ of the
house. He was not charging it with
dereliction, but if it could multiply it-
self tenfold in strength and wisdom,
there was no time in the next three
weeks to place itself in touch with the
members so that the house could in-
telligently determine the legislation
necessary for the inauguration of that
great work.

Mr. Hepburn, chairman of the com-
mittee on interstate and foreign com-
merce, asked Mr. Cannon to be more
explicit. A statement from him meant
a great deal. He demanded to know
whether Mr. Cannon was to be under-
stood as saying that no opportunity
was to be given for the consideration
of the Nicaragua canal bill.

Mr. Cannon disclalmed any purpose
of speaking for any one but himself.
“I am not a membear,” said he. *“I
speak only of myself. I voice only my
own opinion. I do not reflect the sen-
timent of others, but I do say candid-
ly, upon my own responsibility, that it
is absolutely impossible in the time re-
maining for us to intelligenty consider
these bills.” v 3 ;

“Will the deficlencies in the revenue,
which the gentleman has pointed out,”
Interposed Mr. Lewlis (Dem., Wash.),
“hamper an issue of bonds?”

“We must support the army and
navy, and defend ourselves here and in
outlying possessions out of the present
revenues this year and next,” replied
Mr. Cannon, “but if we are to accom-
plish that we must seeg to it that no
great appropriations go through in the
immediate future. If you take on great
blocks of responsibilities you must is-
sue bonds.”

“Can’t there be a reduction in the
war tax?’ asked Mr. Sims (Dem.,,
Tenn.).

“Not in the next two years.” -

“In your estimates, have you includ-
ed any revenue from Porto Rico or the
Philippines 7' asked Mr. Dockery.

“I have not.”

“You Insist only that there shall be
a full and complete recuperation before
there sha!l be legislation on subsidy
projects?”

EXTRA SESSION OF CONGRESS.

What Will Follow Failure to Pass
Army Reorganization Bill.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 9.—The army
reorganization bill must pass or the
president will call an extra session of
congress. This possibility has been al-
ready frequently referred to and the
prediction made that some compromise
might be agreed upon whereby legisla-
tion of a temporary character would be
placed upon the army bill. This make-
shift will not be accepted. The presi-
dent has determined that the passage
of the army bill shall be made an issue,
and there is no doubt in administration
circles that he will be successful. Thera
is no doubt of the course to be pursued
by the president. A decision was yes-
terday rendered by the attorney gen-
eral that as soon as the ratifications of
the peace treaty are exchanged the
volunteer soldiers ¢an no longer be re-
tained in service. This is also true, the
attorney genral holds, of the additional
regulars who enlisted for the.war with
Spain. In consequence, without the de-
sired legislation the president will find
himself with an army reduced from
65,000 to 25,000 men,

BROAD TOLERATION.

Mr. Balfour Urged It in Asking Re-
jection of Church Measure.

LONDON, Feb. 9.—The house of
commons today, after long debate, the
amendment to the address to the
throne, relating to the “lawlessness in
the church,” which was proposed yes-
terday by Mr. Samuel Smith, Liberal
member for Flintshire, was rejected by
221 votes against 89. In Introducing
the amendment Mr. 8mith had declared
that the subject was creating the great-
est anxiety throughout the country.
Today A. J. Balfour, first lord of the
treasury and government leader in the
house, when he asked the rejection of
the proposal counselled “the preserva-
tion of that bread toleration, which has
been the distinguishing mark of the
church of England,” and deprecated
any legislatliyve attempt to cure the
evils complained of by the movers of

DENVER'S QUEER TRAGEDY.

Prominent Attorney, His Fiancese
and Her Son the Victims.
DENVER, Col., Feb. 9.—Henry P.
Rhodes, a prominent young attorney of
thig city, who, for eight years privr to
1897, was deputy district attorney here,
died at St. Luke’s hespital this morn-
ing as the result of wounds inflicted by
himself last Tuesday afterncon. At 10
o'clock tonight Mra. Olga Lavrenius, a
young Raussian widow, understood to
| have been Rhodes flancee, shot and in-
| stantly killed her ten-year-cld son and-
then sent a bullet through her own
brain. The tragedies of Tuesday and
tonight both occurred at the Arno, a
fashionable hotel where Rhodes and
Mrs. Lavrenius have both boarded for

several months.

The cause of Rhodes’ act is not
known. He was a bright attorney with
good prospects and very popular, Last
Tuesday evening he was found in his
room by his friend, John 8. Mosby Jr.,
son of the famous Confederate general,
rapidly sinking from loss of blood caus-
ed by a deep gash in each arm and
each leg- He was taken to St. Luke's
hospital, where he lingered till this
morning, though always expressing the
wish to dle. Mrs. Lavrenius attended
him at the hospital until his death,
which she took with seeming compos-
ure. Tonight, after her little son was
asleep in his bed, she shot him through
the head, and then turned her weapon
upon herself. - Rhodes was a Kentuc-
kian, belonging to one of the best fam-
ilies,in that state. - :

Mrs. Lavrenius was a beautiful wom-
an, thirty-three years of age, and high-
ly accomplished. She was a nihilist,
and with her husband was several
years ago sentenced to life imprison-
ment in Siberia. Five or six years ago
they were rardoned by the czar, and
came to thig country, locating first in
Chicago, but four years ago coming to
Denver, where Lavrenius became a
student at the Denver medical college,
Two and a half years ago he died of
Bright’s disease. They are said to have
belonged to a wealthy family and have
always recelved liberal remittances
frem Russia.

It is believed by some of Rhodes’
friends that his suicide and that of the
woman was the result of nihilidt jdeas,
with which the latter is said to have
imbued the young attorney.
