BITTEN BY A MAD DOG
DR. STONE'S HA\D BADLY TOR\

BY A DOG AFFLICTED WITH

RABIES

TO TRY PASTEUR TREATMENT

Health CoinnilHNloiicr Will Go to

Chicago and Have the Pasteur
Treatment Applied Dog Showed
No siji.is oif Rabies Until After At-
tacking Dr. Stone Later Hydro-
phobia Developed.

Health Commissioner A. J. Stone will
leave next Sunday for Chicago, where
he willhave the Pasteur treatment ap-
plied to wounds received in an en-
counter with a mad dog last Wednes-
day evening.

Wednesd-ay afternoon Mrs. Stone no-
ticed an apparently well-bred Irish set-
ter straying in the neighborhood of
her home and called the animal into
the house where it settled down, near

] the fire. When Dr. Stone returned
home in the evening he noticed the dog
and stooped down to examine its collar.
As he did so the brute made a sudden
spring and fastened its teeth in the
back of the doctor's right hand, badly
tearing and mangling the flesh.

Dr. Stone paid no especial attention
to the animal, which showed no signs
of rabies, but as a precautionary
measure sucked the wounds on his
hand. Then he took the animal out to
the barn. Yesterday morning the dog
exhibited all the signs of dumb rabies,
and, according to Dr. Stone, It will
probably die today from paralysis pro-
duced by the disease.

"It takes at least sixty days for hy-
Idrophobia to develop," said Dr. Stone
j last night. "There Ib a certain cure If
the Pasteur treatment is applied be-
fore that time. Iwould go to Chioago
immediately under the circumstances,
but cannot get my business arrange-
ments in shape to leave before Sun-
day. The course of treatment at the
Pasteur institute Is very severe, and, requires from ten days to four weeks.

"The dog is of a breed that is pc-, culiarly liable to the "rabies, and the
i animal that bit me has the worst kind,

the dumb rabies. He is already par-
alyzed, and Ithink he will die from
the disease tomorrow."

RETAIL HARDWARE MEN WILL

MEET IN THE ZKAITII CITY
NEXT YEAR*

ENTERTAINED THE JOBBERS

Yenterday'N gewaion* of the Hard-
ware Men Were Devoted Almost
Entirely to Listening to Addresses
by Jobbers Who Were Present

as the GaeMta of the Retailers
Retiring Preaident Remembered.

Interest in the morning session of
the second annual convention of the
Minnesota Retail Hardware associa-
tion, at Market hall, yesterday, cen-
tered in several addresses delivered by
local and outside jobbers. The speak-
ers were R.A.Kirk,of the firm of Far-
well, Ozmun &Kirk,of this city;C. W.Hackett, of the C. W. Hackett Hard-
ware company, of this city; A. Hill,
representing Janney, Semple & Co., ofMinneapolis; J. C. Koch, of the Prltz-
laff Mercantile company, of Milwau-
kee, Wis.; C. A. Peck, of the Wiscon-
sin Hardware company, of Berlin,
Wis., and F. Dunning, of Marshall &
Wells,' firm, of Duluth.

The principal address was deliveredby Mr. Kirk. He said that the retail
association had had the hearty sup-
port of the jobbers since its inception,
and assured the members of the con-
vention that the jobbers had only the
best wishes for the growth and pros-
perity of the retail association. In al-luding to the manufacturers Mr. Kirk
said these dealers too often tried to
link themselves too closely to the re-tailers, thus ignoring the jobber. The
jobber, according to Mr. Kirk, was es-sentially qualified to deal directly with
the dealers, because he could furnish
supplies more easily on short notice;
also a more diversified line of supplies,
thus preventing the retail dealers frombecoming overstocked. The antagon-
ism to the so-called "middle man," Mr.
Kirk characterized as absurd. In the
opinion of C. W. Hackett the retail
hardware dealers' association was an
organization which could not help but
benefit the trade. He complimented
the association upon the progress Ithad made, saying that organization wasalways a source of strength and ad-
vantage.

*
According to Mr. Koch there was

and always should be the best of feel-
ing between the jobbers and the retail-ers. Their interests were along thesame lines, and the prosperity of one
meant prosperity for the other. Themargin of profits was now small, com-pared with that of years ago, Mr.Kochsaid, and jobbers could not afford to
tell goods on long time. The house
that could sell goods quickest was the
best place to buy he said.

Mr. Dunning briefly assured the con-
vention that his firm was always ready
to meet the dealers in an equitablemanner, while- Mr. Hillannounced thesame sentiment for his firm. C A
Peck said there should be more cor-diality between dealers, while the job-
bers ought to be cultivated.

C. A. Barnes, secretary of the North
Dakota Retail Hardware Dealers' as-sociation, delivered an address in whichhe cautioned Minnesota dealers to beguarded against influence tending tobreak down their organization.

Before the session adjourned CharlesF. Lader, of St. Cloud, the retiring
president, was pleasantly surprised by
the presentation of a silver service of
five pieces. The presentation speech
was made by A. T. Stebbins, of Owa-tenna, who highly complimented Mr
Lader upon his zeal in the interest of
the association. Mr. L.ader responded
appropriately.

The executive session in the after-
noon was largely consumed In the
transaction of routine business. Thegeneral committee, appointed to inves-tigate concerning a mutual insurance
plan, made a preliminary report favor-ing the plan. It was decided that thecompletion of final arrangements
should be left in the hands of a sub-committee, which will be appointed by
the general committee, one from eachcongressional district and four mem-
bers at large. This committee willre-port at the next annual meeting of the
association.

A resolution protesting against aproposed move on the part of the rail-
roads to raise the minimum car loadweights on agricultural implements,
vehicles and other classes of goods
handled by members of the associationwas unanimously adopted. Copies of
the resolution were ordered sent to the
Western Passenger association. P. GHanson, president of the Minneapolis
Business Men's association, and Secre-tary Dingrnan addressed the conven-tion,upon proposed legislation regard-
ing garnishment laws, which will be
presented to the legislature during the
present session and requested the co-operation of the retail hadware deal-ers ln> securing the passage of themeasures proposed. Action in this mat-
ter was referred to a committee com-
posed of A. T..Stebbins, of Rochester,
and Henry Cleveland, of Minneapolis

On motion of E. A. Moye, of Duluththe convention voted to hold its next
annual meeting at Duluth, Feb. 7 8
and 9. 1900.

Editor Clark, of the Iron Age, ad-
dressed the dealers concerning the
work necessary for strengthening their
organization and carrying its princi-
ples into effect.

By a rising vote the convention ex-
pressed its commendation of the ser-
vices of J. W. Clark, of Minneapolis as

«<\u25a0 Snorn. and Under Oath Re-
peated the Statement* Which He
Hail Previously Made.

A. C. Sarderson, a Minneapolis law-
yer, caused a sensation inJudge Kelly's
court room yesterday by doubting the
veracity of the court, the records and
of the county attorney, during the trial
of Herman Qoss for alleged suborna-
tion of perjury. The wires were down
between the lawyer and the court dur-
ing a large part of the afternoon and
at several times the chances appeared
more than even that the Minneapolis
man would be assessed for contempt.

Lawyer Sarderson is defending Her-
man Qoss, who is charged* with having
suborned perjury in procuring straw
bail for Albert Chane Byrnes, the big-
amist who is now serving a sentence
at Stillwater. The forenoon was spent
insecuring a jury.

After the noon recess Mr. Sarderson
held a whispered conversation with the
court, and the jury was in consequence
directed to retire temporarily. Then
the Minneapolis man moved for a dis-
missal of the case on the ground that
on Jan. 27 the court granted a contin-
uance in the case without the presence
of the defendant in court and thereby
lost jurisdiction of the case. Then Mr.
Sarderson' made a statement to the
court in which he told how he had been
called over to St. Paul on Jan. 27, and
had then explained that he was unable
to proceed to trial because one of his
witnesses was ill. The continuance had
been granted on this showing.

Several times Judge Kellyremarked
that the record showed that the case
had simply been passed, and on one of
these occasions Sarderson said:
"Iwould ask the court ifthere Is any

dispute as to my statement of fact. Mr.
Bigelow was present at the time to con-
tinue the case over the term. The court
said 'That will be continued.'

"
"That is not true, sir," said Judge

Kelly.
"The court clerk made the entry,"

persisted Mr. Sarderson.
"That is not true, eir," declared the

court. "I told you that Iwould not
make any order In the absence of the
defendant, but Iassured you that you
would not be Dressed for trial at that
time. After the matter was brought
to the attention of the court in the reg-
ular way and was passed. The court
does not fancy this kind of practice."
"Ihave stated what Ibelieve to be

the truth," rejoined the attorney heat-
edly.
"Isay, sir. that you have not stated

the truth, and Istate it solemnly un-
der the sanctity of my position on this
ben-ch."

Then Mr. Sarderson asked to be
sworn, and under oath repeated his
previous statements. Qoss was placed
on the stand and swore that he was
not in court on Jan. 27. Deputy Clerk
Joseph King swore that the court had
said "passed" as on the minutes, and
his testimony was backed by County
Attorney Bigelow.

"This Is the first time anything like
this has occurred in Hie fourteen years
Ihave been o-n the bench," declaredJudge Kellysolemnly. "Mr.Sarderson
you are contradicted by the deputy
clerk, Mr. King, the county attorney,
the records of the court and the mom-
ory of the court. The motion Is de-
nied."

This settled the affair and the trial
was resumed.

TALKED OF ELIZABETH.
Splendid Picture of England's

(liitMMiPainted by C. W. Seymour.
The real Elizabeth, not the great and good

Bess, of whom poets have sung, but the
vain, vulgar, heartless, treacherous simu-
lator who worked always for her own selfish
ends regardless of her people, was pictured
in vivid cok>r« by Charles W. Seymour at
the Central foigfh school last night. It was
the last lecture in Mr. Seymour's course anda large sized audience gathered to her It.
Sir. Seymour delighted his hearers with a
masterly presentation of th« famous queen
or England '"who took to herself the credit
whirl) belonged to the men of her time ofmaking that age great."

Mr. 'Seymour traced Elizabeth's career from
its beginning and showed how the traits which
were notloeaible early inher life characterized
her to the end. Sine shed no tears whsn her
sister Mary died, but changed the entire gov-
ernment of England within an hour after re-
ceiving tidinigs of that event. Mr. Seymour
declared it was against history to call Mary
"Bloody Mary" and ETizaibelh "Good QueenBees," for Elizabeth killed more men than
Mary hated.

Mr. Seymour related the efforts of Philip
to fret a foot hold on the government ofEngland, first through marriage with Mary
and later by marriage with Elizabeth. Dis-
appointed in the latter he sent the Spanish
armada against England and the people of
that country were obliged to build ships to
defend themselves from an invasion, for Eliz-
abeth was too nig-gardly to build a fleet suf-
ficient to meet the armada. Mr. Seymour's
description of the armada was graphic. Its
destruction was called the luck of Elizabeth.

Elizabeth's personality was described Inds-
tail by Mr. Seymour. She patronized the
theater find Shakespeare beeauss Shakespeare
flattered her; sh-e encouraged literature be-
cause verses of her own were praised by
courtiers ;whoever praised her won her friend-
ship. She did r.ot patronize art because an
artistl painted her once exactly as she looked
and she did not adimire the portrait. Her
dress was a mass of pearls, sapphires, rubies
and other gems, strung profusely on every
IH'rt of her apparel. She wore a red wig
suimounted by a crown set Jauntily on the
back of her hmd. Those whom sb* reproved
she cursed or slapped, and those whom she
liked iost her favor by small transgressions.
After the detit.h of Essen she lost friends and
btart and became a prty to disease and
melancholia and died of a sore throat. Mr.
Seymour's auditors weie somewhat surprised
at bis treatment of his subject, but all agreed
that it was the best description of Elizabeth
that had been given in St. Paul.
