RACING IS RETAINED

LEAGUE OF AMERICAN WHEELMEN
REFUSE TO RELINQUISH
CONTROL OF IT

TWO HOURS’ DEBATE ALLOWED

Majority Against the Amendment to
Abolish the Racing Feature of

the Organization Was Over-
whelming——Defection of Many
Stars Admitted—Handsome Al.

lowance for President’s Expenses.

PROVIDENCE, R. I, Feb. 10.—With
all the minor matters disposed of, tha
national assembly of the L. A. W.
started this morning to settle the long-
talked-of question, whether the league
in future shall control bicycle racing.

Sterling Elliott, in support of his
proposed amendments to the league
coenstitution, said he now wished to
see racing out of the league, and he
believed that the great majority of
the league members was of the same
opinion.

After the other side of the question
had waived the right to speak at that
time, Judge Sims, of New York, spoke
in support of the amendments, and
argued that neither professionals nor
trackmen wanted the league to control
racing.

C. W. Sams s:@%e in support of the
league racing, asserting that the track
men and professionals both desired
the league to continue in control. It
was true that seventy stars have been
dropped, but 500 racing men remained,
and it would be of great advantage for
the league to remain in control.

Chief Consul Kircker favored giving
up the racing and A. W, Robinson ad-
vocated it. .

Mr. Elliott then closed that debate
for the anti-racing side and a vote was
taken.

Before the roll call was half over
erough votes to defeat the motion had
been cast and the final result showed
it to be lost, 69 to 161.

C. W. Sams, of Maryland, offered an
amendment, which was adopted with-
out oppesition, permitting professional
racing men a representative in the na-
tional assembly.

An amendment offered by Walter
Sherweood, of Indiana, striking out the
word “amateur” in the constitution,
whenever it cccurred, then came up
for action and was lost, 144 to 105, lack-
ing the necessary two-thirds vote.

An amendment was adopted reduc-
ing the amount to be retained by the
secretary from the annual dues and
rentals from 40 cents to 30 cents.

There was a long debate on the
question of allowing presidents, vice
presidents, chief consuls and secretary-
treasurers, who have served more than
three years in divisions, having a
membership of 1,000 or more, a seat in
the national assembly. Mr. Seward, of
Massachusetts, made a strong speech
in opposition to the amendment, claim-
ing that it would give dead men a ma-
jority and reduce live ones to a mi-
nority.

The afternoon session began with the
announcement by the president that
Beston had been selected for the meet
of 1899,

In the matter of the indemnity for
the death of Frank G. Lenz, from the
Turkish government, a resolution was
adopted urging a speedy settlement by
our government.

The chairman of the racing board
submitted a long list of men who were
recommended for reinstatement. The
report was adopted. The men named
are from the East, except William
Roeder, Chicago; Willlam F. Dohnet
and Edward Tickoskie, Lansing, Mich.,
and Freeman Monroe, Detroit.

A strong appeal was made for the
reinstatement of ex-Champion E. W.
Peabody, of Chicago, who was thrown
into the professional class for riding
a loaned wheel. Two members of the
racing board opposed the reinstate-
ment. The resolution recommending
that the racing board make the rein-
statement was, however, adopted, but
providing that Mr. Peabody cannot be
taken back for one year.

By an amendment offered by Mr.
Sams. all racing men will be com-
pelled hereafter to register, the same
as professionals. If they are members
of the league it will cost only fifty
cents, but if they are not they must
pay $2 annually.

An amendment offered by Mr. Cook,
of Rhode Island, and supported by Mr.
Kircker, of New ‘Jersey, make it op-
tional with divisions to elect members
of the division board on the roll of
Oct. 1 and for territorial districts.

POLICE - COMMISSION  IDEA

MINNEAPOLIS OFFICERS WOULD
NOT INDORSE THE KIEFER-
GOSS BILL

Their Experience a Few Years Ago
With a Similar Board Was
Enough, and They Do Not Want
Any More Along That Line.

The proposed bill placing the police
departments of St. Paul, Minneapolis
and Duluth on a civil service basis has
fallen through, and in consequence
Detective Chauncey Troyer and Ser-
geant John Kenna, of Duluth, who
have been in the city in the interest
of the measure, returned home last
night very much disgusted. The deci-
sion to abandon the proposed legisla-
tion was the result of a conference be-
tween representatives of the three de-
partments held yesterday afternoon at
the Minneapolis police headquarters.

The bill, which originated with Chief
Gess and met with the approval of
Mayor Kiefer, provided for the ap-
pointment of a police commission with
full power over the department and
dismissals only for cause. This plan
just suited the members of the local
force, and Chief Goss, after having
been assured of the co-operation of the
Minneapolis department wrote to Du-
luth asking that a delegation be sent
down to push the bill, a copy of which
was enclosed in the communication.

The Duluth men took immediate ac-
tion and last Thursday Detective
Troyer and Sergeant Kenna appeared
on.the scene prepared to render all the
assistance that lay in their power. The
St. Louis county delegation was seen
and fourd to be unanimously in favor
of the proposed legislation, and then a
conference was arranged for yesterday
afternoon at Minneapolis.

party found the Minneapolis repre-
sentatives awalting them and then
went into executive session.

Then it was that dissension cropped
out. A copy of the bill had hardly
been read when several of the Minne-
apolls flnest announced that several
years ago they had undergone an ex-
perience with a police commission ap-
pointed by the council and they want-
ed nothing of the kind again. Ward
heelers and demagogues had secured
possession of the commission and the
men had been forced to pay for their
Jobs and assessed to keep them.

There was nothing to be sald fur-
ther. Without co-operation thers
would be no chance for the bill, and
a motion to drop the matter was pass-
ed without a protest except the mut-
tered remarks of the men who had
_been brought down from Duluth by
Chief Goss on a wild goose chase.
