CHICAGO, Feb. lo.—The Inter Ocean
today says: Comiskey, of St. Paul, will
be in Chicago today. During the chilly
hours of the- morning he will hold an
earnest base ball "talk" with President
Ban Johnson, of the Western league.
In the afternoon he will greet and ex-
tend the "gladsome hand" to the news-
paper men. Later in the day the man
frurn St. Paul may go over to the
Fisher building and exchange greet-
ings with President Hart, of the Chi-
cago club.

The cuming of Comiskey at this time
ls significant, to say the least. The for-
mer manager of the Chicago Brother-

earn and the Cincinnati NatVmal
league aggregation is now sole owner
of the St. Paul club, and one of the
really big men in the' Western league.
He kas been too long in base ball to
give out any advance bulletins as to
the real purpose of his present visit to
Chicago and Ban Johnson when ques-
tioned on the subject yesterday simply
smiled his blandest smile.

"Our friend Comiskey will be here in
the morning." said Johnson, "and will
be glad to receive the newspaper men
In my office during the afternoon.
Comiskey can toll a good story and
I'm sure that he will make a good
showing- at the daily .session of the
Hot Air club. Perchance he may an-
nounce the object of his visit to Chi-

caso and then asain he may not. It
all defends. Be here tomorrow and
ask him the Question himself."
It is safe to predict that Comiskey

Will parry the questions put to him
by the horde of anxious scribes. It is
also safe to predict that he is here to
discuss the St. Louis-Cleveland mud-
dle with President Johnson. There ia
an off- chance that Tom Loftus will
participate in today's conference. Com-
iskey is one of the capitalists of the
Western circuit. What is more, he en-joys the confidence of a number of men
of wealth and influence. Tom Loftus
is the man who owns the Columbus
Western leafcue team and who will rep-
resent and do the bidding of a syndi-
cate that wants to buy the St. Louis
National league club at the coming
auction sale in St. Louis. Comiskey
may be financially interested in this
syndicate and as a natural sequence
personally interested in the sale of the
old St. Louis Browns.
IfComiskey really is directly inter-

ested in this "Loftus bid." for the St.
Louis, and the chances are he is. one
man in the state of Missouri will
watch his actions with more than pass-
ins interest. That man is Yon der Ahe—

his old employer. Chris has never
enjoyed a lucky hour since he parted
company with his old manager. He
has been- 'gold-bricked" by his fellow
magnates, pestered by dunning credit-
ors, and tormented by the worst of
torments— a losing base ball team. One
year ago in Xew York Chris condensed
the secret of his downfall in a single
paragraph.

SAX FRAXCISCO. Feb. 10.-Gimm was
thirty-seven and sev-n-eighths miles ahead
of the world's record at the end of the forty-
third hour in the six-day bicycle race at Me-
chanics' pavilion. To this increase the men
have been adding rapidly by regularly trav-eling eighteen mile 3to the hour. The rea-son for this is that the track is the fastestever constructed. The banks are so steepthat the field is unable to come down tothe crowd generally followed in other racesat this stage of the contest. Then, too, themen have sprinted again and again today to
make up lost space on riders leaving' the
track. Whenever Miller left the oth-rs startedat great speed to overhaul his lead or in-crease a lead upon the champion. Barnabyled most of this and is in reality the surprise
of the contest.

street ar.d accompanied her to her room
in the Arcade hotel. Shortly after the
pair went down to ;the Reception sa-
loon and had several drinks together.
Then the watch was produced, and
here the accounts differed.

According to Sell, Miss Owens took
the watch and while he was temporar-
ily absent went away with the time-
piece, which he was unable to get back.
The woman claimed that Sell had given
her the watch and asked her to be his
"steady girl,"saying that he had just
taken it from a woman with whom he
had quarreled. She had gone to Min-
neapolis the following day, and on her
return was arrested for larceny. The
watch disappeared in Minneapolis and
turned up in the St. Paul police court.
So far as her running away was con- Jccrned, Miss Owens indignantly denied
the charge and claimed Sell- had kissed
her good-bye in the doorway of the
hotel. Her testimony was corroborated
by Myrtle McWhorter, a chambermaid
at the place.

CAST UPON AN ISLAND

Managed to Start a Fire That

Saved the Survivor-* of the

\Vreeked Steamer From Freezing

to Dea tii When the Ship Struck
the Weather Was So Thick That

Sailors Could Not See.

SAVANNAH, Ga., Feb. 15.—Every
member of the crew of the wrecked
steamship William Lawrence has been
saved, but only after the greater num-
ber of them had suffered terrible hard-
ships. The tugs Cambria and Cynthia
came in this evening from the sea Isl-
lar.ds of South Carolina, bringing with
them Capt. A. L. Willis and thirteen
men, constituting those who had been
missing since Sunday morning, when
the ship was abandoned in the break-
ers off Port Royal bar. The tug Cam-
bria left the city at daybreak this
morning and searched every Island and
inlet northward until the castaways
were found. At 9 o'clock the party were
discovered on Huntingisland and taken
on board the Cambria.

Capt. Willis and his men had suffered
greatly. They left the ship at 9
o'clock Sunday morning. After twelve
hours at sea in a blinding and freez-
ing gale, the two boats under the cap-
tain and the first officer made land on
Caper's island, a desolate and bare
little sand spot. Inbeaching, both of
the boats were smashed and the men
thrown into the surf. Though almost
exhausted ar.d numb, they managed to
scramble beyond the reach of the
waves. What little brackish drinking
water they had was lost, together with
the biscuits, long since salt soaked,
which had been brought off the wreck.

There was no fresh water and ex-
tremely little fuel on the island, nor
shelter in any shape. The captain had
a few matches in a metallic box in his
pocket. Tearing the seats out of the
wrecked boats, after much coaxing a
fire was made under the lee of a sand
dune. The limited fuel kept the men
from freezing to death.

The men hovered over the littleblaze
all during the sleet and snow storm of
Sunday night and Monday, when the
mercury was marking 8 to 10 above
zero. On Tuesday morning one of the
boats was temporarily repaired, and
both crews got into it to try to reach
Port Royal. They had been without
food since Sunday morning and with-
out water since Sunday afternoon.
After painful efforts they reached
Hunting island. Some soldiers were
stationed there. They took them in
and fed ar.d watered them.

Capt. Willis says that at the time the
ship struck the weather was fo thick
that he could not see half the length of
the ship. He says also that something
was wrong with his compass and that
the ship was somewhat out of her
course. Capt. Willis has been in the
service of the company for twenty
years.

WITHOUT A HELM.
Rescued Sailors Talk of the Mishaps

to the Bulgaria.

NEW YORK, Feb. 15.—The sailors
rescued from the missing steamship
Bulgaria, of the Hamburg- American
line*, which is supposed to have been
lost off the Azores, the latter part of
last week, have made a statement be-
fore the German consul in Punta del
Gada. who has cabled it to this city:

"On Feb. 2, during a sever north-
western gale, the rudder broke and
three large and five collapsible boats
were borne away. The ship being then
without helm, pounded tremendously
ar.d sprung a leak. On the 3d of the
month there was eight feet of water in
compartment No. -1, and the ship heeled
over to port. Over 1,000 bags of freight
were shiffted from port to starboard
without success. On Feb. 5 we sighted
the Weehawken and requested assist-
ance. The first boat of the Bulgaria
took ten passengers, but before we
were able to take more, the boat was
tern away by heavy seas. The second
boat, with Second Officer Sherges.and
fcur men was also torn away by the
sea before the passengers could be
taken, and we lost sight of the vessel.
The Weehawken launched two boats;
one filled with water, and the other
saved eight persons. The Weehawken
remained until noon on the 6th without
seeing the Bulgaria again. Two other
unknown steamers were near the Bul-
garia, but we do not know what aid
they gave."

AN EXCITING VOYAGE.
Stormy Passage of the Hamburg;.

American Liner Pretoria.
PLYMOUTH, England, Feb. 15.—The

Hamburg-American line steamer Pre-
toria, which sailed from Hamburg on
Jan. 29 for New York and which was
reported passed the Lizard Jan. 31, ar-
rived here today, being towed in by
tugs. Her steering gear is damaged.

The 555 passengers on board the Pre-
toria had an exciting experience. The
outlook at times was extremely gloomy,
but at no time was there a panic.

When the rudder shaft broke in the
gale of Feb. 3, the Pretoria bore to
the southward for two days, seeking
the route of the eastwardbound ves-
sels. On the fourth she spoke the Ger-
man steamer Bengalla, from Hamburg
on Jan. 29, for Baltimore, and notified
her of the accident. On the sth the
Pretoria shaped her course for Bishop's
rock, 871 miles distant. Attempts at
repairing were futile.

A severe hurricane on the 6th caused
great anxiety. The seas ran very high,
and oil was poured upon the water.
The hurricane continued for two days,
during which time the steamer made
only sixty miles, as her engines had to
be stopped in the bigseas. During the
remainder of her trip to Plymouth a
succession of storms was encountered.

ADMIRAL DEWEY ASHORE.
Kot the Hero of Manila hut the

Fruit Stenmer.

BOSTON. Feb. 15.— The Boston Fruit
company's steamer Admiral Dewey,
bound from Port Antonio, Jamaica,
for this city, ran ashore on Cuttyhunk,
near the entrance to Buzzard's bay,
early today. The steamer is full of
water. It was reported that the Ad-
miral Dewey has twenty-six passen-
gers on board and a fullcargo of fruit.
The tug Herald and the lighter Oak
from Vineyard Haven have gone to
her assistance. The Admiral Dewey Is
lying in a dangerous position, fully
exposed to any heavy weather from
the south and "west. The steamer is a
fine new steel boat.

SNOW BLOCKADE BROKEN.
Trains on the Pennsylvania and

Reading Ilonds Run Regulurly.
PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 15.

The

snow blockade on all the railroads en-
tering this city is tonight practically
a thing of the past. All divisions on
the Pennsylvania and Reading roads
are making- an effort to run on sched-
ule time, with the exception of the
Stony Creek. Frankford and New Long
Branch, of the Reading, which are stiiiexperiencing difficulty. But trains are
sent out at irregular intervals. Trolley
lines in the city are generally open
tonight, but suburban roads are still
snow-bound.

ISSUE WITH STATE ATTORNEY

The Houses Asked to Ignore His
Opinion and Order a Prosecution
In the Interest Cases Glaspell

Investigation to Be in Secret
Warm Session Expected Over the

Dakota Telegraph Taxation Bill.

PIERRE, S. D., Feb. 15.—(Special.)—
Gov. Lee sent in a message to the sen-
ate today in regard to the Phillips in-
terest charges, taking the position that
the attorney general is wrong in his
conclusion and that it is the duty of
the legislature to call upon the attor-ney general for a prosecution. The
message was referred to .the judiciary
committee.

The principal bills introduced in the
house today were: To allow the com-
missioner to offer a reward of $300 for
the apprehension of cattle thieves; fix-
ing a minimum valuation of railroad
property for taxation, and a valid in-
surance law. The afternoon was spent
in wrangling over special appropriation
bills, and the Dassage of two. one for
the deaf and dumb school and one for
the agricultural college. Both were cut
in half.

The senate passed the bills permit-
ting counties by popular vote to ex-
empt $100 of personal property from
taxation and the house bill to allow
taxes to be paid in two annual install-
ments. In March and September.

Inthe senate this morning the fellow
servant bill was finallykilled by a vote
of 23 to 19. Bills were passed to require
ballots to be preserved until the time
for the contest has passed; to provide
deficiency for the expense of trans-
portation of prisoners to the peniten-
tiary, and to pay the sheriff for serv-
ices in the unorganized county of
Gregory.

STAR CHAMBER SESSIONS.
Glaspell Investigation to Be Secret

The senate committee on judi-
ciary today reported back the Twich-
well bill taxing telegraph companies,
without recommendation and the
measure will come up in general orders
tomorrow, when a warm session may
be looked for. Superintendent Jlc-
Michaels and other representatives are
on the field and willmake a determined
fight to defeat the bill.

The bill creating a twine plant at
the penitentiary passed the house and
was given its first and second reading
in the senate.

The special committee to investigate
the Glaspell charges met today and
adopted a resolution that all matter
connected with the investigation be
kept from the .Dress.

HELENA, Mont., Feb. 15.—There

has been introduced in the lower house
of the Montana legislature a bill
appropriating $30,000 for the aid and
comfort of the First Montana volun-
teers now in the Philippines, in the
shape of a reward for their valor and
heroism in the several recent contests
with the natives. Some of the wound-
ed, it is said, are sadly in need of the
little necessaries that are hardly ob-
tainable from their salaries and which
go so far to make life more pleasant
in a foreign clime.

The $30,000 referred to is the thirty
$1,000 bills brought forth by SenatorWhiteside, claiming he had been paid
the same to secure votes for Senator-
elect \V. A. Clark. It seems probable
the bill will pass. Itis provided in the
bill that the money be cabled to Hong
Kong.
