When the bill was reached on gan-
eral orders, with Mr. Roberts (Rep.)
in the chair, Mr. Mallory (Rep.), of St.

amount of bounty to be paid in any
one year should not exceed $100,000.

Mr. Staples (Rep.), of Dakota, be-
lieved in legislation of this kind, but
he could support neither the amend-
ment nor the bill without more in-
formation as to the resulis which
would follow the passage of the meas-
ure. It was possible, under the bill, for
Eastern manufacturers to ship in cokse,
without which, it had been stated, a
smelting furnace could not be cperat-
ed, and then in the same cars ship out
the pig iron, after securing the Lounty.
If, as had been stated, only thirty-five
men were employed in a smelting fur-
nace turning out 200 tons daily, then
the bounty of 50 cents a ton would pay
all the labor and a par:t of the ccst of
production. The iron mines were con-
trolled by a few men, and it was very
probable in a short time they would
be controlled by one man. If the trust
controlled the mines, it would not b=
long before it would control the smelt-
ers. He suggested that the bili be
amended so as to provide that all the
coke used be manufactured 1in the
state.

Mr. Mallory said smelting could not
be a financial success without coke.
The bill was simply an inducement
for capital to come into the state and
get the plant or plants in operation,
and, while coke would have to be se-
cured in superior for a time, the resuit
would be that coke owvens would be
built and operated in the state.

Mr. Jacobson (Rep.), of Lac qui Parle,
could not see how ircn ore could be
secured from the mines to compete
with Eastern manufacturers, as the
ore was practically controlled by three
large companies. He had been inform-
ed by independent mine owners that,
even if the bounty was made $1 per ton,
it would be impossible for any one or
any firm to do business except with
the consent of those who owned the
mines and controlled the transporta-
tion facilities. It was estimated that
| there was 400,000,000 tons of iron ore
in the state, and of this the state owned
100,000,000 tons, but had leased the
lands, and it was impossible for the
state to sell any. Unless the freight
rate on ore could be reduced from S0
cents per ton, the bill would do but
little good. The man or men who own-
ed the mines owned the railroads, and

| this made it impossible for independ-
l ent owners to use the ore.

RETAIL GROCERS AND GENERAL
MERCHANTS CONCLUDE THEIR
CONVENTION WORK

OFFICERS FOR NEXT YEAR

A Bunch of Resolutions Adopted—
W. L. Foss Delivers an Interest-
ing Paper on “The Commercial
'l'rnveler‘.'—'l‘. T. Bacheller Warns
the Members of the Comvention
Against Fake Advertising.

During the last three days the grocers
and allied tradesmen of the state, have
heen holding high carnival at Market
hall. Rut, yesterday, terminated their
three days’ convention, which has prov-
ed the most successful one since the
formation of the new association, three
years ag2o. The majority of the dele-
Kates return today to their respective
homes about the state, carrying with
them much good sound advice regard-
ing business affairs, and feelings of
good wiil towards their hosts.

Secretary Dingman opened the morn-
ing meeting by reading the questions
that had been deposited in the question
box. These Involved such subjects, as:
Discounting bills and other ins and
cuts of value to the commercial world.
These questions were answaered from
the auvdience, and elicited much praise-
worthy comment.

The auditing committee reported they
had examined the books of the state
association, and had found them cor-
rect, showing total receipts for the
past year of $1,513.25; expenditures, $1,-
455.67. leaving a balance now on hand
0 B This, combined with  the
$622 voluntarily subscribed by whole-
saiers and friends of the association,
makes a Very encouraging amount to-
wards payving expenses of the coming
vear, as so much earnest work is con-
templated, that it will require a consid-
erable amount of money to carry on
this future work.

RESOLUTIONS PASSED.

This report was followed by the read-
ing of the resolutions, all of which
were favorably passed upon. They
were:

FAKE ADVERTISING.

After these resolutions had been laid
eside, the president introduced Mr. T.
T. Bacheller, of the Commercial Bulle-
tin, Minneapolls, who delivered an ad-
dress on “Advertising Fakes,” from
which the following is taken:

The term ‘“‘fake advertlsing’’ is suggestive
of a fact and a condition formerly unheard
of, and not easily treated of by those who
deprecate its existence. That fact and that
condition ars comprenensively included in the
modern methods of merchandising, attract-
ing buyers by a grand system of bargain
sales, made known to ths public through
newspaper advertising is, belng literally and
by derivation the act of “‘turning-<to’” wares
displayed for sale, as the clerk or salesman
is supposed to do, in describing their good
points and comparative merits. This was for-
mer.y done to but a small extent, outside of

_the store or place of sale. In deflning adver-

tising, Webster savs:

““To give public notice of, or to dsscribe with
a view to sale,’ etc.

In our day the general custom of securing
publicity through the medium of modern
newspapers of general circulation may be
said to represent the art and practice of ad-
vertising.

But what_Is ‘‘fake advertising?’ This Is
certainly a descriptive word brought into our
vocabulary to meet the requirements of nine-
teenth century progress, to expresa ‘‘ways
that are dark and tricks that are vain’'—so
far as the purchaser is affected. Our fore-
fathers, indeed, did some advertising, but
only to let seople know, in plain, unvarnished
tale, the scope and variety of the goods they
handied. No attempt was generally made at
display greater than given by a single line
of capitals of the same sized type as used
in the body of the paper. The wares and
commodities were cata’ogued without order, in
most glorious confusion, winding up with
something like thim::

‘‘Seap, twine, choe pegs, sugar, rum, cod-
fish, rope, nails, cowbells, catgut, snuff, pig-

pins, tar, treacle, Godly books
, in some way, we must get rid
of fake goods, and fake advertising will quick-
ly die out. This is just the kind of good
work vour association Is engaged in. And
real’y, gentlemen, in the matter of fake ad-
vertising, the grocers, and a large proportion
of country merchants, have but very little
to plead guilty to. So far as you have
occasionally taken & hand at the practice, we
feel sure it was only in self-defense. You
were the innocent victims of circumstances
you did not create. I am glad to say from
observation, based upon more experience in
rocery-buying than some bachelors can
goaat. that nine-tenths of all the fraud in
the direction treated of, is perpetrated by the
other fellows. And yet I would not say a
word to quiet any consciences whose quick-
er action is essential to the public good. In
this matter T would say as the old Quaker did
to his faithful wife: “I think almost every-
body is queer, except thee and me; and
gometimes 1 think thee is a littie queer.”

The reading of Mr. Bacheller’'s speech
wound up the affairs for the morning.
THE COMMERCIAL TRAVELER.

At 2 p. m. the assoclation convened
for their final session.

constant dealings. No one has had better op-
portunity than he for observing the unpleas-
ant and usually disastrous results of an
indiscriminate outting of orices, and no one
has been able to note more clearly than he
the benefits otwm.n!mm]lmai and p:‘lgt‘ht here
1 come to, per , the leading n!

Between the salesman and the merchant
there should be no element of friction. The
commercial traveler who is not courteous
as well as business-like, honest as well
as enthusiastic, shouid have no recognized
rlace in our fraternity. But it is not his
place, and you should not expect him to
be either servile or unduly humbie. You
do not patronize the salesman who mersly
begs for your business, but the one who
proves to vow in a clear and business4dike
way that he can furnish you with the best
goods for the least money, He expects you
to examine the goods which he may offer,
believing that if he does not sell you he may
at least interest, and possibly instruct you.
1 trust that you may then come to look upon
the commercial traveler, not as a persistent
bore, but as a friend and coworker; and if
you cannot see your way clear to purchase
what he may have to offer, you can, at least,
extend to him the hand of feilowship in your
place of business, as you bave done here in
your association h=sll.

State Auditor Dunn has just com-
Pleted an abstract of the tax lists of
the several counties of the state for
1808. The statement was printed ves-
terday and sent to the legislature and
the governor for perusal. Perha ps the

most sigrificant matter of record given
in the table is that the totali amount
of taxes levied in the state for all pur-
the pre-

poses last year is less than
ceding year.

The average rate of taxation for the
state is 239 mills. Farm property
classed as acre land was assessed at
$7.08 per acre. The total number of
acres of this class of land was 35496,-
289. The total valuation of farm prop-
erty, including structures, for the whole
Btate is placed at $250,744,597. All city
property, including structures, is val-
ued at $239,028,738, or about $11,000,600
less than all the farm property in the
state. These figures alone speak for
Minnesota as an agricuitural state. In
the older states the city property us-
ually leads., but the state auditor's
statement shows that the people of
Minnesota are for the greater part de-,
riving a tvellhood from pastoral pur- .
suits.

The total value of taxable personal
property is placed at something over
$89,000,000, or about 18 per cent of the
total taxable property of the state.

For Ramsey county the total amount
of speclal assessments for sewerage,
and street improvement was about
$100,000. Very nearly five times that
amount was spent by Hennepin county
for the same purpose. It cost the peo-
ple of Ramsey county $1,140,32227 to
maintain all the public officez of the
county and county institutions, while
Hennepin county pald abeut $100,000
more for the same purpose.
